Trotter Says Barnhart
Scales, Pens Open All

Hours Despite Rumors

Ezra Trotter, Barnhart feed and
livestock dealer and manager of
the O-B Trap Co. pens and scales
on the Santa Fe siding, said this
week that despite rumors being
circulated, mostly by certain sheep
buyers, that the Barnhart scales
and pens are locked such is not
the case and never will be as long
as he is incharge of the facilities.

“Area ranchmen have told me
that they are being forced to ship
their lambs to San Angelo or Ft.
Stockton for weighing on advice
that the Barnhart scales are lock-
ed,” Trotter said. ‘“This, naturally,
for sheepmen in this area at least,
is more expensive, in shrink and
treight charges.

“The Barnhart scales and pens
are never locked, night or day.
The O-B Trap Co. has a 99-year
concession from the Santa Fe rail-
road, successors to the original
constractors, the Orient, for the in-
dependent management of the pens
and scales and they can never be
locked by the railroad. They are
the only pens on the railroad that
can not be locked.

“As long as I am here (Trotter
operates the scales under lease
frem O-B Trap Co.) I am repres-
enting the ranchmen and I can
assure them that the scales will
never be locked.”

Of the non-pol-
io patients, more than 90 per cent
must have some if not total finan-
cial assistance from the Founda-
tion’s welfare program.

The Citizens March will be sche-
duled some night in September and
will follow an intensive public in-
formation campaign designed to
tell the people of Texas about the
Foundation’s new program.

“We believe a lot of Texans
who want to keep this fine work
going will turn on their porch
lights when the signal is given.”

Test South of Ozona
Drilling Ahead To
10,500 Contract

Magnolia Petroleum Co. No. 1
E. G. Baggett, in 24-F-GC&SF,
Crockett County wildeat, 9% miles
southwest of Ozona, flowed a small
amount of gas on a drillstem test
in the Strawn.

RUTHERFORD

SO YOU’RE IN the midst of a
hot, slow moving summer and no-

thing much is happening? If you )

want action,

With the end of the session fig-
ured to be not more than three
weeks off at this writing — and
possibly only a week off — the an
nual year-end legislative jam is
being broken up by fast action.

In one day this week:

The House, needing a two-thirds
vote to suspend the rules and pass
a farm bill, could not get the re-
quired majority (the vote: 210 to
186, with Republicans voting gen-
erally against, Democrats for) and
farm legislation for this session ap-
pears to be dead.

Conferees of the House and Sen-
ate accepted a $39.6 billion appro-
priations bill for Defense funds,
an all-time high and some $5 bil-
lion higher than last year, with
new accent on preparing for “small
wars,” ie. the Mideast crisis.

The House voted, 286 to 108, to
raise the National Debt Limit to an
all-time peak of $288 billion, at
the request of President Eisenhow-
er.

The Senate passed, for the third
time in nine-years, a bill to give
*“home rule” to voteless District of
Columbia residents, but the House
is expected — as usual — not to
act on the measure, therefore
dooming it.

The House voted passage of a
bill to require disclosures of facts
relating to pension and welfare
funds of labor and management.

Teamster leader Jimmy Hoffa,
before the Senate Rackets Inves-
tigating Subcommittee;, denied
knowing anything of a reported
$17,500 bribe given the Teamsters
by Detroit laundrymen; could not
explain some $60,000 he said he
won betting on horse races.

Bernard Goldfine, sometimes
known as the “New England fa-
bricator,” wrote Members of Con-
gress what he said are the full
facts concerning his citation for
contempt of Congress by the Leg-
islative Oversight Committee; a
few hours earlier sent letters to
the administrative assistants of all
Congressmen asking them to put
his letter “near the top of the stack
on your boss’ desk.”

And President Eisenhower warn”.
ed both management and labor
that if prices continue to rise there
will be consumer’s revolt that will
Jead us to “real trouble.”

Other than these actions — and
for mail, office work and Com-
mittee meetings — Members of
Congress had a pretty dull day!

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Long List Of Texas Plant Pests Do Damage
To Wool & Mohair By Clinging To Fleeces

By Bob Scott, S. C. S.

Early spring rains, following the
severe drought, produced an a-
bundance of plants which are pick-
ed up in wool and mohair. Infor-
mation furnished by wool buyers
indicates that wool is usually dock-
ed 5 to 15 cents per pound, and
mohair is docked up to 50 per cent,
depending on the infestation with
vegetable matter.

Fortunately, most of the plants |
causing damage to wool and mo-

air are invaders on rangeland. A

imbination of range practices in-

1ding proper use, and deferred
grazing will give best control for
most of the harmful plants.

Following is a list of plants com-
monly infesting wool and mohair
in the Ozona and general Edwards
Plaeau area.

Solanum rostratum Dunal —
Buffalobur. Family: Solananceac
(nightshade).

Plant is abundant in Edwards
Plateau during wet springs follow-
ing drought or on over grazed
ranges. Matures seed in mid-sum-
mer, and will often stick to wool or
mohair in fall and winter. Plant
is found in all Texas.

Mentzelia oligosperma Nutt.
Chickthief Mentzelia. Famlly Loa-
saceae (Loasa).

Found throughout most of Tex-
as, but wusually rare in grazed
rangeland. The green leaves readily
cling to wool mohair or clothing,
but would normally be lost from
the surface after becoming brittle.
Seed pods might be found in wool,
but not common.

Heberopogon contortus (L)
Beav. Tanglehead or Black Needle.
Family: Gramineae (Grass).

Perennial grass occurring in
South Texas near Rio Grande Riv-
er area, and in Big Bend area of
Texas. In the Crockett Soil Con-
servation District it is found on
rough hills along the Pecos River.
A good forage plant that is nor-
mally eaten by sheep, cattle and
goats, and rarely occurs in wool
or mohair.

Stipa Leucarricha Trin & Rur.
Texas Wintergrass or Texas Need-
legrass Family. Gramineae (Grass)

Winter growing perennial grass

which usually produces seed in
May or June, normally after sheep
and goats are shown. Mature seed
get in wool, mohair and legs and
taces of sheep for approximately
30 days in spring. Common in east-
ern half of Edwards Plateau area,
central and South Texas.

Aristida longiseta Steud. — Red
threeown or Red Needlegrass Fam-
(ily: Gramineae (grass).

Early spring perennial grass
common to much of Texas, parti-
cularly on overgrazed ranges.
Seeds in April, May or June, but
usually after shearing. Legs and
bellies of lambs sometimes shorn
in summer when infestation is
heavy.

Aristida wrightii Nash — Wright
threeawn Family: Gramineae
(grass)

Early spring perenmal grass
common to most sheep and goat
producing areas of Texas. Seeds
in April, May or June, and is oc-

casionally found in wool, but not |

as common ds other species of A-
ristida.

Daucus pusillus Michx — South-
western carrot or Beggarlice Fam-
ily: Umbellifera (Parsley).

A winter annual weed common
to most of Texas. The forage is
normally grazed by sheep and few
seed are produced. Sheep are nor-
mally shorn before plant matures
seed in June: however, the fall
clip of mohair may often contain
beggarlice. 5

Genus: unconfirmed Family:
Umbelliferae (Parsley).

Plant is probably Ammoselium
popew T&G or Spermolepis echin-
ata (Nutt.) Heller, both of which
occur in waste areas in most of
Texas. Very rare on rangeland in
Edwards Plateau, but seed would
readily stick in wool. Plant is win-
ter annual that matures seed in
May or June.

Lappula texana (Scheele) Brit-
ton. Cupseed Stickseed or Hairy

Stickseed Family: Boraginaceae
(Borage).
A small insignificant, early

spring weed which is usually un-
common on Edwards Plateau
rangeland except during abnormal-
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boats.

Decrease In Demand
Cited As Reason For

Lower Prices For Wool

College Station— Why are wool
prices so low?

This question is foremost in the
minds of many wgol producers, for
prices received in March, 1958,
were 21 percent lower than in
March, 1957, and in June, 1958,
prices were 32 percent below June
of 1957.

John G. McHaney, extension e-
conomist, says the lower level of
prices mainly has been caused by
a decrease in the demand for wool
in the United States and in the
world. In January, 1958, the sea-
sonally adjusted rate of mill used
wool in the U. S. was 35 percent
lower than a year earlier and 45
percent lower than when the de-
cline began the summer of 1956.

In January and February, 1958,
McHaney says the total quantity
of fiber (including wool) used by
the wool textile industry in the
spinning of yarn, other than carpet,
was down 24 percent. This decline
was mostly in wool. The use of
man-made fiber by the wool in-
dustry was down only five percent.

During the early part of 1958,
McHaney points out that cuttings
for men were 23 percent below
those for the same period in 1957,
and 24 percent less than in 1956.
The decline was much greater in
suits containing predominantly
wool than in suits containing less
than 50 percent wool. Cuttings of
most women’s outerwear garments
also declined early in 1958. Too,

he says, mill actively has declined

demand.

McHaney predicts that wool pro-
duction in the U. S. will be slightly
more in 1958 than 1957 because
there are about three percent
more sheep and lambs on farms
and ranches, and ranges are in good
condition.

He says it now appears that
prices received during the 1958-
59 marketing year (April, 1958
to March 31, 1959) will likely a-
verage less than in 1957-58. But
he points out that the incentive
program still exists, and mill ac-
tivity could pick up because of
the recent inventory liquidation
and the fact that wool prices are
lower. Too, if the mid-East situa-
tion should become more serious,
chances are wool demand and pri-
ces will rise.
