dams on Johnson Draw watershed
next Tuesday, October 7.

The occasion will be an election
to choose a supervisor for Zone
5 of the District. Landowners in
the area, the southwest section of
Crockett county, have been invited
to come to Ozona to vote for a
supervisor and to join in the tour
of the dams. The zone is now re-
presented by L. B. Cox, Jr., who
has been supervisor from that dis-
irict since organization of the
Crockett SCD.

Invitations have been extended
townspeople and ranchmen and
their families to join in the motor-
cade tour of the dams. Four of the
dams on Johnson draw watershed
north of Ozona have been com-
pleted, the embankments fenced
and seeded to grass to help hold
the soil. Recent rains have left
bar pits full of water above some
of the dams.

The tour was arranged with the
thought that many Ozona residents
have not yet seen any of the dams
and do not realize the protection
potential of the structures against
a repetition of such a flood disas-
ter as that visited upon Ozona in
1954 If you have not seen the
dams the trip will be worth your
while, a spokesman for the SCD
said. ;

The meeting of landowners from
Zone 5 will be in the Soil Con-
servation Service office at 2 p. m.
The election will take but a few
minutes and then the tour will
leave Ozona for the first dam site.
Persons wishing to join in the tour
may go in their own cars or form.

From State Capitol

AUSTIN, Texas — Through the
summer campaigns ‘“‘economy in
government” were words that rust-
led about as %mlessly as an ev-
ening breeze.” :

But with the approach of win-
ter and down-to-the-lick-log bud-
get-making time, the same words
have the cutting edge of a blue
norther.

Gov. Price Daniel stuck a pin
in any last rosy hopes that “things
might not be too bad.” He sent
back the money requests made by
heads of state departments for
1959-61, saying they were “wholly
unrealistic.”

Governor Daniel had been the
last major hold-out against pre-.
dictions of a major money crisis.
Other state officials had been cry-
ing doom and foreseeing a shortage
of up to $140,000,000 for months.

Governor Daniel took note of
these predictions in asking depart-
ment heads to re-examine their
budgets, eliminating any non-es-
sential items. A deadline of Oct.
8 was set for the new requests.

As originally submitted, the re-
quests would require a $272,000,-
000 increase in spending.

“I think and hope this decline
in state revenues is a temporary
condition,” said the governor, ‘“but
a realistic approach . . . requires
that 1960-61 requests should not
exceed the 1958-59 level unless
absolutely essential.”

Deficit Soon — A further glum
note was the state comptroller’s
forecast that the general revenue
fund would run dry in October.

most every spring the state has a
seasonal shortage just before the
April deadline for franchise tax
paying.

Calyert said ‘this deficit may
continue until September, 1959,
and bring a return of some of the
squeezes of the 1930’s. During those
years state employes had to pay a
‘discount of from one to five per
cent to cash their pay checks since
the banks that cashed them had to
hold them for some time waiting
for the state to get the money to
make them good.

Calvert said the general revenue
fund began the state fiscal in
September with a $13,000,000 bal-
ance. This is not a very big kitty
for the government’s billion-dol-
lar-a-year operation.

Hard Decision — Education
Commissioner J. W. Edgar is the
man in the middle on the contro-
versy over accepting federal aid
for Texas schools.

Dr. Edgar has until the end of
this week to decide whether to
recommend to the State Board of
Education that Texas participate
in a new federal school aid plan.
This program, prompted by na-
tional defense concerns, is design-
ed to help step up training of ma-
thematicians, escientists and tea-
chers.

Edgar’s decision must be made
in the light of the recent recom-
mendation by the Hale- Aikin Com-
mittee, a group of influential citi-
zens and lawmakers, that the state
stop taking some federal funds it
is already getting — for school
lunches and vocational training.

On the other hand, Sen. Ralph
Yarborough, a Congressional spon-
sor of the new aid plan, is strong-
ly urging that Texas take advan-
tage of it. Others who agree de-
clare that to stay out would mean
Texas school would lose millions—
some of it paid in by Texas tax-

ing state jobs are standing vacant.
They are for an $11,500 program
examiner and a $10,000 finance ex-
aminer for the Commission on
Higher Education. But the Com-
mission director says the salaries
are less than terrific for the type
men needed . . . Not since 1889
have there been so many cotton
rats and mice loose in Texas, says
the State Health Department.
What’s worse, the upcoming cold
weather may cause many to enter
homes in search of food . . . Texas
Employment Commission reports
that 8,817 Texans were involved in
work stoppages over the state as
of Sept. 1. Most of the strikes in-
volved construction work.

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Amendment Proposing Annual Sessions Of The

Legislature Would Cost

Taxpayers Huge Sum &

Accomplish Nothing, Contends Sen. Hardeman

By Dorsey B. Hardeman

The constitutional amendment
(H. J. R.1) proposing annual ses-!
sions of the Legislature, annual
salaries of $7,500, plus an un-
11m1ted per diem- and unlimited
“expenses for office”, for each
member, and authorlzmg living
quarters in the Capitol building '
for the President of the Senate'
and the Speaker of the House, and |
their respective families, should
be carefully considered in view of
the following:

1. It would permit continuous
sessions of the Legislature, which
would not be good for either the
members or the State.

2. It authorizes an unlimited per
diem, in amount, to each member,
in addition to the annual salary.

3. It authorizes unlimited “ex-
penses of office.’, which might well
include board and washing, tran-
sportation, publications, rent, se-
cretarial help, clerk hire, station-
ery and supplies, telephone and
telegraph, postage, etc., in amount
and manner as determined by the
Legislature, itself. (It is not un-
likely that it would deal generous-
ly with itself — the only restraint
being the “next election,” provided
there is a record vote.)

4. It is wholly unnecessary from
the standpoint of either results
contemplated or expenses involved.

5. It includes a provision relating
to the occupancy of living quarters
in the Capitol building, by cer-
tain officials, now determined by
statute.

6. It appears to be in conflict
with other provisions of the Con-
stitution. :

7. It is poorly written and, if a-
dopted, will likely entail extensive
litigation and require judicial. in-
terpretation.

I opposed the submission of the
resolution in the 1957 session of
the Legislature, and subsequent
study has confirmed the soundness
of my action.

Annual sessions neither assure
2 more accurate financial picture
nor greater economy. The results
of the Congress attest to this.

The absence of deficits, general-
ly, in State spending, since appro-
priations in excess of cash and an-
ticipated revenue have been pro-
hibited, except in case of emergen-
cy, is ample justification of the
present system. The loose language
of the proposal leaves it doubtful
whether this restraint would be
applicable to appropriations made
by the “Second Regular Session.”

Also, it is doubtful whether ap-
propriations at such session, for
other than “the general operation
of the State government,” would
be valid.

The “freezing” into the organic |i
law of a provision authorizing the
occupancy of a portion of the Cap-
itol building as living quarters by
the President of the Senate and

the Speaker of the House, and their
jrespective families, is highly un-
desirable as to practice, as well as
procedure. There is no more im-
_pelling reason for furnishings ela-
.borately equipped, and expensively
decorated, residence apartments in
the Capitol building for these two
‘off1c1als and their families, than
for any number of others. The
Cap1tol building was dedicated by
Temple Houston to be ‘“the habita-
tion of the Government of Texas.”
Obviously, this did not include
bedroom and kitchen privileges.

Since its provisions may not be
voted upon separately, however
desirable one or more features
{might be, which is rather doubtful,
‘the amendment should be reject-
‘ed.
