County To Bid For 
Site of 2 Million 
Dollar Govt. Plant

Saline Conversion Ex­
perimental Plant to 
Be In Southwest
At the invitation of Congressman 

J, T. Rutherford, County Judge 
Houston Smith planned this week 
to complete an application form 
to seek location in this county of 
a two million dollar government 
installation.

The government is seeking site 
in the Southwest for one of five 
saline or brackish water experi­
mental conversion plants to be 
built at a cost of approximately 
2 million dollars each. The avail­
ability of such water from deep 
oil wells as well as from the Pecos 
river would fit this area for such 
an experimental plant.

Congressman Rutherford’s letter 
to Judge Smith explaining the 
government plans for the plant 
construction follows;
“Dear Judge Smith:

“During the last session of Con­
gress a bill was enacted to author­
ize construction of five saline or 
brackish water experimental con­
version plants. The purpose of 
such plants will be the experiment 
at first hand on the feasibility of 
converting saline or brackish wat­
er into fresh, useable water.

“ You will be interested in only 
one of the plants, as the legisla­
tion cited the general location of 
each of the plants and assigned 
one to “ the Southwest Area of the 
United States.” The legislation ori­
ginated in the House Interior and 
I n s u l a r  Affairs Committee, of 
which I am a member, and provides 
that such plants shall cost $2 mil­
lion each.

“ It occured to me that your 
county might like to submit an ap- 

'plication to the proper Govern­
mental department to be considered 
as a possible site for the plant to 
be constructed in the Southwest. 
I am therefore enclosing a form 
obtained from the Office of Saline 
Water that describes the compre­
hensive information needed from 
all applicants. If you care to sub­
mit an application, all information 
requested in the enclosed form 
should be sent to: Director, Office 
of Saline Water, Department of 
Interior, Washington 25, D. C.

“The selection of the sites are 
to be made within the next few 
months, and money is to be appro­
priated probably in the first ses­
sion of the 86th Congress which 
convenes in January.

The Rotary Club of Ozona will 

be host to Ray Erlandson of Trinity 
University, San Antonio, governor 
of the 584 district of Rotary In­
ternational, who is making his an­
nual official visit to each of the 
36 Rotary clubs in South Central 
Texas. He will address the local 
club and confer with President 
S o n n y  Cleere, Secretary A. O. 
Fields and committee chairmen on 
Rotary administration and service 
activities here December 30.

Mr. Erlandson is chairman of the 
Department of Business Adminis­
tration of Trinity University and 
is a member and past president of 
the Rotary Club of San Antonio. 
He is former President of the San 
Antonio Chapter of the American 
Red Cross and of the National As­
sociation of Music Merchants. Be­
fore going into teaching, he was 
the owner of the San Antonio 
Music Company for many years. 
He was elected as a district gover­
nor of Rotary International for 
the 1958-59 fiscal year at Rotary’s 
49th annual convention in Dallas, 
Texas, U. S. A., last June. He is 
one of 258 district governors super­
vising the activities of more than

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TIME-OUT FOR DISINFECTION

As the Jaunty Jimmy Hoffa an­
nounced a nation-wide campaign 
to augment his 1.6 million member 
Teamsters’ Union by an estimated 
ten million policemen, firemen, 
transport workers and other city, 
county and state employes, Federal 
Judge F. Dickinson Letts lowered 
the boom in Washington.

Judge Letts admonished Presi­
dent Hoffa to give heed to the 
clean-up orders of the three-man 
board of monitors appointed by 
the court and to cancel the con­
vention he had called for next 
March for the purpose of getting 
himself re-elected so he could div­
est himself of the irksome moni­
tors.

Last January, in a compromise 
settlement of a suit brought by un­
happy union members who charged 
the Hoffa electiox  ̂had been rigged, 
Judge Letts appointed the moni­
tors and said Jimmy could be “pro­
visional” president but must op­
erate under their clean-up orders.

The subsequent complaint of the 
monitors that Jimmy wouldn’t play 
was upheld by the Judge w h o  
pointed out that they “are em­
powered to exert every known me­
thod of achieving the basic pur­
pose as set forth in the consent 
order, to wit, that a new conven­
tion would be free of corruption 
and in recognition of the rights 
of the membership.” Since there 
has been no clean-up, there will 
be no convention — until the moni­
tors recommend it and Judge Letts 
approves it.

Nor is it likely 'there will be any 
immediate “ concerted action” to 
drive in those ten million new pu­
blic employe members. J i m m y  
Hoffa has bragged that he has the 
money (some figure it will cost 
$7 million), but those monitors a- 
gain may not feel the “ rights of 
the membership”  have yet been 
adequately safeguarded. As Labor 
Secretary Mitchell has said, these 
prospective members “ deserve a 
better fate” .

Pioneer Seeks Permit 
To Buy Gas From Irion 
Co. Field Near Mertzon

An application for the approval 
of a contract covering the purchase 
of gas in the Mertzon area of Irion 
County has been filed with the 
Federal Power Commission by Pio­
neer Gathering System, Inc.

The announcement was m a d e  
Friday by Burton P. Smith, Pres­
ident of the company.

The proposed contract with The 
Atlantic Refining Company w i l l  
provide for the purchase of gas 
from wells which have been here­
tofore flared for lack of an avail­
able market.

To tie the wells to its system. 
Pioneer Gathering has made appli­
cation to the FPC for approval to 
construct seven miles of three-inch 
high-pressure pipeline.

Pioneer Gathering System, Inc., 
a subsidiary .of Pioneer Natural 
Gas Company, expects to begin 
construction of the line early next 
year.

Exclusive o f storek, which find most easily, many persons not finding little  
shop o f Musa-shiya the shirtmaker in King Street, Makai side, between 
fish market and river."

Tourists started sending copies of Musa-shiya's ads to their friends in 
many countries. Soon Musa-shiya was receiving orders from all over the 
world as well as doing a thriving business in Hawaii.

And that is the story of how a well planned, small advertising cam­
paign made an unknown Japanese shirtmaker not only wealthy but world 
famous.

Austin, Texas —  Atty. Gen. Will 
Wilson’s drive against overcharg­
ing of small borrowers is reaching 
the “massive resistance” levels.

Goal is to eliminate from Texas 
a sort of modern-day “ debtors 
prison.” Wilson described the “ tra­
gedy” in which low-income people 
borrow a little, then pay back/pay 
back and pay back, often several 
times what they borrowed. Yet 
they remain in debt, unable to get 
ahead of the mounting charges.

In one day Wilson’s office filed 
217 injunction suits against small 
loan companies over the state. This 
is in addition to 46 other suits filed 
in recent months.

Involved in the 217 suits, said 
Wilson, are some $10,000,000 in 
loans to about 200,000 borrowers. 
Interest charges range from 100 
to 300 per cent annually. (State 
constitutional maximum is 10 per 
cent).

It’s the largest drive of this sort 
ever conducted in Texas, says Wil­
son, and the only one in recent 
history in the nation.

But apparently there’s room for 
it to get even bigger. “We suspect 
1;000 companies” , said the attorney 
general.

Texas anti-Shylock operation got 
under way when the Board of In­
surance slashed credit insurance 
rates in half. Before that, said Wil­
son, the l o a n  companies could 
make extra profits legally by re­
quiring borrowers to buy high-cost 
credit insurance.

After this, said Wilson, the loan 
companies switched to “brokerage 
plans” which reportedly resulted in 
the 100 to 300 per cent annual in­
terest. Wilson and his assistants 
will try to prove in court that these 
operations are illegal.

If the over-all campaign is suc­
cessful, said Wilson, by the end of 
1959 the only loan companies op­
erating will be using the “ certifi­
cate plan,” which results in interest 
of about 20 per cent. Wilson re­
gards the “ certificate plan” as un­
constitutional but says it might be 
an acceptable interim arrangement 
until the Legislature overhauls the 
small loan laws.

Medical Care Urged — S t a t e  
Committee on Aging recommends 
a law that would allow people on 
the state welfare rolls to receive 
up to $6 a month medical aid.

Passage of Constitutional A -  
mendment 8 last month authorized 
making such payments for t h e  
aged, blind, dependent children and 
totally and permanently disabled.

Committee on Aging estimates 
this minimum $6-a-month program 
would cost up to $9,000,000 a year. 
It labeled “prohibitive” the pro­
bable cost of paying all medical 
costs for all persons on welfare.

Sen. Crawford Martin of Hills­
boro is chairman of the committee.

Cities, Employes Square Off — 
Renamed and reorganized, the Tex­
as Municipal League is mounting 
a campaign for laws to ease the 
cities’ growing pains.

Chiefly, say the cities, they need 
more money to finance the spiral­
ing costs of city services. League- 
j'>roposed laws would close th e  
loopholes by which many escape 
the local property tax on autos 
and give cities permission to levy 
other broad-based taxes, such as 
foles or income.

Another League hope; to return 
r ontrol of wages and hours of city 
:-mployes to the cities. This is one 
that is already stirring up some 
rnnd. State firemen’s and police- 
m o n ’ s associations, traditionally 
jnore potent forces in the Legisla­
ture than city officials, have been 
tuiccessful in getting wage and hour 
laws for city employes set by state 
laws.

Firemen have been busy circul- 
s: ting petitions, declaring the Lea- 

plan “would set police and fire 
departments back 50 years.”

League has been busy too. It 
lield 16 regional meetings in De­
cember, electing officers and dis- 
c\issing aims.

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Cattle Demand Continues 
Extremely High in Texas

Fort Worth, Dec. 8 —  Offerings 
of cattle around the nation’s ma­
jor livestock markets Monday was 
about ten percent higher than a 
week ago and at Fort Worth, the 
increase was nearer thirty per­
cent. Both slaughter interests and 
the buyers of stockers and feeders 
moved in early and cleaned up the 
supplies at Fort Worth before the 
noon hour.

Veterans in the trade still find 
reason to wonder at the continued 
demand for stocker and feeder cat­
tle this late in the season. The an­

swer, of course lies in the abund­
ant feed supplies both in the pas­
tures and in the barns.

Cattle and calf prices Monday 
reflected the strength of the mark­
et as fed steers and yearlings of 
the good or choice variety sold 
from $25 to $28.50. Commercially 
fattened cattle reached $27 to $28 
without difficulty, a n d  heavy­
weight baby b e e f  calves again 
soared to $30.

Some weeks ago in the column 
we reported the trade here specu­
lating on the probability of $30 
fat calves this Winter. The $30 and 
better level was reached at least 
a month prior to those “educated 
guesses” of last month.

Good and choice stocker steer 
calves cashed at $29 to $34 and 
some bull calves reached $32.50. 
Stocker heifer calves ranged from 
$33 downward. Stocker steer year­
lings ranged from $24 to $31, some 
573-pound yearlings at $31, and 
some feeder yearlings scaling 660 
pounds cashed at $28.75. A few 
stocker cows drew $18 to $21.

Good and choice slaughter calves 
sold from $25 to $30, the top fi­
gure usually for heavyweights of 
the baby beef type. Plain and me­
dium slaughter calves cleared at 
$21 to $24.50 and lower grade 
killers ranged from $17 to $21. 
Sheep and Goats Sell Well,
Heavy Lambs Included

Slaughter classes of sheep and 
lambs were very strong, quality 
of much of the offering considered. 
Good and choice slaughter lambs 
cashed at $20 to $21, the higher 
figure for 94-pound lambs with 
mostly No. 1 pelts, but a sprinkling 
of No. 2 skins were included. Some 
wooled lambs sold at $20, includ­
ing some around 120-pound wether 
lambs, and some 110-pound buck 
lambs scored $20. A package of 
very heavy, over 150-pound lambs 
cashed at $17. Feeders sold mostly 
at $18 to $19, some bucks, long- 
tails, etc., down to $15 to $16.

A few slaughter ewes drew $7 
to $8 and a few goats sold at $8 
tc $8.50. Slaughter aged bucks sold 
from $7 to $7.50.
