Battery Ring 
Disconnected 
By Officers

Officers in the Bailey County 

Law Enforcement Center re ­
ceived a call on May 15 that 
several batteries had been 
stolen from irrigation wells in 
use over the county.

Preliminary investigations 
were conducted by Sheriff Dee 
Clements and Deputy Sheriff 
Kenn Petree. They found that 
two men had been traveling over 
the countryside presumably 
checking for jobs. Theybecame 
suspects in the battery theft 
cases.

When it was discovered the 
two men lived in Clovis, De­
puty Petree went to Clovis to 
investigate the men. His travels 
took him to Portales, Clovis 
and into the country. By mid­
night on May 15, two men had 
been jailed, charged with fe­
lony theft and 1C batteries had 
been recovered for Texas and 
around seven were recovered 
from thefts in New Mexico.

Officers estimate that from 
45-50 batteries were stolen, 
and the ones not recovered were 
apparently sold for junk said

gress and elsewhere."
As an example of PCG ef­

forts to combat the false image 
being painted of agriculture al­
most daily, Echols points to 
“ rebuttal information" being 
supplied to Congressman 
George Mahon (D-Tex.), NEIA 
and others.

Included in the data being 
supplied to Mr. Mahon,which 
hopefully will be inserted in 
the Congressional Record, is a 
table showing the investment, 
production costs, income from 
crop sales, income from 
government payments and after 
tax net profit or loss for six 
High Plains farmers in the 
years 1967, 1968 and 1969.

The actual figures, taken 
from the files of a local ac­
counting firm, conclusively 
show that no one of the six 
farmers could have stayed in 
business and continued to pro­
duce over the past three years 
if he had been solely depen­
dent on crop sales for income.

Without price support pay­
ments under government pro­
grams, production costs alone, 
with no regard for return to 
investment, labor and manage­
ment, exceeded income from 
crop sales by an average of 
$17,193 per year per farm. Crop 
sales covered production costs 
on only one of the farms for 
only one of the three years.

The farmers, selected at ran­
dom from Lamb, Lubbock and 
Hale Counties, farm anaverage 
of 356 acres. Average invest­
ment in land and equipment 
per farm comes to just over 
$215,000. Government payments 
per farm averaged $31,678, and 
when these payments are added 
to crop sales the average net 
income after taxes was $13,014 
per farm — a return of less 
than 5.6 percent on investments, 
with no allowance for manage­
ment and labor.

How, then, can farm program 
payments be characterized as 
“ additions to already sizeable 
incomes” ?

The farms included in the 
table range from 157 up to 640 
acres. Program payments go 
from below $17,000 uptoalmost 
$67,000, and the maximum dol­
lar return to any farmer in 
any year was $20,649. That was 
on a 640 acre farm where in­
vestment in land and equipment 
total $209,320.

What Mr. Methvin and other 
detractors from farm programs 
should understand is that the 
present level of farm program 
payments, without any form of 
payments limitation, is barely 
enough to keep farmers farm-

ing.
Once they understand that 

fact, Echols says, they should 
ask themselves whether they or 
the nation can survive without 
agricultural products. “And if 
they give an honest answer to 
that question they’11 be far more 
inclined to ‘tell it like it is’
in the future."

The waters that surround 

prospective farm legislation 
are still turbulent and "still 
too muddy to see through" ac­
cording to Donald Johnson, Ex­
ecutive Vice President of Plains 
Cotton Growers, Inc.

Johnson spent the better part 
of the past week in Washington 
and reported on May 21 that 
“ if any progress is being made 
it is hard to detect.’’The House 
Agriculture Committee met on 
the morning of May 21, took 
no action, and adjourned. They 
are scheduled to meet again 
May 26 and 27, then recess un­
til June 1 when members return 
from the Memorial Day holiday.

The House Cotton Subcom­
mittee, which has yet to report 
a cotton bill to the full Com­
mittee, didn’t meet at all this 
past week and there are only 
vague indications as to when 
they will get together.

The most significant develop­
ment of late, and the one which 
appears to have the whole farm 
bill hung on a snag, was an 
agreement by the Department 
of Agriculture to retain the 
“parity concept’’ in the pro­
posed wheat program. Re­
portedly they have agreed to 
guarantee wheat producers 100 
percent of parity on wheat grown 
for domestic consumption.

This is considered a major 
concession from the current 
Administration, and wheat 
growners will be glad to hear 
it, certainly.

Supt. McDaniel Is Honored 
In Publication

The Bailey Coanty Electric 
Cooperative Association re­
turned $84,152.49 in Capital 
Credit checks to member users 
this week.

Of this amount, checks total­
ing $52,367.27, went to people 
who were members of the or­
ganization and used its services 
during 1958. Then checks total­
ing $33,237.66, which is 1/4 of 
the net margins of systems 
operations for 1966, went to 
members taking service that 
year. This completes re­
payment of all capital credits 
for the year of 1966.

Operating under a State 
charter, and in accordance with 
the Internal Revenue Service 
laws, Electric Cooperatives, 
being non-profit corporations, 
do not make a net profit for 
their organization. Any money 
taken in over and above the 
cost of operations, belongs to 
the member owners, and is 
assigned back to them accord­
ing to their prorated usage of 
electric service each year. The 
member is issued a capital

credit certificate for his share 
of this money. The capital is 
held in a reserve fund for 
emergencies or to insure the 
continuance of operations. Then 
when the Board of Directors 
determines that the Coopera­
tive is financially able, the 
members’ capital is returned 
to him in cash to replace the 
certificate he is holding. This 
is generally done on about a 
10-year lag basis.

In small, young cotton--three 
Inches high—if grasses alone 
are the problem, Elliott sug­
gests the use of naphtha or 
DSMA plus surfactant for­
mulations. If a combination of 
both grass and broadleaf weeds 
are the problem in small, young 
cotton, then a combination of 
DSMA plus Cotoran plus sur­
factant is suggested.

Aii Enormous Success’ 
In Cambodia-Nixon

As some American troop withdrawals from Cambodia got 
under way last week, President Nixon characterized the 
operation to clean out Communist sanctuaries there as “ an 
enormous success—far exceeding expectations.’’

In a special briefing for the AFL-CIO Executive Council, 
the President pointed out that the ammunition captured by 
allied forces operating in the sanctuary areas amounts to 
more than has been expended by the enemy in South Vietnam 
in the last five to six months.

At Newsletter press time, materiel seized or destroyed 
included:

* 7,274 individual weapons—enough to equip from 42 to 
51 North Vietnamese battalions (400-600 men in a battalion).

* 1,012 crew-operated weapons.
* 2,390 tons of rice—enough to feed 105,160 men for a 

month.
* 22,256 rocket and mortar rounds—enough to conduct 4,000 

attacks on allied bases at an average level of five to six 
rounds per raid.

* 8,375,925 rounds of small-arms ammunition.
* 1,200 land mines.
* 3,294 bunkers destroyed.
* 171 vehicles captured or destroyed.
In addition, some 5,097 of the enemy so far have been 

killed in the operation. The number of United States killed 
was described as “ very, very low.’’

Summed up House Republican leader Gerald R. Ford:
“ I think the operation will wind up when the President 

said it would, by July 1, and that the President will achieve 
his goals. I think the operation will be successful; that it 
will pay the dividends the President expects and that it will 
pay extra dividends in shortening the war and hastening troop 
withdrawals.’’

Meanwhile, the 35-member Executive Council of the big 
labor federation overwhelmingly endorsed the President’s Cam­
bodian operation, with only 3 dissenting votes. Earlier, AFL- 
CIO President George Meany had commended the President 
for acting “with courage and conviction’’ and said he “ should 
have the full support of the American people.’’

Can we not learn from others’ 
experience?

Now, wouldn’t it seem unwise 
to hand out money without con­
trol over its spending? A re ­
sponsible government can do no 
less than control federally fund­
ed expenditures. The only way 
we can avoid federal controls 
over our activities is to avoid 
federal financing of them.

THE VALUE OF DISSENT
This weekend we are facing a 

strange paradox. This weekend 
we are marking Armed Forces 
Day. At the same time, we find 
ourselves in the throes of dis­
sent at home. Much of that dis­
sent is directed toward our 
military commitments. Yet, to 
maintain order here at home, we 
have sometimes been forced to 
call upon our military compon­
ents.

One year and one week ago, 
I noted that the governor of one 
state had seen the need to 
call out the National Guard to 
bolster the forces of law en­
forcement in dealing with cam­
pus disorders. Last weekend, 
the governors of at least six 
states took identical action.

Since we are marking Armed 
Forces Day, it is appropriate 
for me to note that our Armed 
Forces are quite literally the 
watchmen of freedom. I main­
tain the firm belief that in spite 
of criticism, we need now to re ­
affirm our pride and our con­
fidence in our men in uniform 
who are the first line of de­
fense against our enemies over­
seas and who are called upon 
to defend our free institutions.

Men are so made that com­
plete unanimity of opinion is 
rare. People everywhere, in 
their hearts and minds, dis­
agree with policies of their 
governments. But almost no­
where may they so freely speak 
out and attempt to influence 
their leaders and their fellows 
as in the United States. Our 
Armed Forces are, in a very 
real sense, defending the rights 
of those who dissent. If they 
should fail, the dissenters 
would, in the final analysis, 
lose their right to voice di­
vergent opinion.

And so I have determined to 
talk today of the value of dis­
sent.

Peaceful dissent is a vehicle 
to be jealously guarded. It is 
fundamental to our society. Dis­
sent involves expression of i- 
deas, and ideas are the whole 
cloth of a free society.

Our colleges and universities 
have nurtured a climate in 
which many and varied ideas 
can be heard and considered. 
Quite appropriately, the campus 
has become a marketplace for

Dr. Alexander Heard, the 

Vanderbilt University chancel­
lor recently chosen as a pre­
sidential advisor on student 
thinking, has said that the uni­
versity’s obligation is not to 
protect students from ideas, 
but rather to expose them to 
ideas and to make them cap­
able of handling and, hopefully, 
having ideas. I fully agree.

Our campus disorders stem 
from a minority of those who 
are not interested in an open 
exchange of ideas. They wish 
only to impose their own views 
to the ultimate exclusion of 
others. In the “ marketplace” 
metaphore, they are unscrupu­
lous monopolistis. Some are 
bent upon expressing their view 
in ever more forceful terms 
until, for others, acquiescence 
is the only peaceful alternative.

In the face of this challenge, 
we must maintain order. We 
must protect the right of peace­
ful dissent, and we must pro­
tect the right of the majority. 
We must protect both these 
values here at home just as 
surely as we must defend our 
society against the threat of 
attack from abroad. On the
homefront, our methods for 
maintaining order must be con­
ducted in as professional a 
manner as we seek to maintain 
on the diplomatic and military 
fronts overseas.

Free exchange of ideas is 
a basic part of education. A- 
nother basic part of education is 
the assemblage of knowledge. 
Our colleges and universities 
must be administered ina man­
ner which maintains both these 
important aspects of education.

The idea of a student strike 
is, to me, a particularly curi­
ous one. Students should attend 
schools to learn, and the 
school’s responsibility is to 
provide them the opportunity to 
learn. Any student who aspires 
to deny that opportunity to his 
fellows, violates the spirit in 
which free exchange of ideas 
can thrive. Any institution which 
bows to such efforts abdicates 
its responsibilities. I believe 
that higher education is not a 
right but an opportunity to be 
extended to those who wish to 
learn and agree that others

should also have that op­
portunity.

It is a sad paradox that while 
several universities were 
actually shut down recently due 
to student strikes, the National 
Association of State Universi­
ties and Land Grand Colleges 
announced the regrettable fact 
that some 87,000 potential stu­
dents would be denied an op­
portunity for higher education 
next fall because there is in­
sufficient facilities available 
for the growing number of col­
lege applicants.

I believe our college adminis­
trators should encourage free 
and peaceful exchange of ideas. 
I believe they should maintain 
the full spectrum of the educa­
tional process. I believe they 
should work to provide a quality 
education, in every sense of the 
term, for all those who wish 
it. I do not believe they should

CHEMICALS
Agricultural chemicals con­

taining DDT will not be ac­
cepted for registration by the 
Texas Department of Agricul­
ture until a study on their ef­
fect is completed, Commis­
sioner JohnC.

Suspension of registration 
“ does not mean that any ill 
effects from the agricultural 
use of DDT compounds have 
been reported or found,” White 
said. He added that household 
products containing DDT will 
continue to be registred for use. 
Governor Smith has appointed 
an advisory committee to study 
the use and effects of DDT and 
other pesticides. It will report 
its findings, probably before the 
end of August, White said.

OYSTERING
Parks and Wildlife and State 

Health Department officials re­
port that tests on oysters, 
shrimp and fish from state- 
approved Gulf Coast waters 
show no significant contamina­
tion from mercury or other 
heavy material.

One sample from San Antonio 
Bay during a period when it was 
closed to oystering revealed a 
trace of mercury. But samples 
from Chocolate Bay — also 
closed to commercial oyster 
havresting — have shown no 
trace of mercury although 
borderline amounts of heavy 
metals were found.
