building.

Under the Library Services 
and Construction Act, Title II 
Program, the local library has 
now qualified, in the first phase, 
for a federal grant of $50,000 
from the Texas State Library. 
This grant will match local 
funding for an enlarged pro­
posed building plan on the site 
across the street from Bailey 
County Courthouse. Officals 
feel the new library's location 
in the downtown, more central, 
area will be a definite improve­
ment in serving both city and 
rural patrons

Grant funding, however, is 
contingent on approval by the 
State Library of subsequent ap­
plication parts O and HI, Lee 
B. Brawn-::', asa.Ltn.ii State Li - 
brarian, said in his June 5 
letter to library officials here.

FOL executive board mem­
bers meeting in City Council 
Chambers also heard another 
“ good news” report from FOL 
Membership Chairman Jay

Harbin. He reported that more 
than $1,200 has been received 
from more than 400 individuals, 
families, organizations and 
businesses in the recent but 
incomplete FOL membership 
drive.

The roping 
arena is located one mile east 
of Muleshoe just off Highway 
84 and the events will be under­
way at 5 p.m.

Trophies will be presented 
to high point boys and girls 
in each age group for the six 
events which will be held. A 
ribbon will be given each first 
through fifth place winners and 
a high point club trophy will be 
given.

The six events are Keyhole; 
Stake Race; Barrel Race; Flag 
Race; Ribbon Race and Pole 
Bending.

Included in the age groups are 
Pee Wee, age eight and under;

According to the rules of the 
Playday, all contestants will be 
flagged no time if the horse is 
struck with a flag or a flag is 
dropped before crossing the 
finish line.

Served Hospital 
Election Contest

Last Monday, County At­
torney Roger Gorrell was se r­
ved a notice to contest the 
Bailey County Hospital Dis­
trict and Bond Election which 
was held on May 16, 1970.

The notice was served by 
the law firm of Kirby, Rat­
liff and Samson of Little­
field on behalf of a number 
of individuals.

Generally, the Notice to 
Contest protested the election 
procedure, the fact that the 
hospital district as an entity 
could call an election, the 
legality of votes by people 
who had not rendered property 
for taxes prior to the elec­
tion and the hours the polls 
were open.

The Bailey County Hospital 
District Board will have 10 
days to file a written answer 
to the Notice to Contest.

County Agent J.K. Adams has 
completed a survey of Bailey 
County crops which were da­
maged in a windstorm on the 
last day of May. He has also 
been checking cotton, grain 
sorghum and wheat which has 
received spotted hail damage 
during recent thunderstorms in 
the county.

He said that Dale Newsom at 
the Needmore Co-op Gin said 
that between 40 and 50 per­
cent of the cotton was lost in 
the Needmore-Baileyboro- 
Circleback area due to the sand 
and wind in the May 31 storm. 
However, added the county a - 
gent, as much as 1.6 inches of 
rain followed the rain and sand 
leaving moisture conditions that

enable many dryland farmers 
to plant cotton and grain sorg­
hum.

He commented that some 
crusting conditions are caus­
ing many farmers to have to 
scratch up their fields, using 
various methods of breaking 
the crusts.

The County Agent stated that 
the most unfortunate area in 
Bailey County is the Enochs 
to Bula area where at least 
20 percent of the cotton is still 
unplanted waiting for rain. Many 
of the crops now up are in 
jeopardy in that area, he 
said, needing rain badly on 
the dryland farms.

shoe area.

The service area of the Mule­
shoe library, which houses the 
Hi Plains Four County Book­
mobile service headquarters, 
included the county and trade 
area. As the county and trade 
area is generously supplied with 
good farm-to-market roads, the 
bookmobile service from the 
Muleshoe library is practicable 
and workable in what would 
otherwise be an impossibly 
large area of more than 15,000 
persons, Library consultant 
Janeway noted in his program 
report.

The more central location

will definitely be an Improve­
ment In providing service to 
persons who live within and 
close-in to the city limits of 
Muleshoe, but to the residents 
of Bailey County, as well as In 
portions of neighboring Parmer 
and Lamb counties. The site 
is just one block from FM 
214 (First Street) and three 
blocks from the main state 
highways 80-74 (Clovis to Lub­
bock). Two blocks west of Main 
Street, the site was obtained 
through negoiations and 
cooperation of both city and 
county officials.

From Page 1
proximately 18,000 acres of cot­
ton will have to be replanted 
in Bailey County. He estimated 
that approximately 80 percent 
of the cotton had been planted 
or some 56,000 acres of the 
more than 70,000 which would 
be planted this year. An addi­
tional 24,000 acres could be 
or will be planted. Some 20 
percent of the allotted acreage 
has not been touched with cot­
ton planters.

Adams said that most farm­
ers had been over their crops 
that were up following the rain 
and prevented much of the da- 
and prevented much of the dam­
age which followed the June 
8 winds. Some farmers reported 
additional damage from the 
winds on that day.

“ There are some good look­
ing crops throughout the 
county,”  added the county a- 
gent. “Some of the good crops 
are irrigated crops which es­
caped the burning winds and the 
spotted hail damage in the 
county. Some dryland farmers, 
who used good timing, also 
have good looking crops right 
now.”

Found during the county a- 
geqt’s survey was spotted hail 
damage in some sections of 
the county. He said a farmer 
by the name of Bundrant, who 
farms between Maple and Good- 
land had lost some cotton to 
hail damage and he felt other 
farmers in the area would also 
have varying amounts of 
damage.

The county agent said he 
found that the general rains in 
the county entered at the south­
west corner and cut diagonally 
across the county from south­
west to northeast, with every­
thing north and west of the 
line receiving general rains. 
From Maple eastward, the rains 
became lighter until there was 
no benefit from the rains in 
the Enochs-BulaareaandNeed- 
more is still too dry to plant 
crops.

Emphasizing the fact that in 
some parts of the county the 
upper moisture has now seeped 
down far enough to meet with 
the underground moisture, the 
agriculture picture has 
brightened in many areas, ac­
cording to the county agent. 
With the advent of good plant­
ing weather, the county still 
l»as the potential to produce good 
crops this year, he concluded.

three miles, only wheat straw, 
broken and bent, remained of 
the crops which were near har­
vest. Young grain sorghum was 
shredded and beaten down and 
young cotton was beaten into 
the ground. Farmers said that 
often the grain sorghum will 
come out again and grow, but 
the cotton that was up will have 
to be replanted if it was in 
the path of the hailstorm.

At Farm er's Union Co-op 
near Lazbuddie, Freeman Davis 
and his workmen were in a 
clean-up around the business 
Monday morning, working amid 
stark white piles of hailstones. 
He said minor damage was 
sustained by a trailer house 
just west of his store.

With the spotted hailstorm 
skipping around, north and east 
of the community, left damaged 
in the wake were wheat, cotton, 
grain, gardens and as one young 
man stated, “ bruised pigs.” 
Accompanying the hail was ap­
proximately three inches of rain 
which left some roads virtually 
impassable for some time.

Junior Matthews, who lives 
in Lazbuddie, said all their 
cotton was ruined, grain sorg­
hum was beaten into the ground 
and his wheat damaged. He re ­
ported hail piled In places dur­
ing the early afternoon on Mon­
day, more than 15 hours after 
the storm. Matthews also said 
trees were stripped of leaves 
and small limbs and shrubbery 
damage.

Three miles north of Laz­
buddie, B.H, Wagnon at Ivy 
Fertilizer said there was no 
appreciable damage but he had 
heard of several farms where 
damage was extensive.

Brilliant lightning and boom­
ing thunder cracked across the 

skies around Muleshoe as they 
accompanied two separate 
storms which dumped nearly 
an inch of rain on Muleshoe. 
The first storm was shortly 
before 7:30 p.m. Sunday, and 
some light hail accompanied 
that rain. Just after 11 p.m. 
the second storm hit, leaving 
streets running like rivers for 
some time. No hail accompanied 
the second rain.

In the county, State Line Bu­
tane in southwestern Bailey 
County reported between one- 
fourth and one-half Inch of rain 
with no wind or hail and Eddie’s 
Food Market at Needmore also 
reported nearly one-half inch 
with no wind or hail.

West of Muleshoe at the Lewis 
Scoggin term, a slow general’ 
rain was reported on Sunday 
and the West Camp store re ­
ported one-fourth inch of mois­
ture with no wind or hail.

COMMITTEE ON ARMED SERVICES

ANTI-CRIME OUTLOOK 
IMPROVES

The Senate has finally con­
firmed a Supreme Court nom­
inee after a full year of having 
only eight Justices on the 
highest court. The new As­
sociate Justice is Harry A. 
Blackmun of Minnesota. I am 
confident that he will provide 
needed balance for the Court, 
just as I was confident that 
the President’s two previous 
nominees, Judge Clement F. 
Haynsworth J r .  and Judge G. 
Harrold Carswell, would have 
had they been confirmed. I was 
disappointed that neither of 
these two fine judges were con­
firmed and I cannot believe 
that an attitude of sectionalism 
and politics did not play some 
part in their defeat. But the 
important factors are that the 
Court can now move forward 
on some of the vital decisions 
for which it had been awaiting 
a new member and that the 
new member can be expected to 
follow a judicial philosophy of 
strict construction of the Con­
stitution. I believe that Justice 
Blackmun will prove to be an 
excellent Justice.

One of the areas in which 
action by the Court will be 
nost significant is that of fair 
and effective law enforcement.
I am encouraged that Congress 
is continuing to give its a t­
tention to this vital matter and 
is seeking to provide more ef­
fective tools to combat crime 
in our nation. Under considera­
tion are amendments to the 
Omnibus Safe Streets and Crime 
Control Act passed by Congress 
two years ago. The year after 
that act was passed, the rise 
in our nation’s crime rate 
showed its lowest rate of in­
crease in four years, but much 
remains to be done. We must 
refine our legislative crime­
fighting tools, and that is why 
I am a co-sponsor to the amend­
ments which have been offered 
and which are in line with re ­
commendations of the Executive 
Branch.

I have been encouraged by 
letters I have received from 
Texas mayors which indicate 
recognition of the vital role 
which must be played by local 
law enforcement agencies. Be­
cause crime must be fought 
essentially on the local level, 
with assistance from state and 
federal governments, I have de­
termined to work to insure that 
a significant portion of federal 
law enforcement assistance 
continues to go to our local 
governments.

Texas can also expect Con­
gress to provide it with add­
itional federal judgeships this 
year. I am working to provide 
six new judgeships, although 
the House has approved legis­
lation to add only four. Regard­
less, we can be assured that 
at least some relief in case­
load per federal judge in Texas 
will be forthcoming and this 
will improve our judicial 
capability.

Earlier this year the Senate 
also approved a bill which will 
strengthen our capability for 
dealing with the burgeoning pro­
blem of drug abuse. I am hope­
ful that the House of Represen­
tatives will complete action on 
the bill. Drug abuse control is 
a combined health and crime 
problem, but there is abundant 
evidence that a reduction in ille­
gal drug trafficking and sales 
will assist in combating crime. 
If we can end illegal drug sales 
and cure our drug addicts, we 
will eliminate robberies and 
other crimes committed by ad­
dicts in order to obtain money 
with which to buy illegal drugs.

peace in Southeast Asia. I share 
that concern. As a member of 
the Senate Armed Servies 
Committee, I have studied this 
problem in depth. I am abso­
lutely convinced that the pro­
cess of Vietnamization will 
achieve peace in the quickest 
possible time, short of sur­
render and unilateral with­
drawal. I am completely op­
posed to the latter course as 
I believe such action would 
undermine the leadership role 
of the United States in the Free 
World. But our Vietnamization 
program will enable the Army 
of the Republic of Vietnam to 
carry on future ground combat 
roles which may be necessary, 
and enable us to save the valu­
able lives of our young men.

A major threat to the suc­
cess of Vietnamization has been 
the unrestricted use of Cam­
bodian territory by the enemy 
as a sanctuary. In Cambodia 
territory, some of it only the 
distance from Saigon as the 
distance between Fort Worth 
and Dallas, theCommunistshad 
built elaborate military support 
facilities including vast ware­
houses bulging with food and 
ammunition. In these staging 
areas the enemy was poised 
to spring onto our defensive 
positions in South Vietnam and 
looked forward to safe retreat 
after inflicting major damage. 
Our actions in Cambodia are 
literal search and destroy mis- I 
sions which will be effective in 
insuring success for our Viet­
namization program and, in the 
final analysis, save American 
lives. Our operations will be 
completed by the end of June 
and our troops will return to 
their bases in South Vietnam.

Our action in Cambodia is a 
controversial one here at home 
and the Senate as a result, 
is engaging in a full discussion 
of the Constitutional Powers of 
the Commander-In-Chief, and 
is probing into the area of 
legislative restrictions on the 
President’s ability to conduct 
Southeast Asian activities. I 
am strongly opposed to any | 
action which would inhibit the 
President’s ability to follow I 
prudent courses of action which 
events and intelligence indicate 
will achieve an honorable peace 
in the safest and most rapit 
manner possible. I believe our 
nation’s history and the prac­
tical realities associated with 
national defense makes it clear 
and incumbent that the Presi­
dent has and should have the 
Constitutional Power necessary I 
for protection of Americans [ 
overseas.

We have dissent within our I 
nation over what the actions of I 
the President and the Congress [ 
should be. This is consistent! 
with our heritage as a free and I 
democratic nation. Protection! 
of the right of dissent is one I 
of the many basic reasons we I 
are opposing Communism I 
throughout the World. Dissent! 
is a valuable commodity for it I 
forces us all to think, to con-[ 
sider new ideas and to recon-1 
sider old ideas. But I break with |  

dissenters which use violence 
or intentionally provoke vio­
lence to further their own aims. 
Such action is not consistent 
with the tenants of our society 
and we must continually act to 
prevent violence and to con­
demn its occurrence.

Fertilizing 
(an  Boost 
Dryland drops

LUBBOCK ... Fertilizing can 
give a real boost to dryland 
crops this year due to the 
favorable subsoil moisture sit­
uation.

In fact, a good return can be 
expected from the dollars in­
vested in fertilizer in sandy 
areas for both cotton and grain 
sorghum, points out Jim Val­
entine, Extension Center at 
Lubbock.

He emphasizes the im­
portance of considering past 
yields in determining the a- 
mount of fertilizer to apply. 
If yields have been inadequate 
during good crop seasons, fer­
tilizer will likely pay.

Cotton has responded profit­
ably to 20-40 pounds of nitro­
gen per acre in many instances, 
says Valentine, but phosphorus 
should not be overlooked. He 
points out that some sandy soils 
are so deficient in this ele­
ment that crop response will 
not be realized from nitrogen 
until the phosphorus level is 
brought into balance.

A soil test by the Extension 
Soil Testing Laboratory at the 
Lubbock Center is the best 
guide for determining the need 
for phosphorus, explains the 
soil chemist. If the element is 
deficient, 20-30 pounds per acre 
is usually adequate. Fertilizer 
may be applied preplant or as 
an early sidedress soon after 
a stand is assured.

Grain sorghum fertilization 
can also be a profitable prac­
tice on nutrient deficient sandy 
soils, points out Valentine. With 
higher than average production 
in 1969, some soils were se­
verely depleted of plant nut­
rients, especially nitrogen. 
Higher than normal fall rain­
fall rates have further depleted 
the soils nitrogen supply.

Although nitrogen is the most 
critically deficient plant nut­
rient in grain sorghum pro­
duction, phosphorus should a- 
gain be considered, emphasizes 
Valentine. About 30 pounds of 
nitrogen and up to 30 pounds 
of phosphorus per acre, de­
pending on a soil test, would 
probably give adequate re ­
sponse. Here again, the fer­
tilizer can be applied pre­
plant or as an early sidedress.

The seeding rate of dryland 
grain sorghum is also an im­
portant matter, points out the 
soil chemist. Two to two and 
one-half pounds of seed is 
generally adequate for near 
maximum dryland production. 
Higher plant populations from 
higher seeding rates increases 
root competition, thereby re- • 
suiting in greater drought haz­
ard and decreased yields.

Valentine adds that the Ex­
tension Soil Testing Labora­
tory is presently current with 
its work and that results on soil 
samples can be obtained in about 
a week. Information on collect­
ing and mailing soil samples 
can be obtained at any county 
Extension office.

'COTTON TALKS
F K O M  C O T IO N  o # U * * W , * N C .

June 10 is the target date 
selected by House Agriculture 
Committee Chairman Bob 
Poage (D-Tex.) for getting a 
farm bill on the floor of the 
House. But many on the scene 
think June 15 or 16 is more 
likely.

Most provisions of the three- 
year bill were farily well set 
as of Friday. May 29, with 
Poage’s committee expected to

make it official on June 2. But 
still to be determined is what 
the Committee will do about a 
limitation of payments to cotton, 
feed grains and wheat pro­
ducers.

The cotton section of the bill 
to come from the Committee 
now seems certain to contain 
a loan at 18.7 cents per pound 
(basis 3.5 to 4.9 micronaire), 
a naft«sai base allotment of

11.5 million acres, a maximum 
set aside requirement of 33- 
1/3 percent of allotments, and 
an advance payment rate of 15 
cents per pound to be supple­
mented later if necessary to 
bring the national average mar­
ket price plus the payment up 
to 35 cents a pound.

The Administration earlier 
proposed a graduated scale of 
payment limitations that would 
make $110,000 the maximum any 
producer could receive on each 
of the three crops. But the 
strong proponents of limiting 
payments, such as Congress­
men Findley of Illinois and 
Conte of Massachusetts, have 
tagged that proposal as ‘‘r i ­
diculously high” . They are also

known to have approached Sec­
retary of Agriculture Hardin 
in an attempt to get support for 
a much lower ceiling. So how 
firm the Administration will 
stand behind its original of­
fering is not known.

Committee members, includ­
ing Chairman Poage, are of the 
opinion that some form of limi­
tation is mandatory if the bill 
is to have a chance for pass­
age. But instead of including 
a payment limitation as a part 
of the bill it reports, the Com­
mittee may well wait until the 
bill reaches the floor, then of­
fer an amendment that would 
set the ceiling at the most fav­
orable point they think can be 
n u sw i.

Current talk is that the 15 
cent payment would be made 
to producers on the projected 
yield from base allotments as 
soon as practicable after July 
1. Any supplementary payment 
that was needed to make total 
producer income equal 35 cents 
per pound would be made after 
January 1 when the national 
average market price for the 
first five months of the cotton 
marketing year could be 
figured. For example if the 
market price average from Au­
gust 1 through December 31 
came to only 18 cents, pro­
ducers would be due another 
payment of 2 cents per pound.

How the bill will fare on the 
floor of the House is difficult

to say. It is not entirely satis­
factory to anyone and certainly 
not to the Administration. 
Therefore the “ push” that will 
be necessary to get it through 
the House in recognizable form 
may or may not develop.

Obviously if a farm bill can 
be gotten through the House in 
June it will be one giant step 
in the direction of a new pro­
gram for agriculture. But farm 
people will have no firm indica­
tion of what the future holds 
until the Senate acts and a 
House-Senate conference com­
mittee irons out the differences 
that are sure to exist between 
the two bodies. So it will be a 
while yet before it’s time to 
‘‘count your chickens.”
