Catches World’s Eye

The eyes of the world con-
tinue to be focused on Mule-
shoe, Since the United States
Postal Department removed
Muleshoe’s postmark and con-
solidated the Muleshoe mail
with the Lubbock mail, and
processed out-of-town mail
through that city, much has
happened to Muleshoe,

First, press wires throughout
the country picked up Mule-
shoe’s story of losing their
postmark and the Muleshoe
Chamber of Commerce and lo-
cal citizen effort to reobtain
the local postmark,

Major newspapers over the
nation ran front page stories of
the petitions, telegrams, let-
ters and telephone calls which
were being sent to congress-
men about the loss of ‘Mule-
shoe’s identity,’

The order was rescinded and
the postmark restored, but the
story did not end there,

A letter was mailedtoCham-
ber of Commerce President
Don Harmon from Mary Nell
Hanks of Ankara, Turkey, She
said she read of the Muleshoe

postmark fight in an overseas
newspaper,

She commented, ‘I am en-
closing an article thatappeared

in a recent issue of the Paris
Edition of the New York Herald
Tribune,”’ She went on to say
that she was a former resi-
dent of Muleshoe, where her
father had been a minister at
the First Methodist Church,
Then she said she would like
to extend ‘her thanks for the
efforts on behalf of her home-
town and thinks it is the great-
est town on earth with the
greatest people on earth,’

Eddie Faust said he had re-
ceived an order for stamps from
Rev, Charles Barksdale of
Florence, Ky, who said he had
read of the postmark in the
Cincinnati Inquirer,

POTATO SHED STEADILY SHIPPING--Although the potato season has only two weeks for
workers to stay busy, these sorters at Gregory Produce in Lariat continue at a steady pace,
Thousands of pounds of potatoes have been shipped from the area, both by rail and by large
truck. As the conveyor moves the potatoes through the line, they are automatically sized,
graded and sacked for loading, Eastern and southern markets are receiving the potatoes from

the Lariat operation,

Potato Harvest Nearing End For This Year

Potatoes have both a fair
grade and quality this year,
according to Buck Gregory of
Gregory Produce at Lariat,

With 15 years of experience
behind him at the Lariat lo-
cation, Gregory has increased
his operation from approxi-
mately 200 acres of contracted
potatoes to a present acreage
of around 500 acres,

He  processes 100-pound
sacks of potatoes for whole-
salers throughout the country,
This year, Gregory increased
the size of his potato proces-
sing sheds and added some new
equipment,

When the season first began,

he was shipping potaotes to
Eastern markets by rail, but
most all shipping now is by
large trucks, On Thursday
afternoon, trucks were loading
out for Baton Rouge, La,; Mon-
roe, La,; Arkansas and Missis-
sippi.

Gregory said he employed a-
round 30 people in the shed
during the heighth of the season
which is expected to end in
approximately two more weeks,

He added that by this time,

some of the potatoes processed
are rather skinny from the dry,
cloddy ground,

The process at the potato shed
includes washing, separating
and grading the potatoes ac-
cording to size, sacking and
loading.

A local grocery store re=-
ports that 10 pounds of num-
ber one white Muleshoe po-
tatoes are selling for 69 cents
on special, A week ago, the
same potatoes were selling for
$1.09 for ten pounds,

“Designers and textile tech-
nologists must be able to tell
cotton breeders what proper-
ties they want in a cotton fiber
and cotton growers must be-
come more aware of the de-
mands of industry beyond the
yarn spinning stage,”’

This was the observation of
Don Anderson of Crosbyton,
Chairman of the Board of Plains
Cctton Growers, Inc,, on his
return from the first Inter-
national Cotton Breeder-User
Conference in Manchester,
England, The corference was
sponsored by the International
Institute for Cotton and Ander-
son attended at the invitation of
[IC Executive Director Read
Dunn,

Purpose of the conference
was to assemble expert opinion
and to discuss how cotton as a
raw material and cotton’s pro-
perties are related tobreeding,
growing, processing and per-
formance standards in the fin-
ished product, Anderson said
recent developments inall these
fields were explored, including
breeding techniques and chem-
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ical and mechanical processing
of cotton,

Anderson pointed out that the
cotton industry is largely a
“horizontal” industry and that
there is a definite need for
more ‘“‘vertical thinking,’

He said ““The cottonproducer
is primarily concerned with his
customer, the spinning mill,
Spinners in turn are concerned
with the weavers to whom they
supply yvarn, And weavers then
attempt to satisfy the finishers,

““But if cotton is to retain its
present markets and gain new
ones,’”” Anderson believes,
“each segment of the industry
must become concerned with the
operations of all other seg-
ments, and breeders and grow-
ers in particular need to be a-
ware of the demands of pro-
cessors from spinners through
finishers,’”

than 20 countries took part in
the conference at the University
of Manchester Institute of
Science and Technology on July
20 and 21,
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
