Spraying operations in the 
High Plains Diapause Boll We­
evil Control Program this year 
have gone “ exceptionally well”  
and weevil populations in the 
control zone have been greatly 
reduced, according to Ed Dean, 
Field Service Director of P la in s  
Cotton Growers, Inc., the or­
ganization responsible for the 
program.

Four applications of ultra low 
volume Malathion, a chemical 
with almost non-existent to­
xicity to anything but insects, 
have now been completed. The 
first three went on at seven 
day intervals and were followed 
by another application 12 days 
later, Dean Reports. Spraying 
will continue on the 12 day sche­
dule until frost where neces­
sary.

Spraying began September 1 
this year and spray planes cov­
ered 108,000 acres of weevil in­
fested cotton in less than five 
days. Weevil migration from 
outside the control zone into 
previously weevil free cotton 
brought the spray area for the 
second and third applications up 
to 136,000 and 145,000 acres, 
respectively. Total acreage sp­
rayed in the fourth application 
has not been calculated, but the 
estimate runs to 175,000 or
180.000 acres.

The fourth dose of insecti­
cide took in around 20,000 to
30.000 additional acres in Bri­
scoe, Motley and Hall Counties 
on the North end of the control 
zone where earlier weevil pop­
ulations had been too low to 
justify spraying. Also included 
in the most recent spraying 
were 14,000 to 15,000 acres 
where weevils have been found 
in Southwest Dawson, Northwest 
Martin, South Gaines and South 
Andrews Counties.

"We have had better weather 
for spraying this year than any 
year since the program began 
in 1964, Dean stated, “and per­
formance on the part of spray 
contractors has never been bet­
te r.”

TTie first three rapid-fire 
shots at the weevil are desig­
ned to break his reproductive 
cycle. Later applications are to 
kill remaining weevils before 
they can go into hibernations for 
the winter.

Dean notes that 175,000 or
180.000 acres in all probability 
will be the peak size of this

year’s control zone. Acreage 
to be sprayed in the fifth and 
sixth applications will begin 
to decline as cotton in some 
fields will be reaching the stage 
at which it no longer provides 
a food supply for the pests. 
The overall objective of the 
program is to keep weevils 
from going into hibernation and 
coming out the following spring 
to attack crops. And weevils 
cannot achieve the fat, dormant 
“ diapause’' condition neces­
sary to overwintering without 
an adequate food supply.
* * * * * * * * * * * * * * *

As of this writing the farm 
bill that has been kicked around 
in Washington for the past 18 
months or so is still lodged, 
if not stuck, in a Senate-House 
Conference Committee.

Circumstances surrounding 
efforts of Conferees to reach 
a compromise acceptable to the 
body of the House, the body of 
the Senate and the Administra­
tion are more than a little 
complicated. And there is no 
evidence that a quick or easy 
solution to the complications 
will be found soon.

Conferees from the two Hous­
es of Congress, left alone and 
without having to consider Ad­
ministration views, could pro­
bably reach agreement with lit­
tle delay. But, when the Con­
ference report goes to the floor 
of the House and Senate for ap­
proval, the Administration will 
be swinging a big stick. So their 
views of necessity are an inte­
gral part of Conference deliber­
ations.

The big reason for the dif­
ficulty in meeting Administra­
tion standards in Conference 
can be summed up in a single 
word — money. In effect USDA 
and Republican leadership, par­
ticularly in the House, have 
said they would oppose any­
thing which promises to cost 
more than the House version. 
And indications are that op­
position from that quarter 
would send the farm bill from 
the floor of the House back to 
Conference Committee. Not 
only would such an eventuality 
cloud the possibility of passing 
a farm bill this year, it would 
greatly enhance the possibility 
of a $20,000 per person limi­
tation of payments going through 
on the Agricultural Appropria­
tions Bill.

Observers now think it pos­
sible, but not too probable, that 
the Conference Committee can 
finish its work by Friday, Oc­
tober 2.

Prussic Acid 
Threat Under 1 
Some Crazing

COLLEGE STATION — Hy­
brid sorghum-sudan pastures, 
fast growing and excellent for­
age, can also be deadly, es­
pecially during the late summer 
and fail.

The breakdown of the sor- * 
ghum’s plant material by its 
own enzymes results in prus­
sic acid poisoning for the ani­
mals which eat the plant ma­
terial, Dr. John C. Reagor, 
toxicologist for the Texas Ve­
terinary Medical Diagnostic 
Laboratory, says. The actual 
agent causing death is hydrogen 
cyanide, the same chemical us­
ed in state gas chambers for 
executions, he adds.

“There are two times during 
which poisoning occurs,”  Dr. 
Reagor explained. “After frost, 
where there is damage to the 
plants, high levels of hydrogen 
cyanide are very common in 
the plants.

“The second case is when 
plants perk up and begin fast 
growth after a very droughty 4 
period during which the plants 
have been burned up.”

The hydrogen cyanide is very 
volatile and therefore stays in 
the plants for only a very short 
time, but while it is present, 
animals must be kept off the 
pasture, he said.

“Usually, if a severe out­
break occurs, cows exhibiting \ 
symptoms when the veteri­
narian is called, will be dead 
before he can arrive,”  Dr. 
Reagor said. “ He will prob­
ably be able to save only those 
which are still breathing after 
he arrives.”

Hay that is improperly cured 
can also present prussic acid 
poisoning problems for a short 
time. Dr. Reagor noted adding 
that the blood of poisoned ani- * 
mals will be cherry red.

Dr. Reagor also urged farm­
ers to be on the lookout for 
nitrate poisoning that may oc­
cur during the late fall on win­
ter pastures when there is a lot 
of cloudy weather.

“ The plants, Instead of grow­
ing and changing nitrates into 
protein, just accumulate the ni­
trates,” Dr. Reagor said.

COMMITTEE ON ARMED SERVICES

This will be the last in my 
series of weekly reports for 
this year. With the 91st Con­
gress drawing towards a close 
and the general elections ap­
proaching, 1 feel that it is ap­
propriate for me to suspend my 
regular reports until next year.

The 91st Congress has not 
compliled a particularly re ­
markable record. The last two 
years have been marked by 
struggles between the Legis­
lative and Executive Branches 
and by struggles within the Con­
gress itself, particularly in the 
Senate.

The past two years HAS seen 
an awakening on the part of

most legislators to the need for 
effective pollution control mea­
sures. Many of us have also 
realized that we must take care 
in our legislative process to 
provide reasonable measures 
which do not cause economic 
decline as they work to reclaim 
and protect the environment.

A possible solution to some 
of our pollution problems might 
be to bind alternative sources 
of power. I offered three pieces 
of legislation in the 91st Con­
gress designed to encourage the 
search for alternative power 
sources. The resolutions I of­
fered would have granted speci­
fic authority to the Interior

Department to conduct studies 
into the possible utilization of 
tidal energy, solar energy; and a 
third study of the possibilities 
of placing nuclear plants off­
shore in order to prevent ther­
mal pollution of our rivers and 
estuaries.

The Congress, particularly 
the Senate, spent much of its 
time over the past two years 
debating the role of the mil­
itary. Some Senators felt that 
large sums could be diverted 
from national defense require­
ments to domestic needs. 
Others felt that too much re ­
duction in our level of military 
preparedness would result in 
erosion of this nation’s position 
of world leadership, and that 
in turn a resulting second-class 
power would be unable to pro­
tect itself and its economic 
interests. These senators felt 
that the ultimate result might 
be a reduction in the overall 
standard of living for all A- 
mericans, including those who 
would have benefitted the most

from the domestic programs 
over the first few years.

I argued for a strong posi­
tion of military preparedness 
which would served to main­
tain world peace and which 
would provide the continuing 
protection our nation requires 
in order to continue our na­
tional economic growth in an 
atmosphere of national securi­
ty. But we should not risk our 
security in order to enjoy in­
creased comfort which might 
prove to be only temporary.

The Senate of the 91st Con­
gress finally did confirm two 
nominations to the Supreme 
Court. It took a lot of time in 
doing so and it rejected two 
nominees in the process. I still 
feel that those two nominees 
who were rejected might have 
been confirmed had they not 
been from the South or had they 
possessed a history indicating 
a less conservative background.

Maybe the Senate balanced 
itself somewhat when it later 
acknowledged that prejudice is 
equally prevalent and equally 
distasteful in the North as It 
is in the South.

During this Congress, I pro­
posed several pieces of legis­
lation which I felt were of 
significance.

Among these was a resolu­
tion to establisha national com­
mission with the authority to 
review all our national labor 
laws and which would report 
to the Congress its recom­
mendations for comprehensive 
reform. Our basic labor laws 
are decades old and I believe 
the labor negotiation difficul­
ties which have led to work 
stoppages of critical pro­
portions is clear evidence of 
the need for labor law reform. 
Too often, one side or the 
other in a labor-management 
negotiation feels that If he holds 
out long enough the government 
will settle the matter in his 
favor. We need national labor
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laws which will allow the col­
lective bargaining process to 
function and which will en­
courage the de-regulation of 
natural gas pricing at the well­
head. I am convinced that this 
practice by the federal govern­
ment Is at least partially re­
sponsible for the critical en­
ergy shortage this nation is 
suffering. Admittedly, the Con­
gress has not had much 
time in which to act on this 
measure, but I am hopeful that 
my colleagues will study it and 
will support it when I intro­
duced it after the new Con­
gress convenes next year.

As I said earlier, the 91st 
Congress did not compile a 
particularly remarkable re ­
cord. I am hopeful that the 
new Congress will be able to 
deal more effectively with the 
problems which confront us.

Texas County 
Book Given 
New Statistics

AUSTIN—Texas Agriculture 
Commissioner John C. White 
has announced the publication of 
“Texas County Statistics” , a 
booklet published for the second 
time which includes a compre­
hensive agricultural survey of 
each of the state’s 254 counties.

It devotes a single page to 
each county.

In addition to livestock re­
ports (including beef, dairy, 
hogs, sheep and lambs), the 
compilations list vegetables, 
fruits, pecans, small grains, 
field crops, cotton, poultry, go­
vernment payments and cash 
receipts received from market­
ing during the last two years.

The last session of the Tex­
as Legislature made this pro­
ject possible by authorizing 
funds for the Texas Depart­
ment of Agriculture to conduct 
its annual county-data opera­
tion. Gathering of the informa­
tion is a joint effort of the Tex­
as Department of Agriculture 
and the Statistical Reporting 
Service of the United States 
Department of Agriculture.

Commissioner White, in the 
book’s foreword, expressed sp­
ecial thanks to the more than 
60,000 farmer and ranchers who 
helped supply reporters with the 
details that make up “ Texas 
County Statistics” .

The county agent in each 
county in the state has been 
supplied 10 copies of each coun­
ty’s statistics and copies maybe 
obtained from him.

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Federal Firearms Laws Are Listed

Dallas, Texas --  Hunters 
from the Southwest have been 
contacting Internal Revenue’s 
alcohol tobacco and firearms 
division in trying to find out 
how the Federal Gun Control 
Act of 1968 affects them.

“ Apparently many hunters 
are under the impression the 
Gun Control Act seriously re ­
stricts their right to hunt, “ said 
Bill L. Gaunt, ATF assistant 
regional commissioner. “ The 
primary purpose of the law is to 
disarm criminals, not regulate 
sportsmen,” he said.

Guant said ATF investigators 
are being asked a great many 
questions about the law, es­
pecially during the current hun­
ting season.

“ Here,” he said, ’’are some 
of the questions we have been 
asked, and the answers we 
give.’’

Q). My neighbor has asked 
me to go quail hunting with him 
this fall. This means that I 
must buy a shotgun. Under the 
1968 Gun Law, how do I go a- 
bout buying this gun?

A). Go in person to an au­
thorized gun dealer, identify 
yourself and sign a form stating 
you are not prohibited by the 
federal gun control act from re­
ceiving guns or ammunition in 
interstate commerce. Federal 
law states that guns and am­
munition cannot be sold to in­
dividuals who are under indic­
tment for or convicted of a 
felony, or fugitives from jus­
tice, or unlawful users of drugs, 
or persons who have been ad­
judged mentally defective. Al­
so included are those who have 
been dishonorably discharged 
from the armed forces, aliens 
who have illegally entered the 
United States, and persons who 
have renounced their American 
citizenship. Of course, if you 
are under 18 years of age you 
cannot buy guns or ammunition 
at all. If you are betwen 18 
and 21 you can buy shotguns,

Q). I’m from North Texas 
and plan to hunt deer in Colo­
rado. Can I buy ammunition 
there or should I take what I 
need with me?

A). You can buy am munition in 
another state as easily as you 
can in you own. Just go to a 
dealer and identify yourself. 
You are not required to sign
anything. This assumes, how­
ever that you are not prohi­
bited by federal law from re­
ceiving guns or ammunition in 
interstate commerce.

Q). Several of us will be fly­
ing on a commercial jet to the 
Dakotas to hunt pheasant. Can 
we take our shotguns with us?

A) Yes. If you plan to per­
sonally carry your guns aboard 
the aircraft, notify the airline 
of this fact before boarding 
and turn your guns and am­
munition over to the crew. How­
ever, if you plan to ship your 
guns and ammunition as bag­
gage, you must notify the a ir­
line in writing and state ex­
actly what each package con­
tains. You do not have to mark 
the package as containing fire­
arms or ammunition.

Q). I own a small ranch in 
Oklahoma and have always car­
ried a carbine on the gun rack 
in my pickup truck. Two weeks 
from now, I plan to deliver 
some breeding stock to a buy­
er in Kansas, and would like 
to do some hunting while there. 
Can I take my gun across the 
state line?

A). As far as the federal 
gun control act is concerned, 
you wed not notify nor obtain 
permission from anyone to
transport the carbine in your 
pickup. Keep in mind, however, 
that some states have laws 
governing the transporting of 
firearms.

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Bentsen Speaks Out On Crime Control
U.S. Senate candidate Lloyd 

Bentsen believes It Is time (or 
the nation to “Get Tough" In 
its fight against crime and drug 
abuse, with reform of the Fed­
eral Court system getting a high 
priority.

The Democratic nominee has 
proposed a constitutional a- 
mendment requiring that every 
Federal Judge be reconfirmed 
by the Senate after every 10 
years of service. It would take 
a two-thirds vote of the Senate 
to remove a Judge from office 
but Bentsen noted that F ederal

Judges now receive lifetime 
appointments and are not an­
swerable to anyone.

“ We are going to reduce the 
crime rate only when more 
people demonstrate a greater 
respect for the law, when we 
correct the Injustices in society 
which breed crime and when 
we are willing to make the re ­
forms necessary to do a better 
job In fighting crime,” Bentsen 
decalred.

“ We have an emergency 
problem now in a lot of our 
courts," He said. “ We have

let many of them become so 
clogged with litigation that it 
sometimes takes years for a 
final decision to be reached in 
a case.

"And yet we know that there 
is no better deterrent to wrong­
doing than the sureness of swift 
justice," He said. “The war a- 
gainst crime can never succeed 
if we do not improve the ad­
ministration of justice.

“ I propose that the Congress 
create 100 special district 
courts, on a temporary basis, 
to get these dockets cleaned

up so that it will not take sev­
eral years to get a final de­
cision In a criminal case," 
Bentsen said.

Bentsen said he feels that 
the performance of Federal 
Judges should be evaluated 
every 10 years because the A- 
merican people deserve a work­
ing judiciary.

"And I think the evidence 
shows that in too many cases 
they’re not getting what they 
deserve," He said. "A Judge 
can be highly competent, or 
incompetent. He can be a hard

worker and keep his docket in 
order, or he can be lazy. What­
ever he is, he is answerable 
to no one under the present 
system.

Bentsen also is urging com­
pulsory treatment for narcotics 
addicts and stringent measures 
against suppliers in other coun­
tries.

"There Is no point in wait­
ing any longer to wage a full- 
scale offensive against drug 
abuse," He declared. "It must 
include research and education, 
treatment and rehabilitation, a 
severe crackdown on the drug 
traffic Itself, and International 
agreements which are worth 
more than the paper they’re

written on.
“ We know that 90 per cent 

of the illicit drug traffic In 
this country starts with foreign 
countries," He said. "It Is 
clearly time to get tough with 
the international trade in nar­
cotics and other drugs. It’s time 
to dry up the supply by im­
posing economic sanctions a -  
galnst any country which is 
slack in fighting the narcotics 
traffic.

“ I think the Federal Law 
should require every hard nar­
cotics addict to undergo treat­
ment, supervision and control 
as a Civil action under the U. 
S. public health service. If the 
addict is also subject to c ri­

minal prosecution, the civil ac­
tion would not replace prosec- 
tlon but add to it.

" I think this would go a 
long way," said Bentsen, "To­
ward freeing law enforcement 
officials to concentrate on the 
real villains: The dope push­
ers. It would take addicts off 
the streets and place them un­

der compulsory medical super­
vision.

"We are facing a crisis on 
drug abuse and we must give 
this problem more attention," 
He said.

coverage as being self-employ­
ed, will be brought under cov­
erage by changing the defini­
tion of "employee."

As many as 9,000 Texas 
workers In agricultural pro­
cessing will be eligible for 
benefits.

State law must permit states 
to extend coverage to each of 
their political subdivisions, 
covering employees In county 
and municipal hospitals and In­
stitutions of higher education.

The bill does not cover farm 
workers, clients In sheltered 
workshops, certain students or 
their spouses, or minors en­
gaged In workstudy programs.

la le  Hay Cutting Important This Year
COLLEGE STATION-There 

is still time for one more 
cutting of hay this fall, Neal 
Pratt, Extension agronomist, 
Texas A&M University says.

Dry weather in many parts 
of Texas this summer has re ­
duced hay yields and pasture 
grazing, and many cattlemen 
are approaching winter months 
with limited forage supplies. 
Dr. Pratt said. Early fall rains 
can help improve hay supplies 
and maintain cattle in satis­
factory condition through the 
winter, he added.

“Hay fields should be ferti­

lized for high quality and high 
production,” the agronomist 
said. “Nitrogen is especially 
important, but soils may need 
other nutrients, and should be 
tested before starting next
year’s production.”

One of the greatest benefits 
from fertilizer is forage qua­
lity improvements, he said, ad­
ding that fertilizer usually im­
proves palatability and other 
quality factors.

“ A forage test can help de­
termine the value of hay, and 
forage analyses can be ob­

tained from the Forage Tes­
ting Laboratory at Texas A&M 
University and from other la­
boratories throughout the 
State,” Dr. Pratt said.

Contact your county agri­
cultural agent for information 
on forms to use when sub­
mitting forage samples for test­
ing, and while visiting with the 
agent ask him for information 
about the date and location of 
the hay show in your county 
this year, the Extension agron­
omist said.

“ Hay shows emphasize the 
advantages of high-qualitv for-

age, and many Texas counties 
will be holding a hay show this 
fall,” Dr. Pratt said. “ Live­
stock producers will have op­
portunities to see high-quality 
hay and observe management 
practices which influence for­
age quality.

In many counties, samples 
are entered two weeks prior to 
the show so that forage analy­
ses can be made, and hay sam­
ples are scored on a physical 
and chemical basis to more 
accurately estimate their qua­
lity.

“ Plan to enter your hay sam­

ple and see how your forage 
compares with other forage in 
your area,” Dr. Pratt urged.

Another part of the hay show 
sees county agricultural agents 
discussing how the award-win­

ning entries were produced and 
how other livestock producers 
can benefit from that exper­
ience. Also, Extension specia­
lists discuss ways to improve 
forage quality and increase pro-

Chavez & Lettuce

Cesar Chavez recently succeeded in forcing California grape 
growers to accept his authority as head of a grape-picking union. 
His boycott of grapes was accepted by many in fear of intimi­
dation tactics and finally, even though grape growers opposed 
him and a majority of workers didn’t want to join his union, he 
had his way.

Now he is calling for a boycott of lettuce growers from Califor­
nia to Texas, designed to force growers and workers to accept 
his union. The same tactics are being followed in this effort 
as were used in the grape-picking effort. And politicians seeking 
bloc votes from certain elements will no doubt make publicized 
statements of support for Chavez--as Senator Edward Kennedy 
(D-Mass) has done in the past.

Boycotts by any group are poor tactics and in the case of 
perishable products they amount to threats against the live­
lihood of growers and workers. The National Labor Relations 
Act bars boycotts involving workers covered under its provi­
sions but since farm workers are not, Chavez has an opening 
to employ these tactics.

There are two sides to every question. However, there is 
much about the Chavez effort which is repulsive to those who 
believe in personal freedom of choice and democratic procedure.

How Much Will It Hurt?
GUEST EDITORIAL
TRIAL BALLOONS are being raised by taxpayers and school 

officials alike to determine the best manner in which to in­
crease revenue for hard-pressed school districts in the 62nd 
Legislature.

Property taxes presently are the only local source of revenue 
for school districts, and most observers agree that these taxes 
have about reached their political limit, if not their legal limit 
allowed by law.

No district, for example, taxes property at 100 per cent of 
current real value and very few approach maximum rate allowed 
by law. The reason is simple: School trustees who attempted 
to levy taxes at the maximum rate and ratio could easily find 
themselves facing lynch mobs.

So the question boils down to a political one: “ What is the 
most painless way to separate the taxpayer from his money?” 

STATE SEN. Wayne Connally of Floresville said his com­
mittee on agricultural land assessment has run into strong 
sentiment for an income tax in 10 public hearings held around 
the state.

Rural property owners, caught between inflated land values 
and stable or declining incomes from land, apparently prefer 
to take their chances with an income tax.

On the other hand, sentiment favoring a 1 per cent sales tax 
for school districts has been expressed by officials of the Texas 
Association of School Boards.

The sales tax, officials estimate, would provide an estimated 
$104 million estimated revenue, or $45 per pupil for local dis­
tricts.

A 1 per cent school sales tax would increase the total sales 
tax, including state and city levies, in most sections of the 
state, to 5.25 per cent, which in itself is nearing a political and 
practical limit.

Just 10 years ago, Texas had no general sales tax. Another 
1 per cent hike would make the total sales tax bill one of the 
highest in the nation.

INFLATION and demands for new or expanded services are 
forcing all levels of government to take a hard look at their 
revenue sources. School districts, with only the property tax 
as a local revenue source and supplemental payments from 
the state, are particularly hard-pressed.

Key to the solution of the problem ultimately rests with the 
taxpayer: What priority does he place on education; what is 
he willing to pay to attain these priorities, and how will he 
pay what is necessary?

No matter what method is devised to increase necessary 
revenue, the individual taxpayer will pay the bill. Question 
is: How much will it hurt?

Marijuana as Escape 
Aid Is Seen as Danger

GUEST EDITORIAL
A contribution to the cons of the raging pros and cons of 

marijuana smoking was made the other day by a man who 
certainly could not be expected to do otherwise, the U.S. sur­
geon general. Dr. Jesse L. Steinfeld’s observations, however, 
went beyond merely saying marijuana was physically harm- 
ful--a medical evaluation, he said, that is “ clouded because it 
has been an outlawed form of behavior.”

Marijuana smoking is harmful, Dr. Steinfeld said, because it 
promotes an escape from reality, and anything that promotes 
such an escape is harmful. And marijuana, he pointed out, is 
used mostly by young people to escape from reality at the very 
time they are reaching out for independence. He meant, of course, 
marijuana thus becomes a crutch to ease a person over whatever 
he has given up trying to seek independence.

Seeking independence is a mental as well as physical process, 
and the realities of the process can be painful indeed. But to 
escape the pain of the realities is also to escape an accurate 
assessment of situations on which practical moves to inde­
pendence or to anything else must be based.

This is what shatters a favorite argument of the marijuana 
cult. It claims that one-third of all college students use mari­
juana regularly. With so many marijuana users among the na­
tions’s future leaders, the argument continues, it would be 
impossible to put all of them in jail; therefore, smoking mari­
juana should be made lawful.

It is extremely doubtful that society will ever accept in­
toxication, whether from alcohol or marijuana, as normal be­
havior, any more than it will ever accept an alcoholic or pot- 
head as a President of the United States. Society may do its 
best to wean users away from marijuana but failing, it will 
build more jails.

Mr. Nixon, his foreign af­
fairs adviser Henry Kissinger, 
and Herbert Stein of the Coun­
cil of Economic Advisors, gave 
members of the 90th Club a 
briefing on a wide range of 
topics.

I discussed my recent talks 
with the North Vietnamese in 
Paris with the President and 
Kissinger. They both urged me 
to follow-up on my efforts to 
get permission from the Com­
munists to visit American 
POW’s being held in North Viet­
nam.

In the foreign policy area, the 
President expressed confidence 
in the success of the Vietnami- 
zation program and noted that 
the South Vietnamese are gain­
ing more confidence in their 
ability to defend themselves. 
Nixon also predicted that he 
would be able to continue the 
planned withdrawal of Ameri­
can troops from Vietnam.

With regard to the highly vo­
latile Middle East situation, the 
fact is that Japan and the Euro­
pean countries receive approx­
imately 85 percent of their fuel 
supplies from the Middle East. 
This means that Russia would 
be in an excellent position to 
blackmail much of the free 
world if these oil producing 
countries come under its dom­
ination. Thus, it is in the in­
terest of the United States to 
prevent such a Russian take­
over.

Kissinger explained that 
President Nixon is taking the 
current trip to Europe mainly 
to rebuild U.S. relationships 
with the people of that conti­
nent. He and the President both 
stated that the trip was neces­
sitated by the fact that many 
nations have lost faith in the 
United States because this 
country had no definite foreign 
policy during the 1960’s. The 
Nixon foreign policy for the 
1970’s will not be aimed at 
playing policeman to the world 
but at providing material rather 
than American men to countries 
who request our assistance. We 
will no longer have a commit 
and withdrawal policy.

On the subject of the econo­
my, Stein noted that the rise in 
the cost of living during Au­
gust was the lowest since Sep­
tember, 1967.

housing starts are the highest 
since 1954, which is another 
good economic indicator.

The economist pointed out 
that the overheating of the ec­
onomy caused by the $68 billion 
deficit in the last decade, $25 
billion of which was in the last 
Johnson budget, has made i. 
extremely difficult to “wind- 
down” the overheated economy.

The present Nixon budget 
calls for 41 percent spending on 
domestic problems and 37 per­
cent on defense spending. This 
is the first time in many years 
that domestic spending has been 
greater than defense spending. 
The President has been able to 
reduce defense spending without 
reducing our military capabili­
ties. This reordering of priori­
ties has resulted in the transi­
tion of approximately one mil­
lion people from the defense 
industry to non-defense em­
ployment. However, 96 per cent 
of all people normally employed 
in this country still have jobs.

Eggers Asks Stiff 
Crime Laws Passed
The following is a statement 

by Paul Eggers, Republican 
candidate for Governor, made 
Thursday at the opening of the 
Tarrant County Eggers Cam­
paign Headquarters in Fort 
Worth.

“ I am deeply concerned about 
the sharp upturn in Texas’ 
crime rate this year.

"The latest report from the 
Department of Public Safety 
warns that during the first six 
months of 1970 a major crime 
was committed every 60 se­
conds. When I discussed this 
issue in 1968, the D.P.S. re ­
port showed that a major crime 
was committed every 90 se­
conds.

“ This upsurge is an un­
fortunate fact of today’s life, 
but we can do something about 
it. Crime, however, is not fought 
with sugar-coated pills and in­
action by the government.

“ I am convinced that one

positive approach to solving our 
crime problem is to allow our 
judges to impose real life sen­
tences. Under the present law 
a life prisoner can become eli­
gible for parole within 20 years 
and with maximum credit for 
good behavior he can become 
eligible in only 12 years. These 
‘good time’ credits are the 
most liberal of any state in 
the union.

“ It should be possible to im­
pose real life sentences to pro­
tect our society from the small 
but extremely dangerous num­
ber of violent criminals. If 
there are extenuating circum­
stances, however, it would still 
be possible to correct an e r­
ror through executive cle­
mency.

“ As governor, I will not tol­
erate the coddling of hardened 
criminals and will seek legis­
lation that will permit genuine 
life sentences in Texas.”

Washington, D.C.--A scram­
ble is developing among Demo­
cratic ranks for the party's 
presidential nomination in 1972 
—and the hope of some prospec­
tive candidates is to use 1972, 
if they don’t win, to build an 
image helpful in 1976.

That may be a way to head 
off Senator Edward Kennedy at 
the political p a s s .  And, of 
course, if the Democratic can­
didate should win in 1972, Ken­
nedy would automatically be 
stopped because the parties 
in ariably nominate Presidents 
for reelection.

Among names in heavy spec­
ulation t h e s e  days is 1968 
nominee Hubert Humphrey. He 
must win big in his Senate race 
in Minnesota. Senator Ed Mus- 
kie of Maine, the second place 
nominee in 1968, is running 
hard and h a s  supporters in 
every section of the country as 
a result of extensive traveling 
and speech-making in the last 
two years.

Some in the New York area 
have been boosting Mayor John 
Lindsay of New York as a pos­
sible Democratic candidate, 
but this is as yet far-fetched 
theory. Lindsay is still a Re­
publican, though admittedly too 
liberal for the majority of his 
party. He has given no hint he 
would change party ties but 
has exhibited national ambi­
tions in the past.

George Bush

Congressman George Bush 
has criticized the use of A- 
merlcan prisoners of war in 
North Vietnam as a “ negotia­
tion pawn” and the “ total dis­
regard” of the Geneva Conven­
tion on treatment of prisoners. 
He said he is "personally at a 
loss” to explain why other coun­
tries have not protested the 
treatment of the prisoners.

Rep. Bush, the Republican 
candidate for U.S. Senator, sub­
mitted his remarks to a joint 
session of Congress last week 
devoted to the treatment of 
American prisoners of war.

The Geneva Convention, 
which was signed by North Viet­
nam and 125 other nations, re­
quires that each prisoner be 
permitted contact with his fam­
ily as soon after detention as 
possible. The convention also 
provides other rules for fair 
treatment and protection of pri­
soners.

Rep. Bush said the treatment 
of U.S. prisoners by the North 
Vietnamese is “an unforgivable 
breech of the elementary rules 
of conduct between civilized 
peoples.”

“ When an American sold­
ier is captured in North Viet­
nam,” he said, “ he is sec­
luded in prison, deprived of all 
contact with the outside workd, 
and not permitted to receive 
mail or packages. Nor is his 
family informed as to whether 
he is well or even alive.”  For 
the first time in modern his­
tory, Bush said, the Red Cross

has been denied all contact with 
the prisoners.

“ I doubt that there is an 
American family in this country 
today that has not in one form 
or another protested this kind 
of torture,” Bush said. “ We 
have all been quite vocal. Yet 
the situation remains un­
changed.”

The Houston Congressman I 
said that the lack of response 
“ only proves the callousness 
of the North Vietnamese and 
their contempt for interna­
tional agreements and conduct.

“ In view of this total dis­
regard for these prisoners and 
the protests of the American 
people,”  Bush said, “ I per­
sonally am at a loss to ex­
plain why we have not heard 
similar protests from the other 
countries who were parties to 
the 1949 Geneva Convention.

“ When similar situations 
have occured in the past--par- 
ticularly when the Red Cross 
or a similar agency has been 
denied access—there has been 
an outcry of world opinion. Thus 
I was pleased when President 
Nixon took the initiative and 
asked Frank Borman to visit 
some of the major capitols of 
the world to further explain our 
concern for these prisoners of 
war.

“ I hope that in the near fu­
ture we will see world opinion 
respectfully marshalled against 
this kind of torture so that 
such brutality will not be at­
tempted again.”

In the last period of play, 

Lazbuddie struck hard at the 
Bovina defense as they rolled 
up 32 points. Charles Lee sc­
ored from 2 yards away and 
Mark Barnes later crossed over 
from 1 yard away. Mike Casey 
added the two-point conversion. 
Charles Lee galloped 26 yards 
for the next Lazbuddie touch­
down.

No Questions Asked
Many a conscientious husband 

seeks peace of mind by buying 
life insurance to protect his fam­
ily in case he dies.

But he may also have a nag- 
.ging worry: will the insurance 
company really pay off when the 
time comes, or will it find some 
flaw making the policy null and 
void?

To cut this worry to a mini­
mum, most policies now contain 
what is known as an “incontest­
able clause.” Under this clause, 
after a stated period (usually two 
years), the insurance company 
can no longer raise technical ob-

jections about the validity of the 
policy. It must generally pay off 
“with no questions asked.” 

Suppose, for example, that a 
man applying for insurance fails 
to mention the Fact that he has 
a drinking problem. And sup­
pose, after his death, the insur­
ance company finds out about it. 
Under the incontestable clause, 
the company could not raise this 
point to escape paying the insur­
ance to the widow.

In fact, the incontestable clause 
applies in most states even if the 
applicant told a deliberate lie. 
Take this case:

A man filling out an insurance 
application was asked if he was 
in good health. He said he was— 
even though he knew he had 
serious heart trouble.

After his death, the insurance 
company tried to cancel the

policy on grounds of fraud. But 
a court ruled that, despite the 
fraud, the company would still 
have to pay off—because more 
than two years had gone by. As 
one judge explained:

“Even though dishonest people 
are given advantages under in­
contestable clauses, still the sense 
of security given to the great 
majority of honest policyholders 
makes it worth the cost."

But not even an incontestable 
clause will help if the fraud in­
volves the very existence of the 
policy. Thus:

A man suffering from tubercu­
losis managed to get life insur­
ance by sending a healthy friend 
to take the medical examination 
for him. After the man died, the 
insurance company found out 
about the trick and denied 
liability.

The widow tried to rely on the 
incontestable clause, but a court 
ruled that there had never been 
an insurance contract in the first 
place. The court said that on one 
basic fact, the identity of the in' 
sured person, there was never a 
“meeting of the minds.”

AUSTIN, Tex. — A fight is 
brewing over the proposed con­
stitutional amendment to set 
the maximum limits on tax 
assessments of farm, ranch 
and timber land.

An amendment (#3) on the 
November 3 ballot would au­
thorize the Legislature to pro­
vide a uniform method of as­
sessment for lands, based on 
their capability to support live­
stock raising or farm and forest 
crop production.

A 15-member special com­
mittee headed by State Sen. 
Wayne Connally of Floresville 
has completed the last of 11 
hearings over the state on this 
measure. Its tentative report 
summarizing testimony favor­
ing the amendment will be pre­
sented before November 3. 
Committee’s recommendations 
to the Legislature will be de­
layed until next year.

"Agriculturists are saying 
they can no longer operate if 
taxes continue to increase as 
they have in recent years,’’ 
Connally told newsmen. "When 
land on one side of a barbed 
wire fence is assessed at $1,000 
an acre, and the same land on 
the other side of the fence is 
$150 an acre, somebody is going 
to cry.”

An earlier amendment (1966) 
which had the same general 
purpose is "unworkable,” say 
proponents of Amendment #3. 
Present provisions apply only 
to individual land owners, ex­
clude timberlands and owners 
who earn less than half their 
income from their farm pro­
perty.

Texas State Teachers As­
sociation is opposing the new 
amendment on grounds that it 
"could virtually destroy the 
tax base of many school dis­
tricts” and open the door to 
favors for other groups.

Connally maintains the pro­
posal would not result in major 
revenue loss statewide and that 
the Legislature would have to 
appropriate supplemental funds 
to districts suffering income 
decline.
REFUNDS ORDERED

Texas Insurance Board has 
directed insurance firms tore- 
fund premiums collected from 
local governments for unneces­
sary property damage cov­
erage.

Legislature last year made 
official agencies liable for death 
or injuries caused by employe­
es in negligent use of vehicles 
and other motor-driven equip­
ment. Thereafter, they began 
buying insurance policies to 
protect them.

Board order referred to 
statements by Sen. Oscar Mauzy 
of Dallas that 86 school districts 
and 16 counties had to pay nearly 
$60,000 in premiums for pro­
perty damage insurance they did 
not need in order to get needed 
liability policies. Requirement 
by companies, Board said, is a 
violation of insurance rating 
laws. Governmental units must 
make a specific request for 
refunds.
CITY SALES TAXES UP

Local option sales taxes in 
420 cities brought municipal 
governments more than $35 
million for the second quarter 
of this year.

That is an increase from 
$30.9 million the first quarter.

Tax is calculated and re ­
funded to cities by Comptroller 
Robert S. Calvert on a quar­
terly basis.

Biggest yield was to Hous­
ton, which received $7.2 mil­
lion for the second quarter. 
Dallas received $5.6 million, 
San Antonio $2.2 million, Fort 
Worth $1.9 million, Austin $1 
million, El Paso $1.1 million, 
Corpus Christi $787,565, Lub­
bock $663,752, Amarillo $558, 
284 and Beaumont $555,288. 
MEXICANS BUYTEXASSTOCK

Mexico groups have pur­
chased about $112,000 worth of 
cattle and 1,200 head of sheep 
and goats from Texas ranch­
ers for developing better bre­
eding stock.

John C. White, Texas Agri­
culture Commissioner, said two 
other groups from across the 
border will soon complete ne­
gotiations for buying 480 hogs 
and 80 Holstein cows, valued at 
about $70,000. Agriculture De­
partment publishes a state live­
stock directory in English and 
Spanish to aid in locating types 
of stock sought by buyers. 
ATTORNEY GENERAL RULES

Atty. Gen. Crawford Martin 
has held that a profit or non­
profit corporation may perform 
solid waste disposal services 
--garbage collection--for local 
governments.

In other recent opinions 
Martin held that:

♦House and Senate may pay 
the State Building Commission, 
under contract, for building re­
pair and remodeling services at 
the state capitol, where a multi- 
million-dollar project is under­
way.

♦Lee Memorial Hospital in 
Giddings qualifies for exemp­
tion from ad valorem taxes as 
“purely public charity.”
MOPAC KILLS EAGLE 

Railroad Commission ap­
proved an application of the 
Missouri Pacific Lines to can­
cel the Texas Eagle, one of 
three remaining trans-Texas 
passenger trains.

Eagle connected Laredo, on 
the border, with St. Louis — 
via San Antonio, Austin, Pales­
tine and Texarkana. Trains 
were promptly ordered discon­
tinued, although opponents of the 
cancelled service can appeal to 
courts. Commission said it had 
no choice but to allow cut-off 
of a train found unprofitable. 
MoPac said it was losing more 
than $500,000 a year on the 
service.

National Association of Rail­
road Passengers charged 
MoPac deliberately shrank pas­
senger revenue "by neglect and 
disdain.” MoPac operated 
once-daily trains northbound 
and southbound.
TEACHERS MAP PROGRAM 

Texas State Teachers As­
sociation, which won a long­
term pay raise from the legis­
lature last year, has a seven- 
point legislative program for 
1971 which will require no ma­
jor new state spending.

At the same time, teachers 
are looking over a proposed 
new code of ethics and stan­
dard practices which includes a 
flat pledge not to engage in 
strikes or organized work stop­
pages.

Code will be submitted in a 
February referendum by the 
Professional Pracitces Com­
mission. Commission can make 
further changes based on the 
referendum and will adopt a 
final code on June 1, to be ef­
fective September 1.
JUDICIAL REFORM REVIEW 
SET

Ten major proposals for Tex­
as judicial reform are being 
reviewed and voted on at a 
meeting of the State Bar judi­
cial section in Galveston on 
Thursday and Friday. (Oct. 1- 
2).

Proposals include statewide 
court redistricting by the com­
mission, a merit system of sel­
ecting appellate judges, non­
partisan election of district 
judges, conferring criminal 
jurisdiction on courts of civil 
appeals, free transfer of cases 
in metropolitan counties from 
court to court, concurrent jur­
isdiction for county courts-at- 
law with district courts where 
matters in controversy range 
from $500 to $10,000, giving 
district courts jurisdiction with 
county courts in probate cases, 
concurrent jurisdiction for dis­
trict courts in property con­
demnation cases, and expanded 
writ powers for court of cri­
minal appeals.

TRADE ZONE APPROVED 
Gov. Preston Smith endorsed 

a federally-funded free trade 
zone application for McAllen.

Smith said the project would 
expand the economy of the area, 
provide more industry and jobs 
and improve relations with 
Mexico.

SHORT SNORTS 
Banking Department received 

application for new Port Neches 
Mid-County Bank.

Rep. Grant Jones of Abilene 
heads new Speaker’s commit­
tee to study insurance company 
problems. Rep. Jack Ogg of 
Houston is chairman of a pan­
el studying nursing homes.

Texas’ four largest me­
tropolitan statistical areas ac­
counted for 98 per cent of state’s 
growth during the last decade, 
according to preliminary cen­
sus data.

Promoters of liquor-by-the- 
drink amendment are bearing 
down on campaign theme that 
over-bar sales don’t increase 
per capita consumption, while 
opponents argue exactly oppo­
site in a warming battle of the 
ballots.

Texas Industrial Commission 
is sponsoring a trade seminar 
in Mexico City on November 
2-10.
