Another Injured
In Sunday Crash

One Ozona man was Kkilled
and ancther critically injur-
ed, while the other two O-
zona men involved got off
with a few bruises in a two-.

The vehicles involved were
two 1954 Ford automobiles.
The crash occurred when
Juan Tijerina attempted to
pass the car driven by Juan
Villarreal and  Villarreal
made ' an attempt to keep
him from passing. The Vil-
larreal autc’s front bump-
er locked with Tijerina's
back bumper, both cars tra-
veling at a speed cf arcund
65 miles an hour, and threw
both cars into the bau'rowI
ditch, Patrolman John Har- !
ris, who investigated the ac-
cident, reported. '

Tijerina’s car swerved and
came to rest by a fence |
without causing a great dzal |
of damage. Villarreal’s car
crashed through a fence and
overturned twice, fhrowing
both the driver and his pass-
enger, Jimmy Vargas Bor-
rell, cut of the vehicle. Bor-
rell was killed instantly and
Villerreal is in critical con-
dition in a San Angelo hos-
pital suffering from severe
head injuries.

Borrell was born August
18, 1950 in Ozona.

‘Plagued as we are these
days by the anti-religious
zealots — the Madelyn Mur-
rays, the American Civil Li-
berties Union, the pornogra-
phers for profit, the Uni-

OUTDOORS lN TEXA

By VERN SANFORD

It won't be long before
you’ll be buying a new boat—
that is if you haven’t done
so already.

Seems like nearly every
family has at least one boat.
It’s “The Thing” nowadays.
Double garages, or dual car-
ports, now sport at least one
car and one boat; sometimes
two boats and one car, with
the car — more often than
not — left ouside in the
weather.

A statistical study* made
by the Boating Industry As-
sociation and the National
Association, of Engine and
Boat Manufacturers reveals
that in 1969 the recreational
boating industry increased
its annual dollar valume in
retail sales by an estimated
45 per cent, Peak now is
$3,292,000,000. That’s- an a-
gregate total of nearly three
and a third Billion Dollars.
Wow!

Included in these  pur-
chases are new and used
boats, motors, accessories,
safety equipment, fuel, in-
surance, docking; main-
tenance, launching, storage,

ships.

Total number of boats in
use in the United States
jumped an additional 2.4 per
cent of 206,000. This made
the grand total 8,646,000 wa-
ter pleasure craft. That’s a
lot of boats!

A million more people
participated in recreational
boating in 1969, with the to-
tal estimated at 43,230,000.
This also represented a 24
per cent increase in those
using the waterways more
than once.or: twice during
the year. It’s obvious that
boating is growing in appeal
as more people seek leisure-
time activities for the whole
family.

Pigures reveal also that
sales of langer and more ex-
pensive boats and motors
‘contributed to the general
rise in dollar volume.

Like to know the break-
down on the boat popula-
tion? Here it is by types of
boats:

Inboard motorboats (in-
cluding auxiliary-power sail-
boats) 615.000. o
Outboard boats, 5,101,000.
| Sailboats without inboard
| power, 598,000.

" Rowboats, canoes, dingies,

. | prams, and other miscellan-

eous craft in use, many with
outboard power 2,332,000.

Number of outbcard mo-
tors in use during 1969
reached 7,101,000 . . . . top-

ping seven million for the
first time. Sales during the

repairs and club member- |

year reached an estimated
510,000 . . . a 2 per cent rise.

There was a marked in-
crease in the size of the a-
verage outboard motor sold
in 1969. In ’68 the average
outboard ran 31.5 hp, in ’69
it was 33.1.

Motors of 45 hp and up
commanded 34 per cent of
the market.

Motors up to 6.9 hp drop-
ped from 29 per cent to 28
per cent.

Motors 7 to 19.9 hp drop-
ped from 21 to 19 per cent
of sales.

Those 20 to 44.9 hp fell by
the same figure . . . down
from 21 per cent of sales to
19,

Naturally there was a pre-
ference for larger boats to
go with the desire for mo-
tors of greater horsepower.
This shoved the average
length up to 15.9 feet . .. the
highest ever.

Estimated sales of out-
board boats hit a 10-year
high in 1969, reaching 301,-
000.

Sales of stern-drive boats
continued to climb, hitting
an estimated 235,000 units.

Marinas, boat yards .and
yacht clubs increased by 100
for a total of 5,900 such fa-
cilities on the American
scene. !

So, the popularlty of boat-
ing goes up, up, and up .
nationwide. As for Texas —
our guess is that the per-

Cameron David Bishop, a violence-minded college revolutionary
who is charged with the sabotage of war utilities in the dynamiting
of Colorado power transmission towers, is on the FBI’s list of “Ten
Most Wanted Fugitives.” ‘

Between January 20 and 28, 1969, he allegedly was responsible for
dynamiting four transmission line towers in Colorado supplying power
1o defense plants. Wreckage from one blast damaged property nearly
# mile away and dozens of square miles near Golden, Colorado, were
partially blacked out. A Federal warrant issued at Denver, Colorado,
on F;abruary 14, 1969, charges Bishop with the destruction of war
ntilities.

Bishop, who is reputedly an active member of the Students for a
Democratic Society, a loudly miktant “New Left” group opposed to
U.8. involvement in Vietnam and existing government policies, has
xeportedly voiced a desire to live in Cuba.

He is known to associates'as a revoludionist or anarchist who be-
,Meves in violence to secure social reforms and was given a discharge
from the Army for unsuitability after being located, while a deserter,
‘a8 a mental patient in a hospital. He reportedly has a violent temper,
hgls reputedly bragged of using drugs, including LSD, and was con-
victed of assault and battery in Colorado in 1965. He has allegedly
stated his willingness to kill a police officer and has reportedly pos-
sessed hand guns, including a .857 magnum, in addition to rifles and
dynamite.

While every other govern-
mental agency. apparently
seems helpless.in devising ways
of stopping riots, the IRS has
come up with a program for
claiming losses after a riot. This
is contained in a booklet, Docu-
ment 5174, available free at any
IRS office.

As to be expected, it is com-
plicated, comprising some elev-
en steps to be taken. One is to
be sure that before a riot the
proprietor has photos of the
property, including those show-
ing improvements, and then to
be sure to have photos after the
looters and fire bombing have
been controlled.

In addition, the owner must
give such details as the nature
of the losses suffered such as
fire bombing, looting, et al, and
the date of the happening.

If looting occurred, the owner
must state when he discovered
the loss of goods, supported by
police records and other docu-
mentary evidence. The owner
must also prove through deeds,
bills of sale and other papers,
ownership of the property.
