New York Bailout

WASHINGTON—Tomorrow  has come for those New
York politicians who have been spending as if there were
no tomorrow.

New York City has long had a lavish lifestyle all its
own. The 1971 expenditures of New York were greater
than the combined expenditures of the next 24 largest cities.
New York spends at the rate of $1,224 per person, while
the average for all other cities in America is a mere $295.

Spending at those levels takes a lot of money—more
money than even New York City can raise in taxes and
fees. The spending has been sustained by ever-increasing
levels of borrowing. until now the “Big Apple” has run up
some $200 billion in debts that it cannot repay.

The mayor of New York City and the governor of New
York state have come to Washington to urge that the tax-
payers in the rest of the country bail New York out.of its
fiscal mgss. o E e s :

Their-argument has not fallen on-deaf ears. Bills have
been introduced in the House and Senate to provide fed-
eral guarantees of up to $7 billion to tax-exempt securities
issued by New York City, or by a state agency acting on
behalf of New York City.

* 1 agree with President Ford that it would be a mistake
to pass this kind of legislation.

If Congress were to provide a guarantee to the high-
risk bonds issued by New York City, it would turn them
overnight from the worst municipal paper in the country
to the best, and this could cause real chaos in the bond
market. Well-managed cities like Houston and Dallas
would have a great deal more troube raising the money
they need for capital improvements.

Another approach to helping New York avoid default
would be to have the Federal Financing Bank buy all the
guaranteed New York securities. This would merely be a
loan in disguise, a loan which may never be fully repaid.
It would increase the size of the federal government’s al-
ready swollen deficit, and, of course, increase the size of
the federal government’s own debt.

President Ford believes, and I agree with him, that these
proposals to “bail out” New York would actually postpone
the long-term solutions that are needed to resolve the city’s
fiscal crisis. The politicians and labor leaders are unlikely
to take the hard steps necessary to balance the city budget
as long as they think Uncle Sam might rush in with a
bundle of money.

New York has simply got to cut down on spending. It
can no longer afford to pay city employees twice as much
as their counterparts in other cities. It can no longer afford
to let welfare abuse go unchecked. It can no longer main-
tain a tuition-free university system. It can no longer
maintain 18 public hospitals when the next largest city,
Chicago, gets by with one.

I am convinced that only if New York goes into tech-
nical bankruptcy will the city’s political leaders start mak-
ing real budget cuts and start renegotiating exorbitant

» contracts with municipal unions.

The Congress should approve the legislation President
Ford has recommended to make it easier for the City to
manage its affairs if it does go into default. Congress should
also approve funds to make sure vital services will be
continued in the event of default. But Congress should
provide no aid to prevent the default iteslf.

ment ended its 1975 fiscal
year with a record cash
surplus of more than $1.4
billion, but if the legisla-
ture continues its spending
ways it may not last long.

This was the good news
and the bad news of Com-
ptroller Bob Bullock last
week as he released his an-
nual financial report for the
fiscal year which closed
August 31.

“We’re in the best shape
ever for now,” said Bullock.
“But our analysis consis-
tently shows that if spend-
ing increases as ususal in
1977, we will face a tax bill
in the $1 billion range.”

The Legislature this year
passed a $12.1 billion bien-
nial appropriations bill.

Gov. Dolph Briscoe and
others have predicted that,
with reasonable economies
and continuing high yield

__from sales and oil and gas

taxes, a major state tax bill
can be avoided in 1977 as in
the last two legislatures.

Bullock said the state
had $6.9 billion in the last
fiscal year to meet an ex-
penditure level of $5.5 bill-
ion.

Revenues, the Comptrol-
ler said, increased 13 per
cent over 1974 income —
reaching $5.7 billion.

“The real story,” said’
Bullock, “is that revenue
increased because of in-
flationary prices while the
tax base remained the
same. Spending jumped 21
per cent over the previous
year. If legislators want to
increase spending another
25 to 30 per cent in the next
biennium, they had better
have that billion dollar tax
bill ready.”

- GOP Moving

Texas Republicans out-
lined 'major plans for 1976
campaign activities at a

- meeting here recently.

The State GOP Executive
Committee approved
Chairman Ray Hutchison’s
proposal to establish a pow-
erful new executive cam-
paign committee and cen-
tral political fund.

Special recruiting com-
mittees were also appointed
to seek out qualified con-
gressional and legislative
candidates.

Republicans decided to
conduct their presidential
preference primary on a
congressional district basis.
Ninety-six of the 100 GOP
presidential nominating
delegates will be elected at
the polls May 1, and only
four will be picked at the

June 19 state party conven-

tion in Fort Worth.

Mrs. Pat Archer, wife of

Houston Congressman Bill
Archer, was elected new
GOP National Commit-
teewoman to succeed Mrs.
Rita Bass Clements of Dal-
las who resigned.
Hutchison named Ernest
Angelo of Midland to head

the new 15-member GOP -

executive campaign com-
mittee. Bob Flournoy of
Lufkin was designated vice
chairman.

Rates Studied

A 7.1 per cent increase in
workmen’s compensation
insurance rates has been
recommended by State In-
surance Board actuaries.

Insurance company
spokesmen aren’t happy.
They recommended a 12.3
per cent boost. Industry
representatives weren’t
pleased either. They

and industries already pay
$611.6 million a year to in-
sure employees against on-
the-job death and injury,
and they claimed this is too
much.

Courts Speak

The State Supreme Court
left standing a lower court
ruling that state and local
governments can charge
fees for access to large re-
cords computer data and
microfilm.

The Open Records Act,
court rulings have held,
permit charges to examine
such records.

In another ruling, the
High Court affirmed a
Texas Railroad Commis-
sion gas curtailment order
placing Houston Lighting
and Power Company in
seventh priority as a cus-
tomer of United Texas
Transmission Company.

The Supremé Court also
held that a Smith County
man must be jailed for con-
tempt of a court order by re-
turning a tractor which he

sold out of Texas.
The Court of Criminal
Appeals reversed the

100-year prison sentence of
a Grayson County man in

the death of a fifth-grade -

girl from Denison who had
been abducted on her way
home from school.

A three-judge federal
court in Tyler set argu-
ments in the continuing
controversy over whether
voters can be signed up
under the new Texas re-
gistration act without U.S.
Justice Department ap-
proval.

AG Opinions

Atty. Gen John Hill’s
opinion banning many spe-
cial school fees may cause
loss of district accredita-
tion, State Board of Educa-:
tion warned recently.

In a recent opinion, Hill
held school districts should
not contract with one of
their trustees to furnish
garbage service even if
there is only one such ser-
vice in the area.

Hill also concluded the

Smith County domestic re-
lations court judge’s pay
should be equal to the state
portion of the county’s dis-
trict judge salary.

School Session Urged

Texas Association of
School Boards executive
committee has urged Gov-
ernor Briscoe to call a spe-
cial legislative session to
deal with school finance
problems arising from the
Hill fee opinion. (See
above).

Texas Association of
School Administrators ex-
ecutive committee also
asked the governor to help
ease the strain on districts
which the opinion may
cause. Briscoe said he has
no intention of calling a
special session and will be
“looking for other ways to
meet the problem.”

Hill’s opinion October 1
concluded special school
fees for such things as
driver education, band un-
iform rental and workbooks
are illegal.

November is a favorite
month of mine and up to
now it has been perfect with
great rains, mild days and
very light winds. Since the
first frost was later than usual,
many colorful flowers have
been enjoyed by all Ozona,
and now most all trees have
turned for a beautiful fall
show.

The U. S. Forest Service
experts find that frost has
nothing to do with producing
colors in leaves. They say
that change in coloring is
the result of chemical pro=-
cesses which take place in
the tree during preparation
for winter,

This month when leaves
are falling, rake them and
add to your compost heap.
Rather than sack them all
for the fall clean-up, use
them for your next spring and
summer garden. Every gar-
dener should have at least

one compost heap for use next

spring and summer, They can
be made with very little cost

if you have unused wire, lum~

ber or sheet iron for the box
type container. For the first

layer, add remains of annuals,

vegetables, fruit rinds, egg
shells, leaves and grass clip-
ping. Then a layer of soil to
cover above contents and add
a light cover of barnyard
manure or commercial ferti-
lizer, Press down and water,
Repeat layers until container
is full, Piles should be turned
and mixed well to hasten de-
composition, Keep moist if
no rain,

If you are expecting holi-
day blooms on your Christmas
cactus and poinsettia plants,
special treatment now is es~
sential.

Sheep— Lambs
On Increase
In Texas

Agriculture Commissioner
John C. White today noted a
19 per cent increase from last
year in the number of sheep
and lambs in Texas feedlots.

Citing figures gathered by
Texas Crop and Livestock Re-
porting Service, White added
that this is an increase of
seven per cent from October 1,
1975 due to the placement
of 50, 000 animals on lots
with a capacity of 2, 000 or
more head.

Marketings during the
month of October totaled
43, 000 head, up 8, 000 from
original intentions but still
26 per cent below last year's
level.

Marketing intentions for
the 102, 000 head on hand
call for 51, 000 to be sold
this month, 37, 000 in Decem=~
ber and 14, 000 in January,
However, these estimates
are incomplete because ad-
ditional lambs could still
be placed on feed later.

The weight breakdown
for sheep and lambs currently
on feed are: under 70 pounds,
6, 000; 70-79 pounds, 24, 000;
80-89 pounds, 31, 000; 90-99
pounds, 40, 000; and 100
pounds and over, 1, 000.
