We pnbli8h an article this week 
from Col. D. A. Nunn in defense of 

the advance of freight rates made 
by railroads sinoe the Federal 
Judge suspended the functions of 
the railroad commission.

As we view it, his oomiuunica- 
tion assumes: 1st. That it is not 
necessary or right for a State to 
establish such an agency to assume 
control of the railroad uropeities 
of the State; 2d, that, if it is neces- 
sary or right to do so, the present 
railroad commission is either utter­
ly incompetent or thoroughly dis­
honest; 3d, that the roads them 
selves are the proper parties to de­
termine the reasonableness of their 
charges and that they should be 
permitted to do so without the in­
terference or supervision of such an 
intermediary as a railroad com­
mission.

While his article does not spe­
cifically warrant these assumptions, 
yet they are fully implied in the 
line of reasoning which he pursues.

Now it will not be seriously con­
tended by so good a lawyer as Col. 
Nunn that the principle involved 
in such an agency as a foil road 
commission, which is the right of 
the State to manage and control 
the corporations enjoyinv ex traor­
dinary rranchiccA from it, has not 
long since been settled by the courts 
of the country, both State and Fed­
eral, in lavor of the States. That 
point has long since passed from 
the domain of doubt into the clear

prove that the schedules fixed by 
the commission arc unjust to the 
roads. The reduction o f the rates 
is no evidenoe of it. 'JM gc McCor­
mick’* decision is no is j^ n ceo f it, 
because in the main iC’ fwrns upon 
the extraordinary grant of judicial 
powers conferred by the fifth sec­
tion of the act. The question of 
reasonableness of rate comes in for 
secondary consideration only in 
his adjudication of the case. Be­
sides the decision of Judge McCor­
mick is not final and conclusive 
and there is some evidence tending 
to show that he had already pre­
judged the question before it came 
to his judicial attention.

W ill Col. Nunn please explain 
who is to judge ot tjhe reasonable­
ness of a rate unless the commis­
sion does it? Does not the position 
he takes constitute the roads them­
selves the proper judges and their 
greed the proper limit? The com­
mission was not created or organ­
ized to confiscate rail road property. 
Their duty is clear and imperative 
to protect both road and shipper, 
the people and the owners.

Rome of the reasons for a gradu­
ated tax on incomes may he stated 
as follows:

You understand tb it the plat­
form refers to a federal tax only, 
not to a state tax. And the tax 
now paid by the ritiseu is the 
amount of duty on imported mer­
chandise .which he uses. Hence a 
citiaen having $1000 worth o f prop­
erty may pay aa much tax to sup­
port the federal govern rnentas one 
who owns $100,000,000 worth. Th* 
principle on which taxes are, or 
should bo leviod, ia that the citiaen 
should pay in proportion to the 
amount o f his property which’ is 
under the protection of the law. 
Under this principle you will see 
bow unjust it is to make the man 
with the $1000 pay as mush tax as 
tho one with $100,009|000. A tax 
bv which the citizen would he re­
quired to pay according to the' 
amount of property protected would 
be much more equitable, such as a 
tax on incomes.

Objection has been made that a 
graduated income tax is unjast oe- 
cause unequal. The United States 
had graduated income tax laws in 
foroe for ten or fifteen years. You 
understand this is not s tax oil the 
amount o f property owned bv the 
citiaen, but on hit net income, hia 
annual savings, after deducting all 
expenses. The graduated income 
taxes heretofore in existence ex - ' 
empted say incomes of five thou­
sand dollars and less from tax,ar.d

Out of thirty of 8ir Walter Scott * 
heroine* sixteen are described a* un­
der JO. Of the other fourteen six are 
undated. This leave* os eight, three 
of whom are set down as over 30; two 
start at one aide of the line and are 
carried over to the other, two are by 
implication rather than by the inten­
tion of the author taken out of their 
“ teen*.’' and one, Amy Robaart. is a 
heroine “ of an uncertain age.” since 
•he I* historically a middle-aged ma­
tron and fictitiously a youthful bride. 
Of the sis undated, the presumption 
is altogether in favor of the earlier age 
A member once entertained the club 
with the statement that nearly all 
Beott’s heroines are motherless.

WHY LOBSTERS TURN RED.

T h * H eat o f  the B o llin g  W ater O ztdD e* 
the Iron In It*  Shell.

In all crustaceans, as, indeed, in al­
most everything in nature, there is a 
certain per cent of iron. Upon boiling 
the lobster is oxidised; the effect is 
largely due also to the percentage of 
muriatic acid which exist* naturally 
In the shelL The oheinical change 
which takes place here is almost simi­
lar to that which occurs in the burn­
ing of a brick.

In boiling a lobster its cost cesses to ’ 
be a living substance, and. to a certain i 
extent, it takes a new character. It ‘ 
Is as a brick would be after burning. I 
The effect can also be produced by the | 
sun, but necessarily not so rapidly, as ! 
the heat of that luminary, although 
more intense, is not concentrated j 
sufficiently to produce the result. The ' 
sun also exercises a bleaching Influence j 
which consumes the oxide almost as 
fast as It is formed, leaving the shell ; 
white, or nearly pure lime.
