AMERICAN DESERT.
An Effort to Make It Safe for Travel
by Maps and Signboards.

The great Mojave desert iz no longer
to be a trackless waste., The loss of
hapless prospectors who have perished
from year to year has finally moved
the board of supervisors of San Ber-
nardino county, which includes within
it 20,000 square miles of the desert, to
take some action to make it possible for
prospectors to travel that arid region
in comparative safety. Recently &
number of mining men petitionad that
a complete map of the desert be made,
showing the roads, trails, and sources
of water supply, and a commitiee was
ordered to Investigate and report. The
result of their investigations has just
been made publie, and they recommend
all that was asked and more. There
are trails and roads leading all over the
desert to the various mining camps
which dot the waste of sand, and it Is
proposed to have maps made, with blue-
print coples, which will be supplied to
deseért travelers, with all the landmarks
designated, thus enabling them to fol-
low the trails with much less danger of
losing their way, But in addition it is
roposed to establish a system of sign-
wards and guide-posts at intervals
zlong the trails, giving information as
to directions and distances, and, more
important than all, the nearest point
where water may be found Nine-
tenths of the people lost in the desert
lle of thirst. Not infrequently their
bleached bones have been found within
i short distance of the spring they
By the new system which s
planned the unlucky prespector will
know how far he is from water and will

his plans These in-
es are to be put up at short intervals
ag the trails, so that it will be almost
npoesible for travelers to miss them.
to pointing out the
trails and sources of water, new sources
are to be developed and old ones better
cared for. Rewards are to be offered
to any one discovering new springs or
developing any water at points where
is known to exist, Springs al-
ready known will be cleaned sut and
the water protected from pollution by

ed iy the proposed innovation. It Is
estifrated that in the thirty years in
which mining has been followed in the
desert not less than $20,000,000 has been
taken out, while in that time scores of
men have been lost whose lives might
have been saved had such a system
been In vogue as is now proposed. The
desert is now fairly swarming with
prospectors, and others will go out as
soon as the weather becomes more tol-
erable.
