This may he a good place to 

speak of the unwritten history of 
camp life. Mv object in writing 
these articles is to relate in part 
every day occurrences not told 
the general historian. They give 
the causes of the war, the organisa­
tion of the armv, the plans of cam­
paign, the results of every battle 
and the final termination of the 
struggle. But it remains for the 
actors in this bloody drama to give 
details. To a limited extent on 
these lines uiy efforts will go.

Camp duties were drilling two 
hours every morning and evening, 
attending roll and sick call, doing 
gqprd duty, polioing camp and oc­
casional spending two or three days

whsn they are exempt from all 
duty for 24 hours.

For drawing rations, each com­
pany is divided into messes, num­
bered from one up. Each mess 
has a man at its head whose only 
duty is to draw rations for his 
mess. The Second sergeant usual­
ly draws from the regimental oom- 
missary and at stated times calls 
out: Heads of messes, corns tor- 
wards and draw your rations.

has filled since that time.

Cincinnati, Sept. 27.—A special 
to the Commercial Tribune from 
Hawesville, K y , aays:

In the broad open flare of a 
Sunday sun, in the midst of a pro* 
tracted revival, not a mask to be 
seen and is the presence of hun* 
dreda of infuriated people, Ray­
mond Bushrod,a negro, at 5 o'clock 
Sunday evening was made to pay 
the penalty o f nis aasault on the 
person o f 14-year-old Maggie 
Roberts. He was swung from a 
limb in the court house yard.

Bushrod was from Rockfort,Ind. 
Several months tago he was taken 
in and treated kindly by Willia 
Clark, a farmer in the upper part 
o f the county, only to betray 
Clark and steal his watch. For thia 
he was released two weeks ago 
from the county jail after having 
served a sentence o f 156 daya. He 
was in town Saturday and drink­
ing. In the afternoon be set out 
afoot, going west on the Texas 
railroad. Three miles below town, 
near Petri station, he enoouutered 
Biaggie Roberts, daughter o f Ren 
Roberts, a prominent farmer. He 
ran her down and assaulted her. In 
addition to this he beat and bruised 
her with an iron ooupling pin and 
left her to die. The news of the 
outrage spread ami a searching 
party was sent in every dime 
tion. Guards warn sent to every 
skiff for twenty miles and his es­
cape to Indiana was well nigh im­
possible. Failing in his attempt 
to croaa at Tell City be made back 
over the railroad and was captured 
in hiding at Falcon, a mining 
town four miles below the scene of 
the crime. Bushrod fell in with a 
fortunate crowd o f four, who 
brought him quietly to Haweeville 
and surrendered him to the jailer, 
while the town was deserted, 
searching for him. In the mean­
time the officers got wind of a 
mob and he was secretly guarded 
in the graveyard on the hill until 
morning when he was again loched 
up. But the people bad been de­
termined all day. Barly they came 
afoot, on horseback, in wagons 
and in trains. The* were impatient 
for darkness. Jt was rumored that 
the militia would arrive at 4:80 for 
his protection. The angry crowd 
would not stand this ami they 
placed truaty sentinels on the hill 
overlooking the town to give a 
signal if the train bore such pro­
tection. The militia failed to come, 
but at ibis time the officers thought 
it opportune to play a ruse and the 
mob, now already furious, ware 
led to lielieve that be bad eyoaped 
from behind and hot pursuit fo l­
lowed. The trail was followed 
on a square when the broad 
open attempt to spirit Bushrod ont 
of town was discovered. A  few 
well chosen guards, however, 
stayed at the ja i l  and be was 
brought out. The mob formed in 
front and the officers were made to 
yield. Tbe excitement at thia time 
was intense. Connell ton, lod .. 
had outpoured upon us and 
promptly at 5 o ’clock the march 
to the court bouse square was be­
gun. Halting in front of a shady 
poplar with limbs and twigs over­
hanging the moat public street in 
town, a selection was made and 
everything was in readiness for the 
first lynching in Hancock oounty.

In tbe meantime Bushrod was
given an opportunity for confes­
sion and prayer. His oonfeeaion 
was ootriplets. He stated that he

was guilty and this was tbe third 
offense. After offering up his last 
supplication, a long and fervent 

rayer on bended knee, the signal 
y haul awav was given and with 
ionioned arms and legs he was 

glad between brick mid tree. 
The applause as he went up was 
deafening. It only shewed tbe 
determination o t  the mople. In 
four minutes he was/pronounced 
dead and Coronet Jiitcbcll cut the 
body down and summoned a jury 
whose verdict was that Bushrod 
came to his death at the hands of 
unknown parties.

Bushrod was taken before the 
girl last night and identified. Four 
others also added their strength to 
the identification.

Thus doea this quiet, sleepy 
village beat all lynch records. On 
Sunday, unmasked, on the public
square o f a oounty Mat a man la 
hanged and all in n stone’s throw 
of four churches. After the lynch 
ng the mob’s lender, an Indiana

man, made a little speeoh in which 
he pointed to the grew some corpe,

“ Here is the protection we offer 

our wives and daughters."
No action by the authorities 

against any member o f the mob is 
likely. During the entire time of 
lynching not less than 200 women 
were on the hillside overlooking 
the publio square and when it 
dangling form went up cheers u(^ 
on cheers from them rent the air. 
In fact the women gave a double 
reassuranoe to the ones engaged 
that the proper punishment wfcs 
being meted out. All through the 
day Bushrod gave evidence of 
intense anguish. He was told 
and he fully realized that his 
time was close at hand and he gave 
some evidence of sorrow. In the 
march to the plsoe o f lynching it 
Was almost impossible to prevent 
his being killed by infuriated men. 
Twioe he was knocked down and it 
is believed by some that he was ua- 
oonacious when strung up.

criminally assaulted Mrs. Maggie 
Atwell here on June 33 last, and 
who was accused of instigating the 
riots here the week following was 
hanged here yesterday at 11:40 in 
the presence of 5000 people.

THX OXIME.
Johnson msj. Mrs. Atwell and 

three other women ont gathering 
berries, and, despite their desper­
ate resistance, succeeded in his at­
tempt at assault. Mrs Atwell was 
in a delicate condition, and she 
nearly died from the brute's treat 
ment. He was arrested that night 
and hustled off to jail.

Tbe city was greatly excited and 
threats o f lynching were made. 
The negroee heard o f the threats 
and armed themselves.

At the preliminary trial great 
excitement prevailed, whioh was 
intensified when Col. Pendleton, a 
prominent man and editor of the 
Democrat, arose in the court room 
and asked for volunteers to lynch 
Johnson.

All was in an uproar and the ne­
groes made a rush for Peadleton. 
He mounted a chair and drew two 
revolvers and threatened to shoot 
the first man who approached. 

The sheriff hastily slipped John 
off, and then Pendleton’s 

friends got him to a place of safe­
ly. For several daya the tension 
continued Pendleton's house waa 
fired during the night and attempts 
made to waylay him.

Negroes armed themselves ami 
took possession o f the square 
around the jail ami forbade the 
militia company from getting to 
their armory.

in the fighting that followed four 
negroee were snot and two killed 
and three white men wounded, 
Capt, Gardiner being killed. Tbe 
citizens finally rallied and drove 
the negroes off and captured the 
town.

At Johnson’s trial the jury was 
out only fifteen minutes and re 
turned a verdict of guilty, and he 
waa at once sentenced. He made 
a sensational statement, saying: 
“ The jury would convict God 
himself if he had a black skin."

Sinoe then eight negroee have 
been tried, each sentenced to state 
convict camps for rioting.

About 7 o’clock this evening a 
report was received here that the 
case had proved to be yellow fever.

to the occupation tax imposed by 
subdivision 59, chapter 18, general 
laws special session of the twenty- 
fifth legislature.

Said subdivision reads as fol­
lows:

"From  every person, firm or 
association who are wholesale deal­
ers in cotton seed oil or any o f the 
produota of ootton seed, selling 
•uoh to the trade, a tax o f $26; 
provided that tax .shall not apply 
to a merchant who sells oth­
er goods and merchandise and 
pays an occupation tax therefor.”  

It will be observed that the law 
imposes tbe tax upon a wholesale 
dealer; it ia therefore necessary to 
determine what a dealer is. snd 
whether a manufacturer is suesler 
within the meaning of the law.

" A  dealer is one who makes e 
business of baying and selling, he 
is tbo middleman between the pro­
ducer snd oonsnmer of a commod­
ity.”  (Am. and Eng Enc. of 
Law.) A  dealer is one who buy* 
and sells for the purpose o f profit. 
" A  dealer is one who buys goods, 
etc., and sells the same goods at a 
profit. Ooe who buys raw ms- 
terial, manufactures it and sells 
the manufactured product, is not 
a dealer, but a manufacturer. The 
former derm is  for bis profit not 
upon the labor he bestows upon 
his commodities, but upon the 
skill and fore sight with which he 
watches the market.”  (27 Pa. St, 
494, Archer vs. State, 19 Tex. Ap. 
482.)

Under the law and authorities 
above quoted, you are respectfully 
advised this department holds that 
tbe owners or operators of a ootton 
seed oil mill are not "wholesale 
dealers in ootton seed oil or any of 
the products o f cotton,”  within 
tbe meaning o f the law, and there 
fore not subject to the tax im 
posed by subdivison 59. chapter 
18, general laws special session, 
twenty-fifth legislature.
