TOWNSEND AT JACKSONVILLE.
* * 1-1 

! Lytkin Candidate for the State Sen­
ate Oatllaed Policies Before a 

Large Aadlence Saturday.

Jacksonville, Texas, Sept. 10.— 
For more than an hour to-day 
Judge W . J. Townsend Jr. o f Luf­
kin, candidate for state senator to 
succeed C. C. Stokes, deceased, 
spoke to a large and enthusiastic 
audience in the opera house on 
the political issues o f the cam­
paign. He was introduced in a 
highly complimentary manner by 
Judge J. C. Box, wbo told the 
people they would make no mis­
take in electing Little Jim Town­
send, as he is familiarly known 
throughout the district. Judge 
Townsend favored taking the pen­
itentiary and other state institu­
tions out of politics and placing 
them on a business basis. He ad­
vocated the operation o f the iron 
industry at Rusk, stating that the 
state had invested too much money 
in the property there to now 
abandon it, and cited an instance 
where a Pennsylvania party had 
made application tp the railway 
commission for a rate on iron ore 
from Jefferson, Tex^s, to Galves­
ton, where the ore would be re- 
shipped to Pennsylvania and there 
manufactured into the finished 
product. Certainly, he said, that 
if this could be done the state 
should be able to operate the 
plant at a profit with convict la­
bor and furnace and ore land al­
ready paid for.

He stated that if elected he 
would vote for and urge the suo- 
mission o f a constitutional amend­
ment to the voters for the prohi­
bition of the sale of intoxicating 
liquors within the state, and prom­
ised that if elected be would not 
jump the platform, as did some of 
the members elected two years 
ago on a submission platform. 
He stated that he had always been 
a democrat and believed in abiding

bv the platform, and when he 
could not obey the principles de­
clared for in the platform be would 
resign his office.

If elected another point on 
which he laid considerable stress 
was that he would favor simplify­
ing the criminal and civil proce­
dure of the laws in this state, 
stating that there was now too 
much red tape in our laws and too 
many loopholes justifying the re­
versal of cases. He believed that 
a verdict of a jury should be re­
spected, and not reversed for 
mere technicality, as is now often 
the case.

He furthermore advocated the 
elimination o f the pauper’s oath 
from the present law, which re­
quires that every time a confedei 
ate soldier draws bis pay he should 
swear that be is a pauper. His 
remedy was to give the oommis 
sioners court the authority to de­
termine the merit of such matters 
and not embarrass the old soldier, 
as is now the case.

In conclusion he contended that 
Angelina County bad never since 
its organization been honored with 
a representative in the upper 
branch ol the legislature, that 
Anderson, Cherokee and Houston 
bad furnished all the senators, and 
asked the voters to pass the pie 
around to Angelina County this 
time. Judge Townsend made a 
good impression and he was 
throughout bis address enthusias 
tically applauded. He lelt here 
for Forrest, where be spoke to­
night.— Adv.

Portland, Maine, Sept. 12.— 
There was no uncertainty in the 
voioe with which Maine today re­
corded her preference for gover­
nor and her attitude on the issues 
of the campaign generally, the 
plurality given to Frank Plaisted 
o f Augusta, democrat, being de­
cidedly large, while three out of 
four congressional districts, which 
are ordinarily strongly republican, 
returned democratic candidates.

Early returns also indicated 
that the legislature might be dem­
ocratic and elect a democrat as 
successor to United States Senator 
Hale. V

In the faoe of the sweeping 
democratic victory, the republican 
leaders were overwhelmed with 
surprise, and the magnitude o f 
their sucoeas astonished even the 
most sanguine of democrats. It 
was ths first beating tha republi­
cans o f  Maine, the state of Blaine 
and Reed, bad had in thirty years, 
and by a coincidence Harris M. 
Plaisted, father o f the late suooess- 
fnl candidate, was Maine’s last 
democratic governor in the year 
1881.

Asher C. Hinds of Portland, 
parliamentary clerk o f the house 
of representatives, was defeated 
tot congress in the First Congres­
sional District, while Congressman 
Burleigh, in th e ' Third District 
and Congressman Swazey in the 
Second, also went down to defeat.

Colonel Plaisted, the governor- 
elect, goes utf the capital with 
a plurality larger than that given 
two years ago to his defeated re­
publican opponent, Governor 
Bert M. Fernaldof Poland.

Colonel Plaisted was born in

Bangor in 1864. He ran for may­
or of Augusta five times and won 
four elections.

Austin, Texas, Sept 12.—Tboee 

who are accustomed to think of 
Texas only as a country o f magni­
ficent distances and to regard the 
people as primitive in their pur- 
s«Rs should visit the state Capitol 
nit Austin and view this splendid 
trlnmph in arohiteoture, says the 
Texas Commercial Secretaries As­
sociation. It is the largest state 
Capitol in the United States and 
approaches the national capitol in 
area and excels it in grandeur. It 
is the seventh largest building in 
the world. It was built exclusive­
ly from Texas materials and stands 
as a magnificent monument to the 
matchless and varied resouscea of 
our great state. To erect this 
building the state gave the con­
tractors a block of counties equal 
in area to the grant which King 
James gave to the Earl of War­
wick in 1630 to establish a colony 
in America add which is now the 
state o f Connecticut. A descrip­
tion of the Imilding follows:

The Capital Building measures 
600 feet from East to West; from 
North to South it measures 287 
feet; from the ground to the top 
of the dome 813 feet; the Texas 
Capitol is 6 feet higher than the 
National Capitol, the latter being 
only 307 feet; the outside of the

Texas Capitol is built of finest red 
granite secured from tbe quarries 
in Burnett county, Texas; the 
quality and beauty of tbe material 
are equal to any in tbe world; 
wainscoting in tbe Capital is of 
Oak, Cherry, Walnut, Pine, Ash, 
Cedar and Mahogany; tbe total 
lengtH of the wainscoting is eight 
miles; the building alonfe covers 
three acres, tbe floor space in the 
building coveting 20 acres; the 
Capitol was built by a Chicago 
firm of contractors who received 
3,000,000 acres of Panhandle land 
for compensation; construction 
was begun ou tbe building in 1882 
and was completed in 1886; in the 
grounds of the Capitol ihere are 
22 acres, 4 acres of walks and 4 
acres of drives; among the attrac­
tions of tbe grounds at our state 
capitol are artificial lakes, plants 
and flowers of all kinds, monu­
ments to Confederate soldiers, the 
Alamo, Firemen and the Texas 
Rangers.

State Raager Tercet May be Gives 
-  Shake-Ip.

Austin, Texas, Sept. 5.—It is 
more than likely that an effort will 
be made by the next legislature 
for a reorganization of the state 
ranger force, and just what atti­
tude Governor-elect Colquitt will 
assume toward the state rangers 
can not be foretold at this time. 
However, Mr. Colquitt during his 
late campaign for governor stren­
uously opposed tbe policy of 
Governor Campbell in sending out 
rangers to various communities in 
the state to enforce the liquor, 
gambling and other laws, and if 
Governor Colquitt maintains this 
same attitude when be enters upon 
his duties as governor, there may 
be a reduction in tbe forces or a 
change all around. It is said that 
the governor has a right to abolish 
this service altogether, but it is 
not generally believed that this 
will be done, hut tbe rangers may 
be given other instructions re­
garding their future course. 
There is plenty for the rangers 
to do without being dispatched to 
certain parts of the state to en­
force the laws, which function 
properly belongs to the local 
police force and constabulary. 
Again the ranger in Texas is an 
established institution, and the 
ordinary mortal has oome to look 
upon this state police with respect, 
and in some instances with fear. 
Tbe ver^ presence of two rangers 
in a community where a riot is 
threatened or a mob is about to 
accompliah its purpose, has a 
Salutary effect and often prevents 
serious disaster and bloodshed, 
consequently the attitude of tbe 
new governor toward the main­
tenance of the rangers will be 
watched with considerable in­
terest.

Casdldates for Senator,
Jacksonvills, Tex., Sept. 7.— 

Judge W. J. Townsend Jr., can­
didate for the state senate, is 
making a series of speeches in 
this county. He stated that be 
had hoped to meet Captain Fow­
ler, his opponent, as do had fur­
nished hiui with a list of bis ap­
pointments for this week, hut 
understood that Captain Fowler 
was campaigning in Trinity Coun­
ty. Information reached here 
today to the effect that no candi­
date was indorsed by the prohibi­
tion mass meeting held at Pales­
tine yesterday. A resolution was 
adopted reciting that inasmuch as 
there were only two candidates, 
one a prohibitionist and the other 
an anti prohibitionist, there was 
no necessity for making an indorse­
ment, and the meeting adjourned 
Without formally taking any ac­
tion.

A resolution, however, was offer­
ed indorsing Judge J. W. Mad­
den of Crockett, but after consider­
able discussion tbe friends of 
Judge Madden withdrew bis name 
from tbe meeting. The mass 
meeting was called at a time when 
it was thought there would be 
several candidates favoring prohi­
bition with a view of eliminating 
all save one prohibition candidate,

Noise Discissed Tariff Question.
Austin, Texas, Sept. 6.—More 

oratory flowed in the bouse to-day 
over the Maxwell resolution con­
demning the Payne-Aldricb tariff 
act, and when it was all over and 
Bailey and anti-Bailey members 
were laughing over some repartee 
from Mr. Hill, including a state­
ment that Senator J. VV. Bailey 
would make a tirst-class “ emperor 
of the world,”  a compromise reso­
lution by Mr. Caves was adopted. 
The Caves substitute, published 
when introduced last week, con­
demns the tariff act as a “ prolific 
breeder and protector of trusts 
and monopolies”  and endorses the 
entire Texas delegation in the na­
tional congress “ for voting against 
it.”  The Maxwell resolution men­
tioned that the Galveston conven­
tion failed to condemn the tariff 
and handled that omission without 
gloves.

Mr. Maxwell accepted the tem­
porizing substitute for his resolu­
tion. He remarked, in doing so, 
that he did not know when he at­
tacked a republican platform that 
he was at the same time attacking 
a democratic United States sena­
tor. But, he said, his original 
resolution was not meant as a re­
flection on any one despite the 
fact that some newspaper criti­
cisms have imputed such a motive. 
He said he was not dealing in the 
cheap sophistries and subtleties of 
a ward politician and not seeking 
newspaper notoriety.

“ The substitute,”  he said, “ ac­
complishes what I want to accom­
plish.”  He reiterated that he dif­
fers with Senator Bailey polit­
ically.

Dallas, Texas.—In addition to the 
fact that there will be an extraor­
dinary display of livestock, and agri­
cultural products at the twenty-fifth 
annual meeting of the State Fair of 
Texas, which opens at Dallas.

Those features are all of an educa­
tional value Principal among them 
are: A United States naval exhibit; 
a display of the geological and mineral 
resources of the state; a fishery exhib­
it; a model cotton farm; a good roads 
park; manufacturing machinery In op­
eration, and an old-fashioned tourna 
ment, the kind so popular in the South 
before the war.

United State* Naval Exhibit.
Lieutenant Adolphus Andrews, an 

officer In the United States navy, Is in 
charge of that exhibit. Every patriotic 
citizen takes pride In the war fleet of 
Uncle Sam. Individual numbers of 
the "White Squadron," from the 
haughty battleship to the mysterious 
little submarine, have their own ea- 
poclal interest to the civilian. Tltat is 
why an interest in this new depart­
ment Is assured. There will be models 
of every Instrument of warfare, from 
the big slxteen-nlch gun to the deadly 
torpedo. In glass cases, miniature 
replicas of some of the finest vessels 
in the navy, will be exhibited. The 
mechanism of the submarine, that lat­
est development In warfare, will be 
explained. Linked with this, moving 
pictures of the maneuvers of the North 
Atlantic equadron off Hampton Roads 
will be produced. This production will 
be realistic in the extreme, and of In­
terest to all.

Richness of Resources.
Few Texans realize the richness ot 

their state from a geological and min­
eral standpoint To forcibly Impress 
this upon the minds of visitors and to 
direct their attention to the opportun­
ities offered in the development of 
these resources. Dr. William B. Phil­
lips, director of the Department of 
Economic Geology of the University of 
Texas has arranged to exhibit at the 
Fait the collection of Texas ores and 
woods belonging to that Institution.

That Crockett has the best 
streets of any town of its class in 
the state will not he disputed by 
any one familiar with the streets 
o f  Texas towns. Visitors passing 
over«the streets of Crockett ex* 
preas no small snprise that a town 
o f its class should have made the 
progreas that has been made here 
in the past six years. Time was 
when our streets were made up 
principally of gullies, ruts and 
sand. That was a day before the 
spirit of civic pride and progress, 
as evidenced by the many im 
provements during the past six 
years, took hold of <>nr citizen­
ship—a day when the people were 
content to drag along in the old 
ruts, in and (Hit the old gulleys 
aud bog up in the mud or sand, ac­
cording to wet or dry weather.

growth, the oonstructiodV of new 
and costly houses were begun aud 
real estate values shot upward. 
With these improvements \pust 
not be overlooked the new 
commodious passenger statiol 
The Courier mentions these things 
to show that one improvement 
o f enterprise follows another. 
The present prosperity o f the 
town began with the improvement 
of the streets and sidewalks. Con­
tractors cannot keep up' with the 
demand for new bouses. Now if 
our present prosperity can be 
traced to five miles of graded and 
gravelled streets, what might be 
expected if the good roads move­
ment should be inaugurated over 
Houston county? While Crock­
ett is progressive, let the whole of 
Houston county share her pro­
gressiveness.

The 1910 census will show a 50 
per cent increase in Crockett’s 
population during th^past ten 
years and town improvements have 
increased correspondingly.
