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Plan for Auditorium.

Public Roads.
Instruction in the methods of
road building has continued
through the medium of object-
lesson roads, built at local ex-
pense, under the supervision of
an engineer of the office of Pub.ic
Roads. More than million
square yards of road, equivalent
to about 14 mles of road 15 feet
wide were completed during the
year. Viewed as a construction
record alone this would constitute
an excellent showing, but when it is
considered that this mileage was
made up of 55 object-lesson roads,
each constituting a minature school
of road building, comprising ten
distinct types of construction, it
must be evident that this feature
of the department’s work is a
powerful factor in the promotion
of the movement for the better-
ment of the public roads.

An inspection last year of twen-
ty-two object-lesson roads, aggre-
gating about twenty-two miles,
showad that their effect upon the
different localities had resulted in
the building of 780 miles of addi-
tional roads according to the same
methods, and bad brought abhout
the expenditure, through bond
1ssues, of $1,500,00.

Advisory work relating to road
problems necessitated ahout 250
assignments for the department’s
consulting engineers and experts.
This was an increase of about 70
per cent over the amount of like
work performed during the pre-
ceding fiscal year. — Scientifie
American,

Be it resolved by the Legislature of
the State of Texas:

Secrion 1. That Article 16 of the Con-
stitution of the State of Texas be
amended by striking out .and repealing
Section 20 thereof, and substituting in
lieu of said Section 20 the following:

Section 20.: The manufacture for pur-
poses of sale, barter or exchange, and the
sale, barter and exchange of intoxicating
liquors on and after the second Tuesday
in January, A, D. 1912, is hereby pro-
hibited within this State, except for
medicinal, scientific and sacramental
purposes. The Legislature of the State
of Texas shall, at noon, on the second
Tuesday in January A. D. 1912, by
authority of this section, meet in session
in the city of Austin, and pass efficient
laws to enforce this section; but nothing
in this section shall prevent any session
of the Legislature from passing any law
to enforce the same; and all laws in
force when this amendment is adopted
providing remedies, penalties or for-

sale or transportation of intoxicating
liquors shall remain in full force and

Sec. 2. The foregoing constitutional
amendment shall be submitted to a vote
of the qualified electors for members of
the Legislature at an election to be held
throughout the State of Texas on the
fourth Saturday in July, being the twenty-
second day thereof, A. D. 1911. At said
election the vote shall be by official ballot,
which shall have printed or written at
the top thereof in plain letters the words
Said ballot shall have also written or
printed thereon the words “For Prohibi-
tion,” and the words “*A gainst Prohibition.”
All the voters favoring said proposed
amendment shall erase the words “Against
Prohibition” by making a mark through
the same, and those opposing it shall
erase the words “For Prohibition.” If a
majority of the votes cast at said election
shall be “For Prohibition” said amend-
ment shall be declared adopted. If a
majority of the votes shall be “Against
Prohibition” said amendment shall be
lost and so declared.

All the provisions of the general elec-
‘tion laws as amended and in force at the
time said election is held shall govern in
all respects as to the qualifications of the
electors, the method of holding such elec-
tion, and in all other respects, as far as
such election laws can be made applicable.
Sec. 3. The Governor of this State is
hereby directed to issue the necessary
proclamation for said election and to have
the same published as required by the
Constitution and laws of this State.

Sec. 4. The sum of five thousand
($5000) dollars, or so much thereof as
may be necessary, is hereby appropriated
out of any funds in the State Treasury,

Washington President Taft is de
termined that battles between Mexi
can federals and insurrectos shall
not be fought on American soil He
is equally determined that the lives
of American noncombatants shall not
be endangered by the forces of Presi
dent Diaz and those of General Ma
dero Future combats between the
rebels and the forces of the Mexican
government must not be fought so
close to the American line as to put |
in jeopardy the lives and property of
Americans

Through the state department the
pregident Saturday notified the Mexi
can government it must see to it in
the future that there shall be no more
such unfortunate affairs as that |
which occurred at Agua Prieta Fri
day, near Douglas, Ariz., when two |
Americans were killed and eleven

wounded.

Through the war department
through the department of justice the
president sent the same sort of warn
ing to the leader of the insurrectos at
Agua Prieta. The view was express
ed at the war department that
these warnings will be obeyed to the
letter, an dthat no more battles will
be fought in the vicinity of the bound-
ary.

Neither the president nor any of his
advisers whom he called into
sultation was incigned to regard the
incident at Agua Prieta as a fore-

The president knows that the bat.
tlegrounds are not chosen like places
for holding athletic contests, but at
the same time he takes the position
that preparations for battle must be
made by the hostile forces in Mexico
with due consideration of the effect
on noncombatant Americans, The
president knows that some of the
American spectators at Friday's af-
fair near Douglas were eager to see
the fight, and might have been too
close to the engaged forces, but he
has been informed also that warning
was given to the insurrectos, at least,
not to get too close to the United
States. Hereafter this government
expects both the insurrectos and the
Mexican federal troops to erect bar-
riers or make their line of battle far
enough away from American soil to
make it certain that peaceful Ameri-
cans will not be harmed.

President Taft feels that his order
sending the troops to Texas has been
entirely justified by the developments
of the last few days. He is more cer-
tain than ever that conditions in the
Southern republic are, to say the
least, alarming.

Twenty-Beven  persons are reported
dead, at least a hundred injured, two
towns practically swept away, scores
of buildings demolished and thou-
sands of dollars’ worth of property
damaged as the result of a tornado
that raged in Kansas and Oklahoma
Wednesday. The tornado was accom-
panied by rain, hail and lightning.
Many bulldings were struck by light-
ning and burned. Waestern Missouri
was visited by a rain and hail storm,
but that section was not in the main
path of the tornado.

The area of high pressure that was
central over the lake region on Tues-
day morning is moving slowly north-
eastward. The northwestern depres-
sion has deepened and its axis is ex-
le‘ndlng into Texas. The area of high
pressure showing over the Califormia
coast has remained nearly stationary.
Showers have occurred in the cotton
belt, except in North Carolina and in
Western and Northwestern Texas;
also in the lower Missouri valley and
on the Pacific coast, and snow has
fallen in the Northern Rocky moun-
tain region. The rainfall in Texas
and the cotton beit has been light,
except in the vicinity of Palestine
and Shreveport, the former station
reporting 1.14 and the latter 1.02
inches.

The Texas Baseball League opened
its 1911 season Tuesday with Okla-
homa City playing at Dallas, Waco at
Fort Worth, Austin at San Antonio
and Galveston at Houston. Following
six weeks of a busy training sc¢hedule,
during which the Texas teams met
many major league clubs. The sched-
ule runs until September 4 and calls
for 144 games.

With the hotel lobbies crowded and
a fair attendance at the auditorjum
the twenty-fifth annual convention of
the Lumber Men's Association of
Texas began in Houston on Tuesday
morning. Lumber men from every
section of Texas and a good repre
sentation from other States are there,
and those who have been attending
their annual meetings from year to
year state that more lumber men are
there for this convention than ever
attended a previous affair of the
kind.

FOREIGN.

A force of thirty men and a Maxim
gun from the British man of war
Shearwater were landed at San Quini-
ten, Mexico, to protect that town
against a threatened attack of the
insurgents. The revolutionary move-
ment, however, did not materialize
and the Britishers and the gun were
withdrawn.

It was made known by the officials
of the Mexican foreign office in the
City of Mexico Saturday that strong
representations had come from the
government in Washington, based on
reports that federal forces at Agua
Prieta had fired across the border into
American territory, killing and wound-
ing many Americans. The answer of
the Mexican government will be most
conciliatory. It can be said, how-
ever, that the international situation
is most serious as a result of this ac-
cident.

Aviator Lanser Friday flew in an
aeroplane from the aviation field at
Kiewit to the Belgium capital, carry-
ing his three sisters as passengers.
The distance (about fifty-four miles)
is a new record for a cross-country
flight with four persons.

Friday three masked men held up a
special train on the mine railroad be-
tween Chihuahua, Mexico, and Santa
Eulalia and forced the paymaster of
the San Toy Mining Company to de-
liver a valise containing $5,000. He
succeeded in concealing $6,500. The
holdup was accomplished by placing
a pile of rocks on the track. The en-
gineer, seeing the obstruction, stopped
the train. One of the three bandits
forced him to descend from the loco-
motive, while the other two entered
the pay car,

Frantz Hamon, chief of the account-
ing department of the foreign office,
was arrested Wednesday in Paris
charged with serious irregularities in
the accounts of kis department and
with the embezzlement of funds.

The sentence of death imposed
March 5 last on Stinie Morrison, who,
after a sensational trial in -London,
was found guilty of the murder of Jo-
seph Beron, was commuted Wednes-
day to life imprisonment. =4

Thirteen more prisoners, who had
been held in the City of Mexico for
trial on the charge of sedition, were
placed at liberty Wednesday for lack
of evidence.

The budget committee of the duma
at S8St. Petersburg Wednesday ap-
proved the grant of $75,000,000 for the
construction of warships and naval
works for the Black Sea.

Although it was officially declared
a week ago by health officers that the
recent outbreak of cholera in Hono-
julu had been stamped out, another
case developed Wednesday when a
ﬁau'q Hawalian was stricken. No
apprehension is felt that the disease
will spread again.

In a sense a newspaper is run to
make money. It realizes that it
cannot accomplish very much
without money. It cannot employ
help, buy material and meet the
incidentals without mwoney. It
needs the money to help it dis-
charge its duty in a higher sense
toward the public.

As to the social standing of the
farmer, we have only to look back
to the days of slavery when the
Southern planter was looked upon
as the ideal of a gentleman as
regards occupation, and so it has
been from the war on down, the
owner of a farm is regarded as
the highest type of citizenship.
