TO GUARD BORDER.

Raaoer Service Being Increased to 
Preserve Neutrality Laws.

San Antonio, Texas, Octol*er 10. 
— For the purpose of enlisting 
recruits for the Texas Rangers 
who are to patrol the Mexican 
border in an effort to prevent the 
violation of the neutrality laws of 
the United States, and the use of 
Texas territory as the scene of 
operations for discontented Mexi­
cans, Captain J. W. Hughes of the 
state ranger force is in the city. 
He has established headquarters 
here and will remain here a week 
for this purpose. He expects to 
get two or three former deputy 
sheriffs and ex-rangers in line 
for service.

This action is the result of a 
conference between Governor 
Colquitt and President Taft held 
recently at Kansas City at which 
the matter of guarding the border 
was discussed, and President Taft 
suggested further recruiting of 
the ranger force and the assign­
ment of them to border duty. 
This the president suggested 
would avoid the necessity of the 
United States keeping the troops 
stationed on the border and would 
have a tendency towards lessening 
the warlike appearance that the 
presence of the troops would give.
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Lirlmer Investigation is Renewed In 
Chicago.

Chicago, October 10.—No new 
evidence was expected at the first 
sessions of the reopening of the 
United States senate investigation 
into the election of William 
Lorimer here to day. Eight wit­
nesses, seven of the members o f 
the Illinois general assembly, bv 
which Senator Lorimer was 
elected, were scheduled ns the 
first witnesses. All of these have 
testified before, either before the 
Helm committee in Springfield, 
or the first United Stales senate 
committee which investigated the 
corruption charges.

Senator Dillingham, chairman 
of the committee, announces that 
the rules o f testimony would not 
be sacred in the coming session.

“ We shall continue to allow all 
testimony bearing in any way 
upon the investigation to be ad­
mitted, regardless of technicali­
ties,”  he said.

Washington, Oct. 10.—Alter

The “ bard coal case”  originated 
in a dissolution suit begun in tbe 
United States circuit oourt for 
Eastern Pennsylvania against the 
principal railroads carrying an­
thracite coal and coal-owning com­
panies. A  general oonspir|cy to 
redoes competition in tbe trans­
portation and sale o f ooal was 
charged and in addition a num­
ber of special conspiracies of va­
rious groups of defendants were 
charged. The lower oourt decided 
against the government on every 
point except that the Temple Iron 
Company, of which the railroad 
defendants owned the stock, was

Editor Courier:
As everybody knows, Denver is 

the capitol of Colorado. It stands 
on an elevation nearly 5,200 feet 
above sea level. The majestic 
mountains, sublime in their snow- 
crowned summits, environ the 
city most romantically. It is cos­
mopolitan in character; it draws 
people, by reason of its pic­
turesque situation and healing 
climate, from all civilization. 
This is shown by the character of 
its population, which consists of 
225,000 permanent residents and 
a “ floating” population of 275,- 
000.

In 1858 adventurous gold hunt­
ers first pitched their camps at the 
junction of Cherry creek and the 
Platte. From this small begin­
ning has sprung the beautiful city 
I am attempting to describe. It 
is called the “ Queen City o f the 
Plains,”  and is the largest city 
between the Missouri river and 
San Francisco. It is destined to 
be the most important center of 
the American continent in the 
West, on account of its central 
location to all mining in the Rock­
ies, its extensive irrigation plans, 
one of which is the Gunnison 
river enterprise, recently com­
pleted, called the “ Gunnison Tun­
nel,”  and its railroad facilities, 
not to mention the progressiveness 
of its inhabitants. We found the 
people of Denver the most friend­
ly and hospitable and jolly set 
that we encountered on our trip. 
They know how to make you “ feel 
at home”  and enjoy yourself to 
the limit. In fact, they reminded 
us more of the people pf Texas 
than residents of any other state 
and we accused them all of beinp 
Texans. Many admitted that it 
was true, but they are there from 
all the states and throughout the 
world. One young lady took 
occasion to tell us that she was 
not exactly from Texas but was as 
near it as she could get and was 
“ from Missouri.”

Mounting the “ Seeing Denver” 
trolley car, we were carried prac­
tically all over the city, visiting 
both its residence and its business 
sections and saw many things of

great interest. For instance, 
Denver has thirty-nine (39) city 
parks, and no money or labor is 
spared to make them superbly 
attractive. No attempted descrip­
tion would do them justice, for 
the eye never beheld anything of 
the kind more beautiful. Its 
boulevards, zoological gardens, 
manufacturing establishments, 
railroad terminals, etc., are all in­
teresting to the highest degree 
and one never tires of looking at 
what is to be seen. The capitol 
building is a magnificent structure 
and cost the state $2,800,000. Its 
dome is covered with gold and 
glistens and sparkles from its 
lofty elevation “ like a diamond in 
the sky.”  We asked our guide 
why they covered the dome with 
gold when the precious metal did 
not appear in any other part of 
the building. He answered that 
“ when they covered the building 
shingles were scarce and gold was 
plentiful and it was the part of 
economy to use the gold.”  Of 
course, this settled it, but we took 
occasion to tell him that, while

glad signal that there were limits 
to the dreary waste of plain. For 
the pioneers that followed, it 
served not only as a monumental 
landmark, but its name stood for 
all the vast country whose border 
it guarded—not only the known 
regions, but that greater sketch 
of awesome mountain n.ystery. 
And now, the swifter and more 
luxurious traveler, in bis journey- 
ings towards the setting sun, hails 
it first as he speeds across the 
plain, and—be it ever so familiar 
—gazes eagerly and with quick­
ened pulses as the lessening dis­
tance expands its majesty and 
beauty to bis view.

Pike’ s Peak * is history — a 
strange aad hushed romance. 
Oblivion veils its mystic past. 
No crumbling parchments hint 
its thrilling tales. Yet it is older, 
so scientists relate, than regions 
that are thus gazetted. Men lived 
and wrought and vanished in that 
long ago. The great white moup 
tain watched it alb and locked the 
secret in its mighty breast.

Authentic lore of this monu­
ment of the continent dates from 
November 13? 1806, when Major 
Zebulon M. Pike, a gallant soldier 
and a daring adventurer, then

that form the purpose of this 
sketch. However, tnese must be 
reserved for further and more ex­
tended notice than can be given in 
this article. They embrace the 
great “ Scenic Railway”or “ A Rail 
road Ride Above the Clouds,”  “ A 
Glimpse of Maoitou,”  “ The Cliff 
Dwellers’ Canon”  and other in­
teresting subjects. But 1 will 
refer to other features of this 
the greatest of mountains for the 
present.
