Following the example set by 
some other East Texas counties 
and acting on the advice o f the 
state board of health and the rec­
ommendation of the Houston coun­
ty health officer, the commissioners’ 
court o f Houston county appropri­
ated $300 at a term o f the court 
held late last year to be used by 
the state health board in an inves­
tigation and in the eradication o f 
the bookw(wm in Houston county. 
The work of the board being then 
confined to other counties that had 
made previous demand on the 
board, Houston county had to await 
its time and consequently the board 
has just now got to this county. 
Rqwesoiting the state board of 
health. Dr. H. Ferrell and Chemist 
Merritt Reagan o f Austin reached 
Crockett Tuesday night and will 
make a thorough investigation o f 
hookworm conditions in Houston 
county, consuming about six wedts’ 
time in their work. They wUl have 
the assistance of the county health 
officer. Dr. L  Meriwether. Dr. Fer­
rell, in a conversation with the 
Courier editor, stated that scMne- 
times those who least expected it 
had hookworm infection in a mild 
form. From their worst patients 
he said they sometimes got a mil­
lion worms. The indications, are 
those attributed to so-called dirt- 
qaters or chronic malaria sufferers. 
While the percentage o f such suffer­
ers in Houston county is expected 
to be smaller than in some o f those 
countiw east and south o f us, some 
cases will be treated in this county 
and the disease thoroughly eradi­
cated. Over 50 per om t of patients 
examined in some other counties 
were found to have the hookworm.

Texw Lwds Is Cisp Prsdaetisa.

Washington, D. C., A p ril— Using 
the farm valuw o f the 12 principal 
crops as a basis, the United States 
Department of Agriculture has just 
iwued a statement which shows 
Texas far ahead o f any other state 
in agriculture. H ie combined value 
of com, wheat, oats, barley, rye. 
buckwheat, flax seed, rice, potatoes, 
hay, tobacco and cotton produced 
in the ‘Lone Star" State in 1912 
exceeded that o f its nearest rival by 
$118,000,000. m inds, whish took

first rank in 1911, appears in sec­
ond place in 191'2 and Iowa still 
holds third position. Missouri now 
ranks fourth having surpassed Geor­
gia and Ohio during the past year 
and Ohio has dropped to fifth posi- 
tioD.

Texas 
leads in total number having 220 
or 25.6 per cent o f the total The 
Texas mills crushed 1,533.056 tons

seed in 1912 and only 1.415321 
tons in 1911. The total crushed in 
the United States in 1912 was 4.- 
540305 compared with 4,921,073 in 
1910. The average number of tons 
crushed per mill in 1912 was 5332 
tons for the United States and 7,060 
tons in Texas. Texas mills handled

(S. J. R. No. 4.) Joint resolu- j 
tion. A  joint resolution proposing i 
an amendment to Section 52. of 
Article 3, of the Constitution of this 
State:

Be it resolved by the 
Legislature o f the State o f Texas, 
that Section 52, o f A rtk ie 3. o f the 
Constitution o f the State of Texas, 
be amended so as to hereafter read 
as follows:

PROPOSED AMENDMENT TO THE 
STATE C O NSm U nO N P R E ­
SCRIBING O U A U n C A T IO N S  
FOR DISTRICT JUDGES OF THIS 
STATE AND PRESCRIBING 
THEIR TENURE OF OFTICE.

(S. J. R. No. 11.) A  joint reso­
lution. Amending Section 7, A r­
ticle 5, of the Constitution of the 
State o f Texas, relating to the crea­
tion and formatioo o f judicial dis- 
trictsr^the terms of compensation 
and qualification of the judges of 
the district courts, and the times of 
holding court

Be it resolved by the Legislature 
o f the State of Texas:

Sec. 1. That Section 7, Article 
5 , be amended so as to hertafter 
read as follows:

Section 7. The State shall be 
divided into as many judicial dis­
tricts as may now or hereafter be 
provided by law, which may be in­
creased or diminished by law. For 
each district there shall be elected 
by the qualified voters thoeof, at a 
general election, one or more judges, 
each of whom shaD be a citizen of 
the United States and of this State, 
who shall have been a practicing 
lawyer o f this State, or a judge of 
a court in this State for six years 
next preceding his election; who 
shall have resided in the district in 
which he was elected for two years 
next preceding his election; who 
•hull reside in his district during 
his term o f office; who shall hold 
his <^Bce for a period o f four years, 
and shall receive for his services an 
wnnimi salary of three thousand 
dollars, until otherwise changed by 
law. Court shall be held by a dis­
trict judge at the county seat In 
each o f the several counties at such 
times and in such manner as may 
be prescribed by law. The Legis­
lature shall provide for the holding 
of the distritt court vrhen the judge 
thereof Is absent, disabled or dis­
qualified from acting The district 
judges who may be In office when 
this amendment takes effect shall 
hold their ofBces undl their respec­
tive terms shall expire under thefr 
present election or appointment 

See. 2. The Governor of the State 
of Texas is hereby directed to issue 
necessary proclamatioo for the sub- 
missipn o f this amendment to the 
qualified voters o f Uie State of 
Texas at an electioo to 'be held on 
the 19th day o f July. 1913. at which 
election all voters favoring this 
amendment shall have written or 
printed on thdr ballots the worda 
“For the amendment of Section 7, 
Article S, o f the Constitution o f the 
State o f Texaa relating to district 
judges and district courts,” and all 
votprs (^>posed to said amendment 
shall have writtfh or printed on 
their beUots the worda “Against 
the amendment o f Section 7, Article 
5. o f the Constitution o f the State 

Texas, relating to district judges 
and district courts.”

Sec 3. The sum of five thousand 
dollars or so much thereof as may 
be necessary Is hereby appropriated 
to pay expenses for carrying out 
the provisions o f this resolution.
