Report of the Grand Jury.

To Hon. John S. Prince, Judge of
the Third Judicial District of the
State of Texas:

We, the grand jury for the coun-
ty of Houston, duly organized as
such at the spring term, A. D. 1913,
beg leave to make the following
report:

We have been in session fifteen
days, have made diligent inquiry
into all matters reported to us for
investigation, except one which is
hereinafter mentioned, have exam-
ined about four hundred witnesses
and have returned ten indictments
!for felonies and sixteen indictments
; for misdemeanors.

We have not made any in-
vestigation into the charge against
S. L. Noble for shooting J. M. Hale,
because from the information we
have received, it is very uncertain
whether Mr. Hale will ever survive
the wound, and if this grand jury
returned an indictment against
Noble for an assault with intent to
murder and Mr. Hale does not sur-
vive, the next grand jury would
have to make another complete in-
vestigation. Therefore we thought
best not to make any investigation
at this time, but refer said charge
to the next grand jury for investi-
gation.

There were several minor offenses
reported to us in which we did not
return indictments, but have re-
ferred same to the county attorney.

We desire to return our thanks to
your honor for the assistance ren-
dered us in our work. In every!
instance in which the court camef
to our assistance we obtained the |
information known by each witness, '
and without such assistance would '
never have been told by such wit-!
nesses. {

We have examined the county|

We have now concluded ourl’
work, as near as any grand jury can |
conclude its work, ‘and now beg!

except that the total bonded indebt-
edness of any city or town shall
never exceed the limits imposed by
other provisions of this Constitu-
tion, and levy and collect taxes to
pay the interest thereon, and pro-
vide a sinking fund for the redemp-
tion thereof, as the Legislature may
authorize, and in such manner as
it may authorize the same, for the
following purposes, to-wit:

(a) The improvement of rivers,
creeks and streams to prevent
overflows, and to permit of naviga-
tion thereof, or irrigation thereof, or
in aid of such purposes.

(b) The construction and main-
tenance of pools, lakes, reservoirs,
dams, canals and waterways for the
purpose of irrigation or in aid
thereof.

(¢) The construction, mainten-
ance and operation of macadam-
ized, graveled or paved roads and
turnpikes, or in aid thereof.

(d) The construction, mainten-
ance and operation of public ware-
houses for storing, handling, class-
ing, measuring, weighing, elevating
and loading agricultural products.

(S.J.R No.11.) A joint reso-
lution. Amending Section 7, Ar-
ticle 5, of the Constitution of the|
State of Texas, relating to the crea- |
tion and formation of judicial dis-
tricts, the terms of compensation
and qualification of the judges of
the district courts, and the times of
holding court.

Be it resolved by the Legislature
of the State of Texas:

Sec. 1.
5, be amended so as to hereafter|
read as follows:

Section 7. The State shall be
divided into as many judicial dis-|
tricts as may now or hereafter be
provided by law, which may be in-
creased or diminished by law. For
each district there shall be elected |
by the qualified voters thereof, at a
general election, one or more judges,
each of whom shall be a citizen of
the United States and of this State,
who shall have been a practicing
lawyer of this State, or a judge of
a court in this State for six years
next preceding his election; who
shall have resided in the district in
which he was elected for two years
next preceding his election; who
shall reside in his district during
his term of office; who shall hold
his office for a period of four years,
and shall receive for his services an
annual salary of three thousand
dollars, until otherwise changed by
law. Court shall be held by a dis-
trict judge at the county seat in
each of the several counties at such
times and in such manner as may
be prescribed by law. The Legis-
lature shall provide for the holding
of the district court when the judge
thereof is absent, disabled or dis-
qualified from acting. The district
judges who may be in office when
this amendment takes effect shall
hold their offices until their respec-
tive terms shall expire under their
present election or appointment.

Sec. 2. The Governor of the State
of Texas is hereby directed to issue
necessary proclamation for the sub-
mission of this amendment to the
qualified voters of the State of
Texas at an election to be held on
the 19th day of July, 1913, at which
election all voters favoring this
amendment shall have written or
printed on their ballots the words:
“For the amendment of Section 7,
Article 5, of the Constitution of the
State of Texas, relating to district
judges and district courts,” and all
voters opposed to said amendment
shall have written or printed on
their ballots the words: “Against
the amendment of Section 7, Article
5, of the Constitution of the State
of Texas, relating to district judges
and district courts.”

Sec. 3. The sum of five thousaud
dollars or so much thereof as may
be necessary is hereby appropriated
to pay expenses for carrying out
the provisions of this resolution.
