cated at such a point that a con
stant stream of water can be sup-
plied to it through a pipe having
an incline fall of three or more feet
in a given distance, the conditions
being such that the power water
which escapes at the ram can be
drained away, it is possible for the
ram to deliver a steady stream of
water to a point at an elevation
thirty times the difference between
the levels of the ram and the water
supply. This stream of water, once
started flowing, will continue with-
out interruption, day and night,
winter and summer, requiring no
attention nor expense except for the

This is a
trifling expense, as the valves cost
but little.

The efficiency of a ram can be
very great, reaching under favor-
able conditions 80 per cent or more.
This means that the ram will pump
more water to the same height than
any other kind of engine which
pumps water by means of water
pnwnr.

The amount of water that may
be pumped per day by such a ram
is remarkable. It will pump as much
as a quarter of a million gallons a
day. If a delivery of two million
