PROPOSED AMENDMENT TO THE
STATE CONSTITUTION, AMEND-
ING ARTICLES XI, SECTION 7a,
OF THE CONSTITUTION—PRO-
VIDING FOR AUTHORIZING
COUNTIES BORDERING ON THE
GULF OF MEXICO TO BUILD
SEAWALLS.

[S.J.R No 22]
SENATE JOINT RESOLUTION.

To amend Section 7 of Article XI
of the Constitution of the State of
Texas. authorizing counties border-
ing on_the Gulf of Mexico to build
sea-walls by adding Section 7a, so
as to authorize such counties to
build sea-walls and designate sea-
wall reclamation districts for the
protection of life and property from
storm overflow, and to
condemn land for sea-wall and re-
clamation districts. the county to
have State's title to the roads and
bay shore line to low tide within
the district, and the right to issue
district bonds for acquiring and de-
veloping the district and building
the sea-walls, and when district is
developed as townsite to sell such
portions of the land as not reserved
for public use by the county.

BE IT RESOLVED BRY THE LEGISLATURE OF
THE STATE OF TEXAS

That the following amendment
to the Constitution of the State of
Texas be proposed to the voters of
the State of Texas for their adop-
tion in accordance with law, and
that the Constitution of the State
of Texas be amended so as to add
Section 7a of Article XI1. and that
Section 7a of Article X1 shall read
as follows, to-wit

Section 7a.  Where protection
against the waters of the Gulf of
Mexico is needed for protection of
life. health, property or the sea-wall,
any county bordering on the Gulf
of Mexico may acquire title to the
land for said sea-wall or sea-wall
reclamatiou district as designated
by the county commissioners oourt
by purchase or condemnation of all
the land desired for sea-wall and
land for the sea-wall reclamation
distnict from the sea-wall to bay
shore tide line boundary of the
property abutting on the bay, and
the state hereby cedes to the coun-
ty. for such district, for reclamation
and general uses.of the district, the
title to bay shore lands in the dis-
trict between the property tide line
boundary and the low tide line of
the bay shore, and any land in the
reclamation district that may have
been retained by the Republic of
Texas of (or) the state for roads
when the lands adjacent were
platted and sold. ard the county is
glven the right to dredge in the
bay or in the gulf for fill for the
district, and right to sell the land
when reclaimed and laid off as
townsite or otherwise, and where
condemnation is used to -acquire
the land the proceedings to be as
under the Statutes for condemna-
tlon for railroads, provided that the
condemnation shall vest title in
fee in the county, and county may
issue bonds or other evidence of
district indebtedness for acquiring
the property, building the sea-wall,
reclamation developments and all
incident thereto as expenses of séa-
wall and reclamation district, with
lien on land and such terms and
conditions as county, through its
commissioners’ court may deem
best, and the county commissioners’
court shall appoint two persons who
are owners of land within the dis-
trict, and who desire to sell for re-
clamation and buy back from the
county when reclaimed, who, with
the county judge as chairman, shall
continue a sea-wall reclamation dis-
trict commission, whose compen-
sation shall be fixed by the court,
and this commission has power to
make all rules and regulations for
acquiring the land of district sea-
wall building, reclaiming and plat-
ting land of district, issuing bonds

or other evidence of indebudnal

the Gulf of Mexico to build sea-
walls” and those opposing the
adoption and ratification of said
amendment shall have written or |
printed on their ballots, “Against
the amendment to Article XI, Sec-
tion 7a, of the Constitution, pro-
viding for authorizing counties bor-
dering on the Gulf of Mexico~ to
build sea-walls.”

-That at the next gen-
eral election of the State of Texas
for the election of State officers, or
at a previous general election, in
case a general election for the State
shall be sooner ordered by the Gov-
ernor for other purposes, there shall
be submitted to the electors of the
State of Texas, for their adoption or
rejection, the following amendment
to the Constitution of the State of

which each regular session of the |

of the year in which the regular
session is held, and five dollars per
day for each day of every special
session held in the year next suc-
ceeding that in which any regular
session is held In addition to said
compensation the members of each
house shall be entitled to mileage
going to and returning from the
seat of government, which mileage
shall not exceed five cents per mile,
the distance to be computed by the
nearest and most direct route of
travel by land, regardless of rail-
ways or water routes; and the
Comptroller of the State shall pre-
pare and preserve a table of dis-
tances to each county seat, now or
hereafter to be established, and by
said table the mileage of each mem-
ber shall be paid. Each regular
session shall continue until the
business of such session is disposed
of.

Sec. 2. The Governor of this State
is hereby directed to issue the nec-
essary proclamation submitting this
amendment to be voted upon by
the qualified electors for members
of the Legislature, at the first gen-
eral election to be held in this State.

AS GOOD AS AN ARMY,
One Trooper Was Encugh to Drive ON
a Hestile Indian Band.

“In the old days in Oklahoma,”
said an old ranchman, *“it was cus-
tomary for cattlemen to drive their
steers from Texas to the ranches in
the territory. In following one of
the trails it was necessary to pass
through the Cheyenne reservation.
In order to placate the Indians and
secure their good will it was cus-
tomary to furnish them with a cou-
ﬁ': of beeves, so that they could

ve a feast.. ~

“One vear | had gathered a herd
of several thousand steere, and with
a few cowpunchers was driving
them through the Cheyenne coun-
try when without warning we were
surrounded by a band of Indians in
a hostile mood. | knew that a herd-
er who had passed through the res-
ervation a few days previously had
_refured the usual tribute and that
in the fight that followed one of the
Indians had been killed, but the
fact that there wa: a United States
government agency in the vicinity
with several companies of cavalr
at Fort Sill led me to believe that
the Indian: would not go beyond
making a bluff. The Indians, how

ever, were ugly, and their threaten- |

ing attitude convinced me that they
might attack the camp.

“As | did not want to get into
a_fight with the Cheyennes | con-
claded 10 nde to Fort Sill for helg
Disposing of the cowpunchers as ad-
vantageously as possible to protect

the eattic from a stampede, | s@c- |

ceeded in getting away from the
camp without being detected. Be-
fore | had ridden ten miles'l ran
into a trader's camp. Because of
the trouble on the reservation he
had been furnished with an escort
of three or four troopers. When |
related the condition of things at
my camp the trader offered me one
of his soldiers

PROPOSED
STATE CONSTITUTION, AMEND-
ING SECTION 1, ARTICLE 3, OF
THE CONSTITUTION, PROVID-
ING FOR THE INITIATIVE AND
REFERENDUM.

(S.J.R. No. 12)
Senare Jant ResoLuTion.

To amend Section 1, of Article 3,
of the Constitution of the State of
Texas, 80 as to give to the people,
or reserve to them, the power to
propose laws and to enact or reject
the same at the polls, and to ap-
prove or reject at the polls any Act
of the Legislature.

Be it resolved by the Legislature of
the State of Texas:

That Section 1, of Article 3, of
the Constitution of the State of
Texas, be amended to read:

Section 1. The legislative power
of this State shall be vested in a
Senate and House of Representa-
tives, which, tegether, shall be styled
“The Legislature of the State of
Texas,” but the people reserve to
themselves power, as herein pro-
viged, to propose laws and to enact
or reject the same at the polls, and
to approve or reject at the polls any
law, or any part of any law enacted
by the Legislature. The Legislature
shall provide by lag‘y for submitting
to the vote of the people, upon the
petition of twenty per cent. of the
qualified voters of the. State the
enactment of laws and the approval
or rejection of any law enacted by
the Legislature.

Be it further resolved, by the Leg-
islature of the State of Texas: that
the above and foregoing is proposed
as an amendment to the Constitu-
tion of this State, and shall be sub-
mitted to the qualified electors of
the State of Texas for members of
the Legislature, for their adoption
or rejection as a part of the Consti-
tution of this State, and shall be
voted on by such electors at the

TO THE

m‘i}hr election for the election of
officers to be  held throughout the
State, on the second Tuesday in
November, A. D. 1914, and those
voting for the adoption -of said
amendment shall have written or
printed on their ballots the words:
“For the amendment to Section 1,
of Article 3, of the Constitution of
the State of Texas, providing for
the initiative and referendum,” and
those voting against the adoption
of such amendment shall have writ-
ten or printed on their ballots the
words: “Against the amendment
to Section 1, of Article 3, of the
Constitution of the State of Texas,
providing for the initiative and ref-
erendum.” And the foregoing pro-
posed amendment shall be duly
published once a week for four con-
secutive weeks, commencing at
least three months before the elec-
tion at which it is to be voted upon,
in one weekly newspaper in each
county in this State, in which such
a newspaper may be published.
The Governor shall make proclama-
tion of such election upon said pro-
posed amendment by publication as
aforesaid, and as required by the
Constitution and laws, and the sum
of five thousand dollars ($5,000.00)
is now appropriated out of any fund
in the Treasury not otherwise ap-
propriated, to pay the expense of
making such proclamation and pub-
lication and holding said election.
(Note.—S. J. R. No. 12 passed
the Senate by a two-thirds vote,
yeas 21, nays 5, and was further
passed by a two-thirds vote, yeas
21, nays 7, and Senate concurred in
House amendments by a two-thirds
vote, yeas 23, nays 0; and was
passed by the House of Representa-
tives with amendments by the fol-
lowing vote: yeas 84, nays 36.)

Two pounds of Paris Green
| thoroughly mixed with 50 pounds
of the cheapest flour to be had is
 about the proportion of poison to
|flour with which to destroy the
'worm, and it will get them, the
| cost being small.

Put a good-sized, intelligent boy
\on a horse, with a pole across in
{ front of him, of length to extend
'over the middle of a cotton-row on
each side. To each end of the
pole attach a bag made of “open
work™ cloth, filled with poisoned
flour. Let him take a stick in
each hand with which to tap the
bags, causing the mixture to sift
down upon the cotton-rows. Morn-
ing is the best time while the dew
|is on, and the work should be start-
ed as soon as it is light enough to

=

see.
Protect the horse from the poison
by a piece of heavy cloth on each
side extending nearly to the ground,
and well fastened at the front so
that the cotton limbs may not
brush it aside, leaving the animal
exposed. The writer nearly killed
the best horse on the place by
neglect of this precaution. It is
best to wear a pair of cheap gloves
in handling, throwing away when
done with them.
