The second snow storm in 
a week blew into the area 
Saturday bringing two to five 
inches of snow and high winds. 
Snow drifted up to three and 
four feet deep in places, 
stranding motorists in Mule­
shoe.

Sub-freezing temperatures 
accompanied the storm with 
thermometers plumenting to 
20 degrees Sunday and Mon­
day.

The wet now played havoc 
with cattle ranchers as cattle 
losses rose from the storm.

Blooming fruit trees and 
plants were set back again 
from the spring storm.

Local Farmers Union Members 
Attend District Banquet Friday

Several members of the Bai­
ley County Farm er’s Union were 
in Lubbock Friday night, April 
6, to attend the Farm er’s Un­
ion District II banquet. Those 
attending from Bailey County 
were Mr. and Mrs. John Hub­
bard, Mr. and Mrs. M.L. Fine, 
Mr. and Mrs. Cecil Jones, Mr. 
and Mrs. J.D. Rowland, Mr. 
and Mrs. Delbert Watson, Mrs. 
Vern Weaver, and Mr. and Mrs. 
Nolan Harlan.

The National President of the 
Farm ers Union predicted at the 
banquet that if the Nixon Ad­
ministration has its way, it 
could cost Texas cotton and feed 
grains farmers over $400 mil­
lion.

Speaking to the group of Tex­
as Farm ers Union members, 
NFU president Tony Dechant 
said “ That is why the next 
few months is truly a do-or- 
die period for the family farmer 
of the Farm ers Union and the 
nation.’ ’

Dechant said the Nixon Ad­

ministration has a two-pronged 
attack on farm programs which 
he said were outlined at hear­
ings before the House Agricul­
ture Committee by Secretary of 
Agriculture Earl Butz on March 
20. F irst, according to De­
chant, Butz called for a phasing 
out over a three-year period 
of all government price support 
payments. Second, Dechant said 
the Administration wants to do 
away with the historical allot­
ments and bases for individual 
commodities.

“ This would mean drastic 
cuts in payments under all com­
modity programs, and for cot­
ton it would presumably mean 
the loss of the entire 15 cents 
per pound direct payment,’ De­
chant said.

Turning to the issue of high 
meat costs, Dechant said farm 
prices for beef are now only 
back to the level of 20 years 
ago; meanwhile, meat retail 
prices have more than doub­
led. “Swiss steak was 85 cents

per pound on January 9, 1952; 
that same swiss steak was $1.69 
on February 16 of last year” , 
Dechant said.

Dechant said the food chains 
and others are trying to lay the 
blame on the farmer to point 
the finger away from them­
selves. And Dechant charged 
the Administration is doing their 
work for them. Dechant cited 
a March 21 story which ap­
peared in the Washinton Post 
headlined: “ Farm ers Get Bulk 
of Food Price Rise’’, which 
used entirely Administration- 
supplied statistics upon which 
to base the story.

“ The President has done all 
he can to keep the farmer in 
the limelight” , Dechant said. 
“ When he announced the ceil­
ing on meat, he said ‘With 
the help of the housewife and 
the farmer, they (the prices) 
should go down’.

“ The President seems to pre-

During 1972 the 
office in Perryton was moved 
to Borger and the office in 
Dalhart to Amarillo. Early 
in 1973 the office in Vernon 
was moved to Wichita Falls 
leaving only 12 offices cur­
rently serving the 15 local draft 
boards in Northwest Texas. 
The additional collocation of 
draft baord offices will con­
tinue until there are only six 
offices in Northwest Texas lo­
cated in Amarillo, Pampa, 
Plainview, Childress, Lubbock 
and Wichita Falls.

The Amarillo office will sup­
port the Dalhart and Hereford 
local boards, the Perryton and 
Borger boards will be sup­
ported from Pampa. Records 
and files in Muleshoe will be 
moved to Plainview. The lo­
cal board in Brownfield will 
have its records moved into 
Lubbock with BenjaminandVer- 
non local board records housed 
in Wichita Falls. The board 
office in Childress will remain 
open but on a part time basis. 
The office in Jayton will be 
moved to Sweetwater. All of 
the moves will be completed 
by December 1973.

The 15 local draft boards in 
Northwest Texas will continue 
to function as they have pre­
viously with each serving the 
same counties. Under the stand­
by draft situation, local boards 
will probably meet quarterly 
rather than monthly. Board

Within recent years organized 
£ T i m c  has gained a foothold in 
the legitimate business world 
in Texas.
Credit card theft, criminal 

‘ monopolies” , extortion and 
stock fraud are beginning to get 
their share of attention from 
law enforcem ?nt officials at all

levels.
Tne Texas Organized Crime 

Prevention Council, co-chaired 
by Attorney General John Hill 
a id  Colonel Wilson E. Speir, 
Director of the Department of 
Public Safety , is mapping an 
all-out campaign on this re ­
latively new organized crime 
endeavor in our state.
Credit card companies and in­

nocent merchants are  feeling 
the pinch of organized criminal 
rines as well as individuil op­
erators.

Illinois recently completed an 
exhaustive three-year investi­
gation into the criminal field. 
Estimates there are the illicit 
credit card practices cost com- 

•panies in that state more than 
$20 million during the period 
under study.
One high-rolling crook brag­

ged he “averaged out around 
$50,030 a year” and boasted 
various credit card companies 
would verify he had “ beat them 
out of $30,000 to $40,000 in 
cash.”

There are no corresponding 
loss figures for Texas avail­
able at this time. Tne Illi­
nois investigation was under a 
legislative mandate.

B it there is no doubt Tejcas 
credit card firms are  being 
b'lked, as newspaper stories 
verify almost dailv 

In a North Texas City not 
long ago police officers seized 
between 500 to 700 credit ca­
rds and identity documents wh­
ich hid been stolen.
Credit card theft is an all 

too frequent occurence, as court 
recordes throughout the state 
will show.

The underworld price for a 
credit card ranges from $25 
to $100 --  depending on its 
origin.
Cards stolen from the U S, 
mails and bank cards go for 
the top price.
Stolen cards procured by pick­

pockets, burglars or prostitutes 
who " ro ll” a client are in 
the cheaper price brackets be­
cause their loss is more quick­
ly noticed.

These cards usuaUy are good 
for a buying spree lasting from 
two days to a week. Typically, 
a thief will either purchase m er­
chandise or sell the card out­
right.
Wnen a card gets “ hot” it 

often will be left in some pub­
lic place. Smooth operators 
pick a neighborhood where the 
finder usually would not be in­
clined to turn in the card any­
way.

When the unspecting—anu 
dishonest at heart--finder tries 
to make a purchase he m< y not 
only get caught on his o n  fraud 
attempt but may also bo left 
holding the sack for all the 
previous illegal buys.
Organized crime has eager­

ly reached into this type of 
professionalism, adding the a s ­
pect of collusion as it refines 
the process.
One shyster explains “ some 

companies are so interested in 
giving you credit .they very sel­
dom go into a really thorough 
check ofacardapplicant'sbick- 
ground.”
A credit card obtained through 

a fraudulent application is con­
sidered the “ safest”  by busi-

Fraudulent--and legitimate-- 

credit cards often are used by

~Som? credit card abuses in­
volved collusion with employees 

| or even the merchants them- 
t selves. A store clerk w‘ll write 
’ a fradulent sales invoice on a 
1 ‘‘hot” card then give his co­

hort half the value of the mer­
chandise which is left on the 
shelf.

...Later, that same crooked em- 
Toyee sells the merchandise to 
a legitimate purchaser at full 
value . . .  or sells it to an 
out-of-town friend or gives it 
to another merchant at a low­
er price.

Forgetful customers will go 
off and leave their credit cards 
at times, opening the door for 
dishonest employees to haul in 
the loot.

# T h is  is especially true at se r­
vice stations where such items 
as tires or batteries can be 
charged without knowledge of 
the credit card owner and later 
sold to a “ fence”  for cash. 

Crooked tansactions such as 
these are punishable under state 
laws.
Most Texans are credit card 

holders from une or more ma­

jor companies. Each of these 
companies has simple report­
ing systems for lost or stolen 
cards. Every card holder should 
maintain his own file of card 
numbers separate from the 
cards themselves so th£t he 
will have this jpformation for 
reporting in case his cards are 
lost or stolen. Missing cards 
should be IMMEDIATELY re­
ported to the card issuing com­
pany to insure minimum risk 
to the rightful cardholder.

Less easy to pinpoint and re ­
primand than credit card abuses 
are some of the more subtle 
tactics practiced throughout un­
derworld circles to gain foot­
holds in legitimate business en­
terprises.

Mob infiltraton of the busi­
ness community appears in 
many disguises.
According to the U.S. Chamber 

of Commerce, an industry or 
firm may serve as a front to 
camouflague the presence of 
criminal indivuduals or syndi­
cate operations.
Specifically, organized crime 

uses commercialenterprisesas 
sources of reportable income. 
Business fronts are used to 
siphon-off profits throgh legal 
and illegal means and to clothe 
the criminal entrepreneur in an 
aura of semi-respectability. 

Such “ legitimate fronts”  also 
are used as a dodge to cover 
tax gimmicks.

Ultimately, of course, the 
criminal executive is interested 
in making money just like his 
honest counterpart. He just 
goes about it in a different m n- 
ner utilizing scare tactics and 
sometimes “ muscle” .
Two common racketeer sch­

emes involve criminal monopo­
lies and extortion.
A national task force on or­

ganized crime points out the 
difference in the two methods. 
A ’riminal monopoly isa  “ pure 

racket” employing strong-arm 
‘actics to keep competition de­
stroyed or scared away to gain 
business success.

Protection money to the mob 
once was a way of life--and

still is sometimes—for small 
businessmen in the large cities 
of the East. Fail to pav and 
you get a brick though the 
window or your store burns 
down.

This type of extortion doesn’t 
seek to destroy competition as 
is the case with criminal mono­
poly.

There are no indication, said 
the Organized Crim ; Preven­
tion Council, that Mafia fami­
lies are operating as such in 
the Lone Star State.

However, direct links between 
‘‘home grown" Texas hoods and 
the organized underworld do 
exist.

One particular scheme which 
has show.i up in Texas is the 
planned bankruptcy fraud.
A corporation will be set up 

as a going legitimate concern. 
It promptly buys all sorts of 
equipm?nt through credit and 
then quickly takes voluntary 
bankruptcy.

The illicit gains are converted 
to cash quickly and the mob has 
pocket money.
This particular device was one 

of the favorite methods of sup­
plying “ family” members with

The mind-boggling, whirlwind 
high-finance arena of stock 
fraud and stock manipulation 
really doesn’t touch the life of
the average Texan-unless he has
his life savings invested in a 
company which is involved. Th­
ere is evidence of soms link 
to organized crime in speci­
fic cases, but for the most 
part dishonest businessmen are 
able to operate because there 
always are potential investors 
with ideas of quick welatli.
Where organized crims does 

directly become involved incor­
porate swindlings, strong-arm 
tactics are often employed. It 
is not unknown for a mobster 
to actually take over a legi­
timate business and freeze or 
scare the owner out.
One classic case came to light 

in South Texas several months 
ago where the owner of a small 
incorporated business became 
involved in creation of a new 
conglomerate through a legiti­
mate friend.
A “ friend”  of his friend con­

vinced him to put his business 
into the conglomerate ‘‘ because 
it will double your profits.” 
To the lasting regret of the 

honest businessman, he discov­
ered the conglomerate was mob- 
controlled. They milked his 
assets bone-dry, even threaten­
ing violence at one point, then

The specialist cited pork val­
ues as quarter loin sliced, end- 
cut loin roasts, shoulder roasts 
and steaks, pork liver, smoked 
picnics and hams.

“ Egg supplies are plentiful 
with large sizes currently the 
best values.

“ Fryer chicken prices are a 
bit lower this week,”  Mrs. 
Clyatt noted. “ They’re excel­
lent meat choices considering 
quality, nutrition and price.’*

Fresh fruits and vegetables 
in best supply at the most ec­
onomical prices include Navel 
and Valencia oranges, grape­
fruit, apples, bananas and pine­
apples.

there are large volumes ol oil 
and gas yet to be discovered 
in the U.S. and on the Outer 
Continental Shelf.

In addition, we have huge 
coal reserves in Appalachia and 
in the West, plus massive oil 
shale deposits in the West. Geo­
thermal power — the heat con­
tained in the earth — could be 
a major source of energy; and 
so could nuclear fission and 
nuclear fusion.

The shortages we have ex­
perienced and the shortages that 
all knowledgeable sources pro­
ject for the months ahead are 
a direct result of our failure 
to anticipate the problems and 
to develop policies to deal with 
them.
RESEARCH NEEDED -  This is 
especially true in the area of 
energy research and develop­
ment. We have failed to move 
from the realm of theory into 
the reality of commercial pro­
duction.

We have the basic scienti­
fic knowledge to convert many 
of the alternative sources of 
fuel into usable forms of ener­
gy. But we have not developed 
the technologies to make these 
sources commercially useful, 
within acceptable environmental 
and economic limits.

Why has this not been done? 
Why has this problem not been 
solved?

For one thing, neither indus­
try no Government fully appre­
ciated the magnitude of the e- 
mtrging energy crisis . But 
even now that it is here, and 
we all realize the scope of the 
problem, there is still a re­
luctance to undertake the all- 
out research effort that is need­
ed.

I am co-sponsoring legisla­
tion to bridge that gap, and pro­
vide the necessary impetus to 
insure that we make full use of 
all of our abundant, domestic 
sources of energy.
ADEQUATE DOMESTIC ENER­
GY — The bill has a clear 
and specific objective. Its goal 
would be to allow the United 
States, by 1983 — 10 years from 
now — to provide for all her 
energy needs from domestic 
sources that are environmen­
tally acceptable.

We must have a goal if we 
expect ot establish a properly 
aggressive program of research 
and development. It would be 
too easy to claim technological 
progress in relation to what 
has been done before. Pro­
gress — success or failure — 
must be measured against a 
schedule, and a schedule re ­
quires a defined objective.

To reach the goal, the legis­
lation would provide the nec­
essary mechanism to establish 
a coordinated, national program 
of energy research and devel­
opment. It would pull together 
the many far-flung studies now 
underway, eliminate those that 
are repetitious and amend those 
that are working at cross-pur- 
pose.

This measure does not claim 
to be the final answer to the 
massive energy problems facing 
the United States. It is, though, 
a starting point. It will bring

America’s scientific resources, 
intellectual resources and tech­
nological capability to bear on 
the problems.

Many nations of the world 
have no choice but to rely in­
creasingly on imported pe­
troleum products, and the U.S. 
has had to increasingly rely on 
imports because of short-sight­
ed policies that have discour­
aged exploration. But the United 
States has the potential to avoid 
excessive dependence on for­
eign sources, if we develop 
that potential.

We have the domestic energy 
resources. We have the sci­
entific knowledge. We have the 
technological ability.

And I am hopeful that, through 
this legislation, we can provide 
the will that is necessary to- 
put all those ingredients to­
gether and begin solving the en­
ergy crisis.
POSTAL INVESTIGATION RE- 
SULTS--The General Account­
ing Office recently briefed me 
on the status of mail service 
in Texas.

I asked the GAO to study 
the problem last Fall, after re ­
ceiving a large number of com­
plaints about poor mail s e r ­
vice and after conducting a pre­
liminary test of my own.

Mail problems across the na­
tion have been receiving a great 
deal of attention in the past 
several weeks. The Postmas­
ter General has said candid­
ly that service isn’t what is 
should be. And the Senate 
Post Office Committee has be­
gun an investigation.

And in light of the recent 
national revelations, it came as 
no surprise when the General 
Accounting Office reported that 
service in Texas has, indeed, 
deteriorated.

But the GAO probe did much 
more than simply confirm our 
suspicions. It told us in fac­
tual, statistical term s precisely 
how bad service has gotten in 
some areas of the State. It 
listed several reasons for the 
deterioration. And it made 
some recommended actions for 
change.

The investigation was pain­
stakingly thorough. It involved 
five months of work and in­
cluded extensive interviews with 
hundreds of Texans, both inside 
and outside the Postal Service. 
The GAO also conducted test 
mailings and scoured the re ­
cords of some 22 post offices 
in the State.

And the results, though not 
surprising, should prove help­
ful in any efforts to correct 
the problem.
SERVICE REDUCED - I t  was 
determined, for example, that 
the number of mail collections, 
the number of mail deliveries 
and the availability of Saturday 
service have been substantially 
reduced since 1970.

The GAO also found that the 
Postal Service falls far short 
of its promises on delivery of 
mail within Texas and on mail 
going into and coming out of 
the State.

thods provide far more realis­
tic Information than the me­
thods used by the Postal Ser­
vice.

After pinpointing the nature 
of declining mail service in Tex­
as, the General Accounting Of­
fice also suggested several 
probable causes for the deter­
ioration.

They pointed out that the a- 
mount of mail has increased 
much more than anticipated by 
the Postal Service and that the 
postal budget has been too in­
flexible to respond to the up­
surge.

They noted that the morale 
of our postal workers is low, 
for a variety of reasons, one 
of the main ones being exten­
sive, mandatory overtime 
caused by reductions in the 
number of employees. In three

Texas postal centers last Oc­
tober overtime was up by a l­
most 50%.

And another probable cause 
is the fact that too much mail 
is being processed in large ur­
ban centers rather than in smal­
ler post offices down the line. 
One result of this is an increased 
reliance on mechanization that 
has led to a higher rate of e r­
ror.

On the bright side, the Gen­
eral Accounting Office reported 
that the problems seem to have 
reached their worst point and 
should begin to gradually get 
better.
NO OVERNIGHT SOLUTIONS- 
They warned against expecting 
better mail service overnight 
and indicated many basic 
changes must be made before 
we will notice a dramatic im­
provement.

For the Interim, the GAO 
did pinpoint several immediate 
changes that would speed the 
flow of mail and reduce the 
number of erro rs.

For example, they noted that 
postal machine operators are 
now required to sort 90 letters 
a minute and recommended that 
simply reducing this number to 
60 a minute would significantly 
reduce the rate of e rro r.

In the near future, I will re ­
ceive a formal, written report 
from the General Accounting 
Office. 1 intend to make this 
report available to both the Se­
nate Post Office Committee, 
which is studying national mail 
service, and to the U. S. Pos­
tal Service.

Cont. from Page I 
meetings will continue to be 
conducted in the same town 
where the board has previous­
ly met. On occasion, the 
board members may be called 
to special meetings at the of­
fice sites.

Announcing the reorganiza­
tion throughout Texas, Colonel 
Glantz stressed that the local 
boards themselves will not 
move, only the employees and 
records.

There will be a reduction in 
force of Selective Service em­
ployees in Texas from the pre­
sent 342 employees to 193 full 
time and 27 part time employ­
ees. In the Northwest Texas 
offices there will be a total of 
14 full time and two part time 
employees. Amarillo and Lub­
bock will have four each. Pam- 
pa and Plainview two each with 
two full time and one part time 
employees in Wichita Falls and 
one part time employee in Chil­
dress.

Colonel Glantz reminded the 
young men of Texas of their ob­
ligation under Federal law to 
register with Selective Service 
within 30 days before or 30 
days after their eighteenth 
birthday and any young min 
who is late in registering is 
urged to do so immediately to 
avoid the penalty of Federal 
Law for failure to register. Se­
lective Service maintains regis­
tra rs  in each county in North­
west Texas allowing young men 
to register without having to go 
to one of the local board of­
fices.

Any questions about Selec­
tive Service requirements 
should be directed to one of 
the employees at a local board 
office.

Colonel Glantz told newsmen 
that there are no plans to draft 
any young men this year. Glantz 
noted that the Selective Service 
would continue to function in a 
standby basis with fewer peo­
ple working in fewer offices 
throughout the nation. The a - 
gency is being kept “ alive”  
in a standby status to meet 
any national emergency that may 
require a military mobilization. 
If the all -  volunteer military 
concept being attempted by 
President Nixon does not main­
tain the necessary strength set 
by Congress, the Selective Ser­
vice System may again be re ­
quired to begin drafting young 
men.
