BCEC.

In Monday’s annual
report, Marricle said the of

energy used for irrigation
and small commercial
business increased
significantly, as did the co-
op’s record peak.

And while he noted that
there has been some
growth, Marricle also said
there have been some
growing pains associated
with it.

He said the co-op was
trying to keep up with the
demands of it members and
has had to “speed up” its
building program to do so.

“Our power supply issues
are becoming critical,”
Marricle said. “But we’re
doing what we can to supply
all the needs.”

According to Marricle,
about $6 million was spent
by the cooperative on its
building program during
2006.

Prior to Marricle’s report,
a representative of the
accounting firm Bolinger,
Segars, Gilber & Moss
referred to the cooperative’s
financial report.

As of Dec. 31, 20086, the
cooperative’s annual
statement lists its total
assets, as well as its
liabilities, at $34,085,847,
while its total operating
income was $30,700,245.

Also  speaking at
Monday’s meeting was
Robert Bryant, general
manager of Golden Spread
Electric Co-op, of which
BCEC is one of 17
members.

In his report to the BCEC
members, Bryant discussed
the wind energy issues
facing West Texas, and how
the area’s current wind
energy generation
capability exceeds its ability
to fully utilize it because of
the need for additional
transmission lines.

How doIlive in God'’s presence? How do I detect his unseen hand on my shoulder
and his inaudible voice in my ear? A sheep grows familiar with the voice of the
shepherd. How can you and I grow familiar with the voice of God? Here are a few

Give God your waking thoughts. Before you face the day, face the Father. Before you
step out of bed, step into his presence. I have a friend who makes it a habit to roll out
of his bed onto his knees and begin his day in prayer. Personally, I don’t get that far.
With my head still on the pillow and my eyes still closed, I offer God the first seconds
of my day. The prayer is not lengthy and far from formal. Depending on how much
sleep I got, it may not even be intelligible. Often it's nothing more than “Thank you
for a night’s rest. I belong to you today.”

Give God your waiting thoughts. Spend time with him in silence. The mature married
couple has learned the treasure of shared silence; they don’t need to fill the air with
constant chatter. Just being together is sufficient. Try being silent with God. “Be still,
and know thatI am God” (Ps. 46:10 niv). Awareness of God is a fruit of stillness before

Give God your whispering thoughts. Through the centuries Christians have learned
the value of brief sentence prayers, prayers that can be whispered anywhere, in any

Imagine considering every moment as a potential time of communion with God. By
giving God your whispering thoughts, the common becomes uncommon. Simple
phrases such as “Thank you, Father,” “Be sovereign in this hour, O Lord,” “You are
my resting place, Jesus” can turn a commute into a pilgrimage. You needn’t leave
your office or kneel in your kitchen. Just pray where you are. Let the kitchen become
a cathedral or the classroom a chapel. Give God your whispering thoughts.

And last, give God your waning thoughts. At the end of the day, let your mind settle on

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Mules dominate the game against Childress Bobcats

The Mules “WOWed!” their
staunchest supporters as
well as the Childress Bobcats

Friday night in Benny
Douglas Stadium.
Both teams carried

preseason top 20 ratings in
various polls coming into the
contest Friday.

Muleshoe converted the
football field in Benny
Douglas to arace track. They
won all but one of the races
in the first half and rolled up
an impressive 26-7
advantage by the
intermission. After the half
the Mules returned to the
track and won two quick
races and extended their
advantage to 40-7.

When the final gun
sounded the Mules had
racked up a very impressive
52-36 win over the visiting
Bobcats.

“It was a great win for us
tonight,” said Mule coach
David Wood.

We gave up a lot of
yards in the game but most
of that came late.”

“There are several things
that we saw on both sides of
the ball that we need to
continue to work on. We have
to use this game as a positive
but not be satisfied with our
performance.”

“We have a tough pre-
district schedule. This is just
the first of four strong
opponents we face before
district. Now we need to build
on this win and continue to
work on our weaknesses and
build on our strengths.”

“We go to Cooper next
Friday and that will be
another big test for us,” said
Wood.

Garrett Riley and Wes
Wood connected with nine
different receivers.

Riley led the Mules in
rushing with eight carries for
82 yards and two touch
downs.

The Mule defense was at
its very best in the first three
periods with their “Bend But
Not Break” philosophy.

The Mule defense forced
the Bobcats to give up the
ball seven times on
turnovers. Riley, Wood,
Colton Heinrich and Brian
Poynor all recovered fumbles
for the Mules.

The Mules picked off four
of Childress” passes. Elias
Alvarado, Clayton, Wood and
Victor Vasquez each robbed
a Bobcat receiver.

Colton Heinrich led the
Mule defensive attack with
10 solo tackles, nine assists,
a sack and recovered a
fumble. Lane Wood made 11
solo stops, three assists, a
sack, hurried the quarterback
and made a special team
tackle.

Riley faked the dive up the
middle to Vasquez and out
raced the defense for a 10-
yard TD.

Vasquez extra-point kick
was good to put the Mules on
top 7-0 with 6:47 remaining
in the first period. The drive
went 90-yards in 11 plays
and consumed almost four
minutes.

Precure kicked deep and
to the left side of the field. The
Childress return man could
not handle the ball and
Alvarado blasted him as he
tried to regain control.
Alvarado’s helmet hit the ball
and knocked it toward the
goal line.

Heinrich raced past the
collision to cover the loose
ball on the Childress eight.
Adam Zamora picked six of
the eight yards needed for a
TD. Alvarado was rewarded
for his hit and carried the final
two yards on the “Hammer
Play”. The two-point
conversion failed and the
Mules led 13-0 with only 37
seconds gone off the clock
since the first TD.

Childress found some

A Few First Impressions from

Mbale, Uganda

As I'm writing from Mbale,
Uganda, my problem is not that
I don’t have enough to write
about; it’s much the opposite.
We’ve been in Africa for just
three days. We’re barely out of
the jet-lag doldrums, much less
qualified to hold a serious opinion
or draw any conclusions about
many of the amazing things
we’ve already seen. One of the
most valuable things I'm begin-
ning to learn is how very little I

know about this land and its peo-
ple. To be much more than a
journeyman in such knowledge
must take years of living here.

This is not, I'm afraid, a very
focused bit of writing, but let me
just throw out a very few very
early impressions.

Our sons were right when
they recommended tranquilizers
and/or blindfolds for us for the
four-hour drive from the Entebbe
airport to Mbale. Cars, trucks,
taxis, motorcycles, and bikes are
everywhere, as are pedestrians
running down, around, and along
the rode like suicidal ants.

It would be bad enough if the
only problem was that all my
“right side of the road” instincts
are totally wrong. I would pay
good money NOT to be com-
pelled to drive in London where
they drive on the left but have
some semblance of order.

ing at twice, or more, anything
you’d consider a safe speed.

Just on our trip to Mbale, we
saw two guys on a motorcycle
pushed into an intersection by
another vehicle and into the path
of a truck that crushed the bike.
One ended up on the ground
with his head inches away from
the truck’s wheels.

I've long suspected that the
most dangerous thing missionar-
ies here do is travel. Now I
know so. (A plane and a pilot to
help them make the all too fre-
quent four-hour trips to Kampala
would be a huge blessing.
Frequent prayer for safe travel is
no luxury; it’s a need.)

My sons who have been and
are here are both closer to home
and farther away than I thought.
Closer, in that the love and faith
surrounding them here is even
deeper than I realized. Farther, in
that what I’ve already seen here
culturally, just the tip of the ice-
berg, is farther away from my
own experience than I dreamed
possible. People breathe oxygen
and drink Coke here; otherwise, it
might as well be another planet. I
don’t know why it should be odd
for my sons to be the teachers
and me to be the novice, but I’'m
more amazed, thankful, and
respectful than ever of what it
takes to live, work, and minister
in such a vastly different culture.

I’ve already seen great wisdom
here in the way the missionaries
live and minister. I’ve been awed
by the prayer of a Kenyan mis-
sionary to Uganda. I've been
honored to shake the hand of
another Kenyan missionary to
Sudan who, along with his col-
league, has literally helped my
youngest son stay alive in Sudan

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A tale of two early church women...

As you look through the
books of the Bible, there are
many opportunities for us to
compare one individual to
another, especially in
instances involving belief in
and obedience to God.

Some of these instance
are direct comparisons, in
which the actions and
attitude of one individual is
showcased next to those of
another individual.

We have such a
comparison in Genesis,
where Cain’s obedience to
God is compared to Abel’s.
And in Luke 10, we can
make a direct comparison
between Mary, who chose
to learn at the feet of Jesus,
to Martha, who chose to get
dinner on the table.

But the Bible also
contains opportunities for us
to make “indirect”
comparisons, and such is
the case of two women from
Thyatira. The first woman
we find in Acts 16, and the
second woman we find in
Revelation 2.

Thyatira is described by
most as being a small city,
located about halfway
between Sardis and
Pergamum.

It had an active business
community, which was
controlled by its trade guilds,
and was especially known
for supplying the purple and
blue dyes used for cloth.

Thyatire also had a small
congregation of Christians.

In his letter, Christ said
the Thyatira church was a
loving and faithful church,
whose members who were
trying to serve God and
were growing in their
relationship with God. But
the congregation was
allowing tolerance for
worldly ways and idolatry
interfere with all they had
accomplished in their
relationship with God.

The apostle Paul met
Lydia, “a seller of purple
cloth from Thyatira,” at
Philippi, along the river,
where she was worshipping
on the sabbath.

Lydia was meeting with
the Jewish women of
Philippi to worship Yahweh.
In other words, the Holy
Spirit was working on her
even before Paul arrived on

Lydia had a heart that was
open to the message of
God. Church tradition has it
that she was important to
the growth of the church in
Philippi after Paul left, and
may have been instrumental
in starting the church at
Thyatira.

On the other hand, the
other woman from Thyatira
appears to have been a
problem “from the get go.”
The old saying that a single
bad apple can spoil the
whole barrel aptly describes
her.

In words that were
probably as tough as any
words used concerning his
church, Christ called her
“Jezebel.”

Although it is possible that
her actual name was
Jezebel, many believe
Christ was comparing her to
the Jezebel of the Old
Testament, who married
King Ahab, and attempted to
lead the entire nation away
from the true God.

Ahab and Jezebel did so
much evil that God
proclaimed that everyone in
their household was to die,
even the slaves, and that
Jezebel didn’'t even deserve
to be buried.

Christ was comparing this
woman from Thyatira with
arguably the most evil
woman in the history of
Israel.

And, like the Jezebel in
the Old Testament, this
woman was leading the
church in the same direction
as the original Jezebel...
away from God.

Apparently, at her
leading,some of the church
in Thyatira was taking part
in the immorality that
accompanied the idolatry of
the city’s guilds, and eating
food sacrificed to idols.

1 Corinthians 10:20-21,
NIV, says, “...the sacrifices
of pagans are offered to
demons, not to God, and |
do not want you to be
participants with demons.
You cannot drink the cup of
the Lord and the cup of
demons too; you cannot
have a part in both the
Lord’s table and the table of
demons.”

Both the apostle Paul who

wrote the letters to the
Corinthians, and the apostle
John who wrote the Book of
Revelation, were telling
Christians that taking partin
idolatry, and the associated
festivities, was different from
an instance in which a
Christian bought meat —
part of which had been
sacrificed to a false God,
and sold in the market, or
when served such food as
aguestin someone’s home.

What matters isn’t the
condition of the meat in your
stomach, it's the attitude of
your heart when the meat is
eaten.

In the second chapter of
Revelation, the Son of God
goes on to promise his
judgment would fall on this
false prophet Jezebel, and
those who followed her.

What this scripture means
at its root, is that if these
members of the Church of
Thyatira didn’t repent, God’s
actions could include calling
those unrepentant
Christians home early.

The average life span of
a $100 bill is 89 months,
according to the U.S.
Treasury; however, should
the bill become torn or
defaced in some manner,
the bill is removed from
circulation and sent back to
the U.S. Federal Reserve.

This passage, and the
incidents that occurred in
Thyatira doesn’t change
God’s promise to protect
and keep those whose
names have been written in
the Lamb’s Book of Life.

But just as is done when
currency becomes defaced,
God reserves the right to
“remove us from circulation”
early because of our
conduct.

What about you today? Is
there something about your
thinking or attitude that
wouldn’t stand up to God’s
scrutiny? Is there something
in your life that you need to
confess to God... to
acknowledge that he is right,
that you are wrong, and to
seek his forgiveness?
