After Temporary Shut-Downs Work Is
Being Resumed.

After a shut-down of several
weeks, boring was resumed in the
Beathard oil field, 14 miles east,

. Monday morning. The well is down
~over 1300 feet and will be put to a

depth of from 2500 to 3000 feet if
a paying strike is not made before
that depth is reached.

Operations are at a standstill - in
the field four miles soutl of €Crock-
ett. The drillers are having pipe
trouble and are at present waiting
for some necessary material before
proceeding. They are down to a
depth of between 1200 and 1300
feet.
