EUROPEAN ECONOMY BOOM=-
ING:

A diplomat recently observed
that *“Western Europe isamon-
ster, It is totally oriented to
consumption,”” the diplomat
said. *‘It has a wonderful stom=
ach and digestive apparatus, but
no muscle, nor arms and no
legs.”

[ found a lot of truth in this
diring a recenttripto Brussels,
where I presided over a meet-
ing of the NATO Assembly Sub-
committee on Mutual and Bal-
anced Force Reductions.

The situation has changed in
the 28 years since the end of
World War II. Europe is no
longer a beleaguered, war-torn
continent and the United States
is no longer the economi: giant
which dominates world trade.

Last year, in fact, the U, S,

recorded a net dificit of more
than $14 billion on the inter=
national markets, That means

our country bought far m re

from foreign countries than we
sold to them,

During the same year, th2
rountries of the European Com-
mon Mirket enjoyed a trading
surplus of $23.5 billion,

But these nations are still
very dependent on the United
States for defense, althoughthey
have made a miraculous econ=
omic recovery from the devast-
ation of the Second World War,

As the diplomiat ohsecved,
they have developed a good di=
gestive system but they have no
m.scle,

NEED TO SHARE DEFENSE
BURDEN:

And I believe it is time that
our European partners in the
North Atlantic Treaty Organiza=
tion assumed a grealer share
of the burden of defending their
continent,

It would lessen th2 problem
if nations on both sides of the
Iron Curtain were to reduce
the size of their armed forces.

Our NATO allies andthe War-
saw Pact allies of Russia are
currently engaged in nego-
tiations that could lead to such
reductions, but they have along
way to go.

I am Chairman of NATO As-
sembly Subcommittee, charged
with keeping track ofthesetalks
and reporting on them to the
various legislative bodies of our
allies. And during our recent
meeting in Brussels we found
no reason to believe that the
talks would lead to any troop
reductions in th2 near future.

Cutbacks would be dangerous
unless we can be assured that
the Iron Curtain countries are
willing to reduce their military
forces. Any reduction must be
a balanced reduction -~ by both
Warsaw Pact nations and
nato -~ that will not endanger
our nation’s security.

Until this happens, I believe
the United States mist begin
to insist that other countries in
NATO pay a fair share of the
cost of defending Europe. It
is estimated that NATO costs
contribute over $2 billion a
year to our country's internat-
ional trade deficite. An1 with
our recent dollar devaluations,
it’s going to cost us more to
keep the same number oftroops
overseas,

One possible
rently being explored

solution, cur=
is for

other European countriesto fol-
low the example of West Ger-

many and help pay the costs
of keeping 300,000 U.S, troops
on the continent, But I'm not
satisfied that this isthe answer.

A better solution would be
for other NATO countries to put
more men under arms, allowing
the United States to withdraw
some of her soldiers, This
isn’t happening yet, though.
France stopped participating in
NATO some time ago. Danmark
is cutting back on its troop
commitment. Belgium wants to
reduce the length of service
for its draftees. 2nd the troop
contribution from Canada re-
mains very small.

NATO KEEPS THE PEACE

Tn2 NATO alliance has helped
maintain the first generation of
peace in the history of Western
Europe over the past 28 years,
But much remains to be done,

Until we can be assured that
the countries behind the Iron
Curtain are really willing to
cut back on the size of their
armed forces, the countries of
the West must maintain a strong
defense posture,

The leaders of Western
Europe see the danger clearly
and are thoroughly frightened
by the prospect of a US,
troop withdrawal. But we must
make them understand that we
cannot continue to provide their

m’litary muscle and meet our
own needs at home,

Western Europe has grown
fat and wealthy over the past
three decades, while the U.S,
has paid most of her defense
bill. She has developed a won=
derful digestive system and we
must now insist that she also
build up her muscles, instead
of relying on Uncle Sam’s,

legislation that passed and failed
in the 1973 Legislature and dis-
cussed and studied the tena-
tive estimated budget for 1973-
74, The tax rate was set as
follows: Maintenance Fund,
1.33, Debt Service Fund, .34
for a total rate of 1.67. This
is an increase of .04 cents in
rate per $100 assessed
valuation, This was necessary
in order to hold the present
programs at present level, and
due to the increased costs of
utilities, insurance, buses, in-
structional supplies, main-
tenance supplies, salaries, etc,
The schools are faced with the
same inflationary costs as all
other businesses,

The insurance costs as sub-
mitted by the James Glaze
Company, were reviewed, In-
surance premiums on buildings
for the school system have in-
creased from $6,259 per year
to $11,925 per year,

The board discussed the
Kindergarten Bill that was
passed by the Legislature and
is presently on the Governor’s
desk for his signature or veto,
This bill has several options:
First, accepted all pupils who
reach the age of five on or
before September 1, 1973, who
are educational or economically
deprived, for the full year,
Those five years old who are
not educational or economically
deprived would be accepted
either for a half day for the
whole year or a full day for
a half year, Second, the
other option is to accept all
five year olds and the local
districts pick up the costs of
one half of the year for those
who are not economically or
educationally deprived,

The next regular meeting of
the board will be Monday, July

With all this in mind, I still
had some reservations of the
necessity of the proposal we
have just voted out. For one
thing, the bill is somewhat rep=
etitive, It provides the Pres-
ident with no additional auth-
ority over what he was given
in the recent Economic Stabil-
jzation law extension. As a
matter of fact, this proposal
makes fuel allocations manda-
tory. There is some question
in my mind whether Congress
has the constitutional power to
force the president to do this.
But in spite of this question,
is it really useful to pass leg=-
islation that is redundant and
possibly restrictive of the Ex=
ecutive's power?

To me, the best method -=-
and one that adheres to my
own political philosophical pref-
erence 1s to have a vol-
untary system of allocations.
Despite some claims of non-
compliance, 1 believe we should

Naturally, it would be pref=
erable that we have no need for
an allocation system at all.
Traditionally, the free enter-
prise system has bz2en the best
system for allocating goods and
services among the various sec-
tors of the exonomy. And I
would urge that the President
move away from these alloca~
tions at the earliest possible
date.

My reluctance to support the
Emergency Fuel Allocation bill
is compounded by the fact that
it does nothing to ¢nd the en-
ergy crisis or to avert a wore-
sening of it, It does nothing
to deregulate the price of nat=
ural gas sold in interstate come-
merce. It does not provide an
investment tax credit for more
exploration and development of
energy resources. It does not
facilitate the construction of off=
shore terminals to help unload
the foreighn petroleum upon
which this nation is becoming
too dependent. There isnothing
to help developthe offshore con-
tinental self resources of the
Atlantic Coast. Neither does
it speed petroleuam from the
North Slope of Alaska to the
mirkets of this country, nor
does it ease or encourage plans
for construction of nuclear
generating plants.

In short, this legislation does
virtually nothing to help solve
or easetheenergy problems fac-
ing this country. It is a “buse
iness as usual’”’ bill, and the
simple fact is that Amvrica

can no longer afford to con-
duct business as usual.

Every remedy to the energy
crisis that is now with us is

one requiring long= term
answers., It will take years
to come up with the supplies

that are needed. Of necessity,
we have to insure certain sec-
tors of the nation with ade~
quate fuel supplies during the
current crisis. But I'm afraid
too many people, including leg-
islators, will view this bill as
a solution rather than an interim
measure,

Spreading the pain around to
everyone is not the way to
solve the energy crisis, Its
solution requires immediate and
concrete action on a wide
variety of issues. Buat other
than steps outlined in the
President’'s message, we have
seen n» action toward increas-
ing the supply of, or decreas-
ing the demand on our energy
resources,

The purpose of the Agricul=
ture and Consumer Protection
Act of 1973, passed by the Sen~
ate 78 to 9 on June 8, as
stated by the Senate Com nittee
on Agriculture and Forestry
from whence it came, is “to
assure the production of ade
equate supplies at reasonable
prices to consumers by insure-
ing producers against losses if
their expanded production re-

sults in prices below the tar-

get prices.’’

It is hard to find fault with
this objective, says Executive
Vice President Donald Johnson
of Plains Cotton Growers, Inc.,
Lubbock, “‘but unless some
changes can be made in the
law before enactment it has lit-
tle or no chance for achieving
such a goal,

““The bill as it came from
Committee had some very ob-
jectionable features,” Johnson
continued, ‘“‘and these are still
intact along with the further
complication of a $20,000 pay=
ment limitation adopted on the
Senate floor."’

On a vote of 45 to 37 the
Senate voted to reduce the limit
on farm program payments from
the current $$55,000 per farmer
per crop, in effect since 1970,
to $20,000 per farmer on all
crops produced.

“The key to the bill’s chances
for accomplishing its goals is
in ‘insuring producers against
losses,’ Johnson believes,
“‘because if this isn't done con=
sumers can in no way be as-
sured of ‘adequate supplies at
reasonable prices.” '

The bill, S~1888, sets a tar-
get price of 43 cents per pound
for cotton and provides that
producers should receive a pay=-
ment equal to the difference be-
tween this figure and the av-
erage spot market quotations for
SLM 1-1/16 inch cotton with
3.5 to 4.9 micronaire during
the first five months of the
mirketing year, August through
December,

“This method of determining
the per-pound payment rate,

alone, is enough to inhibit the
production of adequate cotton
supplies,” Johnson  thinks,

““Since spot market quotations
do not accurately reflect prices
paid to farmers for cotton, and
since the price for SLM 1-1/16
inch cotton may or may not
parallel prices for other cotton
qualities, the formula doesn’t
insure producers against any-
thing.”’

It is Johnson’s contention that
this target-price system is to
be used at all payments should

be based on the difference be=
tween the target price and the
prices actually paid to farmers
for an average of the entire
U, S. crop. ‘‘Otherwise the
chances for assuring production
without producer losses are
reduced and some producers
will benefit while others suf=-
fer.”

The lower payment limitation
simply mz2ans that whatever
payment rate is decided upon
would be made on only 2 portion
of the production from larger
operations. A farmer entitled
to 10 cents per pound on 5
million pounds of production
could receive 10 cents per pound
on only 200,000 pounds or less
than half his total production,
““In all likelihood this would
bring his total return from cot=-
ton production to some point
well below his cost of
production,” Johnson said, ‘‘and
even the amount of this pay-
ment would be dependent on the
producer’s not having received
payments on any other program
crop.”’

The hope at PCG is that some
of these inequities can be cor=

rected in the House version of <™

a farm bill, on which the House

Agriculture Committee is al-
ready at work. “‘And in all
honesty I'd have to say our
chances for relief on the pay=
ment  limitation issue in the
House as of the moment don’t
look to bright,’”” Johnson cone
cluded.

Every day someone is telling
us what to do. We're told how
fast we can drive on a highway
which side we must ride on, and
not 1o enter one-way streets

There are always exceptions
but most of us are law-abiding
and do what we're told

Another excuse i1s 1 don’t
want to be trapped.” Yel, the
number of accidents involving
submerged or burning cars is
less than one-half of one percent
of all injury-producing traffic ac-
cidents. Safety belts actually
keep occupants from being
more seriously injured, or being
knocked unconscious and una-
ble to escape

What's another excuse? “It's a
nuisance. I'm only going to the
corner store.”

Injury or death are bigger
nuisances than taking two sec-
onds to fasten a seat belt. And
sadly enough, a majority of
highway accidents happen with-
in 25 miles of home

How many of us have said, *|
don’'t have to wear a safety belt
if 1 dont want to because it
won't affect anyone else.”

Failure 1o use secat belts can
affect other people. The burden
of a death or disabling injury
falls not only on the immediate
family but also on the state and
its citizens. Higher welfare costs,
increased insurance rates, and
spiraling medical costs are often
direct results of increased high-
way accidents

Safety experts report that dri-
vers who are belted to their seats
will be in a better position to
keep a vehicle under control and
to prevent further damage

one half of all accidents occur at
speeds under 40 mph. A recent
study not
wearing belts died in crashes at
speeds as low as 12 mph.

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Editorial

A Time For Restraint

The American people, especially those in the news me-
dia, bear a responsibility to their country which too many
have lost sight of in recent weeks.

In recklessly condemning the President, in sensational-
izing every rumor, every inference in hearsay testimony,
every charge, before these allegations are proven, the me-
dia, politicians and those who harbor a personal vendetta
against Mr. Nixon, have shaken confidence in the United
States abroad, weakened the dollar and partly paralyzed
the government’s functioning.

In other words, the cost of this savage, personal abuse
of the Presidency, and the President, has been exorbitant.

By now even the most dubious of doubting Thomases
should be confident the many investigations and court
cases looking into the abuse of authority and improper and
illegal activities in the executive department will produce
the facts,and justice. With the prying eyes of all the world
on these legislative and judicial processes, and the coop-
eration of the Attorney General, his special prosecutor and
the President himself, this seems certain.

The question remaining, then, is whether the nation can
afford a continuing of the reckless, scandalmongering by a
certain element of the citizenry.

The Nixon Administration, overall, has accomplished
much for America and Americans in the past five years.
The nation is generally prosperous, riots in our cities and
on our campuses are greatly reduced, historic progress has
been made in our foreign relations, especially with Russia
and China. An era of peace seems highly probable, now
that Nixon has ended the Vietnam war.

Admitting all the mistakes and misconduct involved, the
open, free American system is working and justice will be
done; the place for its determination is now in the courts,
not in destructive, reckless, sensational comment in news
columns and by television news announcers.

A Surprise Surplus

Recent disclosure that the United States achieved a trade
surplus in the month of April—for the first time since 1971
—~i8 heartening news. No doubt it helped revive the stock
market and restored some confidence in the dollar abroad.

The surplus of exports over imports was $196 million,
which contrasts sharply with the average monthly deficit
in 1972 of $529 million. By March of this year the monthly
deficit had dropped to $53 million and thus a trend seems
to have been established.

This is no doubt a result of the two recent devaluations
of the dollar, in December of 1971 and again in February
of this year. Trade experts say these two devaluations
produced a ‘‘trade-weighted'’ gain of 17.68 per cent for the
United States.

Last year was the low point in the history of the nation’s
foreign trade balance, producing a $6.3 billion deficit. The
latest news indicates 1973 will mark the beginning of a
recovery, a gratifying turn and one which was almost des-
perately necessary.

Legislature managed to avoid
a tax bill, outlook for 1975 is

"'bleak,’”” with new revenue
needs ranging up to $700 mil-
lion, according to Texas Re=
search League.

Lt. Gov. Bill Hobby earlier
came up with a similar gloomy
estimate of a $533 million tax
boost during the regular legis=-
lative session, but Gov, Dolph
Briscoe declined to agree.

According to Texas Research
League, state spending from
key funds is expected to in=
crease by $550 million in 1976~
77, and the increase could run
as high as $850 m’llion to
$1 billion,

Revenues, meanwhile, are due
to rise $550 million to $625
million over the present be=-
ennium,

However, TRL cautions these
factors must also be consider-
ed:

* Federal revenue sharing
funds (which accounted for $316
million of 1974-75 income) will
drop by at least $100 million,
because Texas received athree=
year allocation to spend in a
two-year period for the cur=-
rent budget,

* An estimated $156 million
surplus at the beginning of the
next biennium will decrease
from $75 million~to$100 million
depending on bills signed by
Governor Briscoe.

““With the highest projected
spending increase ($1.050 bil-
lion), the 1975 Legislature ape
parently would find itself faced
with the need to find $600-
$700 million in additional bi=

Wendell Horne, plant patholo=
gist for the Texas Agricultural
Extension Service, ‘‘They can
overcome the disease problem
by planting a resistant variety
next year,
