he waited sat down and talked with 
the straight backed mountaineer. He 
had a flap brimmed black hat. a 
blue shirt without a collar and a 
coa t' o f old homespun that bad 
been saved for great occasioos. 
Dignified and proud and sure o f 
himself was John Calhoun Allen 
o f Manchester, Clay county, K y„ his 
Isvel gray eyes sbovring no fear of 
Ck)d or man. his voice low and soft 
«rkh the grace o f the dweller in the 
mountains.

The boy was arrested about three 
t iM n  ago at one o f the Emma 
Goldman meetings in Harlem, 
when it was found that he was not 
ragistered and refused ta  He had 
been sent to the Tombs until John 
C  ^Knox. the Assistant District 
A lB rney. could write to his father.

We are going to « g «io  speak of 
the importance o f the highway de­
velopment in Texas supported by 
state and federal aid as affecting 
this section of east Texas aod 
Crockett in particular.

By referring to a map o f Texas 
it will be seen that the route o f the 
Red River to the Gulf Highway ex­
tends from Paris, the extreme 
northern boundary of the state, di­
rectly south to Houston, and on ac­
count o f its geographical locatioo 
will constitute the north and south 
trunk line highway o f the south­
west, making it one o f the most 
important o f tourist routes in the 
country.

When we 
say beet advertised it is taken for 
granted that we are going to do 
the things that w ill make Crockett 
a favorite stopping place for the 
tourist, and this brings us to the 
feature we have in mind.

Just exactly what should be pro­
vided to make Cro(^ett an attrac­
tive point for stop-over tourists 
cannot be determined until the 
matter has been more fully investi­
gated, and it should be done by a 
committee appointed for that pur­
pose, with authority to visit kxall- 
ties In the state where such free 
camp grounds are provided. The 
sooner this matter to taken up the 
Quicker the right kind of advertis­
ing wiD be possible.

When the Crockett Farm Loan 
Association was (Nganized the en­
tire county was included in its 
scope of usefulness, as h was 
thought at the time by those roost 
active in the w (r t that one well 
equipped aasodaticm could serve 
the whole county better than a 
number o f small organizations. The 
results are fast verifying this pre- 
dktioo.

be better underst<X)d when it is 
known that members o f the associ­
ations that were started at Grape- 
land and Lovelady, as well as 
smaller towns in the county, have 
called at the commercial dub 
rooms during the past week for 
the purpose o f joining this asstxda- 
tion, and all were willing to j<gn 
the dub as (xmtributing members 
in order to enjoy the benefits o f the 
loan aasodatioo. This means that 
the Crockett Commercial Club is 
going to extend its acMivities so as 
to serve the whole county most I 
effectively.
