Washington, Oct. 9.— The third con­
tingent o f national army men will 
begin moving tomorrow to the six­
teen cantonments where approxi­
mately one-half of the 687,000 
selected men already have been 
mobilized.

No OMtter whether you live in 
town or on the furm you must pay 
the high cost of Uviog. The dlffer- 
enoe between profit and loea is the 
difference between the cost of rais­
ing feed and food on the (arm and 
buying it in town.

I f  feed te too high priced for the 
fanner to produce meat on the 
farm it is decidedly too high priced 
for the consumer either on farm or 
in the city, yet both must eat or 
die of starvatioa If com is selling 
at two dollars per bushel and the 
breeder must pay the price he can 
aell the hog products at a profit or 
consume it at cost If the pro­
ducer consumes the product at cost 
be is better off than those who pay 
him a profit for his products. Re­
gardless of labor and other high 
cost~of production the producer 
is ahead (A the non-producer be-~ 
caoM be-ean consume at ^actual

: of production, while ^  non- 
i ,jcer must pay a iwofic oveF 
c(*'t of production, or starve.

P  »o’t seli off your breeding stock 
Ik-, ouse of the high price of feed, 
t  j i  bear in mind that you are both 
producer and consumer and you 
f̂ ct yours at cost of production and 
the non-producer, if you produce 
a surplus and know how to mark­
et it, must pay you a profit above 
cost of production or starve. The 
producer's only problem is to con­
sume at cost and sell at a profit 
— Form and Ryncfa.

Livestock raising has many ad­
vantages over cropping without 
livestock. But perhaps none of 
the advantages that might be men- 
tiooed are worthy of more consider- 
ation than that of giving the farm­
er and his hands employment dur­
ing the year' With crops only 
there will always be rush seasons 
and tiroes when the bands have 
little or nothing to da  Not so 
with mixed farming where animals 
are raised. The hands will find 
employment during the year. This 
is especially true when cows are 
kept and the milk and butter sold.

The fact that farm hands and 
Ihrmlng Implet&irabf' "are~TdIe"^ a 
large part of the year makes it dif­
ficult for the crops to pay a profit. 
We can see bow this would be 
when about nine months only are 
given to profitable employment, 
while three months of employ- 
meotis indefinite and often un­
profitable.

It is possible to provide employ­
ment for the entire year, but hard­
ly  with crops alone. But with live­
stock and crops there may be 
work, and that which, is remuner­
ative. This is important for profit­
able farming.— Farm and Ranch.

Poultry raising has often been 
emphasized for a sideline to bring 
in cash income to help the house­
keeper meet her weekly expenses. 
Many have been able to supfgy tbe 
groceries that must be bought from 
cash rece iv e  from llhe foViris and 
from eggs.

But enough emphasis has not 
been given the fact that poultry 
may supply the family with freah 
meat and with eggs, two foods that 
may he instrumetital in holding 
living coat down. As many can 
testify, tbe expensive foods are gen­
erally meats. are tuhstitutes 
for freah meet and are themaelvet

highly nutritious, being high in 
protein aixl mineral matter. Since 
protttn is tbe constitnent that ia 
expensive when bought, it follows 
that those who serve eggs or chick- 
ens on their tables are saving ex- 
peoMve living.

It will pay in making plans to 
provide the farm home with suita­
ble foods to raise duckens for the 
purpose of serving, and eggs to use 
in cooking and serving during the 
year. Tbe surplus, of course, may 
be sold on the market and the 
cash used to buy articles that can­
not be raised on the farm.

A  dollar saved is a dollar made. 
Every dollar your hens save you 
during the year will be one dollar 
credit for their services on the farm.

It will pay to give the poultry a 
fair chance and use poultry and
