MAJOR GENERAL GREBLE 
SHOWS BOYS WHAT TO DO

Declares Texans and I^en From 
Oklahoma Not Yet Fit 

for the Front. .

Fort Worth, Texas, Jan. 26.— 
Just to show the men that bliz­
zards and snows must be disre­
garded iri warfare and that he 
does not ejtpeci mor^ o f any pri­
v a te  than’ he does of himself. 
Major General Greble, command-‘ 
ing the Texas-Oklahoma troops 
at Camp Bowie, peeled off over­
coat and gloves during the heavy 

tffitr ^Week'—arrtl— waded 
through snow drifts all over 
camp accompanied by aii aide. 
He stopped at many tents where 
soldiers were 'warming them­
selves at fires, and it didn’t take 
long.to impart some o f his pep 
and enthusiasm to them and 
soon the whole camp was out­
doors playing, working or prac­
ticing in the show. The . gen­
eral enjoyed his plodding thru 
the snow. . i-- •  ̂ 1

And yet, after four and a half 
months of training. General Gre­
ble declares the 36th diyision is 
still far from being fit to.fight 
in France. Much improvement 
has ^ e n  shown'in drilling, but 
in discipline, marksmanship and 
pep in executing commands 
much remains to be accomplish­
ed, the general pointed out.

“The Texan must become a sol­
dier by instinct,’ ’ he ’said, “ be­
fore he should be placed on the 
front. The soldier must learn 
to salute, fire and kill by instinct. 
The men mtist knpw that eveiy 
cog iiiL^tha division machinery 
must .be kept in good order, for, 
if .one is neglected, it hurts 
the whole machine. -We arg de­
veloping some good shots at the 
range, but the men must get so 
they.can hit the enemy instinc­
tively, just the same as a man 
drinks water instinctively when 
thirsty. When the Texans reach 
this stage, we need have no^fear 
that they will do big things in 
Franceii- —  —

General Greble has shown his- 
pride in the Texas division at 
various times, having much faith’ 
in the Texas spirit which 
brought the State through six 
wars, and he was especially well 
pleased *when Major Oeneral 
Morrison, inspecting here this 
week, declared Camp Bowie had 

tthe“T>est~drilled men o f any in 
the country. '
- General Greble sets every of­
ficer and enlisted man a good ex­
ample in hardihood and hygiene, 
as he takes a . cold bath every 
morning, no matter how cold; 
fpllowed by 15 minutes o f vital­
izing calisthenics. Thffn he is 
ready for a hard day's wojk’i He 
mixes in with privates and of-, 
fleers in their bayonet, grenade 
and trench practice.

He went into a (fugout in the 
trenches this week and saw one 
man digging with his gloves on. 
He watched him a moment and 
then showed the private, his own 
caloused hands.

“ Let me see yours,’” fliid Gre­
ble.

’The soldier showed hiŝ  hands.
“ Dig without gloves,”  said the

general as he walked off.
Health conditions at Camp 

BowilS have so improved that the 
military authorities now say the 
camp is the best in the coun ty  
from that standpoint. There are 
700 patients in the base hospital, 
but the deaths have been aver­
aging only two weekly. Work on 
the six new ward buildings has 
not yet‘ started 
and sewage system in the hos­
pital has-been-completed, lack 
o f ^ i c h  aroused such a storm o f  
protest over the state two 
months ago.

Lieutenant Colofiel E. J. ̂ Wil­
liams, chief of stilff, announces 
that the 2300 recruits needed to 
filF^ the camp to divisional 
strength will not be sent here 
as expected from various parts’ 
of the country, but that organi­
zations at camp may have their 
own recruiting campaigns over 
Texas for the number of men 
they need. Twenty recruits have 
arrived already and have been 
p lac^Jn  detention quarters for 
two weeks’ obsCrvationr this be­
ing for the purpose o f discover­
ing any diseases with which they' 
might be afflicted.

DALLAS COUNTY

Unenviable Record Shown by Re­
port of Texas Prison 

« Commission.

' Austin, Texas, Jan. 17.— Dallas 
county sent the greatestmumber 
of prisoners to the State peni­
tentiary during the year 1917, 
according to the annual repoid 

"of the prison commission filed 
Thursday with the govenior. 
Dallas county supplied 134 pris­
oners. Harris county is second 
in the list with 80, El Paso third 
with 62, Tarrant fourth with 
60, McLennan fifth with 53, and 
Bexar and Travis were tied for 
sixth place, each with 25.

The prison population- de­
creased 222 during the year>-the 
total on January 1, 1918, being 
3631 Of the prisoners dis­
charged during the year approx­
imately 40 per cent were par­
doned. Of the 1584 convict^ re­
ceived during the year 615 gave 
their occupations as laborers, 
231 as farmers, 166 as cooks as 
waiters, 71 as machinists and 
engineers and 40 ka caipenters.

It is shown by the report that 81 
the total receiv^ 1041 were na­
tive Texans, while 54 came from 
Louisiana, 21 from Alabama and 
32 f rom Arkansas.

The highest number of in­
mates whose nativity is north 
of the Mason and-Dixon line is 
held by Illinois with 25, Ohio 
next with 11. Of the western 
division, Kansas leads with 9, 
California follows with 3. 
Among the natives of foreiitn 
countries received Mexico leads 
with 130 and Germany follows 
with 4.

There were 494 burglars re­
ceived, 165 convicted of forgery 
and passing forged instruments, 
149,_for violating the local op­
tion laws, and 109 for murder. 
O f the 1584 received during the 
year, 808 were convicted for a 
two-year term, 189 for a five- 
year term, 41 were given six 
years each and up to life im­
prisonment. Convictions under 
30 years of age represent 62 per 
cent of the entire number re­
ceived. The negro population 
received exceeds that of , the 
white by more than one-half the 
entire number received. Th^e 
were only 35 females received

during the year.
The illiteracy of the prison 

population is evidenced by —the 
fact that 513 are registered 
being, unable to read or write, 
which represents 32 per cent 
of the total. JThere' were 132 
who registered as having been 
committed to the penitentiaries 
in Texas for the second term 
and 15 for a third term. It is 
shown that 82.4 per cent of the 
convict population are employed 
at work on State account and 
on the various plantations and ih 
Rusk and Huntsville, prisons, 
while the remaining 17.6 per 
cent are employed on leased 
plantations. '«

FOOD SITUATION IN ^ i 
ENGLAND IS SERIOUS*

Workers in Munitions Factories 
Ma|E<î  Protest Concerning 

Distribution.

London, Jan. 19.— Demonstra­
tions demanding better 4istri- 
bution of food were held ̂  at 
Brighton, at Erith, in Kent and 
at other places in England today 
while men, women and children} 
fito&d in line, in many cases in; 
vain, for their roasts, margarine' 
bu tt^  or tea.

At Erith 3,000 workers'from 
one o f the big ,.war factories 
formed.a procession And march­
ed to the lo< l̂ food committee’s 
office to .protest against their 
wives and '^ildren  having to, 
wait long  ̂hours outside the shops 
of the grocers and butchers and j 
then being obliged to come away { 
empty handed. The men t say 
that, owing to the scarcity of I 
food they are unable to Work find, 
the percentage* o f sickness has 
been high.

•tores were virtually sold out

—Food demonstrations and 
queues in London and other 
I>arts o f the country Were bigger ‘ 
and more numerous than eVer 
today.

There 
were at least a thousand persons 
at 9 o’clock waiting to be served 
in the retail section of the,Smith- 
field market. 'Most o f these got 
limited portions and were luck­
ier than the people of the su­
burbs, many o f whom were un­
able to get any meat, the retail-
ers having received only a frac­
tion of their supply, ih is  was^

Monroe Thomas Dead.

With the exception of claims 
from Rome that the<Italian posi-| 
tions in the Monte Tomba region * 
were'materially improved dur-:

The entire' 
situation has been for t^e lastj 
few days enveloped in the mists 
of international diplomacy. The! 
Russians appear to have refused 
acceptance of the German peace 
terms, although the conferenci 

. ab Brest-Litovsk seems still 
alive, with both sides sparring 
for the advantage. The real ad­
vantage, o f course, is'held by 
Germany, inasmuch as— thanks 
to the wild men in control at 
Petrograd— Russia has been 
made absolutely defenseless, 
therefore entirely helpless. Tne 
Russian province of Ukraine is 
negotiating with the Austrians 
and Germans independently, 
and their decisions are obscured 
by the many conflicting reports. 
I f  Is in Ukraine'that the large 
resources Of grain are lodged, 
and the hungry Teutops covet 
that bs^tfulstuff .more than any­
thing else in that quarter. The 
Austro-Hungarian minister of 
foreign affairs. Count Czemin, 
and the German imperial chan­
cellor, Von Hertling, delivered 
ap ^ hes— simultaneously on
Thursday, in which they wer^ 
eupposed to ' outline their respec­
tive war aims. The Austrians 
were distinctly, conciliatory, as 
regards a general peace, wM e 
the Germans were rather vague 
in some parts and too indefinite 
in others. This outgiving upon 
the whole reflected the ascend­
ancy o f the war party a f  Berlin. 
Premier Clemenceau o f France 
probably wiH.be the next to 
speak and he will voice the deter­
mination o f the western allies to 
accept nothing but a peace based 
upon justice to their own inter­
ests.
