 DIVISION PRAISED
BY GEN. PERSHING

FAMOUS AMERICAN FIGHTING
ORGANIZATION REVIEWED
ATOP RHINE HILLS.

Coblenz, March 15.—In an impres-

sive ceremony on a broad plain atop |

the Rhine hills, back of Vallendar,
General Pershing review the 2nd di-
Fifteen thousand men of all
branches were drawn up in striking
array while the general walked some
10 miles along their ranks giving com-
mendation and praise as he went. The

men were in full equipment of fight- |

ing days with the excéption of gas
masks. The veteran second looked
noble in the chill morning -air which
braced everyone and added just a bit
to the usual pep of thrs fighting
crowd.

General Pershing frequently stop-
ped to speak to individual soldiers,
showing special interest in the lads
with wound stripes, asking them where
they were received and if they felt
well now. He expressed himself more
than satisfied with the good showing
and excellent condition of the 5th and
6th marines, 9th and 23rd infantry
and 15th, 16th and 17th field artil-
lery, the combat regiments of the
famed second.

After inspecting the troops General
Pershing awarded distinguished ser-
vice crosses to 83 officers and men
of the division. On behalf of the
French- nation he decorated Major
General Lejune, commanding the sec-
ond division, with the medal of the
commander of the Legion of Honor,
this reward being given by France
specially in recognition of the “sec-
ond’s work in freeing Rheims last fall.

“It gives me the greatest pleasure
and pride,” said General Pershing, “to
have the privilege of giving you these
rewards for gallant deeds as mem-
bers of this gallant division.”

After the award of medals, the di-
vision marched for review past Gen-
eral Pershing and his staff, after
which General Pershing gave a short
talk to the officers and noncommis-
sioned officers of the division, review-
ing briefly the part American fight-
ing strength played in winning the

war more quickly than had been ex-!

pected.

George Lawson Keene as Member of
First Division.

George Lawson Keene, who is now
serving with the 28th regiment of in-
fantry, regular army, in France and
Germany, has sent home his papers
showing his graduation as a corporal
and as a sergeant. The official docu-
ments sent his father, A. L. Keene,
show that he became a corporal in K
Company, 28th Infantry, in May,
1918, and a sergeant in June, 1918;
also that he graduated as a corporal
from the automatic weapon section
of the army and as a sergeant from
the grenade school. His rating and

recommendation on both graduations
were marked “very good.” The papers
are officially signed by William A.

The 28th regiment of infantry, to,
which Sergeant Keene belongs, is a |
part of the First Division. The fol- |
lowing citation was issued from gen- |
eral headquarters of the American |
Expeditionary Forces in France un-|
der date of November 10, 1918:

1 1. The, Commander in Chief de-|
sires to make of record in the General
Orders of the American Expeditionary
| Forces his extreme satisfaction with
| the .conduct of the officers and sol-
| diers of the First Division in its ad-!
~vance west of the Meuse between Oc- |
tober 4th and 11th, 1918. During this
period’ the division gained a distance |
of seven kilometers over a country |
which presented not only remarkable
facilities for enemy defense but also |
great difficulties of terrain for the
| operation of our troops.

2. The division met with resistance
| from elements of eight hostile divi-
sions, most of which were first class
troops and some of which were com-
pletely rested. The enemy chose to
defend its position to the death, and |
the fighting was always of the most
desperate kind. Throughout the op-
erations the officers and men of the
division displayed the highest type of
courage, fortitude and self-sacrificing
devotion to duty. In addition to many
enemy killed, the division eaptured one
thousand four hundred and seven of
the enemy, thirteen 77 mm. field guns,
ten trench mortars and numerous ma-
chine guns and stores.

The success of the division in driv-
ing a deep advance into the enemy’s
territory enabled an assault to be
made on the left by the neighboring
division against the northeastern por-
tion of the Forest of Argonne, and en-
abled the First Division to advance to
the right and outflank the enemy’s
postion in front of the division on that
flank.

4. The Commander in Chief has
noted in this division a special pride
of service and a high state of morale,
never broken by hardship nor battle.

5. This order will be read to all
organizations at the first assembly
formation after its receipt.

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CAN NOT SIGN PEACE |
TREATY BY MAR. 20

MEMBER OF FRENCH DELEGA-
TION SAYS IT WOULD BE
IMPOSSIBLE.

Paris, March 13.—Captain Andre
Tardieu of the French peace delega-
tion today held his usua? weekly con-
ference with the newspaper corre-
spondents. Responding to an inquiry
whether it is possible the peace treaty
will be signed by March 20, Captain
Tardieu said he believed such a con-
tingency quite impossible, although he
expected great progress to be made
within the next week.

Four treaties will be necessary, one
each with Germany, Austria, Turkey
and Bulgaria, Captain Tardieu ex-
plained, and these, he said, probably
would not be signed together. The
treaty with Germany, being the most
important, would be signed first.

Asked if the signing of peace would
permit Germany to resume commer-
cial activity, Captain Tardieu said
the financial and commercial sections
of the treaty would contain important
regulations of enemy trade, but that
shipping will be resumed under cer-
tain reservations.

Answering an inquiry whether the
Germans would be permitted to come
to Paris to sign the peace treaty, Cap-
tain Tardieu said it was not certain
that the Germans would be summoned
to Paris—that the conference had not
decided this point.

PERMITTED TO
KEEP UNIFORMS

An act permitting any person who
served in the United States army,
navy, or marine corps in the present
war to retain his uniform and person-
al equipment, and to wear ‘the same
under certain conditions.

Be it enacted by the Senate and
House of Representatives of the
United States of America in Con-
gress assembled, That any person wheo
served in the United States army,
navy, or marine corps in the present
war may, upon honorable discharge
and return to civil life; permanently
retain one complete suit of outer uni-
form clothing, including the overcoat,
and such articles of personal apparel
and equipment as may be authorized,
respectively, by the Secretary of War
or the Secretary of the Navy, and
may wear such uniform clothing after
such discharge: Provided, That the
uniform above referred to shall in-
clude some distinctive mark or in-
signia to be prescribed, respectively
by the Secretary of War or the Sec-
retary of the Navy, such mark or in-
signia to be issued, respectively, by
the War Department or Navy De-
partment to all enlisted personnel so
discharged. The word ‘“navy’” shall
include the officers and enlisted per-
sonnel of the Coast Guard who have
served with the navy during the pres-
ent war.

Publishers and Local Committees Can;
Begin Work Within Next
Two Weeks.

Washington, March 17.—The copy
for the national advertising campaign
of the Victory Liberty loan is recog-
nized by the experts who have been
permitted to see it as the strongest
and most attractive advertising copy

ever prepared for any campaign.

The Victory Liberty loan organiza-
tions in several of the Federal Re-
serve bank districts were asked by
the treasury department to-  submit
copy and illustrations suitable for a
national campaign for consideration
by a jury appointed by the depart-
ment. This jury consisted of Joseph
W. Apple, advertising manager of the
Wanamaker stores; Robert Tinsman,
president of the Federal Advertising
agency; H. C. Brown, sales manager
of the Victor Talking Machine com-
pany; Frank R. Wilson, publicity di-
rector of the war loan organization
of the treasury deparement, and
Wright A. Patterson, editor of the
Western Newspaper Union.

The meeting of the committee was
held at Washington and several hun-
dred pieces of copy and pictures were
considered. From these nearly one
hundred pieces of copy were selected,
ranging in size from full pages down
to one inch, single column.

The making of the engravings and
the typesetting are now being rushed,
and within another two- weeks the en-
tire service will be ready to put into
the hands of the local committees and
the publishers, so that they will be in
a position to begin underwriting the
space in the newspapers.

It was the idea of the committee
that the larger the copy, both in the
matter of theme and of actual size,
the easier the task of underwriting
would be.

Income of Gamblers and Boot-
leggers Subject to Income Tax.
