Hou.ston Prescription Filler Un­
der Federal Fire for Pro-' 

miscuous Selling'
Austin, Texas, Sept. 8.—Judge 

A. S. Walker, internal revenue 
collector for the Third Texas 
district, states with positive in­
tention that there will be no sa­
loons camouflaged as drug stores 
operated in his district. The 
judge had before him a number 
of reports which detailed the op­
eration of drug stores in the 
.southern judicial district for 
.several months under a permit 
of the department. Five of them 
had been closed.

Under the war time prohibi­
tion act drug stores were allow­
ed to obtain permits from the in­
ternal revenue department to 
sell intoxicants for strictly non­
beverage and only for medicinal 
pur^Toses. Along with these per­
mits the internal revenue com­
missioner issued regulations 
which required monthly reports 
showing the person to whom 
prescriptions for whisky were 
issued, the physician issuing 
them and the quantity secured 
on each prescription. Judge 
Walker has been carefully scru­
tinizing' these reports and as a 
result thereof he has five drug 
stores closed, two in Houston, 
one in Galveston, one in Humble 
and one in Victoria.

There is still one drug store in 
Houston which is operating on a 
permit, but it appears to ,be 
tracking the law and will not be 
bothered unless it should depart 
from the “straight and narrow” 
way. There are .very few drug 
stores in the state which have 
such permits now, the five which 
were closed being the only ones 
which appeared to be violating 
regulations. The stock was 
seized in each place and instruc­
tions were given that the per­
mits be revoked.

The report of one drug store in 
Houston during the month of 
July covers 5 typewritten pages, 
each page carrying from 62 to 
68 names, and each name calling 
for a quart with few excep­
tions. In this report the name 
of three physicians figured al­
most exclusively, one of them be­
ing a negro doctor. The names 
of a number of other physicians 
show at intervals but only occa­
sionally and they do not appear 
to be violating the law, but to 
be giving the prescriptions on le­
gitimate calls.

His report would figure that in 
the one month the one drug 
store sold about 3500 quarts, and 
it is reported here that the price 
ranged around $9 per quart. In­
cluded in the list of patrons are 
some well known citizens of 
Houston as securing a quart 
regularly. There are also .state­
ments that sales were made to 
citizens of Liberty, Conroe, 
Alief, Hempstead, Stafford, Day- 
ton, Green Pond, Sandy Point, 
Goose Creek, Navasota, Wills 
Point, Anderson, Dallas, Oak- 
grove, Teague, Sheppard, La 
Grange, Fort Worth, Weather­
ford, Austin, Ennis, Smithville 
and Palestine.

There were two parties from 
Palestine and in both instances 
they brought their prescriptions 
from home, each member secur­
ing a quart. In addition to the 
report on file in the office of the 
internal revenue collector, there 
are other reports on file in the 
attorney general’s office, and it 
is notable that while the drug 
stores are the same, the physi­
cians have changed.

Those ^who were most active

for April and May do not appear 
in the July and June reports, but 
have been succeeded by others. 
In the attorney general’s office 
it was learned that a check had 
been made of the first 100 names 
showing on one of the reports 
against the Houston telephone 
directory and not one of the hun­
dred were found therein.

Doing Big Business.
This is explained by the state­

ment that it was the practice of 
one physician to write a bundle 
of prescriptions, give them to 
bell boys and such like to peddle, 
they paying him after they had 
sold them. Asked as to prosecu­
tion, Judge Walker stated that 
the whole matter would be laid 
before the district attorney of 
the southern district, D. E. Sim­
mons of Houston. That would 
end his part of the case. In the 
comptroller’s department state­
ment is made that no drug store 
in the state has ever complied 
with the terms of the McNealus 
act, though several have paid oc­
cupation tax in the counties in 
which they do business.

SAN ANTONIO OPIUM 
MYSTERY CLEARED

I That “dope fiends” in San An­
tonio have been supplied with 
large quantities of opium and 
morphine by employes of a local 
hospital and also from govern­
ment warehouses has been 

' brought to light by investiga­
tions made recently by local rev­
enue officials. Announcement 
to this effect was made Monday 
by Collector of Internal Revenue 
Taylor.

This discovery, according to 
Mr. Taylor, clears up the “mor­
phine mystery” which has been 
puzzling revenue officials here 
fT)r some time.

According to Mr. Taylor, mor­
phine and opium addicts have in­

creased almost beyond belief in 
Saij Antonio for several months. 
Customs officials were unable to 
get wind of any smuggling in i 

; these products. Numerous ped-1 
I dlers were discovered with the 
I goods, but it was impossible to I  ascertain where they had obtain­
ed the drug. Finally it was dis­
covered that employes of a cer- 

i  tain hospital were stealing it and 
I selling it for high prices to 
'opium peddlers.

Representative Briggs of Gal­
veston told the board that im­
provement was desired for a|^ 
proximately 350 miles above the 
mouth or about where„.^e In­
ternational & Great Northern 
Railroad crosses. He read into 
the record a large number of let­
ters from the* people of that 
section telling of the commerce 
they could develop if means of 
transportation were afforded. 
With the large mass of material 
was a brief history of the river 
business during the civil w a r ' 
period, which was abandoned on 
account of the stream filling, and 
other obstructions making boat 
travel to an appreciable extent 
impossible.

He brought out that hundreds 
of millions in value of pine and 
hardwood timber, if removed 
from the land to make it tillable, - 
was burned because of no means 
for getting either the logs or 
finished lumber to a market in a 
profitable manner. Bir. Briggs _ 
showed that it cost 70c a hun-^ 
dred to get cotton out of that 
section, where the yield was 
from half to a bale to the acre, 
while in other portions of Texaa 
cotton is haul^ long distances’ 
at a maximum of 55c per 100.

In support of the project. Col­
onel H. H. Haines, general man- '  
ager of the Galveston Commer­
cial Association, said he had 
never been keen for the improve­
ment of some waterways, but 
had changed his mind radically 
after his experience in Europe ', 
with transportation made possi- ' 
ble on waterways * there. The 
United States, he declared, was 
neglecting a valuable opportu^- 
ty in allowing its waterways* to 
lie idle. ' *

WashiriKtori, Sopt. r>.—WarninK 
Mexicans tha t intervention by the 
United S tates is imminent, General 
Salvador A lvarado, one of the leaders 
in the C arranza movement through its 
course, has addressed an open le tte r 
to C arranza him self and Generals Ob- 
retjon and Gonzales, in which he a r ­
raigns conditions in Mexico m scath- 
in>r fashion.

Alvarado, who attrac ted  atten tion  
of the I’an-.\m ericans for his adm in­
istration in ^ 'ucatan, estim ates that 
the i)resent daily death list in the 
scattered fiKhting between federal 
troops and rebels is 100. In Mexico 
City alone, he says, S,000 children die 
each year for w ant of proper food, 
clothing and shelter.

Alvarado, a f te r  tryintr to make the 
radical theories of the new Mexican 
constitution work in actual practice, 
declares the system  m ust be chantjed. 
He declares Mexico has passed from 
one extrem e o f 'a n  irresponsible ob­
structionist congress to the other, a 
despotic, obstructinK and u ltra  per­
sonal presidential regim e, w ithout re ­
sponsibility or leKal restra in t. He ex­
coriates the adm inistration of Juarez, 
charpriny th a t justice is sold to the 
hiFfhest bidder.

The full tex t of A lvarado’s rem ark­
able communication has ju st reached 
the s ta te  departm ent, where officials 
re^rard it as a si^n th a t members of 
C arranza’s inner circle realize dan- 
trer.

•Alvaradu urLres C arranza. Obresfon 
and Gonzales to drop personal politics 
and unite with the revolutionary ele­
ment in a jrreat party  to solve nation­
al problems, which he enum erates as 
follow s:

Pacification of the country, orjrani- 
zation of the arm y, settlem ent of in­
ternal and forei^rn debts, settlem ent 
of claims for damaLres caused by the 
revolution, and petroleum problems, 
orLranization of the national railways 
and settlem ent of the bankinAJ cjues- 
tion. He calls upon C arranza us the 
first chief of the revolution to lead 
the movement and upon Obreffon and 
Gonzales to resign their candidacies 
for the presidency and support it. 
Abuses of the civil and m ilitary a u ­
thorities in some rejfions are so ou t­
rageous, he said, th a t he wonders the 
inhabitants do not rise in arm s.

So many are the causes impelling 
the United S tates to intervene in Mex­
ico, Alvarado declares, th a t the con­
flict surely will come sooner or la ter 
unless the Mexicans know how to p re­
vent it with ability and patriotism .

He predicts President Wilson will 
change his policy of “ watchful w ait­
ing” if every pro test from the United 
S tates is answered by news of a new 
assault, a new assassination or a new 
blowing up of a train .

“ The sta tes  are few,’’ says A lvarado, 
“ in which life and property in the 
country are not a t the mercy of ban­
d its.”

Toward the conclusion of his le tte r

General .Mvarado says:
“There is no lime to lose in the ar- 

ranffement of our affairs. The Euro- 
peitn w ar is ended; the three most 
powerful nations of the )flobe are our 
creditors and demand an early  se ttle ­
ment of their accounts, and in like 
m anner they ask for sufficient jfuar- 
antees for the lives an<l in terests of 
their nationals. If we show ourselves 
incapable of complyiiiK with our du- 

; ties they will lake over the tasfk of 
Kuardinjf and protectinK these lives 
and interest^i, and we know w hat tha t 
m eans.”

A fte r this prelim inary train ing  they 
would be given two m onths’ tra in ing  
in the field and then would be g rad ­
uated into the guard, where serve ac­
tively for two years and nine months 
before being placed in the reserve for 
th ree years.

E stim ating  th a t 500,0()U youths 
would be graduated  into the guard 
•very  year, the statem ent said th a t 
a f te r  six years “we would have a most 
effective arm y of 3,000,000 men, 
1,500,000 in the so-called active se r­
vice and 1,500,000 in reserve, all of 
them  graduates of the tra in ing  
cam ps.”

K1 I'aso, Tex.as, Sept. <>.—{’oncen- 
tra tion  of 2<>,O0(» additional ( 'arran /.a  
troops in the sta tes of Vera Cruz, Coa- 
huila and Tam aulipas, under General 
Francisco M urguia, is accepted by 
lK)rder men as a tactical move on the 
part of C arranza to back up his anti- 
American m essage to the Mexican 
congress and his failure to co-operate 
with American troops in the chase a f ­
te r R enterias and his kidnapping ban­
dits.

Notice of the tran sfe r of the large 
bo<ly of C arranza troops to the no rth ­
ern section of Mexico was received 
from Mexican sources Friday a f te r ­
noon. The reason made public was 
th a t the troops were being moved in 
to protect the oil wells and chase 
bandits.

Simultaneously it was said tha t 
General Dieguez, commander of all 
Mexican forces in N orthern Mexico, 
has effectually “cleaned out the bandit 
gangs in Southern Chihuahua and 
Durango led by Pancho Villa, M artin 
l>opez and Felipe A ngeles,” and th a t 
he will, therefore, send approxim ately 
2000 troops of his forces, 1000 cavalry 
and 1000 infan try , to “guard the bor­
der line against raids" along the Chi­
huahua front. There are already be­
tween ,')000 and 6000 C arranza troops 
in Chihuahua.

General P. Elias Calles in Sonora 
has 11,000 troops under his command. 
G eneral Cantu in I^ower California 
has approxim ately 6000 men within 
24 hours of the border.

It makes a to tal of approxim ately 
36,000 C arranza troops either on the 
border or en route for posts within 
12 hours of the international line.

This figure approaches the A m eri­
can to tal though, of course, balance of 
equipm ent of all kinds is on the A m er­
ican side of the line. As conditions 
now stand half , of the American arm y 
within the te rrito ria l boundaries of 
the country is statione<l on the border 
and exclusive of a ir service personnel 
is around 40,000 men.

Word was received here Friday th a t 
123 men were being sent from Sou­
thern Field, Americus, Ga., to Kelly 
Field a t San Antonio to strengthen  
the border airplane control. Sixty- 
eigh t men are expected a t Fort Bliss. 
The men are mostly casuals from the 
second division.

Mrs. Cooper, who is a daughter of 
Milton Smith, president of the Louis­
ville & Nashville Railroad, has been 
visiting relatives in Louisville, Ky., 
and her absence accounts for the fact 
th a t the disappearance of her husband 
did not become known until today.

Nashville, Tenn., Aug. 31.—A fter 
abandoning several theories during 
the ir 48-hour investigation, the police 
now’ are of the belief th a t Robin 
Cooper, whose m utilated body was 
found Saturday m orning in a creek 
near his home, was the victim of a 
blackmail plot. They base the ir be­
lief on two facta. The first is th a t on 
the day of the tragedy Cooper bor­
rowed $10,000 for a purpose which 
his intim ate associates cannot explain. 
So fa r  as they know he was in no 
financial difficulty, nor was he thought 
to have intended to invest the money 
in some commercial enterprise. He 
was said to be prospering in his pro­
fession as an attornev.

The second fact disclosed was th a t 
when called from his home Thursday 
night by a m ysterious s tran g er sho rt­
ly before 10 o’clock, he was heard by 
his gardener to rem ark in an exas­
perated tone: “You could have had 
more if you had asked for it.” Both 
men departed into the darkness in 
Cooper’s machine, and nothing was 
heard from them until the blood­
stained car was found next mbrning 
half a mile from  the Cooper home.

F or twelve years following his part 
in the killing of form er Senator Ed­
ward W. Carm ack, young Cooper had 
lived quietly and with the desire, his 
friends said; of regaining the confi­
dence of his fellow-citizens.

Chicago, Sept. 7.—A score of 
men were arrested today by de­
tectives from the state’s attor­
ney's offices in a series of raids 
throughout the city, uncovering 
a gigantic plot to flood the cpun- 
try with counterfeit and forged 
government securities. ,

The detectives operate^ under 
«Detective Sergeant'Johir Mur­

phy. It was learned at the prose­
cutor^ offices that the gang, 
whose headquarters is Chicago, 
has operated for months. Its 
profits may reach more than $2,- 
0 0 0 .0 0 0 .

The plot was characterized as 
one of the greatest swindling 
operations'directed against the 
financial government in history 
of the country.

Practically every state in the 
country was eoVered by the ac­
tivities of the counterfeiters.

This new combine is said to be 
distinct from the one revealed 
through the arrest of Henry B. 
Smith, an insurance broker, who 
is charfl^ with being a member 
of a crime trust which during 
the last year is said to have col­
lected * loot of approximatelv 
1 2 ,0 0 0 .0 0 0 . ^

Agents Long Busy.
For a long time federal agrats, 

secret sdivice men. Pinkertons 
and the local police have b e ^  
working to get a line on thedead- 
ers of the counterfeiting gang. 
^  It was only last week that the 
State's attorney's office received 
information which set its opera­
tives to work on the case. Abso­
lute secrecy has been maintain­
ed.

It is skid that the inspiration 
for the inception of the gang 
came at a time that the country 

. was absorbed in the sale of lib­
erty bonds. At the time bonds

Brokers Victimized.
It’ was here that the gang be­

gan its initial activities—selling 
counterfeit bonds and certifi­
cates to the brokers who made a 
business of it.

Coincidentally, the secret ser­
vice bureau noticed a strange 
manifestation. There appeared 
to be an abrupt and inexplicable 
decline in the activities of those 
who manufactured and “shoved 
the queer'’—counterfeiters who 
specialized on bank notes.

This was not attributed to a 
general reform. The secret ser­
vice men began to discover what 
new method of counterfeiting 
had been discovered.

Then certain banks, paying in­
terest on registered liberty 
bonds, found there were unreg­
istered bonds with the* same 
numericals.

Banks Also Taken In.
Several nationally known coun­

terfeiters and swindlers were 
immediately identified with the 
gang. It was discovered that 
the fraudulent bonds and securi­
ties had been sold to banks with­
out any trouble. They were ac­
cepted with the most casual 
scrutiny. Nobody questioned 
liberty bonds.

They were freely accepted as 
currency in 'many stores, and it 
is believed that thousands of the 
fake bonds were disposed of in 
this, manner.

More arrests are promised to­
morrow. /

Southern states Tuesday decided 
to organize a buying corporation 
in every county and pawsh in 
the belt with the object ^  buy- 

every bale offered, then bold­
l y  the staple until the minimum 
pnce, to be recommended by a 
committee of growers, was of­
fered.

The cotton under the plan sub­
mitted by L. D. Jennings of 
South Carolina, chairman of a 
committee appointed to consider 
marketing problems, would be 
purchased at a price one-fourth 
below the minimum price, then 
held until the minimum price 
was realized. Officials of the 
American Cotton association, 
under the auspices of which the 
meeting is being held, were call­
ed upon to proceed forthwith 
with the organization of cor­
porations.

A committee fixed $20.50 as 
the price to be allowed oil mills 
M profit on each ton of seed.

Minimum Price Is Fixed by Cot­
ton Association.

New Orleans, La., Sept. 9.— 
County market firms for the pur­
chase of cotton and the fixing of 
of a minimum price at which 
cotton shall be sold were adopt­
ed by the American Cotton As­
sociation at its session today, 
thereby concluding the two most 
important acts for which the 
cottonmen of the South had as­
sembled here. Minimum prices 
of cotton per pound were fixed 
by months as follows.

September, 36c; October, 
9 6 ^ c ; November, 37c; Decem­
ber, 87V^c; January, 38c; Feb­
ruary, 88V^c; March, 39c; April, 
S 9 ^ ;  May, 40c.

J. J; Brown of Atlanta, Ga., 
was chairman of the committee 
which recommended this sliding 
scale of prices for the staple.
. While the committee was clos­
eted in a stormy discussion of a 
minimum price.to be fixed on all 
c o ^ n  produced in the South, L. 
D. Jennings of South Carolina 
presmited a resolution, which 
was unanimously adopted, and 
which provided for the forma­
tion of corporations of cotton 
producers in each county where 
cotton is produced throughout 
the United S tat^ .

The resolution further pro­
vides that these corporations 
are to be capitalized for enough 
money to buy outright at ^ c  
per pound more than any price 
offered which is below the mini­
mum, to be fixed later, all cotton 
produced..
V If this plan becomes effective 
and the various county corpora­
tions are formed, the method of 
operation will be this: In case 
a fanner has cotton for sale dur­
ing a month when the minimum 
price is 37c per pound, and the 
only offer that comes to him 
from the outside is 35c per 
pound, Uie county corporation 
will offer him 35l^c per pound.

Tuskej?ee, Ala^, Sept. 3.— R. R. 
Moton, Booker T. W ushinirton’s suc­
cessor as principal of the Tuskegee 
Institu te, made a sta tem ent today re ­
garding the recent race riots in sev- J 
eral cities in the North and South tha t 
it was difficult to understand w h y ' 
there should be so much apparent 
.suspicion and bitterness on the part 
of both the w’hite and negro races.

‘‘1 have never known the colored 
people to have more intense feeling j 
tow ard the white people than a t the 
present,’̂  Dr. Moton said, “and I have 
never known a time when there was 
less reason. 1 nev^>r knew a time 
when the white people of the South, 
not only the leading white people b u t ' 
the average white man, was more anx­
ious than a t present to be absolutely 
fa ir and ju st to the negro to see to it 
tha t the colored race in the South had 
better school facilities, better railroad , 
accomodations and adequate protec­
tion under the law. This is also true  , 
of the North.

“There was never a time when the ; 
South, and the N orth, too, saw more 
clearly the value of the negro as an 
economic factor in industrial o p e ra - : 
tions. 1 never knew a time when 
Southern white people felt more * 
chagrined and humiliated a t the aw- j 
ful crime of lynching than they do to ­
day and I never knew a time when 
they were more determ ined to put j 
down mob rule, w hether aimed at 
black or white, than now. Many of 
the leading papers of the South are ■ 
speaking out as never before against i 
all form s of injustice and unfairness 
to the colored race. j

“ We, North and South, should make 
up our minds th a t there is room ' 
enough, there is opportunity enough,! 
for colored and white to work peace­
fully and harmoniously here in Amor- !

Paris, Sept. 6.—“Are you interested 
in prohib ition?” is one question th a t 
the British passport control officers 
ask before vising American passports 
for the British Isles.

“Yes, I am in terested ,” replied a 
well known Chicagoan, who wished to 
proceed from Paris to London yester­
day. “Then I am sorry, but I can not 
vise your passport,” replied the B rit­
isher. “Things are so upset in Eng­
land now th a t the foreign offices^, ad­
vised us not to let any more pussy- 
footers get into England to s tir  up 
the people about prohibition.”

“ Oh, you m isunderstand me,” re ­
plied the Chicagoan. “ I am very much 
interested in prohibition— I am very 
much against it. I am going to E ng­
land on business not to try  to make 
England DRY.”

The two 
said they intended to take the m atter 
up with the assis tan t secretary  of 
sta te , F rank  Polk, but Mr. Polk has 
announced th a t those following the 
same tactics as Mr. Lansing did here 
—̂ h a t  now th a t he is a member of 
the peace commission and will have 
nothing to ,do  w ith the routine s ta te  
departm ent m atters.
