FIGHTINDICATED

Subject Bobs Up in Midst of
Railroad Bill

Washington, D. C., Dec. 17.—
Expressions that seemed to point
toward a re-opening of the peac®
treaty fight within a few. weeks
were voiced on the senate floor
today when the subject bobbed
up in the midst of consideration
of the railroad bill.

The symposium of views that
went into the record during the
brief debate included opinions
from virtually all factions of the
divided senate membership, but
they all struck a note of concil-
iation. Differing widely in their
suggestions for a solution they
stood together on the general
proposition that politics ought
to be forgotten and that the
senate acting independently of
executive opinion ought to do
something promntly to end sus-
pense and establish a state of
peace.

The discussion effected the
trend of negotiations which have
been in progress privately among
senators: for an agreement that
would get the question finally
out of the way. There was in-
creased activity in that direc-
tion during the day and some
of the leaders predicted s me
formal action early in the nev
year.

Senator Knox of Pennsylvan-
ia, a leader in the irreconcilable
republican. group of treaty op-
ponents and a member of the
foreign relations committee,
brought the subject to the floor
by another attempt to get before
the senate his two resolutions to
establish a state of peace. The
effort was blocked but he ob-
tained unanimous consent to
send the measure to the commit-
tee, where he expects to renew
his request for action.

A plea made by Senator Knox
for some form of a settlement,

was seconded by Senator Smith
of Georgia, a reservation demo-
crat who declared the time had
come to stop academic discus-
sion of who held up the treaty
and get together in a give and
take effort for compromise.

Action also was urged by Sen-
ator Nelson of Minnesota, one
of the mild reservation republi-
cans, and by Senator Myers of
Montana, a democrat who voted
last session for some resérva-
tions and - also for unreserved
ratification.

In the compromise negotia-
tions discussed in private con-
ferences the principal activity
seemed to be among the demo-
crats, the republican reserva-
tionists indicating that they
awaited some concrete proposal
from the other side of the aisle.
The democratic managers were
hopeful that such an agreement
soon would be reported, but they
predicted it would not take tan-
gible form until after the holi-
days.

today when the subject bobbed
up in the midst of consideration

of the railroad bill.

The symposium of views that
went into the record during the
brief debate included opinions
from virtually all factions of the
divided senate membership, but
they all struck a note of concil-
iation. Differing widely in their
suggestions for a solution they
stood together on the general
proposition that politics ought
to be forgotten and that the
senate acting independently of
executive opinion ought to do
something promotly to end sus-
pense and establish a state of
peace.

The discussion effected the
trend of negotiations which have
been in progress privately among
senators for an agreement that
would get the question finally
out of the way. There was in-
creased activity in that direc-
tion during the day and some
of the leaders predicted syme
formal action early in the new
year.

tice Brandeis, held in effect how-
ever, that the war invoked “dry”
period still may be terminated by
presidential proclamation of de-
mobilization.

Monday’s decision practically
swept away all hopes of a “wet”
Christmas, as the possibility of
the war time act being repealed
before the constitutional prohi-
bition becomes effective were

considered remote. The cases

decided were those of the Ken-
tucy Distilleries and Warehouse
company of Louisville, Ky., and
Dryfoos, Blum & Co., of New
York, instituted for the purpose
of compelling the government to
release whisky from bond. In
both cases the court denied con-
tention of Elihu Root and other
attorneys for the distillers that
the act, in violation of the con-
stitution, takes private property
without just compensation; that
the period of the war emergency
for which the act had passed had
terminated.

Had the president, on October
28 last, when he vetoed the Vol-
stead act, believed that demobili-
zation had terminated, the court
said, “he would doubtless have
issued a proclamation to that ef-
fect, for he had manifested a
strong conviction that restric-
tions upon the sale of liquor
should end.”

“Only by such proclamation
could the purpose of congress be
attained and the serious conse-

quences attending uncertainty!

be obviated.”

'Sanger, 76 years old, first vice
| president of Sanger Bros., Inc.,
'and head of the house of Sanger
:Bros. here, died suddenly this
|afternoon at his home, West
'Washington street. His death

resulted from a stroke of apo-
plexy which became apparent
jearly this morning. Mr. San-
'ger’s condition was not regard-
'ed as being critical until shortly
before he died. He was con-
'scious almost until the instant

'of death.

|  While no timie has been set

for the funeral, burial will prob-
‘ably- take place here next Sun-
'day afternoon, arrangements be-
'ing held in abeyance to await
'the arrival of one of his sons,
‘Isaac Sanger of New York.

The death of Mr. Sanger came
as a shock to the citizenship of
‘Waco, his illness being known
only to the family. The an-
nouncement of his dedath was
'made at a time when the San-
ger store here was crowded with
'holiday shoppers. All of these,
'with the employes, were assem-
‘bled on the first floor and told
that Mr. Sanger was dead.While
the sobs of employes were heard,
‘the assemblage of purchasers
left the store and the doors were
'immediately closed.

The mercantile career of Mr.
‘Sanger was synonymous with
the growth and progress of
| Waco. He came here March 4,
11873, and on that date the Waco

' Born in Obernbreit, province
of Franconia, kingdom of Ba-

GIGANTIC PLOT TO

Discovery of Arm_\" Blankets at
Brownsville Leads to Un-
covering Scheme.

San Antonio, Texas, Dec. 18.
—Existence of a widespread
plot to dispose of government
property stored in and around
San Antonio were disclosed

Thursday with the arrest of
three men in connection with the
disappearance. of groceries and
clothing valued-at thousands of
dollars from the army retail
store and the discovery of plans
to dispose of 13 airplanes to the
Mexican government.

The existence of the plot has
been known for some time and

While refusing to give out de-
tails of the results of the in-
vestigation, officials indicated
Thursday that they believed the
ramifications of the plot would
extend to practically every army |
camp around San Antonio and
that when the full extent of the
losses were known the value of
the loot would reach an enorm-
ous figure.
