FOR CROCKETT

Means Much to the Farmer— 
How it Came About— Five 

Thousand a Week.

“The manufacturers of wagons 
and agricultural implements of 
the United States must depend 
hereafter on East Texas for 
their hard wood timber.”

That most interesting state­
ment was made to the secretary 
last week by a gentleman who 
has for fifteen years been em­
ployed by the International Har-. 
vester Company in securing tim­
ber for their ever-increasing ac­
tivities in the manufacture of 
implements and all kinds of 
vehicles requiring immense 
quantities of such hardwood tim­
ber as Houston county possesses 
in quantity and when marketed 
to advantage means much in the 
upbuilding of the community.

The readers of our home pa­
pers are acquainted with the ef­
forts of the Commercial Club for 
the past three years trying to 
bring about a practical method 
of utilizing this valuable asset of 
ours so as to get the most out of 
it. Nearly every farmer in this 
county has some timber that he 
would like to dispose of for cash. 
Some of them have large tracts 
of special vkrieties that have 
heretofore formed the only ba­
sis for securing an outlet, and 
w’ould be the only ones to di­
rectly profit by securing any one 
of the various wood working 
factories that have from time 
to time been considered, but this 
time we have secured an avenue 
for the movement of our timber 
that takes it all, thus enabling a 
farmer to clear a piece of land 
and market practically every 
stick of it at prices he never 
thought possible heretofore.

One day last week Mr. S. J. 
Patton called at the club office 
to find out about our investiga­
tions in regard to hardwood 
timber that we had been making 
with a view of getting a stave 
factory located here, and in the 
course of the conversation that 
followed told us about a new in­
dustry that had been recently j 
established at Ratcliff to get out | 
wagon stock for the large imple­
ment manufacturers of the | 
north. His story was so inter-j 
esting that President Tow’ery i 
and Secretary Fisher decided to ' 
make a trip over to Ratcliff anJTi 
learn first-hand more about the 
matter. j

In just sixty minutes our car' 
stopped beside a little saw-mill 
outfit located on the railroad! 
track outside the town limits' 
and close to the enormously large | 
abandoned mill-house of the i 
great lumber company for which : 
the railroad was created manyj 
years ago, and which is now to; 
be taken up and abandoned since 
the saw-mill company has ceas­
ed operations.

The equipment of this new in­
dustry consisted of one small 
mill cutting up short logs into 
dimension stuff a few inches in 
diameter, and two other rip saw 
rigs used in trimming small 
hewn or split pieces intended for 
making wagons and implements. 
The trimming to standard sizes 
was for the purpose of saving 
freight in shipping to the factor­
ies in the north where the mater­
ial is converted to finishod prod­
ucts. All three rigs were pro­
pelled by gas or oil portable en­
gines ahd everything ifj the open, 
no buildings as yet having l^en 
constructed. We found Mr. J. 
D. Blackburn in cmrgre, the gen­

tleman referred to at the begin­
ning of this article, who has 
been in the service of the Inter­
national Harvester Company for 
fifteen years, going about the 
country in search of the right 
kind of timber required, and, 
when found, creating the neces­
sary channel through which to 
make it immediately available 
for the company he represents, 
just the same as he has done in 
this case.

A constant stream of ' farm 
wagons was arriving and un­
loading timber, keeping an ex­
pert busy checking and receiv­
ing the same, and another man 
was kept pretty busy making 
out checks to the farmers in 
payment for the load just de- 
Uv.ered, and Mr. Blackburn was 
some busy man himself. We saw 
him file a saw, cut and and fit a 
cylinder head gasket for one of 
the engines, start one that ap­
peared a little balky, and in­
struct the different crews in im­
portant features of their work, 
and with all this on his hands he 
found time to tell us much about 
the details of the business. Be­
fore we finished we arranged for 
a similar, if not a larger, branch 
to be opened in Crockett as soon 
as the machinery could be se­
cured.

Mr. Blackburn told us he was 
paying to the farmers, for ma­
terial such as we saw many 
loads, over five thousand dollars 
a week, and that some of the 
best informed men in town had 
told him this comparatively 
small concern was of more real 
value to the community, as far 
as distributing ready cash where 
it was most effective, than the 
big mill industry had been in its 
palmiest days. Understand, 
please, this is to be in addition 
to the stave factory we spoke of 
last week. We ^are going to 
have them both, and a handle 
factory, too.

Texas Fever Apears Among 
Kansas Cattle.

Topeka, Kan., Aug. 3.—Texas 
fever has appeared in three 
herds of beef cattle near Alma, 
Kan., Dr. Henry E. Graefe, in­
spector in charge of the United 
States bureau of animal industry 
for Kansas, announced Tuesday. 
The infected cattle came in a 
shipment from Dryden, Texas, 
he announced, and an investiga­
tion is now under way to deter­
mine whether or not they were 
infected by fever ticks from the 
cattle cars en route. Farmers 
at Alma are constructing vats to 
dip their cattle.

Simultaneously. ‘

Washington, Aug. 2.—The
new passenger fares probably 
will become effective August 20, 
and the advanced freight rates 
August 25, according to a pro­
gram outlined Monday night by 
Alfred P. Thom, general counsel 
for the Association of Railroad 
Executives. ,

Simultaneously with the ef­
fectiveness of passenger fares, 
the increases in the charges for 
Pullman travel and the new 
rates on excess baggage and 
milk also will be put in force.

Railroad rate experts have be­
gun the preparation of blanket 
rate schedules, increasing the 
transportation costs on a percen­
tage basis. These would be pre­
sented to the interstate com­
merce commission five days 
prior to the proposed effective 
dates.

The rate sheets would be sup­
plemented by printed tariffs 
containing fates for all terri­
tories and on all commodities as 
soon as the physical task of 
working out the multitudinous 
details can be accomplished. 
Until this work is done, local rail 
officials will compute the new 
rates and charges for their re­
spective territories on the basis 
of th^ existing rates plus the 
percentage increase authorized 
by the commission.

While this method of putting 
new rates into effect would be 
unusual, railroad officials point­
ed to the suggestion of the com­
mission that the higher charges 
be put in force “at as early a date 
as practicable.”

By putting the increased rates 
into effect prior to September 1, 
the drain on the treasury under 
the guarantee provisions of the 
transportation act likely will be 
ended before expiration of the 
government’s guarantee of earn­
ings to the roads. Officials es­
timated Monday that by Septem­
ber 1 the guarantee provisions 
would have cost the government 
approximately $650,000,000 for 
the six months since the passage 
of the present railroad law.

House Joint Resolution No. 1.

A joint resolution of the Legislature 
of the State of Texas, proposing 
an amendment to the constitution 
of the State by adding to Article 
16 thereof a new Section to be 
known as Section 60; providing for 
the compensation of public officials. 

Be it resolved by the Legislature of 
the State of Texas:
Section 1. That there is hereby 

added to Article XVI of the Constitu­
tion of the State of Texas, a new sec­
tion to be known as Section 60 of 
Article XVI of the Constitution. of 
the State of Texas, which shall read 
as follows:

Section 60. Compensation of Pub­
lic Officials: All State, district, 
county - and precinct officers within 
this State shall receive fls compensa­
tion for their services a salary, the 
amount of which, the terms and meth- 
od  ̂ of payment and the fond out of

which such payments shall be mude. 
shall be ascertained, declared and fix­
ed by the legislature from time to 
time; provided that the Legislature 
made make such exceptions as it may 
deem advisable.

This syection shall supersede all 
other provisions of this constitution 
fixing and declaring the compensation 
of officers by salary, fees or other­
wise and all provisions for salariea or 
other compensation for public officials, 
executive, legislative or judicial.

Sec. 2. The Governor of the State 
is hereby directed.to cause to be is­
sued his necessary proclamation for 
an election to be held on the first Tues: 
day after the first Monday in Novem­
ber, 1920, at which election thia 
amendment' shall be submitted to the 
qualified electors of this State for 
adoption or rejection and shall make 
the publication required by the con­
stitution and laws- of the State. Said 
election) shall be held under and in ac­
cordance with the General Election 
Laws of the State, and the ballots

for said election shall have print^ or 
written thereon in plain letters, the 
following words:

“ Official Ballot” “ For the amend­

New York, Aug. 4.— Low 
prices are reported to have caus­
ed a strike among the Eastern 
Long Island farmers.

In the interests of civilization 
and humanity the Baguio Dog 
Market should be abolished. 
Baguio is situated in the moun­
tainous district of northern 
Luzon in the Igorrote country. 
It is here that a weekly sale of 
dogs takes place which presents 
a score of misery, cruelty and 
degradation.. 'The dogs are pur­
chased to be eaten—a practice 
that; is little less than savagery 
and must pass away before a peo­
ple or nation, however pro­
gressive, will considered fit 
for independence and self-gov­
ernment.

'The Igorrotes, who are repre­
sentatives of the early Malay im­
migration, were not long ago 
head-hunters. 'They have since 
been led to adapt themselves to 
more civilized habits, but still re­
tain a fondness for dog flesh. It 
is not so much this practice, 
however, that is to be deprecat­

ed, revolting as it may be, but 
the barbarously cruel processes 
to which the dogs are subjected 
ere they reach the state which 
best suits the Igorrote’s taste or 
appetite.

The dogs are supplied from the 
lowlands, principally by the 
llocanos, and every week droves 
of these miserable, starving ani­
mals are led, driven and dragged 
into the market-place of Baguio. 
Some are tied to bamboo poles to 
prevent them from biting one an­
other or escaping; some have on 
stout and torturng muzzles of 
rope; some whose jaws are bound 
with wire, causing continuous 
pain and blood dropping. Some­
times when a dog’s strength 
gives out he is dragged and 
bumped along the road, for such 
condition will not affect his 
saleability from the epicurean 
standpoint of the Igorrote.

The spectacle at the Market of 
these weary, wistful and 
emaciated dogs is one of extreme 
misery, and their sorrowful wail­
ings often disturb the devotions 
of people at the church nearby. 
It is on Sundays that the Dog 
Market takes place.

Nor do the miseries and suffer­
ings of the dogs end at the mar­
ket-place. A more cruel and pro­
longed agony still awaits the un­
fortunates. The Igorrote likes 
his dog as thin and bony as pos­
sible; hence, on arival at home 
the dog is tied and kept in a 
state of semi-starvation until 
near the time when he is to be 
served up. As a sort of prema­
ture stuffing a huge feed of part­
ly-cooked rice is given the gaunt 
and ravenous victim and he is 
permitted to eat his fill. A short 
time is now allowed to elapse 
while the gastric juices are at 
work, and just before full diges­
tion is reached the dogs are 
beaten for an hour or more with 
blunt clubs, to make the flesh 
more tender. If still alive at the 
end of this cruel ordeal the dog’s 
throat is cut and the contents of 
the stomach removed. 'This mess 
forms a gastronomic delicacy of 
which the semi-civilized Igor­
rotes are fond.'

The time is at hand whefi the 
cruelties involved in this ancient 
and barbarous custom should be 
brought to an end. The govern­
ing powers of the Islands have 
thus far deemed it inadvisable to 
pass a peremptory law on the 
subject lest the ire of the Igor­
rotes be aroused overmuch. 
'There is a strong sentiment, 
moreover, increasing among the 
Filipinos and other residents 
which demands that the cruelties 
be restricted, whether or not the 
Igorrotes’ tastes be reformed. 
The real offenders are those who 
deliberately cultivate and sup-
