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ROBERT LEE HENRY 
SPEAKS AT CROCKETT

Hon. Robert Lee Henry of 
Waco, candidate for the United 
States senate, spoke at the 
court house in Crockett on Wed­
nesday evening of last week, ac­
cording to appointment. He was 
introduced by Captain N. H. 
Phillips, who had intimately 
known the speaker for many 
years. Captain Phillips former­
ly lived in Mr. Henry’s congress­
ional district and he well remem­
bered some of the campaigns he 
had gone through when Mr. 
Henry was always the nominee. 
Congressman Henry served for 
twenty years in the national 
house of representatives, a 
period of ten consecutive terms. 
In his first race for congress he 
was opposed by Hon. Cullen 
Thomas, who is now his oppon­
ent in the race for United States 
senator. He was afterward op­
posed by equally as strong men, 
but never suffered defeat in his 
congressional district. Captain 
Phillips, in his introductory re­
marks, said that no mistake 
would be made should Bob Hen­
ry receive the nomination and 
election for United States sen­
ator.

Mr. Henry reviewed briefly his 
record in congress, declaring 
that the records were open for 
the most searching investiga­
tion. On account of the limited 
time and the question covering 
such a wide scope, he did not 
into the tariff question He said 
that inasmuch as the 7bth 
amendment (the prohibition 
amendment) is now the law of 
the land, he is in favor of its 
being strengrthened by such 
legislation as the Volstead act 
and would oppose any amend­
ment that would weaken the 
law. He said he was not in fa­
vor of refunding the war debts 
of the European countries, but 
that he was in favor of collect­
ing these debts and applying 
them to the payment of the sol­
diers' bonus. He favored an 
amendment to the Esch-Cum- 
mings transportation act, af­
fecting the interstate commerce 
laws, which would restore to the 
railroad commissions of the dif­
ferent states their fonne»* au­
thority in the matter of regu­
lating freight rates and ship­
ments. He said the farmers and 
merchants were now greatly de­
pressed by the high freight 
rates and that further relief 
would have to come through 
congressional enactment, as the 
railroad commissions of the dif­
ferent states had been shorn c f 
much of their authority. He 
deplored the present tendency 
toward the setting up of a cen­
tralized government at Washing­
ton and advocated a return to 
the democratic doctrine of 
states’ rights and a government 
by and for the people. He believ- 
^  his twenty years’, experience 
in congrress would aid him in 
furthering in the senate the 
things he advocated, as he 
was familiar with the working 
details and knew personally 
many of the senators.

He said he was in favor of 
amending the regional banking 
laws until adequate relief could 
be gdven the farmer and stock- 
raiser. He favored a return to 
old-time principles of economy 
in government and the abolition 
of all unnecessary offices and 
commissions. He claimed to be 
nothing but a plain, old-fashion­
ed democrat, standing on the 

 ̂same principles of economy in

government on which the party 
was founded.

He said that he had never en­
tertained a private view on a 
public question, and that as the 
Dallas News, Father Crane and 
Senator Culberson had injected 
the Ku Klux question into the 
campaign, making it a public 
question, they found him with­
out a private view. ‘̂Yes, I am 
a klansman,”  he said. ’ ’Let me 
say to you, my fellow citizens,” 
he continued, ’ ’that the great 
foundation sill of Americanism 
underneath the tenets and prin­
ciples of the klan abundantly 
justifies its organization and 
perpetuation. What this coun­
try needs is a real klansman and 
several of them in the United 
States senate. They were never 
more needed than now. The spirit 
of Americanism is being revived 
and the people everywhere are 
demanding 100 per cent Ameri­
canism in all walks of life and 
would rejoice to see it exempli­
fied in the selection of a United 
States senator from Texas. Af­
ter the civil war we had some 
glorious klansmen in the United 
States senate. We had one from 
Waco. Richard Coke was sent 
from the office of governor to 
the United States senate. He 
was a klansman of old. General 
Sam Bell Maxey, an old-time 
klansman, became a .senator 

jfrom Texas. Virginia elected 
; Major John Warwick Daniel 
I as her klansman from the Old 
Dominion. The Tar Heel state 

[elected her favorite klansman, 
,old Zeb Vance, to adorn a seat in 
the United States senate. Ten- 

[nessee was proud to use the ser- 
• vices of Governor Isham G. Har­
ris and General William B. Bate 
as old-time klansmen, to lead the 
fight in the United States senate 
for Anglo-Saxon civilization and 
white supremacy in the south.” 
The speaker was frequently in­
terrupted with applarse, the au­
dience seeming to be with him 
all the way through. It was 
evident that he made a most fa­
vorable impression on his hear­
ers.

What the Former A . & M. Presi­
dent W rites in the Rusk 

County News.

PROTECTION IS THE WORD.
The bankers of Texas in their state 

convention went on record for prot^- 
tion. Their argument is that so long: 
as the tariff is a policy o f the govern­
ment they want to see all products of 
the southwest, including agrricultural, 
mineral and all other things, given 
protection equal to that afforded the 
products of other sections of the coun­
try. That is the doctrine pure and 
simple of the American people. When 
General Hancock was nominated for 
president by the democrats he declar­
ed that the tariff was a local ques­
tion, but the idea o f protection has 
grown until now it ^  a national ques­
tion. And the argument o f the bank­
ers is about the most honest and can­
did plea that has ever been offered. 
One argument put forth in congress 
is that since ninety per cent of all the 
business transacted in the United 
States is purely domestic, there is no 
reason why we should not put up the 
bars and keep the rest of the world 
out altogether. But nothing is more 
certain in legislative matters than 
the fact that this congress is going 
to pass a protection bill, the stoutest 
ever enacted in these United States. 
They no longer call it a tariff, but 
declare that it is protection, protec­
tion to all the people whether they 
have anything to protect or not. In 
other days the east led in all tariff 
matters, but the leadership for pro­
tection has been transferred to the 
mountains and plains o f the west. 
Senator McCumber from North Da­
kota has charge o f the tariff bill, 
and all the republicans from that far 
western section are for protection, 
and the enthaisiasm and zeal with 
which they are whooping it up is a 
wonder. AH the democrats can hope 
to do is to make speeches and record 
a minority vote. Many of the sena­
tors, however, on both sides, are pay­
ing very little attention to the de­
bates, as it is hard to maintain a 
quorum. Many roll calls on amend­
ments offered by a few democrats 
show a bare quorum, just enough re­
publicans present to be sure o f vot­
ing them down.

If the measure is half as bad as

the democrats say it is, the sooner it 
can be submitted to the people the 
better for the whole country, because 
it can be made one o f the issues in 
the fall election, and the voters can 
then render a verdict upon it, and if 
they reject it, congress may revise it 
next year. If it is as good as the re­
publicans say it is, we need *it this 
very minute.

About ane hundred years ago Henry 
Clay said that the question o f free 
trade and protection would never be 
settled until it was settled in favor 
of protection. From the way the boys 
are now clamoring for protection on 
something or other from every state 
in the Union, it would appear that 
Henry Clay knew what he was talk­
ing about. The thing, as we see it, 
is driving rapidly to a time when 
the politicians will be vying with 
each other as to who is the greatest 
protectionist in the land, the same as 
prohibition and woman suffrage, for 
instance.

THE WAY OF THE 
HARD.

FARMER IS

Congressman Thomas U. Sissons, 
of Mississippi, discussed recently in 
the House of Representatives the im­
portance of cheaper money for the 
farmer. He favors an amendment to 
the Farm Loan Law increasing the 
purposes for which a farmer may 
borrow money, at a low rate of inter­
est, for a long period. In other words, 
he says that a farmer should have 
the same right to borrow money to 
save his farm that he has to buy it 
with.

It is a difficUtT'question to settle 
by law the lipiitations, bounds, pur­
poses and amounts of money which 
can safely be loaned on land, and the 
danger is that congress may go too 
far in that direction. However, Con­
gressman Sisson made some truthful 
remarks in his argument, which should 
be taken into consideration in dealing 
with the present situation o f the far­
mer. The following excerpts from 
his speech apply generally to the far­
mers o f our country:

“ During the days of high-priced 
farm products many farmers incurr­
ed debts that were not perhaps for 
agricultural purposes. Some of these 
farmers, having for the first time in 
life money or credit sufficient with 
which, we will say, to .buy a Ford car, 
went in debt and bought one, fum  
ishing for the very first time an op­
portunity for his hard-working life 
companion to break the dull mono­
tony of life by taking a little trip 
to some near-by town or city. Per­
haps it was bad business judgment

TO ORGANIZE

MUSCLE SHOAl^ 
OFFERS TURNED 

DOWN BY BODY
Counter Plan Sngfeated to Ev­

ery Bidder; Ford W as Near­
est to Winning.

Washington, lia y  27.— ^Bidders 
competing for development by 
private enterprise o f the govern­
ment $106,000,000 war initiated 
projects at Muscle Shoals, Ala., 
were given their answers Satur­
day by the house military com- 
ndttee in the form o f a counter 
proposal framed by the com­
mitteemen.

None of the offers submitted 
by the bidders and forwarded to 
congress by Secretary Weeks 
f<H* final decision was found ac- 

I ceptable. That made by Henry 
Ford came closest to winning 
the award in that it was made 
the basis on which the committee 
built its reply. The committee 
acted in a way, it was explained, 
which will leave its decision sub- 

: ject to acceptance by any per­
son or interest willing to meet 
its terms and which will pei*mit 
it, at the same time to support 
its counter proposal before the 
house when the subject of Mus­
cle Shoals is acted on in that 
body.

No time was lost by the bid­
ders in calling for their ans­
wers. W . B. Mayo, chief engi­
neer of Bfr. Ford, was the flirat 
to receive a copy of the com­
mittee’s ]4ans. He, representa- 

^ v e s  of the Alabama Power coqi* 
pany, Frederick Engstrum and 
Chiurles Parsons, makers of the 
other bids, were asked to advise 
the committee early next week 
whether they would accept the 
proposal. Mr. Mayo said he 
would confer with Mr. Ford in 
Detroit before giving an answer 
and left here for that purpose 
shortly afterward.

Some committee members 
were represented as being con­
fident that the plan worked out 
by the committee would be ac­
cepted by Mr. Ford despite the 
elimination of the Gorgas, Ala., 
steam plant from the properties 
to be disposed of with ^uscle  
Shoals. Others, howeveSr, ap- 

' i^rently lacked the confidence 
vfheir colleagues evidenced in this 
regard and called attention to 

repeated declarations of Mr. 
Mayo and other witnesses for 
Mr. Ford that Mr. Ford’s offer 

to be accepted ” as a whole 
and not in lawt.”

Care was exercised by the com­
mitteemen to keep the details of 
l^eir plan a secret until the bid­

ders had received it, including 
Mr. Ford in Detroit. It was un­
derstood, however, that the plan 
was in effect the Forrd modified 
offer and differed only in the 
language added by the com­
mittee, replacing in many para­
graphs that which was struck 
out in order to insert committee 
amendments.

In brief, the committee alter­
ations were represented as be­
ing chiefly important with re­
spect to the Ford offer in that 
they eliminated the Gorgas 
plant, required a paid up cash 
capita of $10,000,000 or more 
for the operating company to 
be created for developing the 
shoals, made compulsory the 
yearly prodction of finished 
commercial fertilizers on the 
basis o f 40,000 tons of fixed 
nitrogen and specified the man­
ner of appointment of the dir­
ecting board of seven members 
whose duty would be to exam­
ine the company’s books and 
prevent the ^ e  of fertilizers at 
profits exceding 8 per cent of 
coat of production.

The provision of the Ford pro­
posal fixing 100 years as the 
lease period for the Wilson dam 
and other ^projects not purchas­
ed outright by the Detroit manu­
facturer remained unchanged 
in the committee draft, it was 
understood, as well as the pro­
visions relating to the financial 
phases of the proposed transac­
tion. In this connection it was 
recalled that Secretary W eeks’ 
one recommendation to, congress 
made when he transmitted the 
Ford offer there was in opposi­
tion to the 100-year lease.

The bill drafted by former 
Representative Lloyd of Missouri 
And introduced in the senate by 
Senator Norris o f Nebraska at 
request of J. H . Levering, Los 
Angeles engineer, was introduc­
ed in the house t ^ a y  by Repre­
sentative Morin, republican, 
Pennsylvania, and proposes semi- 
govemmental ownership and op­
eration of Muscle Shoals.

A Boay Time in East Texas.

Dallas, Texas, May 27.—Dele­
gates from fifteen counties in 
southeast Texas met at Teneha 
on May 9 and delegates from 
eighteen counties in northeast 
Texas met at Mt. Pleasant on 
May 11 to consider the advisa­
bility of organizing a syrup 
growers’ association.

H. S. Paine of the bureau of 
chemistry of the United States 
Department of Agriculture at­
tended both meetings and dis­
cussed the marketing of syrup.

G. H. Alford, secretary of the 
farm bureau; H. H. Williamson, 
state agent of county agent 
work; M. E. Mays, marketing 
specialist of extension service; 
D. R. Bolin, marketing special­
ist of state warehouse and 
markets department; A. W. 
Buchanan and J. E. Stanford, 
district agents; Miss Helen Hig­
gins, state agent, and several 
county ageqts, among them R. 
R. Morrison of Crockett, at­
tended the meetings and took a 
leading part in the discussions.

The delegates from the dif­
ferent counties were producers 
of ribbon cane syrup, and after 
several hours discussion, at each 
meeting, decided to organize a 
marketing association on the 
Texas Farm Bureau plan. The 
sign up is to be finished on or 
before August 1.

The delegates from each 
county will secure and furnish 
to the delegates at the next 
meeting, -to be held at Longview 
on June 7., an estimate of the 
probable number of gallons of 
syrup that will be signed up in 
his counity. The United States 
Bureau of Chemistry will secure 
and supply data relative to the 
cost of equipping plants of dif­
ferent capacities and the farm 
bureau will secure data on the 
size and number of plants nec­
essary to handle syrup and also 
data on freight rales.

The necessary information will 
be in hand when the organiza­
tion committee meets at -Long­
view on June 7 to enable them to 
decide on the number and size 
of .plfuits necessary to properly 
handle the 1922 production.

Austin, Texas, May 27.—Sev­
enty-eight persons were killed 
in railroad grade crossing acci­
dents in 1921, and 257 injured, 
according to reports to the state 
railroad commission announced 
today in connection with the four 
months “careful crossing” cam­
paign of the American Railway 
association.

The railroad commission, in a 
statement addressed “ to the peo­
ple of Texas^” declared that re­
ports on file show that many of 
the accidents which have oc-1 
curred at railroad crossings, j 
particularly since the use of thei 
automobile has become common,! 
are due to the carelessness and I 
inattention of the drivers of ve- | 
hides. The automobile casualty 
list on grade crossings is nearly 
90 per cent of the total number 
of accidents and killings.

The railroad commission’s re­
port shows the following num­
ber, and kind of railroad cross­
ing accidents for 1921, togeth­
er with the number killed and 
injured:

Automobile accidents, number 
136; 78 killed, 189 injured. Bi­
cycle accideifts, number 3; 1
killed, 2 injured. Street car ac- 
dents, number 3; 1 killed, 2 in­
jured. Wagon accidents, num­
ber 30; 7 killed, 21 injured. 
Buggy accidents, number 8; 5 
killed, 3 injured. Hack accidents, 
number 1; 0 killed, 1 injured. 
Tractor engine accidents 1; 0 
killed, 1 injured. Pedestrian ac­
cidents, number 20, 10 killed,
10 injured. Employment acci­
dents, number 1; 0 killed, 1 in­
jured. Miscellaneous accidents, 
0 killed, 1 injured. Total num­
ber accidents 360; killed 103, in­
jured 257.
