Yours of the 25th instant is 
at hand, giving the names of 
the officers of the County Farm 
Bureau Sweet Potato Associa­
tion.

I have noted from the news­
paper reports the growth of the 
movement in Houston and other 
counties in ray district, as well 
as in the adjoining ones, for put­
ting upon the market, in an ef­
ficient way, the highest grade 
of sweet potatoes successfully 
grown in east Texas.

In fact, I do not believe that 
many people appreciate how fine 
they are. The variety of sweet 
potatoes which are found 
throughout the north and east, 
as well as the western, part of 
the United States are those hard 
and dry without the high con­
tent of sugar which is found in 
the east Texas sweet potato.

I have been deeply interested 
in seeing an organiz^ effort de­
veloped for marketing the best 
grade of the east Texas potato, 
not only throughout Texas, but 
the country at large, and I am 
delighted, as stated, to obseiwe 
that such organization is now 
being accomplished.

Of course, not only an excel­
lent sweet potato must be grown 
and well graded, but the public 
outside of communities like bur 
own, which know the food val­
ue and delicious chan^ter of a 
fine sweet potato, must be in­
formed as far as possible of the 
number of appetizing dishes 
which may be made from sweet 
potatoes and the different meth­
ods of cooking and preparing 
the same. /

While traveling front/ S t 
Louie to Texas not long ago, I

met on the train a gentleman 
who informed me that he was a 
large dealer of produce in the 
former city and that he was ac­
customed to handling some of 
the Texas products, among 
which were tomatoes, Texas on­
ions and some sweet potatoes.

The tomatoes from east Tex­
as, he stated, were usually re­
ceived in splendid condition, 
were well packed and well crat­
ed and sorted and as the ship­
ments were early ones, it was 
possible to market them readily 
and to build up a growing de­
mand for them. He stated that 
tomatoes were also receive l̂ 
from another section of the 
state, but that they were not 
well crated or -sorted and that 
in the same crate will be found 
tomatoes which were picked 
green and some which were 
picked almost ripe with the re­
sult that frequently upon re­
ceipt of the shipment many of 
the tomatoes were overripe, 
the crates found to be leaking 
and the value of the shipment 
greatly lessened and demand de­
stroyed.

He also stated that the Tex­
as sweet potatoes were not re­
ceived early enough in St. Louis 

I to command the best price as 
ithey came in competition with 
potatoes from other states and 
there was not enough distinction 
between the sweet potatoes 
from the various sources to give 
Texas sweet potatoes an advan­
tage in the late shipment.

These were all matters, I am 
sure, which are receiving the 
attention of the Farm Bureau 
Sweet Potato Association as 
well as yourself and other coun­
ty agents, and I sincerely hope 
that all difficulties in achieving 
the greatest success in this work 
wiR readily be overcome and 
that through the system of co­
operative marketing, which is 
greatly encouraged by the gov- 
,ernment and which I had the 
pleasure of assisting in passing 
through congress, the hopes of 
tall will be fully realized.

nian quarter has been burned. 
The dead lie about. The bay, 
which covers an area of 50 
acres, still carries on its surface 
the poor remnants of those who 
were massacred or sought to 
escape the ruthlessness of the 
foe.

On the water front crouch 
hundreds of survivors who fear 
death in another form at the 
hands of the soldiery; there are 
no boats to take them off.

Out of 300,000 Christians 
crowding the city prior to the 
descent of the Turlcs, only 60,- 
000 have been evacuated. Ke- 
malist officials have informed 
the American relief workers 
that the return of the Chris­
tians to the city meant instant 
death.

Mr. Laughlin, president of 
the American college, was beat­
en severely by Turkish 'irregu­
lars and his clothes and money 
seized. He attributes his es­
cape from death to the fact 
that he can speak Turkish and 
worked a ruse on the Turks,

E. M. Fisher and E. 0. Ja­
cob, directors of the Y. M. C. A., 
were held up and robbed by 
Turkish soldiers, and, when at­
tempting escape, were fired 
upon. The shots, however, 
went wild and they reached a 
place of safety.

A temporary American con­
sulate in charge of Vice Consul 
Maynard D. Barnes has been 
established on a quay at the 
end of town. The stars and 
stripes is the only foreign flag 
ashore.

The American destroyers 
Lawrence, Edsall and Simpson 
are still here; their officers and 
crew have been practically with­
out sleep for five days and are 
doing gallant work. The only 
American property which es­
caped destruction were the 
Standard Oil plant and two to­
bacco warehouses in the out­
skirts of the city,

New York, Sept. 15.— As a 
protest against paying what he 
believed exhorbitant prices for 
coal and steel, Henry Ford yes­
terday began closing his indus­
try, but today started up again, 
having secured a supply of 
.cheaper coal.

With the suspension complete 
when the last shift of workers 
left yesterday approximately 
100,000 men would have been 
idle indefinitely. The plants af­
fected include the five factories 
around Detroit, and numerous 
assembling stations throughout 
the country. Other concerns, 
the output of which goes chiefly 
to the Ford company, also are 
expected to suspend operations.

In announcing the contem­
plated closing, Mr. Ford declar­
ed no coal shortage existed, that 
brokers were holding enough 
coal to supply the needs of the 
country, and that the public was 
being "gouged” by the dealers. 
He also criticized methods of 
government agencies in appor­
tioning coal.

The first lay off of men oc­
curred last midnight, when 
about 18,000 workers turned in 
their tools and were told not to 
return until notified. Two 
thousand men are to be retained 
at this plant, to fire the coke 
ovens, which can not be allowed 
to cool.

At the Highland Park plant 
the night force received the 
same notice given the steel 
workers. The day and early 
night forces were to be checked 
out similarly.

The remainder of the workers 
affected are employes of the 
Dearborn Tractor Factory, the 
Lincoln plant, a factory at 
Northville, and those in cities 
outside Michigan.

Most of the factories likely to 
be affected by the closing of 
Ford industries, through the 
loss of their chief market, are 
located in Detroit or nearby 
Michigan cities. They manu­
facture various parts and ac­
cessories.

SENATOR WATSON, 
FIERY GEORCIAN, 

DIES SUDDENLY

STRICTER COLLECE 
ENTRANCE FAVORED,

Washington, Sept. 26.— Another
powerful and picturesque figure 
passed from public life in death to­
day of Senator Thomas E. Watson of 
Georgia. His death, which occurred 
at 2:40 o'clock this moiuing, was 
sudden and unexpected, according to 
physicians, resulting from an attack 
of asthma.

The senator had been a ' sufferer 
for several weeks from the disease 
and only last Sunday experienced an 
acute attack. Two physicians and 
a n u ^  weie at the b esid e  when the 
end came, but the widow, who is in 
ill health, and other relatives were at 
the home in Thomson, Ga., for which 
Mr. Watson had planned to depart 
today for the conanressional recess.

For 40 years Senator Watson had 
been active in politics, a national as 
well as state figure. He was nom­
inated by the populist party for pres­
ident in 1904 after receiving its vice- 
presidential nomination in 1896. He 
was a populist member of the house 
o f representatives in 1891-1893. In 
1920, he was elected senator, as he 
said, on an "anti-Wilson, anti-league 
(of nations) and anti-war measures’*

term would have expired March 3,

SUMPTUARY LAWS.

DR. HOPKINS DECLARES TOO 
MANY OF ONE KIND OF , 

STUDENTS.

Washington, Sept. 30.—An inter­
esting discussion is in progress 
among Eastern educators over the 
sUtement o f President E. M. Hop­
kins o f Dartmouth College that "too 
many men are going to college.” 
While some educators are in strict 
disa^eement with President Hop­
kins’  ̂statement, Dr. Sidney E. Mezes, 
president o f  the City College of New 
York, and former president of Texas 
University, disagrees with the opin­
ion only in part. Dr. Mezes disa­
grees with the illustrious educator 
entirely if the latter means to imply 
that the country is getting too many 
college-trained men. In this respect. 
Dr. Mezes thinks the country can 
not have too many well trained men.

"But I think he is talking of those 
persons who are actually In college 
but ought not be there,” Dr. Mezes 
is quoted by the New York Times, 
referring to Dr. Hopkins' sUtement. 
"W e are getting too m/my of one 
kind of students, and too few o f an­
other. Many persons of great capa­
city and industry are not goin^ to 
college, and others who have neither 
capacity nor industry are going. I 
suppose one reason that those o f ca­
pacity and industry do not go is that 
they do not have the money or op­
portunity at the right time.

"What I^sident Hopkins says of 
character is true. We do not want 
drones or idlers, or those who can 
not profit by the training, but col­
leges should be open to all those 
who can profit.”

President Mezes is reported by 
the TimM as saying that the process 
o f weeding out the unfit or those 
who neglect their studies was going 
on all the time in colleges, and he 
told o f the efforU at City College 
to apply entrance requirements strict­
ly so that the work of the college 
might have the highest effect. He 
related the physical tests, the sUn- 
dard of admission one the ground of 
studies and recommendation on the 
grounds of good character.

“ The country needs many more 
college-trained men,”  Dr. Mezes con­
tinued, "because the complicated 
problems today require not only in­
telligence, but training and know- 
le<^e as well.”

while some o f other educators 
agree with Dr. Mezes' sUtement that 
Dr. Hopkins' version was applicable 
to Mrsons unfit to be in college, 
still other persons arc inclined to 
disagree entirely with the theory 
advanced. S. S. McClure, the pub­
lisher, is quoted by the Times as 
believing in surrounding the youth 
"with UmpUtions to do good”  and 
that the good tempUtions could be 
found in colleges.

“You can not tell in their youth 
who are going to be the leaders,” 
said Mr. McClure. “ We have twenty- 
nine presidenU of the United SUtes, 
and nineteen o f them were college 
nien. Among the other ten who had 
no college training were Washington 
and Lincoln. That is one difficulty 
you would meet in any attempt to 
single out the intellectually eager 
and alert.”

In connection with the opinions 
it is inUresting to note that" Har­
vard, which opened iU 287th year 
Sept. 26, had an enrollment which 
will i^ach about 6,000 studenU, ex­
ceeding all previous records.

The Pont expressed the view a fort­
night ago that the nomination of 
Peddy for United States senator by 
the republican committee was not 
legal, and that the attorney general 
would so hold when the matter was 
submitted to him for decision.

It required no professional pro­
fundity to reach such a conclusion, in 
the face o f the plain provisions of 
the act o f 1913. The attorney gen­
eral could have rendered no other o- 
pinion, unless the law itself were fla­
grantly unconstitutional, which be 
does not believe. ^

The alleged democrats who are so 
deeply interested in the republican 
candidate for the senate now nave the 
right to apply to supreme court for 
a writ o f mandamus, and The Post 
has no doubt that the court will up­
hold both the act of 1913 and the at­
torney general's opinion.

The act o f 1913 provides that all 
party nominations for United States 
senator shall be made in a primary 
election. If the law with resoect to 
the nomination for senators differs in 
some respects from that governing 
the nomtination of State officers, it is 
in the respect that the newer law is 
better, and the older law ought to be 
amended so as to require all party 
nominations to be made in a primary 
election, instead of the convention 
privilege given to small parties.

The law did not contemplate such 
a condition as recently has arisen, in 
which the republican machine, con­
spiring with bolters from the demo­
cratic party, has sought to farm out 
a position on the republican ticket 
to one who claims to be a democrat 
and who. participated in the demo­
cratic primary as a democirat.

No republican right has been sac­
rificed by the opinion of the attor­
ney iraneral, and the law was never 
intended to encourage such fraud and 
trickery as that attempted by the 
Dallas conspiracy.

The effort of the Creager committee

to abuse its authority in an attempt 
to throw the republican vote to one 
of another political faith is a species 
o f bossiam and trickery that the law 
expressly prohibits, and its prohibi- 
fion of such immorality is not Klan 
influence, but inherent righteousness 
of the law.

The whole spirit of the law, as 
faulty and unsatisfactory as many of 
its provisions are, is against dirty 
politics such as the Dallas conspiracy 
has attempted to inject in the cam­
paign. If those resfionsible for the 
treachery and trickery were endow­
ed with anything resembling a sense 
of proportion they might be grateful 
that the law has afforded them an 
escape from their folly, for the pub­
lic condemnation that the November 
election has in store for them is cer­
tain to teach them a wholesome les­
son, if they ever regain sufficient po­
litical consciousness to comprehend it.

So far as the people—democrats 
and republicans—are concerned, they 
consider the campaign virtually end­
ed except for the noise irtade by dis­
gruntled politicians who have nothing 
to do but nurse their own grudges, 
rave at their own obsessions or revel 
in the hallucination that what they 
do, say or think is impressing a com­
monwealth concerned with the serious 
affairs of life.— Houston Post.

STATE ADMINISTRATION 
SCORED IN REPORT OF 

GRAND JURY.

Marion, 111., Sept. 23.— 'The spec­
ial grand jury investigating the 22 
killings at the Lester strip mine June 
21 and 22 today returned 152 addi­
tional indictments, bringing the to­
tal to 214. In a partial report it 
censured the “ State administration,” 
Adjutant Black, of Illinois, Sheriff 
Melvin Thaxton, of Williamson (this) 
county, and “ local police.”

The jury after making its report, 
recessed until October 23.

'The report declared tibe “ State 
admmstration undoubtedly realized 
the acute situation at Herrin," and 
asserted the “ adjutant general’s o f­
fice and the sheriff alternated in 
passing responsibility, neither taking 
decisive action to prevent disorders 
and protect property.”

“ The atrocities and cruelties of the 
murders,” the report emphasizes, “ are 
beyond the power of words to de­
scribe. A mob is always cowardly, 
but the savagely o f this m<^ in its 
relentless brutality is almost unbe- 
lieveablt. The indignities heaped 
upon the dead did not end until their 
bodies were interred in unknown 
graves.”

The jury returned a total of 44 in­
dictments for murder, 58 for con­
spiracy, to commit murder, 58 for 
noting and 54 for assault to murder.

The report stated a telegram from 
John L. Lewis, president o f the Uait - 
ed Mine Workers of America, was one 
of the esuses of the riot. The tele-
fram was to State Senator Wm.

income, adding to his boundless
wealth $600,000 a day through the
busy season, is probably unequaled in 
all history.

“ Profits before taxes for 1922 will 
exceed $126,000,000. After taxes they 
will be $110,000,000, about $100 a 
car. With these earnings the Ford 
Motor Company could be capitalised 
at $2,000,000,000 and pay 6 per cent 
on that capital.

“ Ford condemns bankers, but with 
$180,000,000 cash he himself is the 
largest individual banker in the coun­

world, and Henry Ford has yet to 
take that distinction away from him, 
according to James A. Davis, one of 
the best known financial authorities 
in the Middle West.

But Ford, Davis said, is the second 
richest man beyond a doubt.

Rockefeller, 
in Davis* opinion, far surpasses Ford 
in all these things.
