President Warns the Delegates
Against Slander in Air

Programs.

Washington, Oct. 8.—Presi-
dent Coolidge in a talk to dele-

gates to the third national radio
conference who vcalled at the
White House Wednesday said
government control of the air
must be maintained “with the
widest degree of freedom.”

The delegates were thanked by
the president for their co-opera-
tion with the administration in
developing and controlling the
radio which he said “is a fresh
evidence that the genius for
progress has not left the Ameri-
can people, and that our citizens
can be relied upon to conduct
their own business in a way best
calculated to promote the public
welfare.”

Describing the radio as one of
“our greatest blessings, properly
safeguarded,” Mr. Coolidge de-
clared it should render possible
a more complete understanding
of national problems and “bring
to the fireside large contribu-
tions towards entertainment and
education.” As a result of its
possibilities, he said the radio
had a most intricate relation-
ship to the government, adding
that Secretary Hoover had in-
sisted that the government re-
tain control of the other, that
“the fundamental rights may be
kept in the hands of the people.”

We have not believed this was
consistent with American insti-
tutions, but we believe that free-
dom in development in these
matters would secure wider use
of the art and more perfection in
its conduct, and above this we
have been prepared to trust our
people to preserve the high
standards and ideals which must
accompany this great agency of
communication.”

IN INFECTED AREAS

Ranches Soon to Get_'
Wild Animals.

Houston, Tex., Oect. 10.—
Slaughter of ‘“contact” cattle,
exposed to the foot and mouth
disease in Harris County, was

finished when the reports came
in from the slaughter pens to-
night, government officials said
today.
cattle have been killed and bur-
ied, but that number represents
practically every available cow
of the herds known to have been
infected and those exposed to
the disease.

It is thought likely that some
few of the open range herds may
have straggled off or have hid-
den in the underbrush. Inspec-
tors will continue to search the
range for several days, with or-
ders to shoot and bury at once
any cow found.

Early next week the work of
sprinkling poison on the range
and the ranches where the dis-
ease was found will be started.
This poison will be laid out to
kill wild animals that might
carry germs from one place to
another on hides and furs. In
some parts of the range the

.| grass will be burned off. Build-

ings where the cattle have been
will be thoroughly disinfected
also.
