TO BUILD FROM WEL­
DON TO WACO.

Washington, Oct. 1.—In sub­
mitting to the Interstate Com­
merce Commission Tuesday an 
application for permission to ex­
tend the Waco, Beaumont, Trin­
ity & Sabine Railway from Wel­
don, Houston county, to Waco, a 
distance of 109 miles, Col. R. C. 
Duff of Houston, president of 
the company, called attention to 
the agreement between the Katy 
and the State of Texas, that the 
Waco extension would l>e made.

The obligation to build the line 
was inherited by Col. Duff when 
he took over the Beaumont & 
Great Northern and the Trinity 
A Sabine Lines, dropped by the 
Katy in it.s reorganization. It 
grew out of the $100,000,000 
penalty suit brought by the At­
torney General of Texas against 
the Katy and was stipulated in 
the Travis county judgment.

Following acquisition of the

two properties, now making up 
the Waco, Beaumont A Sabine, 
Col. Duff obtained authority 
from the Texas Legislature to 
consoiidate the railrotuls on con­
dition that the terms of the Tra­
vis County judgment would be 
carried ^ t .  The Texas agree­
ment is not offered in the peti­
tion before the Interstate Com­
merce commission as being of 
binding force here, but rather to 
show the good faith of Col. Duff 
and his as.sociates in carrying 
his combined line into the heart 
of Texas.

The road now operates from 
Livingston to Weldon and from 
Trinity to Colmesneil, a total 
distance of 114 miles. Prior 
authority was granted by the 
commission for extension of the 
road from Livingston to Beau­
mont and con.struction of a belf 
line in the latter city. The com­
mission denied Col. Duff author­
ity to build from the .southeast­
ern limits of Beaumont to West 
Port Arthur, and'marine facili- 
tie.s line between Port Neches 
and Port Arthur. The con­
struction of this line was vigor­
ously opposed by the Kansas 
(-ity Southern.

We have had a moderate rainj

The department of comimerce, 
through the bureau of the cen­
sus, has made public the prelimi­
nary report of cotton ginned by 
counties in Texas, prior to Sep­
tember 16, 1925. Prior to Sep­
tember 16, Houston'county had 
ginned 25,225 bales, as compared 
with 13,150 bales ginned prior to 
September 16, 1924.

Houston county held fifteenth' 
place among Texas counties, 
having been passed by five coun­
ties since September i. Of the 
251 Texas counties, the report 
gives the ginning of 163 coun­
ties, 88 counties producing little, 
or no cotton. Fifteen counties 
had ginned more than 25,000 
bales each prior to September 16, 
as follows:
