The Hospital District was re-
portedly to be in existance until
bills were paid and all legal
requirements satisfied.

Reportedly, the meeting held
Tuesday night was a closed
meeting wkich unless the
meeting was held to discussac-
quisition of real estate or per-
sonnel, would have been illegal
in the event the District was
still in existance,

At this time, information has
not been made available on dis-
tribution of same $11,35L41 of
public tax money turned over
to the Hospital District by
Bailey County Tax Assessor-
Cellector Jean Lovelady.

According to law, Hospital
District records must be made
available to the public.

Proponents of the Hospital

Earth Community Center will
be the site of the Monday eve-
ning event. Specific attention,
Tanksley said, will be given to
information about the recent mi-
grations of the alfalfa weevil
into the area and expected in-
festions this season, Sugges=-
tions for weevil control will
be presented,

The weevil has been advancing
into the High Plains for two
or three years, the Extension a=
gent explained, Last year insect
surveys detected weevil infesta=-
tions present following the first
cutting. There is enough evidence,
he said, to indicate potential eco=-
nomically damaging infestations
this year,

The meeting will provide some
information about the infestations
and what can be done to deal
with them, he adds.

Irrigation and fertilization also
will be topics presented, with
particular attention given to
timing and amounts of irrigation
for most efficient water use.

Another part of the meeting
will focus on profitable produc-
tion, with discussions about cost
comparisons between alfalfa
cubing and baling.

No registration or fee is re-
quired Tanksley emphasizes.

MULESHOE--The alfalfa we=-
evil, which was first detected
in Texas in four northeastern
counties in April, 1968, has now
spread to the High Plains of
Texas, says County Extension
Agent Spencer Tanksley. Speci=
mens were identified in1973 from
Brisco, Swisher, Hale and Lamb
counties, he said.

The rate of spread in other
states has been from 50 to 100
miles each year. It was expected
last year that at this rate the
alfalfa weevil would be found in
area alfalfa fields in the 1974
crop season, Tanksley said.

The adult alfalfa weevil is a
snout beetle about 3/16 inch long,
and at first is a light brown with
a broad, darkstripe running about
halfway down the back from the
head. As the weevil growsolder,
it becomes uniformly dark brown
or almost black, Tanksley exe
plained.

Eggs are bright lemon yellow,
Larvae are approximately 1/20
inch long and are cream colored
when newly hatched, but turn
light green with a white stripe.
Pupae are concealed in a white
cocoon and are usually attached
to dead leaves on the lower one-

The decision was based upon
the following considerations:

Continuing financial losses
over past several months to the
extent of $52,650,00, These los-
ses are largely the result of
the doctor shortage, the de-
¢line in hospital occupancy and
its revenue,

Unrealistic staffing demands
by Medicare for complete R.N,
coverage and anesthesia cover-
age not warranted by the pa-
tient census,

The Economic Stabization
Program has controlled hospi-
tal rates, while everything both
has increased in cost to the
hospital,

Medicare reimbursement
formulas have resulted in the

damage usually occurs year after
year. For control, most states
recommend that farmers follow
approved cultural practices in

order that a dense, vigorous
growth will be produced. The first
crop should be cut when most of

the plants are in the hyd stage

with the cutting as clean and
close as possible to deprive the
larvae of food and shelter, Ex-
posure of the larvae to the sun is
usually fatal,

Some insecticides effectively
control the alfalfa weevil, he
said. Application rates should be
15 to 20 gallons of spray per
acre with ground equipment, and
about two gallons of spray if
application is made by airplane,
Tanksley advised.

On March 31, 1973 votes of
less than 750, one fourth of the
registered votes in Bailey Cou-
nty, determined the fate of the
Bailey County Hospital District,

The final count was 601 votes
for dissolution and 145 against
dissolution,

In the election that formed
the Hospital District in May
1970, 1,474 ballots were cast,
one half of that who voted on
March 31, 1973,

The election to dissolve the
district was called after a bill,
introduced by Rep. Bill Clayton
to abolish the Hospital District,
was passed and signed by Gov,
Dolph Briscoe.

In 1972, the hospital district
was okayed for a $L.5 million
Hill-Burton grant, but no action
was ever taken to build a new
hospital in Muleshoe,

Consumer Price Index

Released For February

The Consumer Price Index
rose 1.3 percent in Februaryto
141.5 (1967-100) , the U.S, De=-
partment of Labor’s Bureau of
Labor Statistics reoorted.

Almost half of the February
increase was dueto higher pric~
es for food. Higher prices for
gasoline and other energy
items accounted for about a
fifth of the increase.

The February CPI was 10,0
percent higher than a year ago.

On a seasonally adjusted bas-
is, the February increase in
the CPI was also 1,3 percent.
In January the CPI increased
1.0 percent, 0.5 percent {n De=-
cember,

The nonfood commodities in-

In 1970, they made
up 28 per cent of college fa-
culties, about the same propor=
tion as four decades earlier,
In that same year, 32 per cent
were classified as clerical, and
14 per cent as blue collar
workers with semi-skilled iobs.
Women also are the most
vulnerable to unemployment. In
August of last year, the unem=
ployment rate for women was
48 per cent higher than that of
men, The major unemployment
problem of women is the re-
fusal of many employersto con=

sider them for other than a
traditional ““woman’s’’ job.

These nationwide statistics
are paralleled by the situation
in Texas. A 1972 study of em=
ployment in state government
shows just how far we have to
go.
The median salary for the
white male state employee was
$8,582, compared with $5,537
for the white female,

Even when women have to say
in hiring practices-- tnrough
the electoral process-~they still
come out on the short end.
Of 18,309 elected officials in
Texas, only 1,174 (or 6.4 per
cent) are women, Not surpris-
ingly, the greatest numbers of
women serve as county clerk
(59.9 per cent) and county tr-
easurer (65.7 percent),

One of 24 Texans in the U.S,
House of Representatives is a
woman. Five of 150 members
of the Texas House of Repre=
sentatives are women. One of
the 31 state senators is a wo=
man. There are no women in

the top 19 state wide offices.

Part of the problem in elect-
ing women to office lies in the
failure of a significant number
of women to decide to seek

public office. A
There is much that society,

government, and employers can
do to improve the career out=
look for women. But there
is still a great deal women can
do for themselves.

Women in Texas must be will-
ing to commit themselves ac=-
tively to working for equality
in all aspects of our society.

-= The Constitutional
Convention has completed ama-
jor piece of business with the
approval of a new Education
Article,

It was adopted by a vote
of 90-71 but must still be ap-
proved by the two-thirds vote

required to send a completed
constitution to the voters, Prior
to the final vote, some changes
may be made,

Debate on the article took
longer than expected.

The education Article requir=
es the legislature to operate
an ‘“‘efficient system of free
public schools . . . . That will
furnish each individual an equal
educaton opportunity,” These
last words represent an attempt
to respond to conditions emp-
hasized by the Rodriguez case
and to assist the Legislature in
providing each child with educa-
tional benefits equal to those
offered each other child in the
system. Delegates rejected an
Education Committee proposal
to base the quality of a childs
education not on the sometimes
insufficient wealth of his school
district but on the wealth of the
entire state,

The Permanent and Available
School Funds are retained with
money continuing to be distri-
buted to school districts accord=-
ing to scholastic population. The
Available School Fund was open=
ed slightly to be spent on ‘‘ot=
her instructional materials au=-
thorized by law’" in addition to
the present purposes of free
text books and the Minimum
Foundation Proeram.

Local School districts, as
well as community junior col=-
lege districts, can provide lo-
cal enrichment of educational
programs beyond the Minimum
Foundation Program funded by
the state.

A.S.F. is reserved for the use
of the A&M System aud two-
thirds for the U.T, System,

The delegates approved the
addition of a State Higher Ed-
ucation Assistance Fund that
would constitutionally guarantee
at least $31 million annually
from the general revenue fund
for the 22 higher education in=-
stitutions outside the U,T, and
A&M 3ystems, S,H.E.A.F. will
be locked in at the current
value of the Ava.lable Univer=
sity Funda instead of being al-
lowed to grow annually.

United States Senate

The Senate is currently de-
bating a bill to adopt a sys=
tem to govern campaign prac-
tices in federalelections. While
there are a number of very
important provisions inthe pro=-
posal being debated, the major
controversy is over whether or
pot we should finance federal
elections with tax money,

Personally, I am strongly op=
posed to using public funds to
finance federal campaigns. This
just is not a proper use of
the public treasury to finance
pollti) al campaigns.

Naturally, I am in favor of
reforms to correct the abuses
that have been brought to our
attention during the past year,
In fact, I have introduced a bill
which I think will go a long
way toward reforming our elec-
tion laws without resorting to
financing political campaigns
with public funds, My approach,
I believe, would avoid the add-
ed abuses which would naturally
flow from public financing of
campaigns.

I need not dwell on the nec-
essity for campaign reform that
works. What I do wish to emp~
hasize noware the specific ways
in which my proposal is in the
nation’s best interest.

First, my bill would require
each candidate to designate a
single political committee
which would ultimately receive
all contributions made in his
behalf, This committee would
make all expenditures by check
from a designated federally-
chartered bank. These pro-
visions would substantially ease
the administrative burden of en-
forcing compliance with cam=
paign laws.

Second, a candidate's poli-
tical committee would be pro=-
hibited from accepting more
than $3,000 from an individual
donor in any U.S, Senate or
House election, and could not
accept more than $15,000 in
any presidential election. All
contributions from any kind of
organization would be prohibi-
ted, except those made by na-
tional committees or political
action groups.

Next, I would require com=
prehensive and timely report-

ing and disclosure by political
committees and political ac-
tion groups. For example, po-
litical action groups would be
required to disclose the ties
which their principal officers
have to political parties.

My proposal would set up an
independent federal election
commission with the freedom

and authority necessary to ef-
fectuate the provisions of the

bill,

Additionally, my bill provides
real safeguards against any ex-
press or implied intimidation
or coercion being used against
corporate employees and union
members in soliciting campaign

contributions,

Next, there is a specific pro=-
hibition against  so-called
‘““/dirty tricks.” Such activities
have no proper role in any
campaign and this bill success=
fully draws the line between
constitutionally - protected
campaign activity and activity
which is universally recogniz-
ed as intolerable,

Finally, I would like to see
a shorter presidential campaign
which would produce a corres=
ponding reduction in the costs
of campaigning. My bill would
prohibit presidential primaries
or nominating conventions be=-
fore May 1 of a presidential
election year,

My whole objective--and the
objective of a good number of
us in the Congress~--is the re-
storation of the dignity and pow=
er of the individual donor to
a proper role in political cam=
paigns. For too long, big
organizations have run rough-
shod over the wishes of their
individual members, Implicit
intimidation or coercion has
often been used to compel con=
tributions which cannot fairly
be characterized as voluntary,
Individual contributors have of=
ten been misled as to the true
nature of the political action
groups to which they give
money.

The ascendency to power of
faceless organizations in elec=
tion campaigns is unhealthy, It
leads to unfair andunrepresen=
tative influence on the part of
the few who manipulate the
many. Individuality is a hall=
mark of America that has made
it great, It promotes that di=
versity of thought and influence
so necessary to a robust de-
mocracy.

I stand firmly in favor of
dignifying and encouraging in-
dividual participation infederal
elections and I oppose any ele-
ction law that permits the voter
to be harassed, intimidated or
misled by action groups which
represent narrow and special
interests. I want our election
laws to ensure each voter that
his contribution will count as
much as any other,

I intend to continue oppos-
ing any efforts to enforce the
