Vegetables Growing ... Cattle Advisors’ Names. ..
Brucellosis Again ... Screwworms Increasing... Cotton
Report Awaited

COMMERCIAL VEGETABLES mean around
$140,000,000-$150,000,000 a year to the Texas economy,
and tasty, healthful foods for everyone. Only California and
Florida rank higher in commercial vegetable growing,
although Texas ranked first in 1972 in harvested acres of
watermelons, cabbage, and spinach. The Rio Grande Valley
and Winter Garden areas are the biggest producers of
vegetables but there are many commercial vegetables grown
all over the State. As an indication, the Texas Crop and
Livestock Reporting Service estimates the following
acreages for harvest this year: 55,000 acres of watermelons,
4,500 acres of tomatoes, 5,400 acres of onions, and 1,000
acres of cucumbers. Of course other vegetables, like green
peppers, lettuce, carrots, turnip greens, spinach, and
cantaloupes are grown in Texas.

THREE TEXANS are on the new Cattle Industry
Advisory Committee announced by the U. S. Department
of Agriculture. They are: James W. Campbell of Pampa,
Tobin Armstrong of Armstrong, and Harold D. Florence Jr.
of Dumas. The large committee is supposed to provide
counsel on cattle production, marketing, international
trade, economics outlooks; but will meet only as needed
when called by the chairman, Dr. Richard L. Feltner,
assistant secretary for marketing and consumer services.

TALKING ABOUT the suffering cattle industry,
cattle growers in Freestone, Leon, and Milam Counties face
more brucellosis testing before shipping beef or dairy
breeding cattle. Those three counties, and some counties in
Oklahoma and South Dakota, have been taken off the
modified-certified brucellosis areas. Navarro, Wood and
Cherokee have been restored to the modified-certified
brucellosis areas. A part of Bailey County, Texas has been
placed under quarantine for psoroptic cattle scabies after an
infestation was found in a feedlot late in June.

SCREWWORM control officials report that there
were 628 confirmed screwworm cases in 71 counties of
Texas during June. Counties reporting their first
screwworm cases in 1974 included Edwards, Reeves, Crane,
Upton, Hays, Williamson, San Saba, and Menard. Over all of
Texas, there were 628 cases of screwworms reported in
June, Bee County leading the list with 55 cases, followed
by Kenedy with 51 and Brooks with 48. There were only
145 cases reported in June, 1973 and 15,889 in June, 1972.
There have been 1,500 confirmed screwworm cases so far
this year in the State.

COTTON FARMERS are waiting for the USDA's first
cotton production estimate August 12. It is expected that
the 1974 crop will produce less than 13.4 million bales,
because the crop reports earlier are believed higher than the
number of acres actually planted. In late June, USDA
estimated it thinks the 1974-75 cotton supply will be below
the 1973-74 supply of 16 million bales. The August 1
carryover is estimated to be 3.5 million bales. On the High
Plains, a total of 2,271,000 acres are estimated planted or
being planted, and that is 20% below the total in 1973,
Total for the entire State is estimated at 5,600,000 acres,
compared to 5,400,000 acres in 1973. However, there were
only 5,200,000 acres harvested last year.

encountered by the aerial ap-
plicators, Insecticides being
applied are not giving the
instant knock down or residual
control that has been customar-
ily observed in the past, The
results over larger areas has
been variable; in some fields,
we are seeing as much as 90-
95% control over an entirefield,
while in others control hasbeen

spotted,”’
He continued, ‘‘different
formulations, rates, and a-

mounts of total volume applied
has yielded variable results,
After spending the major por-
tion of the week in the area,
no consistent pattern of control
has been observed,’

‘“Initially, it was thought
that aerial applicators were
having difficulties applying in-
secticides because of environ-
mental conditions, Tempera-
tures during the first two weeks
of July have been high with low
humidity, In addition, windy
conditions have further compli-
cated application problems by
limiting them to a very short
period of optimal flying time,
However, during the past week
we have had optimal conditions
for applying insecticides and we
are still observing the same
type of success as observed the
previous week,’’

Dr, P.L. Adkisson, Head of
Department of Entomology at
Texas A&M University, was in
the area on Monday and Tuesday
and reported ‘“that many of
the same comments I amhear-
ing from producers, aerial ap-
plicators, and entomologists
are similar to those made by
cotton producers when the bud-
worm=bollworm-complex first
became resistant to organoph-
osphate insecticides in the Rio
Grande Valley of Texas,”

Dr, Adkisson elaborated, ¢ we
are concerned that many pro-
ducers may not be aware of
this developing situation and
wanted to make sure they were
alerted, Because of the pro-
blems with control and the
higher rates of increase being
observed for the greenbug, we
would encourage producers to
check their fields at least twice

a week,’
The Extension  Service

““Few of the parasitic wasp
which attacks the greenbug have
been observed to date; leading
us to believe that most fields
across the affected area will
require treatment, In fields
which have already been treat-
ed, a second application may be
necessary to prevent yield los-
ses,” he said,

The Extension further related
that, “because of the control
problems, Dr, George Teetes
of the Texas Agricultural Ex-
periment Station has begun
screening insecticides curren-
tly registered for use on sor-
ghum with the goal of finding a
material which will give bet-
ter results,’”’

In addition to the report from
the Extension service, Local
agricultural consultant, Clar-
ence Christian issued the fol-
lowing statement: ‘ Greenbug
infestion in our general area
is slightly worse this year than
in years past, The resistance
to systemic insecticides has
created an ineffectiveness due
to the extensive use of these
in the past,”’ He further stated
that ‘ farmers will have to rely
on contract chemicals which
only provide an initial control,”

Christian also stated that
‘ Our general area is not suf-
fering to the extent that some
surrounding counties are. The
lower population levels in some
fields, however have jumped
ten-fold in a week’s time, For
example: chemical application
in some area fields have shown
the same count one week after
application, while others show
a ninety per cent control, The

Triticale has been the sub-
ject of scientific research since
the late 1800’s, when Europ-
ean botanists noticed a cross
between wheat and rye occur-
ring accidentally in nature,
Because of a genetic flaw, how-
ever, the natural cross was in-
capable of reproducing itself,
and the wild hybrid could not
be used as a crop,

In 1937, American resear-
chers found a chemical agent
that could make the wheat-rye
cross fertile, Several decades
of work followed to eliminate
other defects in the grain, and

The Agriculture and Cop-
sumer Protection Act of 1973
provides that farmers prevent-
ed from planting or making
less than two-thirds of norma)
yields because of drought or
other adverse weather con-
ditions will be paid 12,67¢ per
pound times the difference be-
tween normal yields and actual
production, Farmers who were
not able to plant this year, gen-
erally, are happy with the way
this section of the law is being
administered. They will be paid
12.67¢ per pound times their

allotted acreage times the
farm’s established yield as the
law intended,

But for those who planted
and either didn't get a good
stand or got a stand and lost
most of it to the drought, sand
or hail, there are problems,

ASCS is using Federal Crop
Insurance Corporation pro-
cedures to ‘“‘appraise’’ the po-
tential production of remaining
plants on these farms, and those
procedures do not permit econ-
omically sound appraisals,

A sample is a field with
what the IC aonraicere cav

has 18 percent of a normal
stand, The farm’s established
yield is 544 pounds per acre,
so the current procedures set
potential production at 98 pounds
per acre ( 18 percent of 544),
without regard for the size
and condition of plants, lack of
soil moisture, the economics
of trying to farm 18 percent
of a stand, or the fact that such
a crop couldn’t be machine har-
vested even if it realized it's
full “potential” under ideal con-
ditions.

The determination that the
field if left to maturitv wonld

produce 98 pounds per acre,
leaves the farmer with two
choices, He can plow up the
remaining cotton and lose over
$12 per acre of his disaster
payment, or he can leave the
cotton until Fall to prove it
won’t produce, foregoing in the
process any possible soil con-
servation of other alternative
use of the land, Either way,
in comparison to his neighbor
who did not plant, he is being
penalized for having made the
effort to produce a crop,
Another gross injustice isen-
eonntered bv the farmer who

plants and subsequently loses
cotton on more than his allot-
ted acres, A case reviewed by
PCG shows that if a farmer,
with a 100-acre cotton allotment
and a 100-acre feed grain al-
lotment, planted 110 acres of
cotton and no grain sorghum he
would get almost $3,000 less in
disaster payments than if he had
planted only 100 acres of cot-
ton. This example assumes a
600 pound established yield for
cotton and a 30 bushel yield
for grain sorghum,
