We are ena­
bled— nay, compelled to view the 
question o f temperance from 
thfl three standpoiDte deHved 
therefrom: the political, the sj«n- 
pathftie, and the moral.

“ What oonatituica a statef”  
is the question asked in the open­
ing line of that matchless ode 
by Sir William Jones. Pursuing 
further this poetical discourse 
on the advantages o f an honor­
able oitizenahip, we find the ans­
wer, “ Men, high-minded men.”  
W e can daily perceive the deter­
ioration of man’s ideals caused by 
a continued ime o f strong drink. 
We* can see the stain on the* na­
tion’s escutcheon broadened and 
deepened by its terrific ravag­
es on that mass of humanity, 
individually and coUectiveJy, that 
constitutes our state. What is 
it that calls from the nations 
o f the world that respect that 

to be valued more than author­
ity t What is it tha enables ai 
body of people to boast of 
the equal atation that Jefferson 
has said that “ Nature and Na­
ture « Go<l entitle them” ? Ts 
it a feeling of awe protlnced 
by a display o f implements o f wa 
and subjugation f Or is it some 
lohdevenieat performed by feats 
of strength or skill in diplomacy t 
No!

Is not God entitled to the great­
est consideration in our coropaign 
against the liquor traffic f Should 
not our greatest aim be made 
toward thia step in tho uplifting 
of Christianity t Surely human­
ity will perceive how the aalva-; 
tion of aoula ri hindered by the 
effects of intemperance, and ex- 
tt^irive efforts will be lusde 
to relieve uur pvuple of this ob­
struction to their well-fare in 
the world to come.

I ’olitical 
philosophers and finaneiera may 
explain it aa they will, but the 
fact remains that a presidential 
election and its consequent dis­
turbance nearly always brings a 
period of financial depression, 
and the year 1880, when Han­
cock and Oarficld were the can­
didates of the principle parties, 
waa no exception to the rule.
