Balird. Farmers and ranchers are
still searching for livestock, and
it is feared loss would be heavy.
Flood waters rose waist deep in
the Premier Oll Refining Com-
pany, forcing workers to flee to
nearby hills to escape the water.

The W. L. Ivey Meat Packing
plant suffered severe damage
when waters from the overflow-

Sandbars were left in
flelds, and terraces were wiped
out,
