Not only will this work be of
great benefit to the people living
in the country, who must needs
travel them to reach Graham,
but the benefit will be felt by
the townspeople, if not in dollars
and cents, then in gratitude

OF TWO MUSIGIANS

The two young ladies who -are
to finish the required attain-
ment in Crabb’s School of Music
this year have just finished their
first month’s work. The work
accomplished by Miss Beulah M.
Bell during the month of Sep-
tember is as follows: Sonata
I11, in C Major, Op. 2, No. 3.

This study has been chosen as
characteristic of Beethoven's
style in his first creative period.
It shows him to be wholly under
the influence of Haydn and Mo-
zart, and probably also of Czer-
ny. Nevertheless it bears wit-
ness to Beethoven’s brilliant vir-
tuosity as a pianist, whose pow-
erful touch and brillianey-of ex-
ecution his teacher Czerny could
not sufficiently praise.
