Detachment Petition

Denied By Court

The Bailey County School
Board of Trustees, in a Spec-
ial called meeting held at 1:00
o’clock p,m, Tuesday, April 15,
1975, left intact the Three-Way
Independent County Line School
District by declining to approve
Petitions requesting detachment
of certain territories from the
District and annexation to other
Districts,

This action grew out of a de~
cition made recently by the peo-
ple of the Buia District to dis-
continue school after this term,
The scholastic population of the
Bula District had dropped so
low that it did not appear feas-
ible to continue having school,
A referendum was held in early
March to obtain an expression
from the people as to whether
or not they should continue
school, They voted over whel-
mingly to consolidate with one
or more schools, and a major-
ity expressed a desire to con-
solidate with Three-Way,

Following this, Resolutions
were presented to Glen Wil-
liams, County Judge and Ex-
Officio School Superintendent,
by the Trustees of both the Bu-
la and Three-Way Districts,
calling for a meeting of the
County Board, and requesting
that the Bula District, in it’s
entirety, be annexed to the
Three-Way District,

That meeting was held on
March 11, in the City Hall, and
was attended by an over-flow
crowd, At that time a Peti-
tion requesting detachment of

a portion of the Bula District
and annexation of it to the Lit=-
tlefield District of Lamb Coun-
ty was presented by Chester
Setliff,

A similar petition request-
ing detatchment of another area
and annexation of it to the Mor-
ton Independent School District
of Cochran County was pree
sented by Mrs, Keith Price,
After much discussion, the
County Board voted unanimous=
ly to defer action on the Pe-
titions until a later date, and
to annex the Bula District to
Three-Way, as requested by
the Board of Trustees,

The Texas Education Agency
was immediately notified of the
annexation, and records were
adjusted accordingly.

The meeting to consider the
detatchment Petitions was held,
as stated above, Tuesday, Ap-
ril 15, And again, a large
crowd waspresent, Harold Mar=
dis, a member of the County
Board, was absent because of
illness, All other members
were present and participated,

The territories defined in the
two Petitions, when considered
together, would have severed
the District and left a large
part separate from the remain-
der, In consideration of this,
Chester Setliff, and others,

PRESS ASSOCIATION

Final legislative agreement on
the article-by-article revision
proposal will send it to the polls

November 4 for a showdown de-
cision by voters.

A major campaign is shaping
up for the document, and several
efforts can be expected against
individual sections.

At least, the revision is short-
er, simpler and better organized
than the present patched-up con-
stitution. It would give the gov-
ernor needed fiscal controls,
appointive power and agency re-
organization authority.

The proposed unified court sys-
tem is not without some strong
criticism, as well as backing. The
finance article requires uniform
standards and procedures for tax

appraisal and countywide ap-
praisals

Counties, through the new lo-
cal government article, would be
able to change their governmen-
tal structure and adopt ordi-
nances. Environmental protec-
tion would be mandated along
with access to comprehensive
health care and equal education

Voters will decide earlier on
two constitutional changes — on
April 22. On the ballot then are
recommended “emergency” im-
provements in state employees’
and school teachers’ retirement
programs and a $600 a month
pay scale and expense account
increases for legislators.

MONEY RUNNING OUT

State revenues, rapidly
shrinking in spite of a once-fat
$1 billion “surplus,” will be far
short of needs for real school fi-
nance reform, two government
officials maintain.

Lt. Gov. Bill Hobby, Legisla-
tive Budget Board chairman,
predicted about $450 million to
$500 million will be available af-
ter the general state budget is
approved. LBB Director Tom
Keel estimated the main budget
“leftover” at $472.8 million.
That's nearly $300 million below
the most modest pricetag of ma-
jor education finance bills backed

by Gov. Dolph Briscoe.

Hobby said the teachers will
get a pay raise — less than they
are asking — but many other
provisions of the Briscoe and
Texas State Teachers Associa-
tion bills cannot be financed.

She noted that older people
tend to pick their friends from
among people of similar char-
acteristics, including age.Many
strong friendships are retained
from the middle years into later
life, The longer a person has

Austin--In the
Comptroller's Department we
believe that in helping the
taxpayers we are helping the
state and our office.

Taxpayer assistance is an
important part of our work
and contributes greatly to
improvement of our tax
collecting programs. We find
that most people are honest
and willing to pay their
rightful share of taxes.

But by the same token, a
taxpayer has a right to expect
state government to /make
this duty as easy as possible,

| think all tax collectors
should continually remind
themselves that they are not
at war with the taxpayers, We
must not be adversaries.
Actually the tax collector
works for the taxpayer and
all of us in state government
should remember that.

Our department is set up
with field offices across the
state to help taxpayers.
Citizens should take
advantage of these offices to
get information about taxes
and help with the
numerous--and sometimes
complicated--forms we have
to use,

It costs nothing to ask for
information and in many
cases having the proper
information can solve
problems before they even
occur.

In Houston and Dallas
each we have four field
offices. Their addresses are
listed in the telephone book
under State of Texas. We also
have two offices in Fort
Worth and one in Arlington.

There are also offices in El
Paso, Odessa, Lubbock,
Amarillo, Wichita Falls,
Abilene, San Angelo, Austin,
San Antonio, Corpus Christi,
Donna, Galveston, Beaumont,
Waco, Longview, Tyler,
Bryan, Victoria, Sherman and
Nacogdoches.

In the coming months we
will be studying the caseloads
of each of these offices to see
that we have them located
where they serve the greatest
number of taxpayers.

Perhaps we need
additional offices and | have
requested money from the
Legislature to set them up if
that turns out to be the case.

These offices are staffed
with auditors and tax
compliance officers who
work with all of our state
taxes.

These people do a lot of
traveling to work with
taxpayers. We are always glad
for a taxpayer who needs
help to ask one of our people
to come visit. This personal
contact with the taxpayer
keeps our people in touch
with the everyday problems
encountered by businesses
and that in turn heips the
department keep common
sense in our way of doing our
business.

Just a little more than half
of the 1,300 employees of
the Comptroller’s
Department work in these
field offices. We consider
these field offices to be
extensions of the six major
taxing divisions in the Austin
headquarters.

These divisions cover sales
tax, minerals taxes (which
used to be separate divisions
on motor fuels and oil and
gas), inheritance tax, ad
valorem tax, business taxes
(formerly called franchise),
and tobacco products taxes.

The Austin  headquarters
operations provides logistical
and personnel support for the
field offices, administration
and policy guidance and
handles all appeals which
can’t be settied in the field.

All of our offices belong
to the taxpayers. They should

Today, more than two years
after the United States pulled
out of Vietnam, over 1300 Amer-
ican servicemen remain unace
counted for in Southeast Asia,

I think it is of the utmost im=
portance that their pation do ev-
erything within its power to ac-
count for these men, Their fam-
ilies deserve no less: the sons
and daughters, wives and moth-
ers who must now live with un-
certaintly,

Yet, many of these families
are convinced that the Depart-
ment of Defense and the State
Department are doing little or
nothing to press the search for
their lived ones,

And there is disturbing evi-
dence that their fears are found-
ed in fact,

The Defense Department
maintains that 400 of the 1300
men who were missing at the
time of the U,S, withdrawal can
now be presumed dead, This
presumption is not based onany
new evidence that the men died,
Rather, it is based on the fact
that there is no new evidence
that they are still alive,

And the number of
‘“‘Presumptive Findings of
Death’” would be far higher if
the families of some of the Mis-
sing in Acting had not taken the

these

Defense Department to court
last year,
These ‘‘Presumptive Find-

ings of Death” are profoundly
disturbing to the loved ones of
our missing servicemen, And
rightly so,

They fear that their govern-
ment, unable to demand an ac-
counting and hesitant to pursue
the matter wants only to shove
it into a corner,

MISSING MEN MUST BE
COUNTED FOR

We cannot allow that to hap-
pen, This country must contin-
ue to press and probe and ex-
amine and demand until the fam-
ilies are satisfied as to the fate
of these missing men,

Otherwise, they must contin-
ue to wait, living in a world of
rumor, of ‘“‘unconfirmed re-
ports” and ‘‘documented sight-
ings.”

As the wife of one
man said: “All along we were
told to wait, Wait until the
POWs are home -- and we did,
Wait until Kissinger gets back--
and we did, Wait, there are
delicate negotiations going on--
and we did, Now, the war’'s
been over more than two years,”’
she continued, “and I'm tired
of waiting,”

The Air Force lists this wo=
man’s husband as ‘“‘Missing in
Action,” but she has seen a re=-
port from the Defense Intelli-
gence Agency that he is actual-
ly a Prisoner of War in Hanoi,

She does not know whether he

In 1968, one leader of the Pa-
thet Lao listed the names of sev=
eral U,S, airmen captured in
Laos, Yet, in 1973 and 1974,
this same leader denied thatany
Americans were being held in
LLaos,
RESPONSIBILITY OF
ERNMENT IS CLEAR

The responsibility of cur gov=

GOVe

ernment is clear in this matter,
It cannot be disposed of by de-
claring, after a period of time
has elapsed, that these men are
presumed to have died,

I will sooon introduce legis-
lation to prevent this from hap-
pening, to insure that this na-
tion faces up to its obligation to
do all that is humanly possible
to learn the fate of our missing
men,

My legislation would prohibe
it the Department of Defense
from making a presumptive
finding of deati; in the case of
anyone Missing in Action with=-
out a hearing at which the fam-
ily can present its objections;
and without written assurances
from the President to the Con-
gress that everything possible
has been done to account for
the servicemen,

Whether their husbands and
sons and fathers are alive or
not, the families of these miss-
ing men deserve nothing less
than a full accounting,

We demand that anyone enter=-
ing U.S, military service swear
on oath of allegiance to his
country, And we expect themto
remain true to their oath,

We, in turn, must remaintrue
to them,

A&M Lab Serves
Ranching Industry

COLLEGE STATION -- Tex-
as ranchers have a unique ser-
vice available to them through
the Texas Veterinary Medical
Diagnostic Laboratory at Tex-
as A&M University,

“The lab serves mainly as
a test center for animal spec-
imens to identify disease pro-
blems so that specific treat-
ment can be administered,”
points out Dr, William L, Sip-
pel, executive director of the
lab, ““We also help in the com-
merce of animals by perform-
ing various tests required for
interstate or international ship-
ment of livestock,”

The lab is a central collec-
tion point for all diseased an-
imal specimens from through-
out the state so that disease
outbreaks can be detected when
they occur, Recent examples
of disease outbreak identifica-
tions include anthrax in Central
Texas and lobelia poisoning in
South Texas,

“Through our study of di-
sease specimens and overall
animal health conditions, we
issue warnings of seasonal di-
seases through veterinarians
and the Texas Agricultural Ex-
tension Service,” notes Sippel.

““We want all ranchers tofeel
that our facilities are a part
of their ranching operation and
to call on us and submit spec=
imens for testing at any time,
Of course, specimens liust be
prepared and specially shipped,
so most samples are submit-
ted by local veterinarians,” ex-
plains the lab director,

The lab itself has a staff of
10 professional people who meet
daily to review all specimens
received for that day, ‘This
type of thorough review allows
us to arrive at a diagnosis in
the shortest time possible,”

notes Sippel, ‘‘and this 1s crit-
ical if we are to help live-
stock owners,”

Lab departments include pa-
thology, toxicology and micro=
biology, with microbiology sub=-
divided into virology, bacteri=
ology and serology, Each ofthe
departments simultaneously
performs various tests, exam=
ining certain components of the
animal specimen, Again, this
procedure leads to a rapid di-
agnosis, contends Sippel,

Autopsies are also performed
on animals that have died with-
in six to 12 hours during warm
weather and within 24 hours in
the winter,

‘““‘Herd health is continuing to
become more critical as ran=-
chers are facing lower market
prices and higher production
costs,’’ says Sippel. ‘‘There-
fore, we hope that ranchers will
take advantages of the services
we have to offer, We can pro-
vide information that is ex=-
tremely useful in planning herd
health programs, and this can
be a major step in avoiding
emergency situations,”’

The lab operates on a free
basis which provides for about
one-third of its operating costs,
Other costs are paid through
state funds,
