Jan Anderson, center. Campaign 
Director of Texas Pensions Union 
and Representatives R. Temple 
Dickson, left of Sweetwater, and 
Doyle Pevehouse of Corsicana, 
bondsmen who efleeted Ander­
son’s release from the Travis 
County jail, after the self-admitt. 
ed lobbyist for $30 pensions for 
the aged had refusiid to post his 
own bail and had remained in 
jail for a w'eek.

Anderson was held on charges 
of contempt of the House of Rep­
resentatives, the outgrowth of the 
pensions campaigner’s refusal to 
testify before a House Committee 
concerning his own and the

Union’s activities in solociting dol­
lar membership contributions 
from the aged, unless given a 
hearing before a full House meet­
ing and the proceedins broadcast 
over a state networks, which he 
offered to pay for. Representatives 
Dickson and Pevehouse joined in 
a statement declaring that “we 
are of the opinion that the old 
people of Texas are entitled to a 
lobbyist in Austin, if they want
one, and if they want to organize 
and contribute funds in support of 
their own campaign and just 
cause, they have a constitutional 
right to do so. Why have members 
of the legislature not objected to 
and jailed other lobbyists in Aus­
tin?”

ORDINANCE NO. 1176

AN ORDINANCE ABOLISHING 
THE OFFICE OF CITY MARSH­
AL OF THE CITY OF BROWN­
FIELD AND CREATING THE

WHEREAS, the City Council of 
the City of Brownfield, deems it 
to be to the be.st interest of said 
City to abolish the office of City 
Marshal and create the office of 
Chief of Police, with such assist­
ants as may be deemed necessary 
to enforce the Ordinances, Rules 
and regulations of said City:

THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAIN­

1. That the office of City Mar­
shal of the City of Brownfield, be 
and the same is hereby abolished.

2. That the Mayor, by and 
with the consent of the City Coun­
cil, be and he is hereby authoriz­
ed to appoint a suitable person to 
be known as the Chief of Police, 
of the City of Brownfield and as 
many assistants as deemed neces­
sary, to enforce all Ordinances, 
Rules and Regulations, of said 
City, the term of such appoint­
ment of said Ch.ef of Police and 
Assistants to be at the pleasure 
of the City Council.

3. That said Officers when ap­
pointed shall draw such salaries 
as may at the time of appointment 
be fixed by the City Council.

4. That said officers shall per­
form all duties that may, from 
time to time, be given them by the 
City Council, and shall be under 
the direct supervision of the May­
or and City Council.

5. That this Ordinance shall 
be in full force and effect from 
and after the First Tuesday in 
April 1940.

6. All Ordinances in Conflict 
with this Ordinance is hereby re­
pealed.

Nutritinal Value 
Of Meat

Plan your meals around meat 
and you are asured of satisfying, 
nourishing meals that all of the 
family will enjoy. What other 
food offers as much? Meat satis­
fies; practically everyone enjoys 
its flavor; it is easily and thor­
oughly digested, though some- 
w’hat slower than some other 
foods; it contains more of the 
recognized nutritional essentials 
than any other food and is there­
fore called one of our “protectiv-e 
foods.”

The U. S. Department of Agri­
culture, many state experiment 
stations, and The National Live­
stock and Meat Board have been 
doing co-operative research on 
meat for many years and are re­
sponsible for our newer knowl­
edge of meat cookery as well as 
on nutrition. They point out nine 
food essentials found in meat:

1. Protein—builds and repairs 
body tisues.

2. Iron—prevents anemia.
3. Copper—helps body use 

iron.
4. Phosphorus—bui’ ds strong 

bones and teeth; regulates the 
body; needed for body processes.

5. Fat — produces heat and 
energy; carries certain important 
vitamines.

6. Vitamin A—promotes grow­
th; increases body resistance.

7. Vitamin B Complex (Thia­
min)—stimulates appetite; pro­
motes growth; prevents and cures 
beriberi; is necessary for utiliza­
tion of carbohydrate.

8. Vitamin B. Complex (Ri- 
borflavin)—promotes growth; pro­
tects against certain nervous dis­
orders and liver disturbance.

9. Vitamin B. Complex (Nico­
tinic Acid)—prev’ents and cures 
pellagra.

The dietary habits and condi­
tions which have been so much 
publicized and condemned are 
not typical of Southwestern rural 
diets, and where they exist can 
be corrected when people under­
stand the dangers in a poor diet 
and the elements which go to the 
making of an adequate, health­
giving, disease-preventing habit 
of eating. While the ‘‘Three M’s” 
diet (meat, meal and molasses) 
is not as common as its publicity 
implies, it is too common—like 
smallpiox, one case is too many— 
and is responsible for the scourage 
of pellagra which still plagues the 
South.

The Breeder-Feeder Movement 
has enlisted the cooperation of 
various home economists and 
dietitians throughout the state in 
a concerted effort to touch the 
subject from many angles. The 
Safe Diet is being explained and 
publicized. This diet calls for lean 
meat at least once a day with 
liver once a week.

Medical science now prevents 
and even cures pellagra with nic­
otinic acid, an indentified sub­
stance in vitamin B complex or 
G, as some authorities call it, of 
which meat is an excellent source. 
If the substance is present in the 
regular diet, pellagra will not oc­
cur.

Dr. Joseph Goldberger of the 
U. S. Public Health Service laid 
the foundation for pellagra re­
search and his work today is still 
used as basis for further study. 
He once stated that the only way 
to prevent pellagra is to be sure 
that the diet included the foods 
containing the pellagra-preven­
tive factor £t all seasons of the 
year such as lean meat, milk, and 
such vegetab.es as turnip greens, 
tomatoes, green peas, spinach and 
cow peas.

HAIL DAM.AGE
‘ Allege Stati-n. 'zexas. May 23. 

—Sc* ? hail on a wide-flung sec­
tor of the state has filled the mail 
basket of J. F. Rosborough, hor- 
ticultrist of 'he Texas A. and M. 
College Exf(>nsion Service, with 
letters asking for information re­
garding treatment of damaged 
.shade trees, shrubs, and orchards.

Rosborough says prompt and 
careful action can cut down the 
damage to a large extent. Where 
the foliage, twigs, and top part 
of the branches have been in­
jured, orange shellac, applied to 
peeled branches with an ordinary 
paint brush, will seal the dam­
aged area, prevent loss of sap, 
and allow quick healing to take 
place.

In cases where large portions 
of the wood is exposed, the sur­
face should be covered with as- 
phaltum paint after the bark has 
begun to heal — usually within 
tb.iee or four weeks.

The pruning off of damaged

growth should be delayed until 
new sprouts have begun to come 
out on the branches, when the 
proper place to make the cuts can 
be easily determined.

Trees that have suffered from 
hail damage should be watered 
throughout the summer wherever 
possible to encourage the develop­
ment of foliage, the horticulturist 
indicated.

both State and Federal funds. If 
signed by the Governor, many 
legislators believe the liberalized 
law would result immediately in 
suspension of Federal pension 
grants dumping the entire cost 
upon the backs of the State tax­
payers.

The State now' contrib­
utes about $10,000,000 and the 
Federal government the same 
amount. Most observers here be­
lieve the Governor, more sensi­
tive perhaps than the Legislature 
to political effects, will sign the 
“ liberalized” pension bill.

Tax Stalemate Continues
Meanwhile, the w'eek w'as to see 

some action in the House on an 
omnibus tax bill, estimated to 
raise $20,000,000 for pensions and 
other social security measures. 
The bill would increase natural 
resources taxes and includes sales 
taxes on many so-called luxury 
items,, including utility bills (tax 
to be paid by the consumer), 
automobiles, inheritance and fran­
chise taxes, an addition*al cent on 
cigarets and increases on admis­
sions to amusements.
