Banks Show Gain In
Deposits Since Jan. 1

Generally speaking, the two
banks of Brownfield, the First
National and Brownfield State,
show their greatest amount on
deposit around the first of the year
when crop harvest is in full swing,
or just over. But this time, there
is an increase of more than $40.-
000.00 in deposits since that time,
which shows that several things
have happened to account for this
perhaps.

One of them is the increase in
population in the area; the in-
crease in population of people in
the several oil pools near us, who
do their banking here, and the nat-
ural increase in wealth of the cit-
izenship of the section. There may
be other reasons, but these are
surly facts that cannot be denied.

There is only one item that is
shy of the December 31st call,
and that is cash available, which
shows a decrease of $53,894.84,
from the high at that time of $1,-
262,952.61. This is accounted for in
that loans have increased $202,-
740.93, to $691,408. 70, as of March
26th. This of course is a combined
statement of the two banks in all
figures used.

On the other hand, the total re-
souces have risen from $1, 787-
124.29 three months ago to $1,-
836.15, March 26th, an increase of
$49,368.86. In the same pericd the
deposits have increased from $1,~
836,493.15, Mar. 26, an increase of
628,104.56 to $1,668,828.81, an in-
crease of $40,724.35. At the present

time the combined statements
show the following:

City To Issue $90,000

Bonds For New Engine

The City Council met Wednes-
day night for the purpose of auth-
orizing the issuance of about $90,-
000.00 in revenue bearing bonds
for the purpose of purchasing a
new engine for the power plant
of sufficient capacity to care for
the city power and light for sev-
eral years to come, even with the
present rapid growth.

As we wunderstand it, these
bonds will be paid for out of the
earnings of the plant in the next
six years at $15,000 per year, with-
out any increase in taxes. City
authorities say this can easily be
done, with some economy in other
departments, with present sale of
power and light, not taking into
consideration the inevitable
crease in the use of electricity here.

Months of Health Unit

Given below is a report on the

activities of the physician director,
sanitarian and the nurses during
the first three month of the ex-
istence of the Five-County Health
Unit. The following are the acti-
vities and duties performed for
Terry, Yoakum, Gaines, Dawson
and Liynn Counties, being the five
that comprise this unit.
Communicable Disease Control:
This includes admissions to ser-
vice, consutations with physicians,
field visits, admissions to hospi-
and immunizations; all of
these making a total of sixty-two
individuals admitted to services.
Venereal Disease Control: There
has been but one venereal disease
case admitted for medical service
and one field wisit. The nurses
and Dr. Brumage have made lec-
tures and shown films at schools,

tals

clubs, and P.-T. A. meetings in
wwrder to educate the public re-
garding the facts about venereal
diseases.

Maternity Service: This service
includes all cases admitted to
nursing service, antepartum and

posipartum; visits to private phy-
sicians, antepartum and postpart-
um; field nursing visits, antepart-
um and postpartum; and exam-
inations made by physicians. There
has been a total 283 individuals
admitted to these services.

Infant and Pre-School Hygiene:
There has been a total of 260 in-
dividuals attended by nursing ser-
vices, field nursing visits and of-
fice nursing visits.

Social Hygiene: To date, 337 in-
spections have been made by the
physicians and nurses, 45 individ-
uals admitted to nursing service,
116 field nursing visits, 2361 in-
spections by dentists and 36 visits
to schools, consultations with tea-
chers and showing of puppet show.

Morbidity Service: There have
been 7 additions to nursing ser-
vice and 12 field nursing visits to
morbidity cases.

Crippled Children Service: Sev-
en children have been admitted to
this service including nursing ser-
vice, nursing visits, and visits to
diagnostic clinics.

General Sanitation: There has
been a total of 185 sanitary in-
spections made by Mr. Jeff Reese,
Jr., Sanitarian for the unit. These
inspections include those of pri-

Yet the tiller of the soil by his
every aot evidences faith in the
further promise that there shall
be a seedtime and harvest. He
knows that upon his skill depends
the abundance of the harvest, and
ne has contrived to lift the bur-
den of toil by utilizing the intel-
ligence with which he was endow-
ed by his Creator.

The first practice of the art of
soil tillage marks the beginning
f civilization. In its most prim-
itive form, the primary object of
tillage was to subdue or destroy
the native vegetation in order that
the desired plant might fully de-
velop from its competition. To
destroy competing vegetation is
still one of the primary objects
of tillage in its most highly de-
veloped form.

The first tools were crude chop-
ping or digging implements of
wood, shell, or bone, de-
pending on the material available.
The area that could be tilled was
sharply limited. The second ‘stage
of tillage came with the applica-
tion of the power of domesticated
animals to the task. It was now
posible to substitute a steady for-
ward movement of the tillage im-
plements for the succesive chop-
ping or spading motions of the
hand implements. The crooked-
stick plow to stir the soil and the
brush drag to smooth and fine
the surface, to kill small weeds,
and to cover the seed became
standard implements, and their use
greatly extended the ability of
man to produce a sufficient food
supply.

In the further developments of
tillage practices, the fundamental
purposes and methods have re-
mained unchanged, but efficiency
has increased through the devel-
opements of implements. The
sprink shanked field cultivator is
the modern steel prototype of the
crooked stick plow of the an-
cients. The development of steel
has made possible the sharp cut-
ting edges and the curvd and pol-
ished surfaces with which all soils
may be cut, stirred, or turned in
any way that may be desired. The

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Ordinance No. 1184

An ordinance regulating slaugh-
’ge; houses: the slaughtering, hand-
ling, sale and inspection of meats
and meat products in the City of
Brownfield, Texas; prohibiting the
sale of diseased meats; requiring
health certificates, prohibiting the
admission of dogs; regulating
screen and windows; toilets, con-
demned articles; deposit of offal;
living quarters; permits for slaugh-
ter houses; keeping of records;
supervision by the Health Depart-
ment; providing for stamping of
inspected meats; and the inspec-
tion of live animals; fixing of li-
cense fees; prohibiting the use of
unauthorized marks and certifi-
cates; providing for the inspection
and the hours of killing; also for
inspection of place where meats
are sold; regulating the transpor-
tation of meats and the use of ve-
hicles; allowing the Health De-
pt.u'.tment to pass regulations; pro-
viding for the appointment of
health officers regulating’ charges
for killing, dressing and storage,
and manner of storing; declaring
offenses; fixing penalties; repeal-
ing all conflicting ordinances and
declaring an emergency.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE
CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY
OF BROWNFIELD, TEXAS:

SECTION 1. DISEASED ANI-
MALS NOT TO BE BROUGHT
INTO CITY, etc. No person shall
bring within the City of Brown-
field or offer or expose for sale,
or sell within said City. any vis-
ibly sick or diseased animal com-
monly used for food purposes, or
any part of the flesh thereof of
any animal, which when Kkilled
was sick or diseased, or that died
a natural or accidental death.

SECTION 2. ABBATTOIR OR
SLAUGHTER HOUSE CON-
STRUCTION. All abbatoirs or
slaughter houses constructed or
maintained for the purpose of
slaughtering animals to be used
for food, exhibited for sale, or sold
within the limits of the City of
Brownfield, shall be so construc-

SECTION 10. PERMITS FOR
ABBATTOIRS OR SLAUGHTER
HOUSES: Any firm, person, cor-
poration, or association desiring
to construct or maintain an ab-
battoir or slaughter house for the
purpose of slaughtering @animals
to be used for food, exhibited for
sale or sold for food within the
limits of the City of Brownfield,
Texas, shall prior to the construc-
tion or operation of same, file with
the City Sec. of the City of Brown-
field a  written request addressed
to the City Council stating that
he or they desire to construct or
maintain and abbattoir or slaugh-

All carcasses or parts thereoi
shall be handled in a sanitary
manner until sold in accordance
with Section 18. If the meat is
found to be diseased, unwhole-
some, or unfit for human food,
it shall be condemned for food
purposes and destroyed. For exam-
ination and inspection of all ani-
mals slaughtered the following
fees shall be paid: INSPECTION
CHARGES: 50c per head for all

sheep, and goats.

It shall be uniawiul for any
person, firm, corporation or asso-
ciation except inspectors of the
Health Department to have in
possession, keep or use any mark,
stamp or brand as provided or

SECTION 15. INSPECTION OF!

SECTION 18. RULES AN REG-
ULATION ETC.: The Health De-
partment shall adopt and promul-
gate such rules, and regulations
as are necessary to carry into ef-
fect the provisions of this Ordin-
ance.

SECTION 19. APPOINTMENT
OF INSPECTOR, ETC.: The May-
or and the City Council shall ap-
point a qualified inspector who
shall under the direction of the
Health Officer of the City of
Brownfield, have charge of the in-
spections as may be necessary for
the carrying out of the provisions
of this Ordinance and they shall
fix his compensation.

SECTION 20. INSPECTOR TO
FOLLOW STANDARDS, ETC.:
Said Inspector shall be governed
by the methods used in the Uni-
ted States Department of Agri-
culture, Bureau of Animal Indus-
try, the Health Ordinance of the
City of Brownfield, and the San-
itary Code of the State of Texas,
in making the necessary inspec-
tions.

SECTION 21. PROVISION AS
TO HOTELS, CAFES, ETC.. All
meats stored or kept by any but-
cher shop, hotel, restaurant, or
other place where meat is kept for
sale, or to be served, shall be stor-
ed in such way so that the hand-
ling thereof will not conflict with
any requirements of this ordin-
ance, and be covered or protected
so as to keep the same free from
contamination by flies, dust, filth,
excessive heat 'or other agencies
that tend to make meat unwhole-
some, or unfit for food.

SECTION 22. REPEAL AND
DATE OF EFFECT: All ordinan-
ces and parts of ordinances in
conflict with this ordinance are
hereby repealed and this Ordin-
ance shall be in full force and ef-
fect immediately upon the adop-
tion and its publication as pro-
vided by law.

SECTION 23. Should any sec-
tion, paragraph, sentence, clause
or phrase of this Ordinance pe
declared unconstitutional or in-
valid for any reason, the remaia-
der of this Ordinance shall not be
affected thereby.
