A •week or so ago, when good 
showers and rains visited that 
section of Texas just under the 
caprock, it missed most of the 
south plains, with the exception 
of the east half of Crosby coun­
ty. Many, especially our newer 
folks began to look long-faced. 
But the old-timer, who has been 
here from 15 to 40 years, is still 
expecting plenty rain—later. 
Threatening Again This Week

Taking the some 34 springs that 
we hav'e seen come and go here 
on the Plains, ^there has been few 
that there was any great amount 
of moisture the first three months 
of the year. Sometimes the ex­
ception to the rule occurs. Some­
times there is a big snow in Feb­
ruary, seldom in January. And 
about one out of ten years there 
is some rain in March. That month 
is usually given over to much 
wirxi and little moisture.

Let us remember that the past 
two years, with 42 inches in 1941 
and 24 inches last year are 
above the normal of some 18 
inches, and in view of the fact that 
most of our rain falls in the 
months of April, May, June, July

AUSTIN — Commending the 
patriotic spirit shown by thous­
ands of Texans who are enthus­
iastically raising v'ictory gardens, 
Dr. Geo.

Pay as You Go
Before this year is half gone, un­

less all signs fail, the United States 
Government will be collecting taxes 
on 1943 incomes as lliey are earned. 
The President, the Treasury and 
leaders in both the House and the 
Senate favor some kind of pay-as- 
you-go plan for income tax collec­
tion. Specific provisions have not 
been worked out. The law is still in 
the making. But features of sug­
gested plans are much alike and 
are being discussed freely.

The main idea in taking taxes out 
of current income is to collect rev­
enue while the people have the mon­
ey, which is sound. In the case of 
an employee, tax payments likely 
will be deducted directly from sal­
ary checks and pay envelopes, and 
the worker will never handle the 
money at all. Such a method might, 
(but not likely) get started before 
March 15, when payments on 1942 
income taxes will be due.

Wiat About 1942 Taxes?
Fully three limes as many people 

will be paying income tax this year 
as ever before. New taxpayers, as 
well as the old ones, already are 
wondering about 1942 taxes. They 
ask three main questions. (1) Will P 

' be expected to pay last year’s taxes 
at the same time I am paying this 
year’s taxes? (2) Will we skip 1942 
and, if so, will the government lose 
a year’s revenue? (3) Will the 1942 
taxes be suspended now and dropped 
on our necks right after the war 
when, most likely, we will be having 
a spell of hard times?

Matter-of-fact statements of some 
plain facts will answer two of those 
questions: The average American 
who earned anything last year is not 
able this year to pay taxes at cur­
rent rates on two years of income. 
Especially is this true of a typical 
farmer. His last year’s earnings 
are gone, because he had operated 
at a loss for several previous years, 
and obligations that were hanging 
over took his 1942 profits. Two 
years’ taxes in one year will not 
leave him a living.

Postponement Is Worse
Suspending the 1942 taxes tempo­

rarily, and perhaps spreading them 
out over several future years, is a 
sorry suggestion. If the taxpayer, 
especially the farmer, is not able to 
pay two years’ taxes in 1943 when he 
is earning something, certainly he 
can't lift such a burden in a post­
war depression. Farmers were hit 
harder than any other group of citi­
zens after the last war and they 
have every reason to expect the 
same thing to happen after World 
War II.

Question No. 2, above, is double- 
barrelled, The answer to the first 
half of it is “ Yes.” If the vast ma­
jority of people can’t pay 1942's in­
come taxes this year, nor in several 
post-war years, we should skip 1942 
for them. It is the otily sensible thing 
to do because it can be proved abso­
lutely that skipping 1942 will not cost 
the government one penny in rev­
enue. Let me start the proof with a 
homespun illustration:

1942 Is Only a Date
My first experience with income 

taxes came in 1931. The rules ex­
empted me that year but I had a 
friend who paid a small amount. 
Old form 1040-A called it a tax on his 
1930 income but that was really a 
misnomer. My friend, like nearly 
everybody else, had spent all he 
earned in 1930 and whatever tax he 
paid iq 1931 came right gut of his

1931 earnings. He knew it was his 
1931 income that was “ taxed” and 
that 1930 was nothing but a place to 
start figuring.

That plan is no longer suitable. 
Tax rolls are larger now’, people 
earn more, rates are higher and ex­
emptions are lower. Incomes are 
higher even than they were a year 
ago, and for that reason a pay-as- 
you-go plan will yield the Treasury 
more rev’enue in 1943 than could be 
raised by the old system. Under a 
pay-as-you-go plan, taxes will be 
paid this year just as in previous 
years. We will not skip a year of 
paying. We will only discard 1942 
as a basis of figuring.

Every year since 1914 when Amer­
icans started paying income taxes 
we have pretended to pay on earn­
ings of the year before. Thus ev­
ery taxpayer has stayed technically 
in debt to the government for a year 
or more of taxes. Millions of peo­
ple never did pay the debt, of 
course. Every year a certain num­
ber have died or suffered from ill­
ness or drouth or fires. These have 
quit earning incomes and failed to 
pay tax on the previous year.

Now, to Catch Up
A good pay-as-you-go plan will 

save the government these paper 
losses and lift a technical debt from 
the taxpayers. This is important 
because after the war all taxpayers 
and especially farmers have a de­
pression to face. Depressions are 
calamities, like fires and sickness 

, and drouth. They mean years when 
(under the present plan) w’e would 
be asked to pay taxes on a by-gone 
year of good income and have little 
or nothing to pay with.

Some types of workers might es­
cape back taxes if they had no mon­
ey but a farmer can’t escape. He 
has land that can be levied upon. 
It w’as wisdom that led the National 
Grange and the American Farm Bu­
reau Federation both to go on rec­
ord recently in favor of pay-as-you- 
go income taxes.

While never claiming to be one 
o f the big cotton producting coun­
ties of this section, Terry coun­
ty ginned over 43,000 bales form 
the 1942 crop, and perhaps raised 
much more than this, as a lot of 
Terry county cotton is ginned at 
Seagraves, Loop, Welch, O’Don- 
neU, West Point, Lakeview, Ropes, 
and the gin just over in Hockley 
county on the Levelland road, all 
in other counties.

Yet,' the county stood fifteenth 
among the some 25 biggest pro­
ducers in the state. Lynn county 
stood first in Texas, Lubbock sec­
ond, and Hockley and Dawson 
next after Ellis. Terry county has 
always raised large feed, com, 
bean and F>€a crops, not to men­
tion melons, and has a compara­
tively light cotton acreage.

“ The second War Loan affords 
the securities industry and oppor­
tunity to render a patriotic serv­
ice and, at the same time dem­
onstrate again its essential role 
in the national economy,” his let­
ter said.

“Of the 13 billion dollars to 
be raised in this drive the United 
States Treasury expects 8 billion 
to come from individual, corpor­
ate, and institutional inv'estors 
other than commercial banks. This 
calls for the intensiv’e cov'erage.

“ Inv'estment bankers are par- 
ticulary equipped for the task of 
training, directing and organizing 
v'olunteer workers. The job is so 
large and the need for experienc­
ed securities men so great that 
it will require virtually a full­
time effort.

“The issuance of new securi­
ties will be deferred w'herever 
possible for the duration of the 
drive in order that the person­
nel of our business can concen­
trate upon the sale of gov’e:-nment 
securities.

By doing our utmost in induce 
those with idle balance or hoard­
ed dollars to lend them to the 
Government, we will render a 
service to the country. There is 
no doubt that our industry will 
respond enthusiastically and for 
the duration of the Second War 
Loan Drive.
