Still C ritical 
And Comatose

The father and brother of 34 
year old Tommy Vogann. who 
was injured in an accident in 
Muleshoe last Wednesday night 
were in the Journal office Tues­
day at noon.
They reported that Vogann is 

still very critical and is in a 
comatose condition. He is still in 
intensive care in Methodist Hos­
pital in Lubbock, and his family 
said he is breathing on his own, 
with no lifesaving machinery 
attached.
Doctors have told the Vogann

family that Vogann's condition 
would be termed "critical, but 
stable." as of noon Tuesday.
The father of Tommy Vogann. 

said he would like to express the 
family's sincere appreciation to 
all the people in Muleshoe who 
assisted after the accident, and 
said they appreciated the con­
cern shown by local persons.
Vogann was pinned in his 

pickup after the Lubbock res­
ident hit an icy patch of highway- 
on West American Blvd. He 
skidded out of control for more 
than a block before sliding side­
ways into the corner of a parked 
truck.

He was cut loose by members 
of the Muleshoe Volunteer Fire 
Department in less than five 
minutes using the Jaws of Life 
rescue tool.

Following emergency treat­
ment at West Plains Medical 
Center, he was transferred to 
Methodist Hospital in Lubbock.

AUSTIN—Movements arc 
underway on several fronts 
to improve the stale's income 
on billions of dollars in pub­
lic funds it invests at interest

—State Treasurer Warren 
Ci. Harding announced crea­
tion of a money management 
task force to review fiscal 
policies.

—A House cash manage­
ment committee also is ex­
ploring steps needed to im­
prove state earnings.

—The issue of state money 
management is a live cam­
paign issue in the state treas­
urer’s race.

In the interest of increas­
ing income, Harding said he 
already has increased the 
percentage of funds invested 
at interest from 85.7 per cent 
to 88.3 per cent The remain­
ing 11.7 per cent is in de­
mand accounts to pay out­
standing hills.

If all outstanding stale 
warrants came due at once, 
the Treasury Department 
would he $113 million short 
of having enough cash to 
pay up immediately, the leg­
islative committee was told. 
However, chances of an im­
mediate demand on all out­

standing warrants is remote.
The issue boils down to 

just how much ready cash 
the stale should keep in non­
interest-hearing accounts. 
Rep. Frank Hartung of 
Houston maintains studies 
show stales can operate with 
only one to five per cent of 
their funds in “demand" 
(non-interest) accounts. But 
others feel that is cutting it 
a little too thin.

Other proposals for im­
proved money management 
include consolidation of state 
funds held by agencies out­
side the treasury for invest­
ment purposes and pooling 
of local government funds 
under an investment expert’s 
guidance. I he latter appar­
ently will prove totr contro­
versial for the study commit­
tee.

“I’m not going to have 
anything to do with telling a 
county how to run its busi­
ness." said Rep Bill Heatly 
of Paducah, a committee 
member.

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EDITORIALS 
Tax Cut Hope

Any tax cut finally voted by Congress this year will 
be a gamble -that putting extra money into the 
economy in this manner will stimulate business, thus 
increasing tax collections.

If tax collections don't rise next year as a result of 
the tax cuts, they'll have been unjustified.

The root cause of U.S. economic troubles today is 
excessive federal spending, which produces inflation, 
an eroding dollar and a mushrooming national debt.

Mr Carter will have no chance to balance the budget 
by 1980 if tax collections do not appreciably rise as a 
result of a tax reduction.

Who Backs Carter?
Congressional Quarterly, the news research organi­

zation, reports that in the 1977 session of Congress 
northeast liberals were Carter's most loyal backers. Of 
the ten Democrats in the House who voted most 
consistently with Carter, four are liberal New York 
Democrats and all ten arc non-southerners and mem­
bers of the liberal House Democratic Study Group.

The ten Democrats who opposed Carter's proposals 
most consistently arc all Southerners, two of them 
Georgians! The picture is approximately the same in 
the Senate

Ironically, then, while Carter won the 1976 election 
largely by carrying ten of the eleven old Confederate 
States, his support in Congress isn’t coming from the 
people of the South-as represented by their elected 
solons in Congress.

This poses some interesting political and legislative 
questions for the last session of the 95th Congress this 
year and for the %th Congress and the 1980 
presidential election. The big one is whether Mr. Carter 
can hope to carry the South almost solidly again.

In 1976 southern voters to some extent exhibited 
their frustration at not having had a Dixie President for 
a hundred years. In 1980 that will not again be a factor.

1978

Federal Spending
Though some may tire of hearing the facts, it’s 

proper that the American people are constantly re­
minded of the financial condition, and current spend­
ing, of the federal government.

As of the beginning of 1978, the federal government 
is more than 700 billion in debt, and by spending more 
than it collects, is going deeper in debt each week by 
more than a billion dollars.

The interest of this growing debt is now costing the 
taxpayer $800 millions a week and w ith interest rates 
going up and the debt total rising, interest costs might 
soon reach a billion a week!

For 1978, it’s estimated, the federal government 
will spend $250 billions in welfare payments of one 
form or another. That’s well over half the federal 
budget -and the payments come from 182 different 
welfare programs. Spending for this fiscal year (ending 
in October) is estimated to exceed tax collections by up 
to sixty billion dollars.

President Carter recently reaffirmed his intention to 
balance the budget by 1980, amid widespread 
predictions this is now impossible, especially if Carter's 
proposal for $30 billions in tax cuts this year is 
enacted into law.

WASHINGTON, D. C. -- 
There isn’t much in the 1978 
prospect for tax cuts for most 
Americans. The best that can 
be said is that cuts will offset 
sharply higher taxes, perhaps 
preventing things from getting 
worse--for a year.

Inflation -if it continues at 
almost seven per cent-will 
tighten the squeeze on most 
Americans this year. Tax cuts 
- as Republicans like Bill 
Brock point out-will take ef­
fect only on October 1st (if the 
President's recommendation 
is followed). That means 
they'll hardly be felt before the 
end of the year.

Social security taxes, 
however, will continue to rise 
sharply in the immediate years 
ahead. Thus there's not any 
long-term relief, no permanent 
relief, on the horizon for most 
Americans.

Increased spending by the

Carter Administration mean­
while promises to keep infla­
tion at today’s levels or rising. 
Oil prices are certain to rise, 
which means rising gasoline 
and heating costs.

There might be some relief 
in tax cuts for business, since 
many corporations will be able 
to raise prices to pay the new 
taxes, while enjoying lowered 
rates on net income.

Congress, of course, might 
alter the President's proposed 
tax cutting proposals. So it’s 
impossible this early in the 
year to know what the effect of 
the tax cuts enacted by the 
second session of the 95th 
Congress will be.

Politically, they may help 
Democrats in this fall's elec­
tions. as anticipated. But high­
er taxes by 1980 and inflation 
may add to whatever troubles 
Democrats face that presiden­
tial election year.

CARTER’S TAX PLAN

AUS1 IN—Special education 
funding is an area of signifi­
cant importance to all levels 
of government.

For many years, there 
have been federal efforts to 
properly direct funds to edu­
cation for the handicapped. 
Texas was one of the most 
progressive states in imple­
menting comprehensive 
special education programs.

"Mainstreaming" all
students in schools through 
appropriate programs was 
initiated, as was increased 
state funding. Local school 
districts have also provided 
the services and support 
needed to actually make the 
programs work.

Many advancements have 
been made. Many more 
have yet to be accomplish­
ed. Two major pieces of 
federal legislation are now 
the topics of state and local 
concern. Public Law 99-192 
and Section 509 of the Re­
habilitation Act of 1973 will 
create important changes in 
the provision of special edu­
cation.

These laws will require 
changes in facilites in order 
to improve accessibility. 
More support services for all 
types of handicaps will be 
provided. In general, more 
attention to the needs of the 
handicapped, both educa­
tional and social, will be 
required.

A joint effort by federal, 
state and local funding en­
tities will be necessary in 
order to achieve high quality 
educational opportunities.
The House Committee 
chaired by Representative 
Bill Blanton investigating 
this subject will no doubt 
determine an appropriate 
balance of funding.

The work of this commit­
tee will be quite important 
to the next Legislature in 
determining appropriate 
funding for education. The 
final recommendations will 
be anxiously awaited by 
legislators, educators, and 
all those interested ip 
special education.
