City Permits 
For Building 
Still Rise
Building permits issued 

by the City of Muleshoe 
were somewhat lighter 
during the months of Aug. 
and Sept, with only $195, 
600 being issued for con­
struction and remodeling 
within the city.

The two larger permits, 
one for $61,000 and the 
other for $60,000 were 
issued to Roy Fleming for 
construction in the new 
Parkridge Addition in 
South Muleshoe.

Danny Knowles received 
a permit for $6,000 for 
construction on North 
First Street; D. Treadwell 
received a permit for 
$4,500 for remodeling at 
118 West Avenue C; J & R 
Construction received a 
permit for $28,000 for a 
new construction at 707 W. 
Ave. J; Bob Copeland 
received a permit for 
$2,600 for remodeling at 
1515 West Ave. B and S.P. 
Stockard received a permit 
for $33,500 for a new 
structure at 1924 West 
Avenue E.

After the discussion, city 
council members decided 
portions of the ordinance 
would be too stringent to 
attract potential develop­
ers, and cited other por­
tions of the ordinance as 
unclear. Following addi­
tional work and clarifica­
tion, the ordinance will 
return to the city council 
for consideration.

In other action, the city 
council also tabled an or­
dinance accepting the re ­
cent paving program in 
Muleshoe until some pos­
sible problems could be 
worked out with the city 
engineer.

Following a meeting, the 
ordinance will again be 
presented.

Councilmen determined 
that sufficient evidence 
had not been presented by 
the Chicanos Unidas to 
allow the city to declare 
them tax exempt as they 
had requested.

City/School Tax Assessor 
Collector Jesse Click said 
he has asked for the books 
of the organization to 
attempt to make a de ter­
mination, but said they do 
not possess books to 
check. Click said the group 
had previously been tu rn ­
ed down by the state and 
county on the same re­
quest.

Creston Faver, CPA, re­
ported on the city taxes 
and reported that he found 
the books to be in very 
good condition, and the tax 
roll improved during the 
last couple of years.

Following pleas from 
family members of the 
convicted duo. District 
Judge Pat Boone assessed 
Wilford Gallegos with 20 
years in the Texas Depart­
ment of Corrections and 
forfeited his bond. He was 
taken to the Bailey County 
jail.

Jerry Rang Clayton was 
assessed eight years in the 
Texas Department of Cor­
rections by Judge Boone.

SPS Accepts 
Rate Increase 
As Granted

Bob Brummal, Division 
M anager for Southwestern 
Public Service Company in 
Lubbock, has announced 
that after considering all 
alternatives Southwestern 
Public Service Company 
has decided to accept the 
$15.9 million rate increase 
granted by the Public Utili­
ties Commission of Texas.

“ We feel that to pursue 
the matter further would 
be an unnecessary added 
expense to the cities, our 
customers and the com­
pany ,” Brummal said. 
“ However, the $15.9 mil­
lion is not enough to cover 
our expenses as they were 
presented to the regula­
tory bodies.

“ In order to continue to 
build coal-fired plants and 
to meet our customers’ 
needs and comply with 
Texas Docket 600, I am 
sure it will be necessary to 
request another adjust­
ment in our rates in the 
near fu ture .”

Docket 600 mandates that 
SPS curtail their use of gas 
as a boiler fuel by 10

Between them they won 

21 of 22 games during the 
1977 regular season, but 
both were soundly trounc­
ed in post-season bowl 
contests last January.

xington Saturday night.

Penn State is still unde­
feated while Kentucky 
suffered its first defeat of 
the season last week and 
its first loss since being 
upset by Baylor in the 
second game of the 1977 
season. Kentucky, defini­
tely not the power it was 
last year, tied South Caro­
lina in its first outing this 
fall and barely edged Bay­
lor in game #2. Last week, 
the Wildcats were done in 
by Maryland, 20-3. Penn 
State, on the other hand, 
notched its fifth straight 
win of the season against 
T.C.U., and will be favor­
ed to win its 6 th this week. 
Kentucky is a 13-point 
underdog.

W e’ll get the first indi­
cation this week of just 
how Stanford fits into the 
Pac 10 title picture-as well 
as U.C.L.A. The Bruins 
meet the Indians who were 
nudged by just six points 
in their opener with Okla­
homa.

For example, listen to a 
child's ideas and praise 
the ones that are creative, 
unique and show thought, 
not just the ones you 
approve of.
- Reinforce the idea that 
uniqueness is positive. 
-E m phasize  the family’s 
need for input from indivi­
duals.
-E ncourage  open, free, 
noncritical communication 
of ideas, attitudes, feel­
ings and beliefs.

When there are diffe­
rences of opinion, evaluate 
from the perspective of 
what would be the best 
thing that could happen 
and the worst thing that 
could happen if a certain 
action or belief were fol­
lowed rather than being 
judgmental.

—Respect instinctual
drives, hunches or “ gu t” 
feelings. These may be 
closest to true feelings.

Preparation time about 3'/i 
hours. Place loin, fat-side up, 
on rack in shallow open roast­
ing pan: sprinkle with salt and 
pepper; roast 30 to 40 minutes 
a pound.

Cut unpeeled oranges into 
'/«-inch-thick slices. Halve 
slices; insert 3 cloves in peel of 
each; cover; refrigerate.

When roast is done, 
remove from oven; increase 
oven heat to 400 degrees. Re­
move string, if any; make 
about 12 crosswise slashes, 
l'/i-inch deep, across top of 
roast. Mix marmalade, flour, 
mustard, grated orange peel 
and spread roast with one-half 
marmalade mixture; dip 
orange slices in rest; insert 
one slice in each slash. Spoon 
remaining marmalade over 
oranges.

Return roast to oven for 12 
minutes or until glazed. Cut in 
half crosswise; place halves 
side by side on platter. Gar­
nish with cress.

Utility Bills 
Taxes May 
Still Be Added

State Comptroller Bob 
Bullock Friday said Texas 
homeowners and renters 
should not be alarmed if 
their October gas and elec­
tricity bills continue to 
carry the state and local 
sales tax.

‘‘Under the law, the uti­
lity companies will conti­
nue adding the tax on their 
October bills if their billing 
cycle begins before Octo­
ber 1, Bullock said.

The Texas Legislature 
voted in special session 
earlier this year to repeal 
the four percent state sales 
tax on residential gas and 
electric bills effective Oct. 
1.
In addition, some 125 

Texas cities have also eli­
minated the local-option, 
one percent city sales tax 
on those bills effective the 
same time.

Under the law, the repeal 
of the sales tax actually is 
effective with the start of 
the utility companies bill­
ing period on or after 
October 1.

This means, Bullock ex­
plained, that a customer 
whose billing period is 
October 3 through Novem­
ber 3, will get advantage of 
the tax break as of October 
3.

A customer whose billing 
cycle is September 25 
through October 25 will 
continue to pay the sales 
tax through October 25, he 
said.

Bullock said that home- 
owners and renters need 
not jump on their utility 
companies about the sales 
tax on the October bills.

“ They are only following 
the law," Bullock said.

He said elimination of the 
state sales tax on gas and 
electric bills will save 
homeowners and renters 
S150 million a year.

Texas Lacks
Adequate
Vaccinations

If you are bitten by a dog 
or cat in Texas, odds are 
better than two to one that 
the offending animals 
have not been vaccinated 
against rabies or the vac­
cination status is un­
known.

That is what the Texas 
Department of Health re ­
ports.

During the month of 
A ugust-la tes t  reporting 
d a te - th e  Bureau of Vete­
rinary Public Health re ­
ports that 1,247 persons 
reported bites by animals. 
The report covered a popu­
lation of 6.9 million per­
sons and included 31 coun­
ties, 18 cities and seven 
unincorporated areas. The 
animal bite rate per 100 , 
000 population was 17.9.

Some 55 percent of the 
victims were below 20 
years of age, with young­
sters through nine years of 
age accounting for 386 
bites, or 31 percent.

M an's best friend, the 
dog, accounted for 1,018 
bites (81.4 percent) while 
cats were the offenders 
190 times (15.2 percent). 
Sixteen rodents, five 
skunks and 21 other ani- 
mals contributed to the 
remaining bites.

Only 348 dogs (34.2) per­
cent and seven cats (3.7 
percent) were known to 
have been vaccinated 
against rabies. This is 
approximately 30 percent 
of the total animals in­
volved.

for issuing the new rules.
While OSHA estimated 

compliance with the new 
standards would cost the 
industry S625 million in 
capital investments, Mann 
said the standards’ real 
capital cost is S I .8 billion 
to $2.6 billion -  three to 
four times greater.

“ We are confident that 
these understated cost e s ­
timates were a major fac­
tor in White House appro­
val for issuance of the 
s tandards ,”  he said.

Mann said the annualized 
costs of compliance would 
run from $550-800 million 
and add 17-24 cents a 
pound to the cost of pro­
ducing cotton.

“ Even the, all work areas 
would not be in compliance 
because compliance tech­
nology for some work 
areas does not exist,”  he 
added.

“ The American cotton 
industry is paying the 
price for OSHA’s reckless, 
irresponsible handling of 
the record which was com­
piled during the lengthy 
hearings on the s tan­
d a rd s ,"  he said. “ The tex­
tile industry is already 
making decisions that will 
result in irreparable harm 
for the American Cotton 
Industry .”

The Council president 
warned that the “ inevi­
table result”  of the s tan­
dards will be a reduction in 
the cotton industry's out­
put, a significant increase 
in imports of cotton pro­
ducts, and a serious loss of 
U.S. jobs.

George H. Dunklin, Pine 
Bluff, Ark., pointed out 
that OSHA included cotton 
seed oil mills and other 
non-textile processing sec­
tors in the standards de­
spite a lack of evidence 
that employees in these 
areas have any greater 
pulmonary problems than 
the general population.

He noted that the Natio­
nal Institute of Occupa­
tional Safety and Health— 
OSHA’s sister agency — 
now is conducting research 
to find if a cotton dust 
problem exists in these 
sectors.

“ We have a situation 
comparable to the judge 
pronouncing sentence on

standards would force 62 
of the nation’s 83 active 
cottonseed oil mills to 
cease operation.

“ These plant closings 
would result in the loss of 
52 percent of our indus­
try ’s production capacity 
and put about one half of 
our employees out of 
work," Dunklin said.

He said OSHA had admit­
ted that cottonseed oil 
mills would probably not 
be able to pass excessive 
dust control costs forward 
but apparently could pass 
the cost burden backward 
to the cotton farmer.

On the contrary, Dunklin 
said farmers would be 
forced to cut back cotton 
production in an effort to 
maintain price and this 
would reduce the number 
of businesses and jobs 
throughout all sectors of 
the fiber and by-product 
industries.

An Integration Mistake
The most widely respected study of U.S. school 

integration, m e often cited by courts and congressional 
committees, ,ow turns out to have been in error. Nor 
was the error a matter of degree. It was a basic, 
fundamental error.

The error is now admitted by sociologist James 
Coleman, who has been, since the sixties, a guiding 
light of the school integration movement. Coleman now 
admits he was mistaken in believing that blacks 
generally benefi ted after being transferred to predom­
inantly white classrooms.

In the past ten years, Coleman says, such integra­
tion has not brought benefits to most disadvantaged 
black students. Says Coleman: “ Thus, what once 
appeared to be fact is now known to be fiction.”

In a recent interview the University of Chicago 
sociologist explained: "Desegregation has turned out 
to be much more complicated than any of us ever 
realized. There appear to be beneficial effects for some 
black kids, those who are better students, and harmful 
effects for blacks who are poorer students . . . .which is 
quite the reverse of the implications of my own research 
(in the s xties).”

The other consideration is the effect on whites--and 
Coleman hasn’t studied this. Many white parents feel 
massive integration has often had an adverse effect on 
a majority of both blacks and whites. In others the 
process has worked well-usually when the introduction 

y of new students, has not been in high numerical 
percentages.

All this is not to argue for an end to desegregation, 
which is irreversible as the U.S. goal and moral ideal.
But Coleman’s new report is of the utmost importance 
to all those who wish to go about change in the manner 

5 which will benefit the greatest number of students. It 
indicates that in some cases forced, massive integration

* is more harmful than helpful to both blacks and whites. 
That fact must now be taken into account more by

* courts and Congress.

Overboard
Without belittling the considerable achievement of 

working out a most difficult, if fragile, settlement 
between Egypt and Israel, as President Carter recently 
did, one can nevertheless comment that the reaction 
among some has been overly euphoric.

President Carter was quoted by his mother as 
telling her, in the emotional glow of the signing 
agreement, on the telephone, that it was the hardest 
thing he had ever done. And, he added, Prime Minister 
Begin and President Sadat were the two greatest men 
in the world!

In European capitals, such reactions are widely 
appraised as unrealistic self-satisfaction among naive 
amateurs in a pro diplomatic league. And some there 
recalled the days of another Democratic President, all 
too amateurish in his foreign policy-Lyndon Johnson. 
On a trip to South Vietnam, Johnson publicly called 
Marshal Ky, then (and only briefly) South Vietnam’s 
leader, another Churchill!

AUSTIN—A proposed consti­
tutional amendment that 
will permit the legislature 
to authorize cities and 
towns to use tax increment 
financing to redevelop 
blighted areas is among 
amendments that will be on 
the general election ballot 
on November 7.

Under the plan proposed 
by Amendment No. 3, which 
was designed to allovi cities 
to pay for -the redevelop­
ment of deteriorating areas, 
a city would issue bonds, use 
the proceeds of the bonds to 
pay for the redevelopment 
of a blighted area, and repay 
the bonds from the amount 
of increased property taxes 
collected in the redeveloped 
area because of the enhanc­
ed property values produced 
by the redevelopment.

The increase in taxes is 
called the tax increment. 
Although the proposed 
amendment does not define 
"tax increment," it specifi­
cally provides that the legis­
lature is to do so. Article 
!066d of Vernon's Texas 
Civil Statutes, which is de­
signed to implement this 
amendment, defines a tax 
increment as the additional 
tax revenues produced by 
redevelopment. Other
states also use this defini­
tion.

An unusual feature of this 

form of financing is that a 
city issuing the bonds is per­
mitted to pledge not only its 
own tax increment to bond 
retirement, but also the tax 
increments of other political 
entities taxing the
redeveloped property, such 
as the county, school dis­
trict, and hospital district.

Under the proposed plan, 
a redeveloped piece of pro­
perty would be taxed at the 
higher "after development" 
rate, reflecting the enhanc­
ed value. However, as long 
as bonds remain outstanding, 
the county, school district 
and hospital district will 
actually receive only the 
amount of taxes they would 
have received at the lower 
"before development" rate.

The tax increment of each 
of these political subdivi­
sions will be used by the city 
to retire the bonds. City 
taxes would be similarly 
affected. The municipal tax 
increments would be pledged 
to bond retirement while the 
city's "before redevelop­
ment" amount would be 
available for the general 
municipal budget.

The amendment prohibits 
the use of municipal revenue 
other than tax increment to 
repay tax increment bonds. 
It also prohibits the use of

pose, and provides that tax 
increment bonds are not a 
charge against the general 
taxing power of the issuing 
municipality or the state.

Finally, it expressly states 
that existing constitutional 
prohibitions against author­
izing cities and towns to 
lend their credit or make 
grants of public money for 
the benefit of private enti­
ties are not affected.
HOUSING STARTS DECLINE

New housing construction 
declined 4.7 percent in August 
but still continued at a healthy 
rate for more than two million 
new buildings per year, the 
Commerce Department said.

Carter’s Settlement 
Precarteoa Aspect*- 
The Danger- 
The Accomplishment

WASHINGTON, D. C. •• 
That President Carter tried 
terribly hard and achieved 
much good will and compro­
mise at Camp David is not 
denied in Washington and 
foreign circles.

But there is a strong under­
current of apprehension here 
that in persuading President 
Anwar Sadat of Egypt to break 
the Arab solid front, and give 
in to Israeli retention of Arab 
lands, the United States has 
risked alienation of much of 
the Arab world, and the push­
ing of some Arab countries 
into the Russian orbit.

Sadat’s assassination, now 
a real danger, might opset the 
whole U.S. scheme of things in 
the Middle East. He is seen by 
those still demanding Israel 
return all seized lands (as the 
U.N. has demanded and which 
has generally been U.S. 
policy) as the Arab leader 
pressured by Carter into con­
cessions he should not have 
made.

But Sadat, a shrewd bar­
gainer, got back what Egypt 
wanted most-the big Sinai re­
gion. The West bank contro­
versy, Jerusalem, Golan 
Heights and a Palestinian 
homeland are not as important 
-to Egypt. Thus Israel has, in 
effect, split the Arab bloc, with 
the help of the U.S.

Sadat faced the decision of 
returning to Egypt with no 
agreement or giving in and, in 
the end. Carter persuaded him
to give in on key points. The 
Arab world knows well that the 
U.S. could have forced Israel 
to return seized Arab lands by 
halting aid and support to that 
country, but that U.S. politi­
cians, including Carter, don’t 
have the stomach to take on 
the American Jewish lobby. So 
it was either Egypt giving in, 
or a Camp David failure.

Sadat, gambling that really 
effective cooperation and 
friendship with Israel can re­
sult from this hit :oric agree­
ment, made the key decision.

Israel had often in recent 
years promised U.S. officials 
to return the Sinai. The Ameri­
can taxpayer had to pick up the 
bill. Carter promised Prime 
Minister Begin to build two 
airfields in Israel, at a cost of 
perhaps a billion dollars, in 
compensation for two Israel 
had built in the Egyptian 
Sinai.

(A first-stage agreement 
between the two countries 
worked out some years ago by 
Secretary of State Henry 
Kissinger found the U.S. obli­
gating itself to provide Israel 
with considerable oil each year 
-in compensation for wells 
given up by Israel in the 
Sinai.)

The President’s Defense Veto

WASHINGTON—Mixing apples and oranges is all 
right if you’re a fruit vendor.

But if you’re the President trying to explain your de­
cision to veto a crucial military procurement authorization 
bill, the public interest demands more than a jumble of 
curiously inaccurate and seriously misinformed arguments 
which mystify rather than justify.

The President’s veto message was just such a crazy- 
quilt explanation of his decision to scuttle the $37 billion 
defense authorization measure. On close examination, his 
rationale for the veto raises far more serious questions 
than it attempts to answer.

Principally, the President pinned his veto on what he 
called the unnecessary cost included for a nuclear powered 
carrier. He argued that funding for the carrier would 
“take nearly $2 billion from the total and set it aside for 
the purchase of a nuclear powered carrier.”

It is a curious argument, unsupported by facts and 
figures. The Administration, it should be recognized at 
the outset, actually endorsed construction of one aircraft 
carrier in FY 1979. That being understood, cost com­
parisons clearly show, based on fuel savings of the nuclear 
ship, it is more economic in the long run to build the 
nuclear vessel. The nuclear ship would be far superior in 
capability and longevity to the President’s favored con­
ventional carrier. Cost differences therefore are practically 
negligible.

The President also argued that authorization of the 
nuclear carrier would deprive NATO of needed materiel, 
and jeopardize its readiness. He charged that $800 million 
had been cut from Army weapons and equipment in order 
to fund the carrier. Well, not quite.

While deleting $188 million from an Army procurement 
bill totaling $3.43 billion, $112 million actually was added 
to NATO-oriented items.

He asserted that because of the nuclear carrier funding 
in the bill, $200 million was cut from Air Force procure­
ment. Again, questionable figures. Congress provided $131 
million more than requested. And Naval procurement was 
upped by $302 million.

Most puzzling of all, the President charged that $500 
million was cut from critical readiness funds to make way 
for the carrier. Most of the examples he cited, however, 
to support his contention, were not part of the authoriza­
tion bill he vetoed. Moreover, at the time of the veto the 
only other congressional action that had been taken was 
House passage of another entirely different budget meas­
ure: the defense appropriations bill, another step in the 
lengthy legislative budget process.

But even if the President inadvertently confused the 
two different bills, the figures in his message don’t add up.

Perhaps his mathematics is defendable. even though 
no clarification has come from the White House. What is 
not defendable is yet another demonstration to friends and 
foes alike that America’s defense policy is a rudderless 
ship.

Too many recent decisions—to cut the B-l bomber, 
pull out American troops from South Korea, halt produc­
tion of the Minuteman III ICBM, curtail the MX missile 
system, and then bargain away our chips at the SALT 
negotiation table—point to that conclusion.

Vetoing this defense measure was bad enough. But the 
reason given are an even sadder commentary on our 
leadership.

AUSTIN—A bitter legis­
lative battle is shaping up 
over whether Texans should 
have a direct vote in 1980 
on selection of presidential 
candidates.

The House Elections Com­
mittee recommended revival 
of a Texas presidential pref­
erence primary law, which 
expired by its own terms 
after single use in 1976.

However, the committee 
sought to fix the date on 
which the voting should be 
held as that of tKe June run­
off primary rather than the 
May general primary.

That irked Republicans 
who voted in state conven­
tion to hold a presidential 
primary in May under their 
own rules.

Democrats are divided on 
the issue. Many conserva­
tives in the legislature fear 
the primary would draw 
conservative voters into the 
Republican voting boxes to 
aid presidential candidates 
like Ronald Reagan, John 
Connally or George Bush. 
Cross-overs, they reason, 
would increase the strength 
of liberals.

But many liberals have 
turned against the idea of a 
presidential primary, prefer­
ring the old convention sys­
tem of naming delegates to 
national party conventions. 
Some liberals argue national 
party rules allow primary 
states to avoid major pro­
portional representation re­
quirements.

Democratic gubernatorial 
nominee John Hill has come 
out firmly for a primary, 
however, and said he ex­
pects the legislature to ap­
prove one of some type. The 
Democratic convention bare­
ly mentioned the issue, and 
tossed it to the state party’s 
executive committee for a

Stamps Changed
Welfare recipients won’t 

have to spend their own 
money for food stamp pro­
gram coupons in the future.

The Texas Board of Hu­
man Resources meeting in 
Amarillo voted to end the 
cash outlay requirement for 
participation.

If federal guidelines are 
received on schedule, the 
cash outlay provision will 
end December 1.

Recipients will receive 
fewer stamps than they now 
receive. They get an allot­
ment of food for a greater 
value (determined on basis 
of household size) than they 
pay for stamps (based on 
net income). A household 
of four gets about $182 a 
month in food stamps. For 
this amount, the family pays 
$58 of its own money, 
making bonus value of the 
coupons $124. When the 
purchase requirement is 
eliminated, the household 
will receive the $124 in 
food stamps as bonus cou­
pons, but will not have to 
pay out the $58.

Human Resources Com­
missioner Jerome Chapman 
said the change will provide 
needy Texans the same 
amount of food subsidy, 
while permitting them to re-

Court Change Urged

A legislative committee 
has recommended major 
changes in the city and 
county court system.

The House Committee 
on Judicial Affairs recom­
mended a requirement that 
all municipal court judges 
be attorneys and that all be 
elected rather than appoint­
ed.

Most municipal court 
judges are appointed by city 
councils and commissions.

The committee’s interim 
report also recommended 
creation of county courts of 
appeal to help relieve 
crowded dockets due to ap­
peals from justice of the 
peace and municipal courts.

Courts Speak
The Court of Criminal 

Appeals reversed a Dallas 
heroin conviction and life 
sentence on grounds the 
search for evidence was il­
legal. The court said a pas­
senger in a car cannot be 
searched on mere suspicion 
he is drunk and armed.

The same court reversed a 
16-year prison sentence for 
aggravated assault against 
an Austin man. holding the 
punishment excessive, and 
ordering it reduced to the 
range prescribed by law.

Gossip among jurors about 
credibility of witnesses may 
constitute new evidence and 
grounds for a new trial, the 
Court of Criminal Appeals 
concluded in still another 
case.

Failure of a judge to be­
lieve a witness is not suf­
ficient to conclude a de­
fendant guilty, the court 
said in reversing a Harris 
County marijuana case.

Student evaluations of 

teachers are public informa­
tion and subject to disclo­
sure, Attorney General John 
Hill said.

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Ways To Avoid Back Pain
Some 75 million people in 

the U.S. suffer from 
various types of back pain, 
and at any one time about 
seven million are actively 
seeking orthodox or unor- 
thodox medical help.

And a lot of them are 
being misdiagnosed, im ­
properly treated, and 
given little or no advice on 
proper back care.

According to Dr. Bernard 
Jacobs, who spoke to phy­
sicians at the national con­
vention of the Arthritis 
Foundation in New York in 
May, the average doctor is 
poorly equipped to deal 
with problems involving 
the spine.

The seminar talk by Dr. 
Jacobs, an orthopedist on 
the staff of the Hospital for 
Special Surgery in New 
York City, was designed to 
halp physicians upgrade 
their knowledge concern­
ing the back.

He also stressed that 
much back trouble can be 
prevented by adequate 
back care.

Many back injuries re ­
sult from prolonged abuse, 
and poor posture, and 
other chronic misuse, he 
said. These are often diffi­
cult to correct.

“ People should take care 
of their backs to prevent 
trouble, or when there has

been a previous problem, 
to forestall reinjury,’’ he 
stated emphatically.

Because so few doctors 
know how to treat backs, 
patients don’t know where 
to turn, Dr. Jacobs stated. 
Often they start out by 
seeing chiropractors or os­
teopaths, or go on craxy 
diets, or subscribe to some 
other fad, before finally 
ending up with a reputable 
orthopedic surgeon or 
neurosurgeon.

Fortunately, many people 
learn to live with their bad 
backs, he said. Their pain 
forces them to limit acti­
vity, and this allows the 
back to heal itself.

In offering a list of back 
care recommendations for 
preventing problems, Dr. 
Jacobs was very critical of 
modern furniture. “ A bed 
or chair that is 12 inches 
from the floor is iust no

good,’’ he said. “ Rising 
from it is a hazard, e s ­
pecially if a back is already 
somewhat sensitive to 
trouble.”

Soft automobile seats are 
also very bad, as far as Dr. 
Jacobs is concerned. The 
Volvo has the best seats, 
as far as the back is 
concerned, he said. The 
seats are designed in con­
sultation with an orthope­
dic surgeon.

Here are some of Dr. 
Jacobs’ specific recom­
mendations:
Weight--Keep within nor­
mal limits. A protruding 
abdomen causes a drag on 
the spine and should be 
controlled by a corset or 
abdominal belt until cor­
rected.
Exercise--An important 
part of back care is strong 
abdominal muscles. Every 
one should do exercises 
dailty to strengthen them. 
If you already have back 
trouble, check with your 
doctor first.

Sitting-Soft chairs and 
deep couches for prolong­
ed sitting should be on the 
no-no list. Use a hard chair 
and rest your spine against 
it.
S tanding-Try to stand 
with lower back flat. Move 
about frequently. When 
working in standing posi­
tion, put one foot on 
footrest to relieve sway 
back. Never bend over 
without bending the 
knees. For women mode­
rate heels strain the back 
less than high spike heels. 
But totally flat shoes 
should be avoided. 
Lifting-Bend knees and 
use leg muscles to lift. 
Avoid carrying unbalanced 
loads, and hold heavy ob­
jects close to your body. If 
back is weak, avoid sudden 
movements and lifting ob­
jects over the head. 
S leeping-U se firm m at­
tress, or put 3/4 inch 
plywood board under a soft 
mattress.
Driving-Get a hard seat

for the car, and sit close 
enough to the wheel that 
legs are not fully extended 
when working the pedals.

Dear editor:
The government, I under­

stand, is going to install a 
solar-powered hot water 
heater in the W hite House, 
to set an example for the 
country, I think, or possib­
ly to show the sheiks we 
can bathe without oil

It will cost $24,000, and I 
got to speculating on this.

Naturally the government 
will have to borrow the 
money. I don 't  know what 
rate of interest it has to

pay, but I noticed that 
banks have now raised the 
prime rate to 9 1/2 per­
cent, and since an outfit as 
far in debt as the Federal 
government would hardly 
qualify for the prime rate, 
le t’s say it will have to pay 
at least 10 percent. Easier 
to figure that way.

The interest on the water 
heater will come to $2,400 
a year, provided monthly 
payments are made on 
time. It is estimated the 
heater will save $ 1,000 a 
year, which in itself indi­
cates the White House 
uses a lot of hot water. I 
have no idea how often 
Billy drops in.

It is estimated the heater 
will last 20 years. At the 
end of that time, interest 
will have come to around 
$20,000. Add that to the 
initial cost of $24,000, not 
counting occasional repair 
bills, and you get $44,000, 
less the annual saving of 
$1 ,000 , or $20 ,000 , which 
leaves the government still

$24,000 in the hole and no 
hot water in the White 
House, unless they heat it 
in a tea kettle on a wood
stove.

Based on these thrown- 
together figures, some 
people will say a solar hot 
water system in the White 
House is not a good invest­
ment. They don’t under­
stand government. Has 
the Supreme Court ever 
turned a profit? The Secre­
tary of State? You might as 
well argue Congress is not 
a good investment.

It now costs around a 
million dollars a year to 
keep a Congressman in 
office. Which had you 
rather do, lose money on 
Congress or a hot water 
heater?

Shortcourse 
Slated Soon 
On Elevators
Everyone in the grain 

elevator and feed mill 
business is encouraged to 
take part in one of two 
shortcourses on the causes 
and prevention of grain 
elevator fires and explo­
sions.

The courses are schedul­
ed for Nov. 15-16 at the 
Rudder Center on the 
Texas A&M University 
campus, and Nov. 29-30 at 
the Texas A&M Agricultu­
ral Research and Exten­
sion Center at Amarillo.

Purpose of the shortcour­
ses is to illustrate and 
describe effective methods 
to control explosions in 
grain elevators, points out 
Spencer Tanksley, county 
agent with the Texas Agri­
cultural Extension Service. 
The shortcourses are being 
presented by the Exten­
sion Service in cooperation 
with the Texas Grain and 
Feed Association.

Grain elevator fires and 
explosions rank first in 
number of occurrences, 
people injured and proper­
ty damage in the history of 
industrial dust explosions 
in the U.S., says Tanksley. 
There have been at least 
43 grain elevator explo­
sions in the U.S. since 
1976, resulting in 85 fa ta­
lities and millions of dol­
lars in losses.

Discussion topics during 
the shortcourse will focus 
on the basic ingredients 
causing fires and explo- 
s ions-dust ,  air, ignition 
sources and a closed con­
tainer— and prevention 
techniques. Discussions on 
dust control, ignition con­
trol, structural equipment 
designs, preventive main­
tenance, electronic moni­
toring systems, and the 
cost-effectiveness of p re­
vention also will be featur­
ed.

The program will also 
feature several demonstra­
tions of grain explosions 
and plenty of time for 
informal questions and one 
on one discussions.

Speakers will be indivi­
duals who know and work 
in the field and are well 
equipped to discuss spe­
cial areas with each p ar­
ticipant, notes Tanksley. 
These will include grain 
company executives, in­
dustry and consulting en ­
gineers, and Extension 
Service specialists.

Further information on 
the shortcourses is avail­
able at the county Ex­
tension office, adds the 
County Extension Agent.
