China is a huge market
for almost every kind of
manufactured goods pro-
duced in the world today.
Although it is extremely
difficult to do business in
China, foreign company
representatives are still
pouring into Peking, order
books in hand.

The first priority of the
Chinese is agriculture, and
that is good for American
manufacturers, because it
is in agriculture that Ame-
rica has been most innova-
tive. It puts us in a very
favorable position when
competing against foreign
companies for China’s
needs.

China will attempt to
double the 4.5 percent
annual agriculture growth
rate by 1985. The annual
growth rate has not reach-
ed above 2 percent for
centuries. This will require
massive conversion from
manual to mechanized
farming, and that is where
we come in.

Pullman Kellogg, the en-
gineering affiiliate of Pull-
man, Inc. is just complet-
ing the last of eight am-
monia-urea plants it sold
for $350 million to the
Chinese in 1973. It is the
largest agribusiness deal
made this far with the
Chinese. Now Pullman
hopes to cash in on China’s
attempt to double fertilizer
production by 1985. Deere
& Co. is discussing licens-
ing arrangements with the
Chinese that could involve
building plants in China to
produce Deere designed
farm tractors and imple-
ments. Deere sold $1 mil-
lion worth of equipment
for testing last spring. The

SEASONING
Season with one tea-
spoon salt for each cup of
dry peas.

Fixing tasty snacks and
lunches for kids to take to
school doesn’t have to be
daily drudgery.

W ait until some day when
the kids feel creative, then
help them make and freeze
enough sandwiches for a
month's supply. They'll
enjoy creating new com-
binations with cheese
spreads, canned tuna, pea-
nut butter, or cold sliced
meat. These are all foods
that freeze well. Better’
yet, use a butter or mar-
garine base to help keep
the bread from getting

SORRY.

Frozen sandwiches make

for hassle free mornings.
Kids can snatch a nutri-
tious sandwich from the
freezer as they go off to
school. By noon the sand-
wich is thawed and ready
to eat.

A few don’ts: Stay away
from mayonnaise, salad
dressings, and jelly. They
soak into the bread. Cele-
ry, lettuce and tomatoes
get soggy. Avoid hard
cooked eggs, the whites
get rubbery.
When kids get
interested, they
even want to make
bread.

Young people 9 through
19 in the national 4-H
bread program learn by
doing to beat the ‘‘school
lunch blues'’ by becoming
bakers as well as expert
freezers of what they bake.
And bread to a 4-H mem-
ber means everything from
banana bread to pretzels to
Parker House rolls.

Shortage Expected
For Seed Potatoes

LUBBOCK--W hile gov-
ernment and  industry
report seed potatoes may
be in shorter than normal
supply next year, planters
are likely to lost money if
they scrimp on seed sizes,
according to Texas Tech
University Prof. John D.
Downes. Most also should
increase seeding rates.

In a five-year study
Downes found that best
yields come from seed

pieces weighing between
two and two-and-a-half
ounces planted at more
than the average 15 hun-
dredweight (cwt) per acre,

Dr. Downes is a member
of the plant and soil
sciences faculty and spe-
ctalizes in vegetable pro-
duction. . »

““The larger seed pieces
produce more tubers and
greater weight yields than
do plants from smallgr
seed pieces’’ Downes said.

‘“The larger seed pieces
produce better stands,
more stems and top
growth per plant, and the
plants are more likely to
survive unfavorable field
and weather conditions.

‘“They even recover
more rapidly and fully
from hail, sandstorms and
other types of top injury.”’

Downes compared crops
harvested from a broad
range of seed piece sizes.
The research was conduct-
ed in the areas of Lubbock,
Hereford and Munday.
Downes directed the pro-
ject and was assisted by
research associates Frank-
lin Baggerman at Hereford
and Joe Tidwell at Mun-
day. Graduate student
David Thomas also worked
on the project.

‘“Yield increases ranged
from 9.22 to 56.6 cwt per
acre for each ounce of
increase in the size of the
seed pieces,”” Downes re-
ported, ‘““‘with an average
increase of 33.4 cwt per
acre.”’

Another way to increase
per acre yields, reducing

unit cost, is to increase
seeding rates, Downes
said.

‘“It is important to plant
more than the average 15
cwt per acre. Up tp 20 cwt
per acre is safe and more
under some conditions
may be profitable.”

Each grower must learn
how far he can go with his
particular soil, water and
other conditions, but
Downes advised growers
to take care, when experi-
menting, to avoid confoun-
ding results by changing
seed rates and other fac-
tors during one growing
season.

In addition to yields per
acre, the research team
translated the results to
producer profits. Besides
seed cost, the producer

has to consider the cost of
irrigation, cultivation,har-
vesting, packing and ship-
ping.

No producer, he said,
can make a profit when
potatoes sell for $4 cwt,
but with good yields the

sproducer can usually break

even at $5 and show a
small profit at $6. In
reaching for higher profits,
Downes encouraged pro-
ducers to plant more per
acre of the larger seed
sizes, thereby increasing
their yields and per acre
returns.

He explained that Texas
growers try to harvest
during a four- or five-week
period when they, with a
few others, can command

the market. %
“When the Texas

harvest comes at just the

right time, the market

price can be high enough
to make a good profit for

Hollies For
Attractive

Landscapes

Most people only associ-
ate Holly with the holiday
season, but the Holly fami-
ly contains many versatile
and attractive shrubs for
Texas landscapes.

“‘Some of the Holly
family’'s finest members
are native to vast areas of
Texas,”’ says Dr. William
C. Welch, landscape hor-
ticulturist with the Texas
Agricultural Extension
Service.

‘““The American Holly is
native to the eastern third
of the state and grows well
in a variety of situations.
Greenleaf and Savannah
are American Holly selec-
tions that make excellent
hedges or specimen
plants."”’

The native yaupon, also a
member of the Holly
family, grows abundantly
over large areas of Texas.
It can be used as hedges,

specimens and multi truqk
trees. The dwarf yaupon is
one of the most useful low
growing evergreens for
borders, mass plantings
and specimens. .

There also are some Ori-
ental species that do well
in Texas, according to
Welch, but some of them
are more susceptible to
scale insects than native
plants.

““The best time to trans-
plant hollies is during their
dormant period, usually
November through March
in most of Texas,' Welch
wxplains. ‘“‘Container
grown nursery plants can
be moved any time if
adequate care if taken.”’

Welch says large plants
should be balled and bur-
lapped rather than bare
rooted. He also suggests
frequent watering and a 2
inch mulch of leaves, pine
straw or similar material.

‘“When selecting hollies
from the native state, re-
member that only the
female is fruit bearing,”’
advises Welch. ‘‘Digging a
plant with a few berries
can assure a potential for
future fruiting.”’

Estate Planning
Can Be Involved

Estate planning, in a
broad sense, involves the
making of present plans
for the accumulation, con-
servation and future use of
one’s assets. Effective es-
tate planning should pro-
vide for an orderly transfer
of property during one's
lifetime and after death,
with a minimum of ex-
penses, points out Spencer
Tanksley county agent
with the Texas Agricul-
tural Extension Service.
Important considerations
in developing an estate
plan are these.
--Inventorying assets and
taxable wealth.
--Establishing financial se-
curity with minimum ero-
sion.

--Deciding on alternatives

based on the individual
and the family's desires
and goals.

--Establishing plans for
property transfer ' using
wills and trusts.

--Making plans for suffici-

ment, livestock, minerals
and other assets. Conse-
quently, a review of the
estate situation may estab-
lish that a potential tax
liabilty will exist upon the
death of the owner. The
review, in light of recent

changes in the tax laws,
may determine that the
existing estate plan re-

quires revision.

Recent changes in federal
estate tax laws and Texas
inheritance tax laws repre-
sent an attempt to provide
tax relief from the sharp
increase in asset values
during the 197's. How-
ever, failure to become
informed of the recent tax
law changes and to do
adequate estate planning
may result in higher taxes
and costs, cautions the
county agent.

The Texas Legislature re-
vised the Texas inheri-
tance tax laws during the
special session in 1978.

Look for Beef Specials:
Freeze Now for Later

AUSTIN--Consumers
can expect to find many
bargains at the meat counter
this fall, and some of the
best buys should be in the
beef section.

The Texas Department
of Agriculture home
economist advises consumers
to look for beef specials and
take advantage of them to
fill the freezer,

She reminds consumers
that special care is required
when freezing prepackaged
fresh meats from the
supermarket display case.

Before freezing, the
store wrapping must be
removed for two reasons.
First, the great amount of air
contained in store packages
contributes to freezer burn.
Second, the clear wrap used
to wrap the meat is not
strong enough for freezer
storage.

With beef supplies so
good, many homemakers
may want to freeze beef
casseroles for those
“emergency” meals or when
there’s no time to cook.

To successfully freeze
casseroles, follow these easy
tips.

Remember that
creamed foods, stews, meat
pies, spaghetti sauce and
most casseroles freeze well,
If stored at zero degrees
Fahrenheit, they have a
storage life of four to eight
months. Undercook any
vegetables or pastas since

they finish cooking when the
main dish is reheated.

2-2-1/2 1bs. chuck roast
or stew meat

1/2 cup flour

3 Tbsp. cooking oil

1/2 tsp. paprika

1/2 tsp. lemon juice

1 tsp. Worcestershire sauce

4 cups water

6 carrots, sliced

4-5 potatoes, cubed

2-3 onions, sliced

4-5 ribs celery, sliced

1 (8 0z:) can tomato sauce

Cube meat, coat with flour,
and brown in cooking oil.
Add next 10 ingredients,
cover and cook slowly for
1-1/2 to 2 hours., Add
carrots, potatoes, onions,
celery and tomato sauce, If
stew will be frozen, cook
vegetables for 15 to 20
minutes, or until vegetables
are partly cooked.

Cont. from page 1
scratching and rubbing on
fences or anything else
available. This produces
denuded areas, bruises
and lacerations on the
affected animal. Heavily
infested animals will have
an unthrifty appearance
and will suffer weight re-
duction, decreased milk
production, anemia or
even death. Lice infested
animals may also be more
subject to infectious dis-
eases. Heavy lice infesta-
tions often stunt calves.
Spraying or dipping in-
fested animals with the
proper insecticide is the
most effective means of
controlling lice, says
Tanksley. However, pro-
perly placed and maintain-
ed dust bags offer effective
control and save both time
and labor. Position dust
bags prior to lice buildup
so that cattle can become
accustomed to using the
bags. A dust bag station
should serve about 30
head. Depending on cattle
size, place the bags so that
they hang 18-24 inches
above the ground. Forced-
use of dust bags, where
they are placed so that
cattle must pass under
them to get feed or water,
begin to control lice sooner
than those used free
choice. By allowing a two
to three weed adjustment

period, free choice bags
can be about as effective
as forced use types.

In a spraying or dipping

program an animal must

receive a thorough soaking

in each of two applications
14

18 days apart to
effectively control lice,
contends Tanksley. The

second spray or dip will kill
any lice hatching from
eggs that were laid prior to
the first spraying. When
spraying, use a high pres-
sure (250 pounds per
square inch) and thorough-
ly wet animals to the skin.

For a list of effective
insecticides for controlling
lice, Tanksley suggests
that cattlemen obtain a
copy of ‘‘Suggestions for
Controlling External Para-
sites on Livestock and
Poultry’ at the county
Extension office.

Check the label on the
insecticide container and
pay particular attention to
warnings, restrictions and
waiting periods, especially
if some of the cattle are
being prepared for slaugh-
ter, cautions Tanksley.

To pretend longer that Taiwan was China was not only
absurd but against U.S. interests.

Confronted with a Russia steadily outarming the
U.S.. on land, sea and air, and without the money to
compete in the weapons competition--because the
higher-pay, voluntary manpower system t_akes most
U.S. defense money--this nation must seek its security
where it can find it.

At present, and ironically in view of the recent past,
China is the nation's best Asian hope. The poss:bn!ny of
U.S.-Chinese collaboration, in any emergency, is the
most impressive restraint facing USSR leaders.

The Administration has assurances military force
will not be used against Taiwan, which eventually will
become a part of China--and separate U.S. commercial
and other contracts will remain intact. :

Though the China move was inevitable, it_requnred
political courage on the President’s part. It might, too,
have been used to offset the effect of the apparent
collapse of the widely-heralded Camp David accord.
The China card was played the day it became apparent

in Washington the Camp David agreement wouldn’t be
signed, at least in the foreseeable future.

Carter & Kennedy

The recent hiring, by Massachusetts Senator Ted
Kennedy, of a full-time campaign organizer has stirred
national speculation Kennedy is preparing to challenge
President Carter in the 1980 Democratic Convention.

Senator Kennedy insists he supports President
Carter, and chances are very good, if the nation avoids
a recession and the economy is both stable and
prosperous in 1980, Kennedy will do just that in 1980.
It's next to impossible to take the nomination from an
incumbent President in peacetime, when economic
conditions are good.

What will happen if the economy suffers a serious
setback, there are many unemployed, if blacks and
union bosses are hostile to the White House, in 1980, is
a different scenario.

Mr. Carter has read the political pulse and turned
more conservative to be in tune with it--and he is a
master at this form of the political art. He is also a
master at television utilization.

Senator Kennedy’s 1980 chances actually appeared
brighter this past summer. Camp David regained for
the President much Jewish support (that’s where the
real money comes from in the Democratic Party) and
he’s now a more formidable prospect than during his
all-titne Jow rating last summer.
probably knows, at this stage, whether
the Biri Cazl Wagner by Senator Kennedy will lead
to a* major challenge. Probably Senator Kennedy
himself doesn’t yet know. Much depends upon what the
President does and what happens between now and
1980: But the move does indicate Senator Kennedy is
ready, to _act if Carter slumps badly, or decides not to
run.

" Potential foes have been underestimating Mr.
Carter politically for many years. If there's no economic
panic and he wants the nomination again in 1980, odds
are at least nine to one he’ll get it. The President
probably is the shrewdest politician in White House
since Franklin Roosevelt. Thus far he has sparred with,
and handled, Senator Kennedy with relative ease.

Camp David Fizzles-
Israel & Carter-
Nobel Prize Farce-
Sadat & Carter-

WASHINGTON, D. C. --
The blowup of the much-bally-
hooed Camp David success
makes a farce out of a long
charade, which consumed too
much of the State Depart-
ment's time. The effort also
took up too much of the Presi-
dent’s time, even in late sum-
mer when Mr. Carter’s at-
tention was needed on the
economic front.

In the end, the Israelis
decided they didn’t have to
accept the terms pushed so
hard by the U.S.- That was
after Prime Minister Begin
had gone to Norway and col-
lected the Nobel peace prize!

President Carter was once
again burned up by Begin's
(and the Israeli Cabinet's) ac-
tion. Because of Jewish politi-
cal power in the U.S. (especial-
ly in the Democratic Party), he
said little. Many in the State
Department were seething.

Though a peace treaty be-
tween Egypt and Israel is still
possible, the chance the
euphoria, grins and hugs of
Camp David will turn out to
have been naive amateurism is
greater. President Carter
himself has much at stake,
both with the American elec-
torate in 1980 and with the
8,000,000-strong U.S. Jewish
community.

Seasoned foreign policy ex-
perts warned Carter before he
convened Camp David it was
never wise to bring together
heads of state on major con-

troversial issues before an
agreement had been tenta-
tively reached. Mr. Carter
nevertheless gambled boldly.

And he pulled it out, or so
it seemed, when he convinced
President Sadat at the last
minute to desert his Arab
comrades and go it alone, to

sign a separate peace treaty
with Israel. After Sadat’s re-
turn to Egypt he was charged
with breaking the Arab solid
front and of having betrayed
the Palestinians. Then Sadat
tried to tie the Camp David
agreement to other Arab
causes. Once again he was
persuaded by Secretary of
State Vance to accept the orig-
inal accord. Israel then turned
it down, and slapped Carter in
the face by announcing it
rejected the U.S. ‘‘attitude”
which, it said, was pro-Egypt.

If Sadat needs an excuse to
slip ‘out of the accord, Israel
has given it to him. And it may
be also that Israel has
damaged President Carter's
political hopes in the U.S. The
Jewish community was very
much down on Carter before
Camp David, then jumped on
the President’'s bandwagon.
Now with Israel criticizing Car-
ter again, the question is how
far the split and bitterness will
go, how much impact it will
have here.

Begin could also be
brought under critical pres-
sure at home. But he has now
received the Nobel peace prize
and succeeded, once again, in
outmaneuvering Carter. And
he knows he has more power
among U.S. Jews in the U.S.
than Carter has among any
group in Israel.

President Sadat’s relation-
ship with Carter is, if any-
thing, solidified. Twice now he
has compromised to make an

accord possible at the last
minute, even though the U.S.
continues a very uneven rela-
tionship in the Middle East,
supplying Israel Dbillions in
economic and military air, far
more than the total received by
all Arab nations.
