City Votes Move
To Old City Hall

Following a lengthy dis-
cussion Tuesday morning,

and after hearing Bailey
County Judge Glen Wil-
liams explain that mem-

bers of the Bailey County
Commissioners Court had

decided not to honor a
decision to turn police
dispatching services over
to city control, the Mule-
shoe City Council approv-
ed moving the City Police
Department from the
Bailey County Law En-
forcement Center. They

approved relocating
City Police to the old City

Hall, a city - owned buila-
ing.

On February 28, during a
joint meeting of the Mule-
shoe City Council and the
Bailey County Commis-
sioners Court, former
Mayor Ken Henry, speak-
ing for the city council,
informed the county that if
the city was not given
control of the police dis-
patching services immedi-
ately, they were moving
their operation on October

After being questioned
by members of commis-
sioners court, former
Mayor Henry and City
Manager Dave Marr read
numerous documentations
of what they said was
considered to be ‘poor
judgment’ or ‘inefficient’
dispatching practices.

At the time of the Feb-
ruary 28 meeting, the city
manager told commission-
ers that city officers had

been keeping records of
times they thought the
current dispatchers had
not performed as neces-
sary to allow the officers to
efficiently operate on
patrol. The records were
kept for six months before
the meeting, citing dates,
times and events.

During the February 28
meeting, the commission-

ers verbally approved um-~-

animously, to turn the
dispatching services over
to city control on April 1,
with the city continuing to
pay the 60 percent of
salaries they were already
paying. This action was
followed the next day,
when commissioners met
and formally approved the
change, and it was record-
ed in the minutes for the
change to be effective on
April 1.

However, no contract was
ever presented that com-
missioners would approve.
They also could not decide
on the division of office
space at the Bailey County
Law Enforcement Center
for city police offices.

Last Tuesday, Judge Wil-
liams told the city council
that the dispatching situa-
tion had been a matter of
discussion for a couple of
years, and, that in fact, he
had discussed it with Dave
(Marr) many times and
that Dave had been in
commissioners court many
times on the same matter.

Help children play safely
and happily by providing
them with safe playground
equipment.

Playground equipment
related injuries send about
118,000 children to hospi-
tal emergency rooms each
year, according to U.S.
Consumer Product Safety
Commission estimates.

Most injuries occur to
children under 10 years old
with falls from slides and
climbing equipment the
most frequent hazards.

Parents can use the fol-
lowing suggestions to help
safeguad their children
from playground injury:
**Select equipment wisely
and take care with place-
ment.

To help reduce the
severity of injuries from
falls, place equipment on a
grassy or soft ground sur-
face never on hard
surfaces such as concrete,
blacktop, brick or cinder.

Locate equipment at
least six feet from fences,
walkways, walls or other
play areas.

Set equipment legs in
concrete below ground
level to prevent a tripping
hazard.

**Place metal sliding
boards to prevent burns
from sun - heated sliding

surfaces. Construct a land-
ing pit in front of slides
from sand or similar mate-
rials. Place a block under
each end of the seesaw so
that children will not catch
their feet if the board
descends too rapidly.
**Make maintenance
checks at the beginning of
the play season and at
least every two weeks dur-
ing the season.

Tighten any loose nuts,
bolts or hooks.

Apply tape over pro-
truding screws or bolts and
over sharp or rough edges,
especially on swing seats
and slide edges.

Replace rusted parts,
including swing chains.

Replace worn ropes on
climbing nets and tire
swings or standing swings
attached to a tree. Nylon or
synthetic rope is usually
more durable than rope
made of natural fibers.

Oil any moving parts,
sand and repaint any rust-
ed metal tubing with un-
leaded paint, sand any
wooden equipment, refill
landing pits and cover
foundations with several
inches of soil.

Twelve percent oppose such an amendment and ten
percent have no opinion on the question.

This is an unusually high majority and proves again
the heavy sentiment in America today for less
government spending. It’s about the same margin of
support as was registered (81%) in a similar poll last
year.

When asked where cuts in the budget should be
made, more than half those questioned favored cuts in
the expanding federal welfare program (54%) while
another sizable group (29%) favored cuts in defense
spending.

These results are interesting because considerable
opposition is developing in Congress to the balanced
budget amendment. Nor is the White House in favor of
such an amendment.

But California Governor Jerry Brown is, and he is
planning to base his presidential nomination campaign,
to a considerable degree, on this issue. At present he
has the vast majority behind him. The interesting test
in the next fifteen months will be whether those in
power (those spending the money) can change public
opinion. If not, they will have to change their position or
risk political defeat.

Financing Congressional Elections

Hearings were recently completed in the House on a
bill which would amend the Federal Elections Act of
1971 to provide for federal government funding of
congressional campaigns. A similar bill is being pushed
in the Senate.

The idea behind this effort sounds good, at first
glance. It's said only the rich have enough money to
conduct an election campaign nowadays, which could
cost anything from two or three hundred thousand
dollars to much more. So, it’s argued, let the taxpayers
finance all candidates.

The fallacy with this theory is that it would, in
effect, perpetuate office holders in their congressional
and Senate seats. That's because a moderate limit on
expenditures greatly favors the incumbent. He begins
with a big staff, free mailing, travel expenses, offices in
his home district, or state, and a nice salary--plus the
fact that he, as a member of Congress, is news,
whatever he does.

With the same financing as a challenger, the
incumbent would, in effect, have an enormous advan-
tage. Columnist James Kilpatrick suggests, because of
this, that the bills now being pushed be titled the
“‘incumbent’s protection bill,"”" and there is much in
this suggestion.

We already have federally-financed presidential
elections. That recent innovation hasn’t been tested
sufficiently yet; certainly there have been abuses and

Bush & Ford

Next month George Bush is expected to announce
his candidacy for the Republican presidential nomina-
tion. Already he is visiting all areas of the country--and
he supposedly has the blessing of former President
Gerald Ford.

While Mr. Bush is a serious candidate, and certain-
ly eminently qualified, the feeling is very strong that if
he finds he can’t win the nomination in Detroit he will
throw his support to former President Ford. A
Ford-Bush ticket could evolve, if that situation arises.

James Baker, who ran Mr. Ford's near-successful
comeback campaign in 1976, is Bush's campaign
manager; he estimates that about ninety percent of the

high offices he has held, however, the verdict is almost
unanimous that he performed very ably.

Bush has served as a Congressman, U.S.
Ambassador to the U.N., U.S. liason officer to China,
director of the Central Intelligence Agency and national
chairman of the Republican Party. That adds up to a

Treatment Is Needed
For Evergreen Disease

A fungus disease is at-
tacking longleaf ever-
greens across the South
Plains, and prompt action
is needed to combat it.

The disease is called
‘‘needlecast,”” and it is
attacking junipers and Ari-
zona Cyprus as well as
sprice and pines, said Dr.
Robert Berry, area plant
pathologist with the Texas
Agricultural Extension
Service.

It appears as a yellow
spot, turning into a brown
band around the needles.
The needle turns brown to
the tip and eventually
drops off, Berry explained.

The infection is happen-
ing now and will continue
for the next few weeks as
new growth comes out on
the evergreens, he said.
Infection is much faster in
periods of dew and rainy
weather. ‘‘There is no
control for it once the
needles are infected. They
must be protected in ad-
vance by a chemical treat-
ment to the foliage,”” he
said.

Several general broad -
spectrum fungicides work
well, the plant patholo-
gist said. He reported that
good results have been
obtained with copper fun-
gicides and with maneb
and zineb materials. These

are available at garden
supply stores and nurse-
ries.

Three applications of fun-
gicide at 10 day intervals
in the spring and two more
about September will pro-
vide season - long protec-
tion for 1979 growth, berry
said.

On pines and spruces,
application should start

when the candle -- the new
growth on the tip of the
branch -- is fully emerged.
On cedars and cyprus,
application should start as
soon as the new green
needles have emerged.

If a plant has not had a
problem with needlecast,
treatment may not be im-
minent, the Extension spe-
cialist said. ‘‘But if a plant
had needlecast last year, it
will be worse this year,”
he cautioned.

_ State Comptroller Bob
Bullock, Thursday, order-
ed tax relief measures for
tornado victims in  the
Wichita Falls and Vernon
area.

‘‘Residents in that torna-
do - ravaged area are too
busy " pulling their lives
together to have to worry
about meeting state tax
deadlines,’’ Bullock said.

‘““‘Many businesses sim-
ply do not have records
because they were de-
stroyed in the devastation
that hit on Tuesday and
they need all the help and
assistance we can give."’

Bullock said he intends to
waive any penalty or inte-
rest payment on late tax
returns from businesses
and individuals affected by
the tornado.

He also said that in the
coming weeks his office
resources will be made
available to those mer-
chants who want to re-
construct business and tax
records from data on file in
Austin.

Bullock also advised Wi-
chita Falls - Vernon re-
sidents to disregard com-
puter - generated tax de-
linquency notices until re-
covery is made in the area.

““The last thing someone
who lost a home or a loved
one needs now is a dun
notice from the tax col-
lector. These folks deserve
the biggest break they can
getand I am going to give
it to them,’’ he said.

A special tax task force
was activated in the Comp-
troller’s Office to provide
continuing help to torna-
do victims on tax - related
problems and that repre-
sentatives of the Comp-
troller’s Office would be in
the tornado - damaged
area in the coming weeks.

A preliminary survey by
the Comptroller’s Office
revealed that more than
300 businesses were de-
stroyed or severely dam-
aged in Wichita Falls
some 60 in one shopping
center alone.

However, he added that
the offer had been vetoed
as it would close two
restrooms in the basement
to public use, leaving only
two public restrooms on
the first floor and would
close the basement as a

shelter during severe
weather.
Also, incoming Mayor

Charles Bratcher asked of
the feasibility of having a
management study made
on operations of the law
enforcement center. Judge
Williams said such a study
had been made by the
Texas Commission on Jail
Standards, and added they
had recommended that
operation of the police
radios be turned over to
city control.

Remodeling of the old
city hall is expected to get
underway shortly, chang-
ing some of the rooms into
offices for city police of-
ficers and the radio dis-
patching service.

It was explained that the
move will require an addi-
tional expenditure on the
part of the city of about
$1,000 per month in order
to have 24-hour a day,
seven day a week dispatch-
ing services and for addi-
tional utilities and inci-
dental expenses.

The city also plans to
move their teletype with
the new operation, accord-
ing to the city manager,
and they will obtain an-
other console with funds
already allotted.

In other action, the city
approved a six month bud-
getin excess of $700,000 to
operate the city until a
budget for a year will be
approved on October 1.

They also adopted an
ordinance keeping the one
percent sales tax current-
ly collected on electric and
gas utility bills and set the
prices for the swimming
pool for the current year.

They approved $1 for
each day at the pool, or $20
for a season ticket. The §1
will be charged for all
ages. It was explained that
the season ticket will be
approximately 35 cents per
day, if used during each
day of the 69 day season.

In anaother ordinance,
garbage prices were re-
vised, with householders
to be charged an addi-
tional $1 per month. A
slight revision is also
being made in the charges
to all businesses, and was
approved by the city coun-
cil.

Gasohol Bills

Recommended
For Passage

The Senate Natural Re-
sources Committee report-
ed both of Senator Bob
Price's gasohol bills to the
full Senate with a favor-
able recommendation
Tuesday.

Senator Price called one
witness, Carl King, of the
Texas Corn Growers As-
sociation, during the brief
committee hearing. Act-
ing Chairman of that com-
mittee, Senator Bob Vale
of San Antonio, told Sena-
tor Price that the commit-
tee was all for his gasohol
program and the bills were
voted out of committee
unanimously.

S.B. No. 644 provides for
development contracts in
the amount of $20 million
tobe made available to any
person, corporation, part-
nership, municipality,
etc., for the construction of
gasohol or related facili-
ties.

S.B. No. 645 provides for
the state funding of a pilot
gasohol plant. The Texas
Energy Advisory Council
will determine the amount
of funding for the plant.

‘““Wedid our homework,"’
commented Senator Price
on the favorable commit-
tee action. ‘‘l think we are
getting closer to the gaso-
hol revolution that will
sweep this country in the
years ahead. 1 am confi-
dent that the legislation
will pass the full Senate,”’
said Senator Price.

Dear Dr. Pettey: My doctor
says | have the beginnings of
a cataract. But my eyes don’t
seem too bad for my age,
and my husband has looked
into my eyes carefully and he
can't see anything clouded
over. Do cataracts gradually
get worse?

First, except in far advanced
cases, cataracts are difficult
to see with the naked eye.
They are not a growth over
the front of the eye nor
behind the eye, but an in-
creasing cloudiness of the lens
inside the eye. An optome-
trist or ophthalmologist, using
a special instrument, can de-
tect developing cataracts as a
part of a routine vision exa-
mination. Often the “second
sight” of older patients, when
they can once again see (o
read without glasses, is a sign
of beginning cataract.

Yes, cataracts are a dev-
eloping condition. Until the
vision deteriorates to a point
that the person can no longer
perform normal activities, the
optometrist can vary the eye-
glass prescription to help
When vision becomes untreat-
able with eyeglasses or with
special devices available in a
low vision clinic, referral is
made to the ophthalmologist
for consideration of surgical
removal of the lens. Vision
is then most often restored
through special contact len-
ses, glasses, or an artificial
lens implant. NOTE: One of
the best low vision clinics
in the U.S. is in Houston,
Texas, at the College of
Optometry, University of
Houston. Many of the pa-
tients being served there are
those who cannot be helped
medically or surgically. The
clinic’s equipment includes
telescopic glasses, portable
magnifiers, closed circuit tele-
vision magnifiers, and a num-
ber of other devices to help
the patients read and write

STEPSIN
REGISTERING
YOUR BOAT

Many Texas boat own-
ers are still not familiar
with the boat and motor

titling rules administrated
by the Texas Parks and
Wildlife Department.
Even though the Texas
certificate of title law be-
came effective over three
years ago, Texas game
wardens are still finding
unregistered boats on pub-
lic lakes in Texas.

All new / unregistered
motorboats in excess of 14
feet in length, and new
outboard motors of 12 or
more horsepower are re-
quired to be titled when

bought, transferred or
sold.

Title applications and
manufacturers statement

of origin must accompany
a request for boat titling
for new boats and out-
board motors.

All boat hulls, new and/
or old, less than 14 feet in
length and outboard mo-
tors, new and/or old, less
than 12 horsepower are not
required to title, but may
title if the owner so de-
sires.

There is a procedure for
the SELLER and BUYER
to follow.

The SELLER must: (1)
execute bills of sale if titles
for boat and outboard mo-
tor have not been issued;
(2) properly assign titles to
purchaser if titles have
been issued. Licensed
marine dealers must use
dealer assignments and
show current dealer num-
ber. All must notify the
P&WD within 15 days
from date of sale.

The BUYER must obtain
and fill - out applications
for title, boat and motor,
and mail or bring to the

P& WD office applications,
assigned titles or notariz-
ed bill of sale with the
required fees (title fee
$3.50 for each boat or
outboard motor in addition
to a transfer fee of $1).
Application forms may be
obtained from the P&WD
offices or the marine deal-
ers.

In addition to obtaining
certificate of title for boats
over 14 feet in length and
outboard motors over 12
horsepower, all motor-
boats operating on public
waters must be issued a
certificate of number. This
number regulation has
been required for 11 years
in Texas.

Boaters cannot operate
their motorboats without
this certificate of number
on board, therefore, boat-
ers should exercise care so
as not to lose this certifi-
cate.

If you lose or accidently
destroy this certificate, a
new duplicate can be ob-
tained by filling out form
PWD-309 and mailing the
form together with a sta-
tutory fee of $1 to the
P&WD, 4200 Smith School
Road, Austin, Tx. 78744.

All boats are required to
display the assigned num-
ber on both sides of the
bow. Only this assigned
number can be displayed
along with the validation
decal.

Cattlemen Can
Expect Good Price

With a decline in cattle
numbers, cattlemen can
look for improved prices
into the 1980 - 84 period,
says a livestock marketing
specialist.

Dr. Ed Uvacek with the
Texas Agricultural Exten-
sion Service says there are
fewer cattle and calves on
farms and ranches now
than a year ago as well as
fewer beef cows and re-
placement heifers.

‘‘All this points to im-
proved cattle prices for the
next five years or so,”’
believes Uvacek. ‘‘Current
forecasts predict a new
cattle cycle with a few
years of herd buildup,
peaking in cattle numbers
by 1985 or 86.

‘“Remember, however,
that the cattle cycle is only
numbers,’’ reminds Uva-
cek. ‘‘In reality, it reflects
the producer’s reaction to
profitability in the cattle
business. Producers ex-
pand their herds when a
profit is made or anticipat-
ed and decrease their herd
size during periods of poor
prices.

‘“At the bottom of the
cycle, supplies are usually
low and prices improve. In
turn, this stimulates pro-
ducers to expand their
herds. That's where we
are now,’’ contends the
marketing specialist.
‘““Eventually, there will be
over-production, near the
peak of the cycle, and
prices will decline again.’’
Generally, cattle num-
bers are opposite to price
levels, according to Uva-
cek. There is considerable
lag, however, so the price
and numbers cycles don’t
match evenly. “‘If 1979
does begin a new cycle,
cattlemen should expect
high prices on through
about 1984 or 85,"” he
predicts. ‘‘Prices will then
decline somewhat as the
new cycle peak ap-
proaches.”’

Production costs will
continue to plague cattle-
men, notes Uvacek. Even
without a price decline, the
cost - price squeeze will
create severe economic
problems for the cattleman
by the mid - 1980s. Rapid-
ly rising costs will force
cattlemen to become more
market oriented and more
efficient. Production prac-
tices will have to yield to
sound marketing decisions
for maximum net returns.

The quick buying is at-
tributed to rising prices
and interest rates. The
longer a person waited
before buying, the more
likely the price and the
mortgage rate would go
up.

First time buyers took 4.0
months to decide, while
repeat buyers took 3.3
months during 1978. The
same pattern was evident
in 1977 and 1976, suggest-
ing that the repeat buyer
has more experience and
knows what to look for.

If the house
was priced under $30,000,
‘the buyer took 8.9 months
to decide, compared with
9.7 months in 1977 and 6.7
months in 1976. But if the
house was priced over
$50,000, the decision was
made in 12.9 months, a
sharp drop from the 18.4
months reported both in
1976 and 1977.

Single family homes
were purchased by 86.6
percent of the buyers in
1978 compared with 90.2
percent in 1977 and 88.8
percent in 1976. Multi -
family homes were pur-
chased by 8.6 percent; the
1977 and 1976 figures were
6.2 and 4.8 percent re-
spectively. Condominium
buyers accounted for 5.6
percent of the survey re-
spondents, compared with
3.6 percentin 1977 and 6.4
percent in 1976.

During 1978, 85.6 per-
cent of the survey buyers
purchased previously lived
in homes, compared with
87.2 percent in 1977 and
84.9 percent in 1976. The

remainder -- 14.4 percent
in 1978, 12.8 percent in
1977, and 15.1 percent in
1976, bought new homes.
The survey, consisting of
400 telephone interviews
of buyers in eleven areas
of the country, was made
by Chicago Title’s Family
Housing Bureau as part of
its continuing program to
foster interest in home
ownership. The company
issues real estate title in-
surance, which insures the
existence or non - exist-
ence of rights to property
for lenders and owners.
