mopeds are generally
believed to fall somewhere
between bycycles and
motorcycles, and they
share some of the dangers
of each.

Because a moped moves
faster than a bicycle, a
rider has less time to react,
and the impact forces are
greater.

On the other hand, a
motorcycle has the power
to accelerate to avoid and
accident, but a moped has
no excess power. The most
powerful moped is unable
to exceed 30 mph on level
ground.

Also, repair of a moped
is often hard due to the
lack of standardized, inter-
changeable parts.

However, buying a well-
known brand or one that
has been around awhile
from a manufacturer with
warehouses in the U.S.
would make parts and
service more readily avail-
able.

Undisciplined Congress

In the last days of September, the House of
Representatives demonstrated to the American voter,
again, that it is incapable of the self-discipline neces-
sary to curb excessive spending.

Only a few years ago (1974), Congress passed a law
requiring budget committees in both houses to
set spending targets in May, then to reaffirm that goal

in the fall.

The House voted 213-192 recently to reject the fall
budget estimate, primarily because the projected

deficit of May had been increased $6.2 billion.

And

many members thought the $6.2 billion estimate was
phony, that the new estimate should really have been

four billion dollars higher.

The adverse vote meant little. It was only a
temporary obstacle. No law can force Congress to do
what the majority lack the will to do, a situation for
which the American people are paying dearly. More
candidates last fall should have been persuaded to sign
that pledge to balance the budget.

The Right Pledge

Whatever one thinks of the possibilities of George
Bush, one of the hopefuls seeking the Republican
presidential nomination, his recent statement on bal-
ancing the budget is widely appealing.

“If elected President,

I will submit a balanced

budget in my first hundred days in office,”” he said.

That's the kind of can-do pledge the American
people want and understand. President Carter pledged
to the American people in 1976 he would balance the
budget. He hasn't, and it isn't because of unforeseen
1979 developments. It's because Carter, as soon as he
took office, began proposing bigger spending, began
hiring more employes, raising federal salaries, pro-
posing and creating new agencies. That's the cause of
the dollar’s trouble, and inflation today. The country
needed desperately, in 1977, a President who would
ruthlessly curb excessive federal spending.

Bush at least knows what's needed. One assumes
he's a man of his word and would do what he says. He
may not get the GOP nomination--he's a long shot--but
if not, it won’t be because of his economics. On that he

rates A-plus.

Kennedy's Bid-
Too Early?
Muskie's View-
Split Beginning?

WASHINGTON, D. C
In recent days in Washington,
some are questioning the wis
dom of Senator Edward Ken-
nedy's timing in his bid for a
presidential nomination. Has
the Senator moved too soon?

One of those who has
spoken out on the contest
which has now developed be-
tween President Carter and
Kennedy is Senator Edmurd
Muskie, like Kennedy a New
Englander, and a former presi
dential candidate himself.

Muskie told a reporter for
the Christian Science Monitor
he felt Kennedy, by moving so
early, was "‘undercutting’’ the
effectiveness of President
Carter. Democrats ought to
support him to maximize
his performance, Muskie wa
quoted as saying

Muskie's view that Ken-
nedy’s early move has placed
the country’'s leadership in
doubt in this country and in
foreign capitals is shared by a
number of other Democratic
Senators. Some won't com-
ment because of mixed emo-
tions.

Most who run next year
prefer to run on a ticket with
Senator Kennedy, whom they
see as a better vote-getter.

They feel Carter is highly
vulnerable. Thus their own
Senate seat, their own sur-

vival, is at stake, a powerful
motivation

Some who share Muskie's
assessment feel they must go
with the most likely winner.
Muskie feels Kennedy should

000000

have delayed blossoming
movements in his behalf until
the beginning of the pri-
maries, the hectic primary
period from March to summer.
That’s a three-month period,
and enough of a distraction, in
Muskie's view.

This public expression by
Muskie, and others privately,
indicates the party may be
seriously split if Mr. Carter is
denied the nomination; there
is, in other words, some
sympathy for the President.
And yet, as of now, it seems he
is likely to be dumped.

Senator Kennedy s
reportedly considering putting
a Southerner on the ticket as
his number-two, possibly Sen-
ator Sam Nunn of Georgia.
With another Georgian on the
ticket, the theory is that tradi-
tional Southern Democratic
strength may not be alienated
by the dumping of Carter.

AUSTIN—Among the
three constitutional amend-
ments to be presented to
Texas voters on Nov. 6 is
one dealing with notaries
publie---those persons
authorized to officially cer-
tify written documents.

The proposal appears as
Amendment No, One on the
ballot. If adopted, it would
change the term of office
for notaries public from two
years to four years,

Also, it would allow nota-
ries to apply directly to the
secretary of state for ap-
pointment, The secretary
of state would appoint nota-
ries public for the state of
Texas and not for each indi-
vidual county, as the pre-
sent law states,

Originally, a notary was
appointed by the governor
with the consent of the
senate. Since 1940 the con-
Stitution has provided for
their appointment by the
secretary of state, Present
law provides that the juris-
dietion of each notary pub-
lic is coexstensive with the
boundaries of the state, but
& notary public who does not
maintain a residence, prin-
cipal business or employ-
ment in the county where
the notary was appointed

Application is made with
the county clerk of the
specified county and then

forwarded to the secretary
of state for approval. If the
application is approved, a
certificate of appointment
is then forwarded back to
the county clerk.

Proponents of the amend-
ment say that extending the
term and appointing for the
state and not the county
will reduce government per-
sonnel and reduce costs to
both the notary and the gov-
ernment by reducing renew-
als and reappointments,

They also contend that
application and renewal is
time-consuming and costly
for county clerks and time
could be better spent on
other duties. Presently all
applications must be for-
warded from the county
clerks to the secretary of
state for approval, and ap-
plving directly to a central-
ized office for appointment
would be more efficient and
would avoid the middleman
step.

Opponents say the con-
venience and personal con-
tact that is found in county
clerks' offices, especially in
rural counties, would be lost

if the secretary of state
took over all responsibility
for appointing and reap-
pointing notaries public.

Those against the amend-
ment also say it would in-
crease state control over a
function that has been
handled successfully at the
local level,

The Texas Constitution
provides that justices of the

peace are ex officio nota-
ries public. The proposed
amendment relates only to
notaries appointed by the
secretary of state, and its
adoption would not change
ghe provisions applicable to
justices of the peace.
