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Senate panel agrees

to delay energy bill

WASHINGTON — In a significant
tactical victory for the Carter Ad-
ministration, a Senate committee
agreed Tuesday to a one-week delay
in acting on an energy reorganization
bill containing provisions strongly
opposed by the White House.

The action increased chances that
the White House would gain the broad
powers to set prices of natural gas
that it wants as part of President
Carter’'s comprehensive energy
policy. In addition;’the move headed
off what could have been an em-
barrassing legislative setback just as
the Administration was preparing to
submit to Congress in detail its far
more controversial proposals for
changes in government energy policy.

At a brief meeting of the Senate
Governmental Affairs Committee, a
majority of the members said they
needed more time to study revisions
made to an Administration bill that
would carry out President Carter's
plan to create a Department of
Energy.

The postponement was exactly
what the White House wanted. Ad-
ministration officials conducted an
intensive lobbying effort among
committee members, seeking a delay
to give the Administration time to
mount a counterattack.

What aroused the Administration
was a move within the committee last
weekend to deny the President's
request that the secretary of the new
department be given broad authority
to set natural gas prices.

Such authority now is vested in an

independent agency, the Federal
Power Commission, which Carter
wants to abolish. While the Senate
committee agreed to abolish the FPC,
some key committee members balked
at giving the pricing authority to one
man and proposed instead that the
authority be placed in an quasi-
independent Energy Regulation
Board within the new department.
The decision to defer action on the
bill until next Tuesday irritated the

committee's chairman, Sen.
Abraham A. Ribicoff (D-Conn.), who
favored prompt action.

“There is nothing incumbent on us
to take what the Administration gives

s,!’ Ribicoff told the committee in
reference to the proposed bill drafted
by the White House. Over the
weekend, the committee staff wrote a
new bill incorporating changes

Council steadfast
in CD fund quest

Midland City Council Tuesday
approved staff recommendations on
how $946,000 of Community
Development Act funds should be
spent in Midland during fiscal year
1978 and ordered an application for
the funds be sent to the Department of
Housing and Urban Development

But because the grant application
will not include city acceptance of a
rental subsidy program, the entire
$946,000 package may be withheld,
Mayor Ernest Angelo Jr. said.

Community Development funds are
designed to assist residents in low-
and moderate-income areas of the
city.

The mayor said he sees many
benefits to the city by having the
$946,000 grant, but said HUD's rental
subsidy program is unacceptable for
the best interests of the city

Councilman Martin Neill was the
only councilman to support sending
an application for Community
Development Act funds to HUD with
the subsidy provision attached

The subsidy program involves an
estimated $66,000 grant to owners of
dwelling units, which would be used to
lower the rentals of low income
tenants

Mayor Angelo said the subsidy
program is a ‘“subterfuge to the
communitg" in misleading people to
thinking that it is adequate housing
assistance.

Councilman Carroll Thomas said
the program is a “disincentive’ for

rsons receiving the rental aid to
improve their financial condition
because as their income increases,
the subsidy decreases

Don M. Hellinghausen, spokesman
for Casa de Amigos, an organization
that helps low-income persons in

Midland, said the $946,000 grant ap-
plication should be submitted with the
city agreeing to accept the rental
subsidy program

He said there is a major need for the
subsidy and that together with the
Community Development money,
“the improvements that will be
brought about will rub off on other
segments of the community both
directly and indirectly."”

Midland League of Women Voters
President Mary Porter voiced sup-
port from her organization for the
Community Development grant and
implied support for the rental subsidy
program. .

‘“To reject the entire
$946,000...would be shortsighted, at
least,” she said

HUD has indicated it will not grant
the $946,000 without the city accepting
the rental subsidy program funded
under Title T1, Section 8 of the Housing
and Community Development Act

Mayor Angelo said it is not definite
that HUD will deny Community
Development funds without the
subsidy program and said if HUD
turns down Community Development
funds “then it will be HUD's fault, not
(the council’'s).”

$140,000 for a senior citizens center
project, $114,000 for parks im-
provements and smaller amounts for

FBI chief takes agents’ beefs
to appropriations subcommittee

WASHINGTON (AP) — FBI
Director Clarence Kelley is getting a
chance to carry to Congress the
complaints of agents upset over an
indictment that stems from in-
telligence work performed several
years ago.

Kelley was called as a witness
today before a Senate appropriations
subcommittee.

Atty. Gen. Griffin B. Bell told the
same panel Tuesday that FBI agents
had made their own protests to him
about imposing ‘‘a post-Watergate
morality for pre-Watergate activity."

The agents are upset over the
recent indictment of a retired FBI
supervisor in New York. John J.
Kearney was indicted on charges of
illegal wiretapping, mail opening and
conspiracy in connection with sur-
veillance activities in the early 1970’s
against the Weathermen, an alleged
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under?round terrorist organization.
Bell authorized Kearney's
prosecution, and there are reports
other FBI agents may be indicted on
similar charges.

Sen. Lowell Weicker, RConn., who
served as a member of the Senate
Watergate investigating committee,
asked if the taxpayers were going to
be billed for defending FBI agents for
break-ins and other illegal activities.

Bell replied they were not, although
he added, “We ought to do it. It would
not be a bad thing todo."

He said FBI agents thought what
they were doing was in the best in-
terest of the country, but now will
“lose their life savings' defending
themselves against criminal charges.

Justice Department officials said
the government has never provided or
paid for defense lawyers for officials
indicted on criminal charges.

Bell also said the Justice Depart-
ment ‘‘desperately’’ needs a charter
from Congress to govern FBI
authority in domestic security cases
not tied directly to a crime. He said
the guidelines are needed to let the
FBI know whether preventive in-
telligence is authorized in such cases.

Bell's testimony touched off a
spirited debate over the proper role of
the FBI and other government
agencies in protecting the country
agqainst subversive activities.

Weicker insisted no violation of the
law or the Constitution was
necessary.

Trustees vote

to boost

facilities’ rental rates

Midland school trustees Tuesday
voted to increase the rates they
charge for use of school facilities for
commercial and non-commercial
purposes.

Business manager Don Furgeson
said the new non-commercial rates

~reflect the actual cost to the school
district for utilities, custodians and
other personnel when needed.

Some allowance has been made for
inflation, he said.

In some cases, those rates doubled,
but some went up by a lesser amount.
Commercial rates are higher than the
non-commercial. Extra fees will be
charged for pre-heating or pre-
cooling on Saturdays and Sundays.

Senior high school auditoriums will
cost $75 per hour for non-commercial
use and $130 for commercial. There is
a minimum rental of three hours.

Junior high school auditoriums will
cost $35 per hour for non-commercial
use and $65 per hour for commercial
use. Minimum rental period is two
hours.

Other rates are as follows:

— Senior high school cafeterias,
$100 per hour commercial, $55 per
hour non-commercial.

— Junior high school cafeterias, $55
per hour commercial and $30 per hour
non-commercial.

rate bill
advances

AUSTIN, Tex. (AP) —
The next move is up to the
full Senate on a proposed
interest rate bill that Sen.
Bill Patman claims will
— if it becomes law —
make Texas the “home”
of the loan shark

The bill cleared the
Senate Economic
Development Committee
on a 50 vote Monday

The sponsor, Sen
Grant Jones, D-Abilene,
still must get two-thirds
of those present at a
Senate session to agree to
debate the bill before it
can advance. If all 31
senators are present, for
example, Jones would
need 21 votes.

Earlier this session, the
Senate refused to debate
another bill that Patman
called a “loan shark”
measure, and he thinks
he can block Jones' bill,
which he says is worse.

According to Patman
— and undisputed by
Jones — the bill would
permit maximum annual
interest as high as 149.79
per cent on loans from
$100 to $300, compared
with the current high of
31.32 per cent.

“If the new loan shark
bill is passed, Texas will
have the highest rates in
the nation on loans of
between $150 and $300,"
Patman said in a
statement. (It) is a fraud
on the people of our state.
It will make Texas
number one in high in-
terest rates on this class
of loans.”

“Texas will become the
home of the-shark if SB
(Senate bill) 728 is ap-
proved," he added. ‘‘With
such high rates, we will
see an unprecedented
wave of loan sharks
flooding into our state."”

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honor credits despite objections

Midland school trustees are con-
sidering a recommendation by the
administration to continue giving
extra grade point credit to students
taking school honors classes.

The administration made the
recommendation, in spite of a
recommendation from a committee
set up to study the program and a vote
by teachers to do away with the extra
credit.

Students ma an A in an honors
class get five grade points, instead of
the four points awarded for A's in
other courses.

Dr. Robert Carter, coordinator of
secondary English, social studies and
foreign languages, headed the
committee and presented the report
to the board.

Recommendations the com-
mittee include establishing uniform
criteria for both high schools in each
mlnem in which courses are

Carter said teachers at Midland
High School had been subjected to
more pressure to have their children
admitted to honors courses tha
teachers at Lee High School. .

Uniform procedures, by depart-
ments, should cut down on that
pressure, he said.

The administration will present
formal recommendations on the
honors program at a later meeting,
schools superintendent Dr. James
Mailey said.

The trustees met in executive
session to discuss property
acquisition and employment of an
architect to study the feasibility of
moving facilities now located at the
former North Elementary School to
“‘property adjacent to Midland High
School,” board president Johnny
Warren said.

The board plans to sell the North
Elementary building, which now
serves as the Midland High annex.

The trustees, by consensus,
authorized the administration to
negotiate with Neuhardt and Babb
architectura! firm in Midland.

The architect will study the best site
for the facilities to replace those in the
annex and an “overall land use plan"
for expansion of Midland High,
Warren said.

The trustees also authorized their
real estate agent to continue

negotiating for property in the
Midland High area, Warren said.
Also in executive session, the

trustees evaluated school principals
and discussed salary formulas

In open meeting, the trustees voted
to renew contracts for principals and
coordinators and to increase salaries
for elementary school principals and
coordinators.

Elementary school principals now
receive 1.13 times what their salaries
would be if they were teachers for 11
months a year (compared to 10

months for teachers). Coordinators
now receive 1.12 times their teachers’
salaries for 11 months.

Under the new salary schedule,
elementary teachers will receive 1.14
times teacher salary their first year,
increasing to 1.2 times their fourth
year. Coordinators’ salaries will start
at 1.12 times teacher salary and in-
crease to 1.18 times their fourth year
on the job.

Assistant senior high school prin-
cipals will receive the same salary as
coordinators.

Secondary principals will continue
to receive 1.35 times teacher salary
for 12 months, Also at Tuesday's
meeting, Trustee Don Sparks
requested board consideration of
scheduling at least half the trustees’
meetings at night. Sparks said he has
received numerous requests over the
years from citizens for night
meetings. He said he does not know
how much response there would be
but “we ought to give it a trial period.
If nothing else, it will give us an out”
when people ask why meetings are
scheduled in the afternoon. Other
trustees agreed that the idea should
be tried, but they agreed to wait until
summer or early fall.

Sparks also said he would like the
trustees to start recording board
meetings.

He said there was no specific reason
for the timing of his request, but said
there have been several instances in
the past in which it would have been
helpful to have an exact record of
board discussions. An example,
Sparks said, was the granting of
broadcast rights for district football
and basketball games. One radio
station operator at that time claimed
the board acted in a way other than it
had said it would.

Warren said he did not object to
taping but was concerned that the
public could “pick something out of
context."

The board directed Mailey to study
the feasibility and cost of a taping
system and report back to the board.

Also at the meeting, the trustees
heard a report on vocational course
enrollments. Ralph Slagle, coor-
dinator of vocational education, said
enrollment in vocational courses has
increased from 497, 5.1 per cent of the
senior high school enroliment, in
October 1968 to 1,574, 32 per cent of the
senior high school enroliment, now

Earlier in the afternoon, Phillips
twice pulled his old telephone routine
A bell rings, Phillips drums up a

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Nixon's silence
to end in week

WASHINGTON (AP) — Richard
Nixon's public silence on Watergate
will end next Wednesday, after exact-
ly 1,000 days.

In the first of four taped interviews-
for-pay. Nixon the citizen will accept
questions that Nixon the president
turned away. What revelations result
from the 90-minute program is known
only to its participants — and they
will say only that “it's exceedingly
dramatic.”

Interviewer David ' Frost, who
reportedly paid the former president
$600,000, says, “I believe viewers will
feel that this confrontation tests the
Nixon accounting of Watergate the
way and with the intensity that it
should be tested.” .

Nixon last referred to Watergate in
public on Aug. 8, 1974, when he an-
nounced his resignation. By accident
or design, the interval adds to 1,000
days.

Frost, a personality on British and
American television, shuffled the four
programs around to begin with
Watergate.

“We decided to put the Watergate
show first - because it's extremely
dramatic and it's necessary to have
the air cleared on Watergate to con-
sider equally important and less con-
troversial aspects of his presidency,”
says C. Robert Zelnick, a member of
Frost's staff.

“From the beginning, we regarded
as one of our missions ... to ask ques-
tions that might have been asked had
not President Ford pardoned him a
month after he left office."

Nixon resigned saying that
Watergate had cost him the support of
Congress and that to fight ‘“for my

personal vindication” would absorb
all his time. The pardon for any and
all crimes during his 5%-year
presidency foreclosed any subsequent
prosecution.

Zelnick, supervising a three-man
team of researchers for the Frost in-
terviews, said Watergate was saved
for. last in the 11 non-consecutive days
of' interviews at a private home near
Nixon's own San Clemente, Calif.,
residence.

“A very rigorous interrogation on
al{eged abuse areas could con-
ceivably have affected our relation-
ship in other areas,” he said.

He said the Watergate portion “‘will
be as dramatic an hour and a half of
television as anything I have ever
seen on the screen.”

Failing to sell the interviews to the
three national networks, Frost
assembled what he calls “an over-
night network’ of 138 individual sta-
tions. National sponsors will pay
$125,000 a minute for commercials —
six each show. The individual stations
will have another six minutes of each
program to sell locally.

Nixon was told the subject matter in
advance of each taping, but got no
preview of the actual questions. He
had no control over the programs,
Zelnick said, adding;

'No progress’ on SALT
despite date setting

WASHINGTON (AP) — The Carter
administration has made “absolutely
no progress'' toward breaking the
deadlock with the Soviet Union over a
new treaty to limit nuclear weapons,
U.S. officials say

The dour assessment comes after
four weeks of intensive American ef-
forts to reverse the Soviets' rejection
of a proposal by President Carter to
radically change the approach to a
Strategic Arms Limitation Treaty
(SALT)

The officials discussed the SALT
situation after insisting that they not
be ?oted by name

They said the United States has of-
fered no major change in the two pro-
posals turned down March 30 by
Soviet leader Leonid Brezhnev during
talks with Secretary of State Cyrus R
Vance in Moscow.

Carter, Vance and national security
adviser Zbigniew Brzezinski then
tried to promote the rejected ap-
proach in subsequent meetings here
with Soviet Ambassador Anatoly
Dobrynin

In spite of optimistic statements
from Carter and others, the officials
say neither Dobrynin nor any other
Soviet leader budged from his opposi-
tion.

The sources also played down the
importance of Tuesday's announce-
ment of the resumption of working-
level talks in Geneva on implemen-
ting whatever SALT agreement is
reached

Any claim that these talks, which
start May 11, represent progress is
“simply a charade,” the officials
said. The delegations have no mean-
ingful work to do until the U.S. and
Soviet leaders break their impasse,
the officials said

In recent talks with Dobrynin, in-
cluding a meeting Monday with
Vance, thé¢ American side has shifted
from promoting its proposals to seek-
ing a new Soviet approach.

But the Russians have stayed with
their assertion that a new SALT ac-
cord should be based on broad prin-
ciples reached in the November 1974
Vliadivostok summit

The Carter proposal called for ma-
jor cuts in each nation's nuclear
arsenal and banned the development
of new strategic weapons systems

Brezhnev rejected this approach as
inequitable. He contended it left the
United States with current ad-
vantages and cut the Soviet lead
where it has a head start

WASHINGTON - President Carter
has approved the sale of five
sophisticated and expensive airborne
radar stations to Iran in a half billion
dollar deal intended to plug gaps in
the Shah's air defense system, Ad-
ministration officials said Tuesday.

The sale marked the first major
military transaction with Iran in the
Presidency of Carter who, as a
candidate, was sharply critical of
President Gerald R. Ford for selling
“massive’’ amounts of weapons to the
oil-rich nation.

A Carter Administration official
said the electronics planes involved in
the new sale are “‘entirely passive and
defensive’”” and could indirectly
reduce later purchases of warplanes
which could be used for both offensive
and defensive purposes.

The sale also has at least two other
attractions from the Administration's
viewpoint. It eases the :tinf of Car-
ter's campaign criticism of Iran, a
country which supplies oil the United
States needs badly. And it could in-
crease total preduction of the planes,
thus lowering the unit price the US.
Air Force must pay for them.

Known as AWACS (for advanced
warning and control system), the
converted Boeing 707-320B aircraft
carry radar and other electronic gear
intended to track hostile aircraft and
todirect interceptors to counter them.

At $112 million each, the planes are

the most expensive now in production
anywhere in the world.
ith a ‘“look down' radar
capability, AWACS are able to detect
low-flying aireraft and missiles which
frequently evade ground-based radar.
The electronics equipment aboard
the planes is capable of d
between aircraft and “clutter’’ on the
ground such as trucks or buildings.
Aided by computers, the 23
technicians aboard each plane can
supply precise information to the
commander of air defense to control
interception, attack and other aerial
warfare activities.

The planes carry no weapons,
however, and operate well behind the
battle area.

“It is entirely passive and defensive
but it will permit him (the Shah) to
make better use of the aircraft he
has," an official said. “With these, he
will not need so many other planes to
provide the same defense."

The F-14s which Iran purchased
last year and the F<s which it
acquired earlier are capable both of
intercepting invading aircraft and of
flying offensive m S.

The official said that in spite of the
high price tag on AWACS, the aircraft
would be less expensive than a system
of 40 mountaintop radar stations
which Iran has been studying.

The US. Air Force last month
received the first of the 34 AWACS it
hopes to purchase.

Toxic chemicals pose

giant disposal problem

for Louisville officials

LOUISVILLE — Facing a public
health menace hauntingly similar to
the Kepone in Virginia's James River
in 1975, officials here are trying to
figure out how to dispose of at least
six tons of two obscure but highly tox-

Because the rubbing alcohol can be
flammable, fire engines will stand
by: carbon dioxide will be pumped in-

to the sewer line to reduce the
likelihood of fire
Nobody knows whether this

strategy will be successful. Arguing
against it is the fact that the sewer
line, about 70 years old, has a layer of
sludge that ranges from eight to 17 in-

ches thick, and HCP, a heavy
substance, tends to collect in low
spots

According to Virginia officials, such
low spots in the Hopewell sewers still
contain Kepone after two years
Hopewell officials pumped Kepone
from their sewers into a large lagoon
nearby, where it remains today
(though some had dissipated). The ci-
ty is now building a giant incinerator
capable of rendering the Kepone
harmless

Chemically, HCP is derived from
common substances, crude oil and
chlorine

Bicyclopentene, produced in the
refinery breakdown of petroleum, is
combined with chlorine, and the
result is another jaw-breaker,
decachlorocyclopentadiene. That
chemical is then broken down into
HCP and the other villain in the
Louisville sewer story, OCTA

OCTA has few commercial uses. It
is separated from its more versatile
and volatile brother by distillation,
the same process used to make
whisky. HCP, like bourbon, passes out
of the distilling chamber as a gas and
is condensed into liquid outside. OC-
TA, like the dregs of the mash, is left
in the vat.

In its pure form, HCP is a pale
yellow liquid at room temperature,
nearly twice as heavy as water.

“It has so many uses,"” said EPA’s
Jennings, “‘and it is relatively easy to
make in batches.”

But occasionally, he said,
something 'goes wrong and a bad
bateh results — usually half HCP and
half OCTA. That, according to EPA

All were community
hospitals rather than academic or university
hospitals, but they were “‘the typical hospitals'’ that
most people go to, said Forrest, “‘none very small
and none very large.” in that they ranged in size
from 200 to *“800 or 1,000"" beds

After a mathematical correction to compensate for

Physical fighting between married
couples takes place in all economic
and social levels of society. Statistics
indicate that wife abuse is more com-
mon than rape and figures are in-
creasing. Fort Worth gets 300400
calis per month from battered
women. Other Texas statistics
specifically on battered wives are
scarce but police reports confirm that
family assaults in general are rising

Although women do assault men, it
seems that wife abuse happens more
often and usually with more serious
consequences, the Texas Medical
Association says. Husbands
murdered about a third of female
homicide victims in California in 1971,
FBI statistics show. Only 8 percent of
male homicide victims were
murdered by wives. The number of
reported family disturbance and wife

Women often feel trapped in situa-
tions where they are abused. Many do
not think they have the ability to earn
a living so they stay where it is
dangerous but there is an assured in-
come from the husband. Many women
may also feel pressure from church
and society to stay in marriages and
try to make them work. Emotional
ties with the husband also can be a big
factor.

Escape and counselling are two
pouibirifies women's groups often
mention for battered wives. Some
stress escape because of their
pessimissm abut. progress with un-
cooperative husbands. They say the
physical danger make staying in the
relationship too risky unless the hus-
band wants to change.

Much of the counselling tries to give
the women a sense of self-acceptance
and independence. Nanci Felice, co-
organizer of the Austin Coalition on
Battered Women, said many middle-
class, middle-age women came to

Roses subject

counselling feeling quilty because
they are beaten.

Husbands who batter wives seem to
have their own set of problems. A
poor self-image, jealously, misplaced
anger, a need to dominate and/or a
drinking problem often are men-
tioned.

One resource for battered wives
would be to go to temporary housing.
They could stay there until home
situations improved or they made a
complete break. Currently groups in
Dallas, Ft. Worth, Austin and Houston
are almost the only ones trying to set
up housing centers. In the meantime,
groups are offering telephone
counselling and referral, peer
counselling sessions and short-term
housing with group workers.

The need is definitely there but fun-
ding seems to be the big problem for
everybody, said Doug Denton, who
works with the Dallas-based Women's
Help and Ft. Worth-based Women's
Haven.

For example, the Secret Service
was asked to stop flying the
presidential limousine all over the
country. The president indicated that
he would be quite content to use
whatever automobiles are available
in the Secret Service's various field
offices.

After studying his requests, the
Secret Service informed Carter they
could reduce their visibility at the
White House, but they could do little
to alter their protective procedures
when the president is traveling. The
Secret Service agreed to curtail the
use of the car plane as much as
possible.

Carter has also instructed his
cabinel members to cut back on the

perquisites of their offices. He has

spected 100,000 cars before and after
they were repaired by private
mechanics. Nearly 35 per cent of the
cars examined had defective brakes
“In states without inspection, such as
Alabama,” the confidential study
declares, “the total failure rate can
be as high as 95 per cent, while the
brake failure rate was 50 per cent.”

Explained one official: ‘“The in-
spection in many states is just Mickey
Mouse. That's why so many unsafe
brakes go undetected."

The centers also found that nearly
one-third of the repairs at service
stations, car dealers, chain stores and
garages were either incompetent or
unnecessary. Thus, consumers waste
32 cents of every dollar they spend to
fix their cars. This adds up to a
staggering $10 billion a year across
the nation.

In the Alabama center, for
example, an incredible 61 per cent of
the repairs on brake discs were un-
needed. The figures were only slightly
lower for other repairs, such as 43 per
cent of the brake linings and 42 per
cent of the shock absorbers

The diagnostic centers were
created by Congress in 1972, but the
Nixon Administration opposed
federal intervention in the auto repair
business. Therefore the Republican
administrators, highways chief John
Snow and assistant secretary William
Heffelfinger, tried to block the
program, say inside sources

First they delayed the contracts for
long periods. Then they clanped a lid
on the kind of repair information that
could be sought. “They prevented us
from getting a lot of important data,”
complained one participant

But the new highway chief, Joan
Claybrook, told us she will open her
files to the FTC, which wants to use
them to crack down on auto repair
ripoffs

He believes the present federal
system of certifying the need for
temporary importation of aliens to
work in agriculture should be
overhauled and refined to, in essence,
force growers to try harder to attract
domestic workers first.

Further, closer cooperation be-
tween the federal government and
various sectors of the economy is
necessary to spot areas where illegal
aliens are putting domestic workers
out of jobs, he says.

On the question of amnesty for
illegal aliens who have established
permanent lives in the United States,
Castillq is sympathetic but
pragmatic

“lI favor it, of course, but what
would it cost? How would it be im-
plemented? How would it relate to
border enforcement problems?"’

As a bureaucrat, Castillo has
become convinced that government
already has the legal tools to perform
better service, that improvement is a
question more of better ad-
ministration than of more laws.

“There's no excuse for not
documenting alien workers faster,”
he offered as an example, “and the
backlog of immigration cases should
be eliminated.”

Yes, he freely acknowledged, this
may require more money for the INS,
and the austerity-conscious White
House may balk

Economic conditions also are bad in
Panama.

The oil crisis hit Panama, which
has no oil of its own, especially hard.
A construction boom has burst, leav-
ing apartment blocks empty or half-
finished. Economists estimate that
unemployment in Panama is close to
15 per cent. And in the countryside,
peasants go hungry on subsistence
agriculture.

Meanwhile, Torrijos' popularity
reportedly is slipping. Last
September university students, who
long supported Torrijos, protested
against increased food prices.

Political observers are not sur-
prised that Panama's military
leaders should use the ready-made
issue of the canal to divert attention.

On the other hand, it must be admit-
ted that the arrogance of some Zo-
nians has irritated Panamanians over
the years.

““Before this center, all the rodent research that
had been done was urban, mainly in American
cities,” Reidinger said.

Scientists found that country rats migrate more
often and farther than their city cousins, but they're
less aggressive because they're not so crowded

In 1972, the research produced tangible results
The center-began field tests of the ratcontrol method
that Reidinger and Sanchez feel is the current best
answer to the peasant's rat problem. They call it
sustained baiting

To use sustained baiting, a farmer keeps a con-
tinuous supply of bait in his paddy throughout the 16-
week growing season. The bait is grain treated with a
substance to keep blood from coagulating. A rat eats
it for three or four days, then goes away to die of

LOS ANGELES — Bob Minor stood for a moment
:g the windy rim of a 13-story building and looked

wh.

The street was empty. Traffic had vanished after
dark, and stores were closed. In the distance, he
could hear a car horn. Once, voices drifted up but he
could not place them.

He teetered on the lip of the building, and felt its
edge with the toe of his shoe. Then he looked down
again. Tomorrow.

Sixteen hours from that moment, Minor would
stand again on the precipice of that Los Angeles high
rise, but this time he would not so much look down as
ACross.

What he had to do was leap the gap that separated
his building from the building across the alley. The
distance was 18 feet 6 inches, There would be no net.

At stake was Minor's reputation as the nation’s top
black stunt man, $4,000 — and his life. In thi' order.

“I was thinking,'' he says, “that I could o ' it, that
nothing in the world could stop me,.."”

He could see himself, in that second at the rim of
the building, hurtling off the edge into space, arms

thrust, head back, and he could see himself lan-

safely.

But then, if he let the image creep into a corner of
his mind, he could also see himself missing, clamm-
ing off the side of the other structure and falling, fall-
ing...

But Minor, 33, a stunt man for seven years, a nice
kid from Birmingham, closed his eyes and said the
Lord's Prayer.

It was Wednesday.

A stunt man, in his way, lives always at the edge of

eJnce He falls awesome heights, rides cars into
twnst metal, sets himself on fire, crashes planes,
leaps off trains, is dragged by horses and devoured
by sharks.

At the end, he limps off the set or climbs out of the
water or rolls off an air bag or dusts himself off and
counts his blessings. He is alive. So far, so good.

A stunt man is rarely himself on the big screen or
on the face of a television set. His credits are small
compared to the star that he doubles for (or is his
double, depending on one's point of view).

He is that abused, anonymous ligure who risks life
and limb for the sake of a scene which often, by itself,
makes a movie or an episode rise for a moment from
mediocrity.

Danger is his specialty, and he glories in the
camaraderie he shares with a very small and a very
elite fraternity.

Bob Minor is a member. He was the first black
man to pierce the barrier of that fraternity five years
ago, and since then he has worked in more than 100
movies for the big screen and television. |

At 6-2 and 215 pounds — wide shoulders and narrow
hips — Minor is physically equip for the fights
and falls he must endure as part of his trade.

He admits that once you get past 30, the muscles
ache a little more and the soreness takes longer to go
away, but still it's a business he loves.

‘““Every stunt is a challenge,"” he says, standing by
on the set of a television in the basement of a Wilshire
Boulevard gym. “You either make it or you don't.
It's that simple.

“I'm going more into acting now, but even then I'll
do my own stunts.

Last Thursday night, in the middle
of Hell Week, as final week of

fraternity initiation is known, Bazile ~

went to one of the last initiation ses-
sions at the fraternity meeting room.
Precisely what occurred is not clear,
but Mason said another pledge who
was present later told him that
pledges were beaten and forced to do
strenuous running.

Philadelphia lice said Robert
Bazile collap in the fraternity
house meeting room and died a few
hours later in the campus hospital

center when efforts to revive him
failed

The state medical examiner's office
said Bazile died of a heart attack.

Philadelphia homicide detectives
are still investiga the incident. No
charges have been filed.

There were nine youths in the room
with Robert when he collapsed, ac-
cording to camnn spokesman Jack
Hamilton, but said only five of
them were students at the University
of Pennsylvania. The others were
from either Drexel University or the
Philadelphia Community College.

One pledge who was present when
Bazile collapsed declined comment
on the advice of his counsel.

Two other University of Penn-
sylvania students who were also pre-
sent could not be reached for com-
ment.

On the afternoon that he died

Bazile had been studying fraternity
history in his campus apartment with
some “Big Brothers” (full fledged
members of the fraternity), ac-
cording to Mason. Mason recalled
that a “set” — initiation rite — was
planned for that evening.

The pledging ceremonies had
slready hegun to leave their mark an
Robert's life, Mason said.

There were eveni when Bazile
didn't come home, en he did, it
would be early in the morning and he
would get just a few hours sleep
before going {o class.

““He was rarely eating any more at
the apartment,” Mason said. Bazile
neglected his school work and was in
danger of failing two courses this
semester, according to Brooks.

Carter energy policy product
of intense work by tight circle

WASHINGTON — President
Carter's energy program is the
product of intense, secretive work by
a tight circle of officials who drew
heavily on ideas and statistical
models inherited from the Ford and
Nixon administrations, according to
those involved.

The pace of work was so hectic and
the desire to maintain secrecy so
intense that many basic decisions
about the program were not made
until the last day or two before it was
announced Wednesday night. Even
Friday the administration could not
confidently estimate the program's
potential impact on the economy — a
subject the energy planners did not
consider seriously until the last fort-
night.

Some details of how new energy
taxes will be rebated to the public also
remain to be worked out.

As late as last weekend, Carter
personally was still agonizing over
the fact that the energy plan did not
include total deregulation of newly
discovered natural gas. In his cam-
paign Carter had advocated such
deregulation, and “he takes those
campaign pledges very seriously,’ as

one associate said

The authors of the plan, who are
proud of it, describe the process that
produced the final documents as
frenetic, difficult, but in the end ex-
traordinarily successful.

The April 20 deadline imposed
enormous pressure, but it was “a
good thing,” according to S. David
Freeman, one member of the tight
circle around chief energy adviser
James R. Schlesinger who helped
write the plan

Without the deadline, Freeman said
in an interview, “we could easily have
spent the summer and fall (drafting
the plan) and come up with a watered-
down project “that would have been
“nickled and dimed to death” in
protracted bureaucratic and political
bargaining.

Outsiders who have watched the
process — members of Congres and
their staffs, interested lobbyists and
others — agree about the freneticism,
but not necessarily about its alleged
benefits. ‘“They got off to a slow start,
then set an unrealistic deadline,”
according to one congressional
source, ‘‘and the President's program
reflects the haste with which it was
put together."

Gasoline tax increase
could be cash bonanza

WASHINGTON — President
Carter’'s proposal for increasing the
federal gasoline tax 5to-50 cents a
gallon over the next decade if con-
servation targets are not met could
provide a small cash bonanza for
millions of American families

Even if these families did not
decrease their driving after the tax
increase took effect, they would have
more money to spend than before.
And if they reduced their gasoline use
a bit, they would have even more
extra cash.

The key to this paradox is that
Carter's proposal calls for returning
almost every penny collected under
his standby gasoline tax plan to the
public in the form of income tax
credits and, in the case of those who
owe no tax, cash payments.

Every household would get the
money, regardless of how much or
how little gasoline it used. It would not
even have toown a car. The amount of
the rebate would depend strictly on
the size of the family.

For example, a family of four that
drove 25,000 miles a year in a car
averaging 15 miles per gallon would
pay $83.33 extra a year for gasoline if
a nickel per gallon were added to the
current 4 cent federal gasoline tax

If the family drove 1,000 miles less,
its total savings would be $20. Or, if it
switched to a car averaging 17 miles
per gallon, it would be $26.47 richer
because of the Carter program

To be sure, not everyone would be a
winner under Carter’s program. A
Beverly Hills bachelor driving 30,000
miles a year in a 10-mile-per-gallon
muscle car would be $125 poorer, even
after collecting his $25 rebate, if the
gasoline tax were increased 5 cents a
gallon. So would a Wyoming widow
driving similar distances to shop and
visit her grandchildren in her bat-
tered sedan.

Under the Carter program, the
most likely winners would be large
families driving relatively short
distances in fuel-efficient vehicles.
The most likely losers would be single
people driving long distances in gas
guzzlers. But the program is intended
to work so that most people would
have a chance to come out ahead and
everybody would have some op-
portunity to improve his or her
position.

In the first place, under Carter’s
proposal, the 5-cent-a-gallon annual
increases in the gasoline tax would
not be automatic. They would occur
each year only if the nation failed to
meet Carter's year-by-year targets
for reducing annual gasoline usage 10
per cent between now and 1985.

At present, the nation consumes
about 7.3 million barrels of gasoline a
day. (A barrel contains 42 gallons.)
Carter's targets, still being worked
on, would call for continued small
increases over the. next two or thrée
years, but with significant reductions
of as much as 2 per cent a year in the
1980s. /

Under Carter’s plan, imposition of
his gas-guzzle{ tax — a levy on cars
with poorer than average gasoline
mileage — would induce enough
people to buy lighter, more energy-
efficient cars to accomplish about
one-quarter of the targeted reduction
in gasoline use.

Interviews in recent days with
numerous government officials and
interested outsiders leave these
impressions about the Carter energy
program:

-t was produced by a small staff
assembled by Schlesinger. They
worked in secret, denying other
federal officials and outsiders access
to their most important deliberations
In the last few weeks, senior officials
of the Treasury, the Office of
Management and Budget, the Council
of Economic Advisers and the
National Security Council had to
apply “tremendous pressure’”’ on
Schlesinger to get to see a draft of his
proposals, according to one well-
placed source.
