How thick .should Uu? firf t solid 
foods be?

Usually the fust solid f<- -d 'rivrn 
a baby is one of the spi  ̂ial baby 
cereals. These are thorouRhly cook­
ed and need only to have warm 
milk or formula added. For the 
first servinp of a cereal, dilute it 
with enough milk to give an almost 
liquid consi.stency. It is thus more 
nearly like the milk he has become 
accustomed to.

After several feedinirs of very 
thin cereal have been fed and 
baby seems to be famil. <r with the 
new food, gradually incr^. e the 
proportion of cereal and reduce the 
milk, makinpr it thicker.

Cereahs are usually ft .1 with a 
spoon. If the spoon h - b i ii pr''- 
viously used to jrive him w t. r̂, 
orancre juice and cod liver oil, it is 
no lunyer strarge to him.

Of course, it is easier u  feed 
thick cereal because it is 1. ; apt 
to be spilled. The baey n.ay blow 
thin cerejil out of the spo ,n 
intentionally or accidentally. Or 
the .spoon may be hit with a hand 
which is aimlessly v.avin.s- ar.iund, 
or unconsciously he may .jc tryinjj 
to help to feed himself. PiT-parefor 
spills, but elon’t try to five him a 
thick cereal at first. He has to 
learn to eat solid foods by expe­
rience. (

The first strained vegetables may 
be diluted with milk or formula. <

A good rule to remember is that 
you arc not trying to make your 
baby eat, you are letting him eat.

Remember, too, that the first 
year of life is full of new expe­
riences and there are a multitude 
of things to learn. Don’t try too 
hard to teach him, let him learn.

Antonin Dvorak. Bohemian com­
